Lord Lorne on Canada.

The London correspondent of the Tor.
onto Globe, writing under date of d¥h inst.
says:—* Lord Lorne’s visit to Birming-
ham this week has proved a great success.
His reception throughout has been most
hearty, and there was a remarkably strong
demand for tickets admitting to his ad-
dress upon the Dominion. At one time,
indeed, I am told it was seriously thought
that some arrangements would have to be
made for an overflow ‘meeting. The Ilec-
tare itseli was extremely  well received
and well reported in all the leading pa-
pers throughout the country. There was
perhaps nothing strikigly original or novel
about it,;but no one could have been more
enthsiastic than was His Lordship in de-
scribing the attractions of the country,
and coming from him, such statements
I ma.y mention

I have héard on' twb ‘or fhres ‘occasions
references to the address which show how
much more attentipn it has received than
any other lecture on a similar subject of
late years. One point is perhaps worthy
of notice. In speaking upon emigration
from, as he termed it, *‘ an English point
of view,” the Marquis was very cautious
in his tone. As far as the rural districts
in Scotland and in some portion of Eng-
land were concerned, he considered that
emigration had gone quite far enough.
There is no doubt that this feeling is slow-
ly spreading among the employers of la-
bour in the country, and it is here, I
think,that the most serious difficulty
which the advocates] of emigration will
have to cocounter will spring up. One
or two references in the Times a few weeks
ago to this point, have not passed unno-
ticed, and I think we shall hear more on
the question before long.”

A Bad Business.

Referring to the vecent suspension of
traffic on the Cagzda Pacific Railway,
owing to the cutting down of employees’
pay, the Montreal Witness says,—*‘Rail-
way communication with the North-West
of Canada is cut off we are told. One
railway company only is allowed a line
"connecting Winnipeg and the North-West
with the outer world, and that Company
has had a quarrel with its employees with
the result that both parties are willing to
see the public put to great inconven-
ience and loss rather than submit to loss
themselves even for a short time. This is
the direct result of the monopoly. If
there had been more lines than one to do
the work, neither Company nor engineers
would have tried to force the other’s’
hands so suddenly. The Canadian Pacific
Company cannot lose very much, for the
traffic will accumulate until they are
ready to carry it, and the engineers think
that they have only to hold ont and that
the United Brotherhood of the United
States, . to which they one and all belong,
will see them through. In the meantime
thepmblic have to suffer. A despatch to
the (?fgan of the Company here, states
tha$ at points west of Winnipeg there is
a gearcity of provisions and fear of famine
if ‘communication is not kept up. The
Company in return for great subsidies
and great privileges contracted to keep
up a regular service over the whole line.
This occurrence will make it more abun-
dantly clear than ever to the people of
the North-West that a monopoly in trans.
portation upon which their welfare, per-
haps their lives, depend should not be
allowed to exist and it will hasten the
crisis which seems approaching in that
part of Canada. All the dangers which
were foreseen as a result of this monopoly
have been realized.”

Philias was not at his house
when Gustave and the constable reached
there. The house is situated a short dis-
tance from the village of Caraquet and is
only a small place. Near it is a bars, in
which by far the most valuable material
was to be found. When the two men
learned that Philias was not about the
place they started for the barn, but as
they reached it they mnoticed the man
they were in search of just emerging from
the woods a short distance away. He had
been out chopping and had over his shoul-
der ahvaxe. Without showing any fear
he walked up to where the constable and
Gustave were standing and inquired their
busi The table replied that he
held an execution against him for debt,
and asked him to pay the amount or they
would be obliged to seize his property.
Philias said ne had neither money nor
property for them, and then threatened
the constable that if he took any steps to
investigate for himgelf he, Philias, woald
resist them. This had the desired effect
and the officer of the law stepped back
and refused to do his duty and seize the
goods if he could find any. Gustave sp-
parently cared nothing for the threats, for
when. he found that the constable would
not perform his duty he said he wounld
make the scizure himself, and stepping
past Philias broke open the door and en-
tered the barn. The first thing he grasp-
ed was a barrel of grain which he relled
from the baran floor to the yard. - Philias,
when he saw that Gustave would mnot be
turned from his purpose by threats, raised
his axe and ran up o where he was stand-
ing. High words followed, or more prop-
erly speaking the conversation became
very.exciting, each using strong language
towards the other. Finally, so the story
goes, Philias said he would strike Gustave
with the axe if he did not allow the grain
to remain where it was. Gustave then
drew his revolver and fired twice in the
air. one report says, while auother is to
the effect that the shots were fired at
Philias. At all events, two shots were
fired, but Philias escaped withont injury.
Either in terror of his own life or with
the intention of killing his cousin, Philias
made at him with the axe and struck him
on the head with its flat side. Gustave
fell instantly, but Philias, maddened with
rage, struck him another blow with tae
head of the deadly weapon he had in his
hands. At first it was thought the blows
had produced instant death, but when
the constable had regained his presence of
mind, after the dreadfnl deed, he found
the man still breathed and obtained assist-
ance to remove him to a house near at
hand.

The two Temperance Acts.

Those of our temperance friends who
favor the rotention of the Canada Temper-
ance Act offset the di ging
experiences of the past three years with
the hope that the new Liquor License Act,
by providing inspectors specially charged
with the duty of enforcing the Canada
Temperance Act, will render that law
more effective. They also argue that the
Liquor License Act should not be adopted
because its validity is disputed and must
be settled by the Courts before the Act
will be efficient. The two ideas are some-
what inconsistent and it may be well to
mention the fact in order to prevent mis.
apprehension. If the Liquor License Act
is unconstitutional then there can be no
Commissiouer or Inspector eclothed by it
with authority to prosecaute offenders
againgt the Scott Act, because the whole
Act must fall if the grounds on which its
validity is challenged be sustained. This
fact, which we presume needs only to be
stated to be accepted, will show that it is
bardly sound to argue that the Seott Act
should be sustained because the Liquor
License Act may be unconstitutional.
Further, it is worthy of mention and con-
sideration that other sections of the
Liquor License Act, besides these
relating to the duties of inspectors, are
80 comnected with the Scott Act that
any attempt to operate the latter will in-
evitably raise the question of the validity
of the former.
