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We had occasion, last week, to refer 
to the inadequacy of postal facilities in 
Chatham, which caused a failure in the 
transmission of mails, especially to the 
offices along the line of the Canada 
Eastern Railway, but had not. at the 
time exact information upon the sub­
ject. We knew that Chatham was the 
despatching office for the mails for 
Blackville, Doaktown, Boiestown and 
all other points on the Southwest Mir- 
amichi above Reuous River, and that 
mail matter reaching Chatham office 
was allowed to lie in it for from twen­
ty-six to thirty hours before being for­
warded ; and we, very justly, assum­
ed that, under proper postal adminis­
tration, such a condition of things 
would not be ]>ermifcted to exist.

The explanation of it is that the 
Post Office Department will not pay 
for facilities for handling the business 
of the Chatham office. Those acquain­
ted with the subject know that the 
work of the office has been largely in­
creased in late yeais. For instance, 
the receiving and despatching of eigh­
teen daily mails has been added to the 
work of the office, with a consider­
ably increased revenue for the depart­
ment. It would be reasonable to ex­
pect that there would be a correspond­
ing increase in the staff—in the salary 
and expenses allowed the postmaster, to 
enable him to do the work required. 
Instead of that, however, there has 
been a decrease, for postmaster Adams, 
is obliged to do the work of the office 
for less, in salary and allowances, than 
the late postmaster Vondy received, 
when there was no daily mail to 
Riviere des Caches, Church Point 
or Black Brook, and before the 
fifteen daily mails had to be made up 
for the Canada Eastern Railway route.

An idea of the work done in the 
Chatham Post Office may be had from 
the following statement of the bags 
containing mail which are sent and 
received daily :—

Monday,
Tuesday.
Wednesday,
Thursday,
Friday,
Saturday,

Mails are made up in the Chatham 
office for forty-seven country offices,and 
an idea of the importance of and re­
sponsibility involved in serving these 
may be gathered from the fact that be­
tween sixteen and seventeen hundred 
registered letters alone have been sent 
to them in the last four and a half 
months. The work of receiving, sort­
ing, despatching, distributing and de­
livering the mails, attending to money 
orders and registering in a town of the 
size and business importance of Chatham, 
ought to be considered sufficient work 
tor one good man, to say nothing of the 
large forwarding business done.

When the present postmaster took 
charge of the office the salary, includ- 
allowances, was $133 a month ; now, 
with increased revenue and the ad­
dition of eighteen daily mails, fifteen 
of which are on the Canada Eastern 
Railway, he receives only $119 a 
month. At the time these new daily 
mails were put on, Inspector Dewe 
assured the postmaster that he would 
receive $200 a year, in addition to the 
$133 a month then allowed to the 
office. When, instead, a deduction of 
salary, to the extent of $14 a month, 
was made, the postmaster found he was 
unable to pay for the increased assist­
ance he required and, thus, the public 
interest had to suffer because of the 
penurious treatment which the post­
master-general, or those acting for him, 
accorded to the Chatham office.

We are assured that, in order even 
to do the work as it is now done in the 
office, it is begun at 5.30 or 6 a. m. 
and has to be continued until 8.30 p.m. 
In the mornings,the work of sorting and 
preparing for distribution and delivery 
of the mails by railway from North and 
South, and the making up of the 
country mails, make Chatham office 
the largest and most important in New 
Brunswick, outside of the cities. It 
cannot be questioned that, with the 
present salary and under existing cir­
cumstances, more work is done for the 
money it costs in this office than in any 
other in the country. It seems to be 
the policy of our Ottawa rulers to 
degrade Northumberland as much as 
possible, so far as its interests and 
share in the public services go. We 
are required to pay more than any 
other county as our share of the fees, 
fines and forfeitures which go to make 
up the revenues of the Fisheries De­
partment, while neither Northumber­
land or any other North Shore county 
was worth considering when Inspectors 
were to be appointed. We had the 
Inspectorship of Lighthouses taken 
from us a few years ago and, this year, 
has seen us deprived of the Indian 
Commissionership. And, through the 
cutting down of salary in the face of 
an increase of work, the largest and 
most important post office in the coun­
ty is so crippled that fifteen daily mails 
are regularly detained for twenty-four 
hours longer than is necessary, simply 
because the Department will not pay 
for handling them. We submit that 
such a condition of things is discredit­
able to the government and not calcul­
ated to inspire the i>eople with confi­
dence in it.

MR. LABOUCHERB STRONGLY ATTACKS THE 

BRITISH SOUTH AFRICA COMPANY.

London, Nov. 9.—In the House sf 
Commons to-day Henry Libouchere, who 
is bitterly opposed to government by 
chartered companies and to government 
by the British South Africa Company in 
particular, obtained permission to move 
the adjournment of the House in order to 
discuss the question of allowing the Brit­
ish South Africa Company to establish a 
claim upon a contract engagement regard­
ing Matabeleland. Mr. Labouchere also 
discussed the question of allowing the 
company to continue the war it is now 
carrying on. He declared that when 
King Lobengula granted the concession 
of the territory in Mashonoland to Mr.
Budd, on which the British South Africa 
Company waa founded, he was ignorant 
that he thus gave the whites the right to 
dig gold anywhere in his territory.
When he learned this he repudiated his 
action. The concession, Mr. Labouchere 
declared, was obtained by trickery and 
the company had obtained its charter 
by trickery. The Queen had given speci­
fic promises to Lobengula which the com­
pany had not fulfilled.

Mr. Labouchere said the company had 
exhausted its capital, and was only exist­
ing by the aid of temporary loans Its 
bankruptcy was inevitable. The war had 
been started merely for the purpose of 
seizing Matabeleland, which was said to 
be far richer in gold than the territory in 
Mashonaland, covered by the concession.
Finding itself on the verge of bankruptcy 
the company thought it could float more 
stock and get on its teet again by seizing 
the rich gold reefs, of Matabeland. He 
did not approve of Lobengula’s method 
of Government, but to him Lobengula 
seemed to be far the most respectable 
person connected with Mashonaland or 
Matabeland.

Mr. Gladstone answered Mr. Lv 
bouchere’s attack upon the chartered 
company’* eondu-ct towards the Mata- 
beles. The Ministers did not attempt, he 
said, ta dissociate themselves from the 
responsibilities of the Matabele war.
They recognized that although the South 

; African Chartered Company had a serious 
responsibility in the war, events were 
occurring during the progress of the con­
flict in which the Government must have 
the chief interest. Whether the com­
pany was right or wrong was exceeding­
ly difficuUxto determine. He wished that 
his honoratiîeu friend (Labouchere) had 
exercised more» self-restraint in the use of 
strong language, inasmuch as with the 
facte now at band it was impossible to 
pass Anal judgment upon the company’s 
course. The immediate cause of the war, 
it was alleged, was the company’s demand 
that King. Lobengula cease raiding the 
MashcoeSw Moreover the company had 
called upon Lobengula to withdraw hie 
demand that a number of Mashonas be 
handed over to him. The company be­
lieved that Lobengula meant to put these 
Mashonas to death. It would have been 
a crime against humanity if British au­
thorities had not refused LohengnU’s de­
mand. According to these statements 
the British authorities were justified in 
regarding Lobengula’s course as sufficient 
provocation for hostilities.

THE WARDS.
2. That the Town of Chatham shall be 

divided into four wards, namely :
Ward One.—Shall embrace that por­

tion of the town extending from the 
westerly boundary of the Town, to the 
easterly side of the Muirhead wharf, 
thence southerly until it strikes Wate r 
Street, thence along the westerly side 
of Water Street to the Golden Ball 
Comer, thence southerly crossing Water 
Street, thence easterly along Duke Street 
to the westerly side of Saint John Street, 
thence along the said westerly side of 
Saint John Street to the southerly bound­
ary of the Town.

Ward Two.—Shall embrace that por­
tion of the Town extending from the 
easterly boundary of ward one to the 
wcs'erly side of King Street and a con­
tinuation thereof nor.herly to the town 
limits.

Ward Three.—Shall include all that 
portion extending from the easterly 
boundary of ward two to the westerly 
side of Hill Street and a line in continu­
ation thereof southerly and northerly to 
the town limits.

Ward Four.—Shall embrace all that 
portion extending from the easterly 
boundary of ward three to the easterly 
boundary of the town limits. These 
divisions to be subject to change by % 
vote of the Town Council.

THE TOWN COUNCIL.
3. The administration of the fiscal, 

prudential and municipal affiirs, and 
the whole legislative power and govern­
ment of the whole said Town shall be 
vested in one principal officer, who shall 
be called the mayor of the Town of Chat­
ham, and eight other persons, two of 
whom shall be annually elected for each 
ward, and shall be called councillors for 
the Town of Chatham, all of whom shall 
be severally elected as herein directed ; 
and such mayor and councillors, for the 
time being, shall be the Town Council 
for the Town of Chatham, but neither the 
mayor nor councillors, or any of them, 
shall receive any pay or remuneration for 
their services.

4. The mayor and councillors of the 
said Town shall, during his or their con­
tinuation in office, be and be deemed J us- 
tices of the Peace, and shall have, use 
and exercise the same power and author­
ity and have the same rights, privileges 
aad immunities as if he or they had been 
oomraissioned Justice or Justices of the 
Peace in and for the County of Northum­
berland, but shall not, by reason of being 
mayor or councillor as aforesaid, be com­
pelled to act as Justices of the Peace for 
the trial of causes, except at pleasure.

ASSESSORS.
5. There shall be annually appointed 

by the Town Council three assessors for 
the said Town, and no person shall be 
eligible to that office unless he be a resi­
dent of the said town and a qualified 
voter therein.
QUALIFICATIONS OF MAYOR AND 

COUNCILLORS.
6. No person shall at any time be 

qualified to be el cted as mayor for the 
said Town unless, at the time of his elec­
tion, he be a British subject resident 
within the same of the full age of twenty- 
one years, and shall have been assessed 
in the assessment next preceding the 
election for real or personal estate to the 
value of one thousand dollars and up­
wards, and shall have paid before the 
time of such election all rates and taxes 
legally due from him within said town.

7. No person shall at »ny time be 
qualified to be elected as councillor for 
the said Town unless at the time of his 
election he be a British subject resident 
within the same,of the full age of twenty- 
one years, and shall have been a-sessed 
in the assessment next preceding the 
election for real or personal estate to the 
value of four hundred dollars and up­
wards, and shall have paid, before the 
time of such election, all rates and taxes 
legally due from him within said Town. 
VOTERS FOR MAYOR AND COUN­

CILLORS.
8. At the first election for mayor and 

councillors within the said Town under 
this Act, all ratepayers residing within 
the district hereby incorporated shall be 
qualified to vote for mayor and council­
lors within the said Town, and all persons 
residing within the said town who are 
qualified for the offices of mayor or coun­
cillors, as provided in sections 6 and 7 
hereof, shall be eligible for election to 
such offices.

9. That in all elections after the first, as 
provided in section 8 of this act for mayor 
and councillors, every male person and every 
widow and unmarried female, being British 
subjects of the full age of twenty-one year s 
or upwards and being ratepayers of the town 
on income or personal property to the 
amount of one hundred dollars or upwards, 
or on real property to any amount, and 
having paid his or her rates due, previous 
to such election, shall be entitled to vote 
at such alection; and the evidence of such 
payment shall be a receipt from the receiver 
of taxes, who is hereby required to furnish 
the same under a penalty of eight dollars for 
each refusal.

10. No person sh ill ba entitled to vote at 
any election for mayor or councillors unless 
his name appears upon the list of voters for 
the ward in which he claims to vote, and 
before he be permitted to vote he shall, if 
required by the officer or person holding 
such election,or by any candidate, or by any 
person qualified to vote at such election, 
make oath, or, being a Quaker, shill make 
affirmation before the officer or person hold­
ing such election as ful'ows, that is to say:—

I, A. B., do solemnly swear (or affirm) 
that I am of the full age of twenty-one 
years, and that I am the person named in 
the list of voters, and that 1 have paid all 
taxes assessed upon me in the said town, 
and that I have not voted before at this 
election in this ward—So help me God.

Which oath or affirmation the officer or 
person holding such election is hereby 
authorized to admiuitter, and in every case 
where the electors shall have been sworn or 
affirmed as aforesaid, the presiding officer 
■hall write in his roll book that such elector 
was sworn or affirmed.

Regarding the grading and general 
management of the schools, incorporation 
cannot have other than an improving 
effect upon them ; and, regarding the 
question of certain existing districts be­
ing now better off in respect of their 
school property than others, there is no 
practical difficulty whatever in the way of 
an equitable arrangement, under which 
every ratepayer in the respective districts 
■hall have the benefit, in his assessment 
under incorporation, of any advantage 
which he may now possess in that regard.

Taxation may or may not increase. It 
has materially increased in Chatham 
within the last ten years and it cannot be 
said that the town has been correspond­
ingly benefitted. It is fair to assume 
that under incorporation we would have 
had greater improvements to show for 
the increase we have had. The matter 
of taxation and the undertakings which 
lead to it will, however, be much more 
under the control of the ratepayers than 
they are now. Shall it be said that we 
are afraid to trust ourselves in these 
matters, and prefer to let them be con­
trolled by councillors at Newcastle who 
are the representatives of the other 
twelve parishes?

Respecting the Scott Act, we are ad­
vised by the best legal talent here that 
it cannot be repealed save by the body of 
electors whose votes brought it into oper­
ation—that is, the electors of the whole 
County, so we seem to be quite safe in 
that regard, and this class of doubters 
have their fears set at rest.

As to those who shall compose the town 
council, no objection can be reasonably 
made to their being the men whom the 
majority of those to be governed shall 
select by ballot. For our part, we have 
confidence in the people and be! eve in 
self-government, 
organization, etc., are та tors of detail, 
which it is the right of every ratepayer 
to have his say about. The interests in­
volved, however, are these of the whole 
community and, however strongly their 
prejudices, convictions, or experiences 
may lead individuals to lean to one side 
or the other, it is the duty of all to fall in 
with what the majority may determine to 
be best. It may be that our people shall 
decide that they cannot trust themselves 
to undertake the management of their 
own affairs; that thetown of Chatham 
shall continue to be the largest unincor­
porated community in the Dominion, and 
that while it pays more than a quarter of 
the County’s taxation, it is so meek- 
spirited, unenterprising and doubtful of 
its own ability as to go to the County 
Council at Newcastle and ask it to ap­
point those who shall govern it locally. 
We hope for better things, however, 
after those interested have read and con­
sidered the bill which is being prepared 
by the commitee, whose work we hope 
to see become the charter of Chatham at 
the next meeting of the Legislature.

The Mataheloal War.
THE capture of buluwayo.

London, Nov. 9.—A special despatch 
from Johannesburg to the. Pall Mall 
Gazette says that the Fort Tati column, 
consisting of 300 Bechr.analand police and 
a number of Chief Khatna’a men, under 
command of Commander Raafe, captuied 
Bulawayo on November 2, ihe day after 
the column had repulsed an attack made 
upon it by the Matabeles under command 
of Gombo, Lobengula’s son-in-law, during 
which engagement Gombo is reported to 
have been killed. The Mitabeles fought 
with desperate fury, but they found it 
impossible ti stand up against the 
machine guns which laid the dead in 
swaths upon the field.

Senor Ganazo, Minister of Finance, who 

at once proceeded from Madrid to Santander 
when the extent of the calamity became 
known, is doing everything in hie power to 
awaken the authorities to the fact that they 
must arouse themselves and set about repair­
ing the dam-ge tUv e ty h ns-sustain'd. A 
soon as he arrived he summoued the town 
official and expressed to them the sympathy 
of the government. He also assured them 
of the sympathy of the Queen Regent, who 
he said had wept upon hearing or the 
calamity that had befallen #vhe thriving city. 
When Senor Ganazo say/ how hopless the 
authorities were in the crisis confronting 
them he in a great measure took the admin­
istration of affaira in his own hands. He 
telegraphed tea Valiolid, ordering that 
medical storey ‘nurses and other helpers be 
at once sent to Santander. A subscription 
for the relief of the sufferers was started, 
Sonor Ganaz-j heading it with a gift of $5,000 
on behalf o f the government.

Many of the dead were buried yesterday. 
Among the bodies interred was the headless 
and mutilated remains of the Marquis de 
Pamba. The services were attended by 
large -crowds of people, and many distressing 
scene», were witnessed. Many of the frag­
menta of bodies found in the vicinity of the 
quay were buried in a common grave.

appalled by the number of the dead.
The divers who were employed to recover 

the bodies in the bay have been so appalled 
at the number of the dead aud at the grèw- 
aome appearance of the corpses that they 
have refused to continue their work, and 
have prayed the officials not to insist upon 
their carrying out their engagements. The 
authorities granted their petition, and now 
men in boats, with grappling irons, are em­
ployed in searching for the dead who were 
blown into the bay.

Some of the bodies upon a cursory ex­
amination show that death was caused by 
drowning, and not by the shock of the ex­
plosion. It is surmised that a number of 
persona were rendered partially unconrioue 
by the explosion and thrown far out into 
the harbor. They, of course, were drowned.

Lopez Leriga, a Spanish naval officer, 
states that when the fire broke out on the 
Cabo Machicaco he, with a number of other 
naval officers, went alongside the steamer 
to lend their aid in extinguishing the flames. 
The commander of the port, finding that it 
was impossible to fight the tire with the 
means at hand, gave orders that the steamer 
be towed from the quay and scuttled. The 
fire spread bo rapidly, however, that it was 
impossible to get towing lines fast to the 
steamer.

the whole of the old horse car line, and is 
thinking of branching off in other direc­
tions.

The Oblat Order, who conduct the Univer­
sity, are commencing an addition to their 
buildings, which is to cost $50,000. They 
are just finishing St. Joseph’s Church, at a 
cost of $90,003, which will be opened next 
mouth, and are building the Church of the 
Sacred Heart, which will cost, 
completed next summer, $150,000.

The service is in English, the people and 
the priest saying the prayers together ; the 
singing is congregational and, except in the 
very hot weather, there is a short sermon 
of a practical character. This is followed 
by benediction of the Blessed Sacrament. 
You could not buy the people to stay away 
from this sérvice.

One of Ottawa’s newest industries is a 
branch of Father Murphy’s Gold Cure.

I 
was at one not long ago, when one of the 
chief mourners wore his blue serge every­
day office suit, and the head of a powerful 
society which attended, wore an old soft 
brown hat. Indeed, the sight of a silk hat 
is a rarity even on Sunday. “Plugs” are 
worn only by undertakers and bailiffs.

But to return to the women. They are 
getting advanced here as well as everywhere 
else. They ee^m to be poking their noses into 
strange places, and saying things that would 
have been thought very unwomanly when I 
was a boy—that is a long time ago, how- 
ever. One peculiarity I have noticed is the 
fondness some women, with unruly 
children, have for teaching other mothers 
how to bring their children up. 1 have a 
case of it next door to me. Every few days 
the papers announce that Mrs. Blank 
charmed some meeting with her eloquence, 
and I hear about her everywhere I go. She 
is highly educated and red-haired, does not 
belong to any church, because she knows 
t oo much, but patronises them all impartial­
ly ; and to hear her expound the Scriptures, 
is, I am told “a poem.”

C. T. U.’s and 
Homes for Friendless Women and Domestic 
and Foreign Missions, etc., while her little 
seven-year-old daughter, who inherits the 
red hair, and talks in words of five syllables, 
ia annoying the neighbors in the most impish 
manner. I am not going to give importance 
to the youngster, but when I told her to 
clear home one Sunday eveaing last summer, 
and she would not, I caught her by the ear 
and led her, screaming and kicking, to her 
maternal doorstep, where I committed her 
to the care of a female—her mother was out 
of course—with instructions to keep her 
home, if they did not wish to be offended. 
No doubt .such ladies as the one I have 
referred to are expecting great things from 
the arrival of Lady Aberdeen, who is said 
to entertain pronounced views on the sub­
ject of women’s rights and duties. Well, 
here is one of her ladyship’s opinions. 
Speaking the other day to a press reporter, 
she said, “We work very quietly in Eng­
land, and we place our homes and our 
children above all else. It seems to me 
sometimes that American women put domes­
tic matters last, and promote mutual ad­
miration societies rather than practise

It is, we think, quite safe to say that 
there is no county in the province—perhaps 
not in the Dominion—in which there is a bet­
ter system of caring for the poor, than that 
in operation in Northumberland, which is at 
once humane, effective and,at the same time, 
very economically worked. There has, also, 
never been a time when the Alms Houre of 
the county was so well managed as it is at 
present—a fact due, no doubt, largely to the 
good character and standing of the gentle­
men who comprise the Board of Commission­
ers, but who could not be so successful 
were it not for the admirable methods of the 
keeper and matron, Mr. and Mrs, A. S. 
Templeton, who seem to perform their duties 
with every consideration for the interests 
entrusted to them, displaying a regard for 
order, cleanliness, and discipline, sympathy 
with the poor who are entrusted to them, 
and an integrity which make them worthy 
of all confidence.

On Monday there was a meeting of the 
Board for the purpose of closing Che business 
of the year. Heretofore the Alms House 
year ended on the 3lst December, and there 
was not sufficient time between that date 
and the meeting of the Municipal Council— 
the third Tuesday in January,—to get the 
accounts in satisfactory shape for presenta­
tion to that body, and it.has been wisely de­
termined to have the Alms House year end 
on 31st October hereafter.

At Tuesday’s meeting, the following com­
missioners were present, viz:—R. R. Call, 
chairman ; D. McLachlin, secretary ; W.

five chains tu tA fatal gun accident occured at Black 

River, parish of Glenelg, on Saturday last. 
Mr. Alexander McXaughton of that place 
went into the woods to get some axe handle 
and other similar hardwood, accompanied 
by his son Allen, about twelve, years old and 
another lad of the same age—Stanley 
McNaughton, son of his brother, Jas.

Mr. McNaughton had a gun 
with him. The party had procured the 
wood they went for aud each member 
of it had some to carry. As they 
were going homeward Mr. McNaughton, 
who had left his coat where he had procured 
some of the wood, told the boys to proceed 
as far as a certain brook and await him 
there nntil he returned with the garment. 
The lads were doing this, Allan trudging 
along with his load, the gun being also on 
his shoulder, with the muzzle poiuted for­
ward. Suddenly a root caught his foot, and 
he stumbled aud fell, the butt of the gun 
describing a circle in the air and falling in 
reversed position, the muzzle pointing 
towards him. When the butt struck the 
the ground, the charge, which consisted of 
powder, * bullet and some partridge shot, 
exploded (the hammer being probably, 
down on the cap, instead of at half cock) 
entering the poor boy’s stomach, and pass­
ing in a downward direction. Soon after, 
Mr. McNaughton appeared and found him 
wounded and that his clothing had been set 
on fire by the powder. He did all he could 
for him, hurriedly, and leaving his cousin 
Stanley with him went, as fast as possible, 
to procure aid by which he was conveyed to 
his home on a stretcher. Dr. J. S. Benson 
of Chatham was at once sent for, and could 
give no hope of the lad’s recovery, and 
death took place early on Sunday morning.

The “Green-Eyed Monster.'’
The World appears to be very much 

agitated because the recent Municipal 
Conseil election in Chatham did not turn out 
as it desired. It first suggested the name of 
its editor and others as eligible candidates, 
but no one seemed to pay any attention to 
its nominations.

We are quite sure that if Mr. Stewart were 
the unaminous choice of the people in any 
representative capacity, Mr. Smith would 
have more sense and something more pro­
fitable to engage his attention than writing 
and publishing malicious little fibs about 
him. The fact is, poor Stewart realises that 
he ia a misfit in this world, and he is envious 
of the men who win success by laughing at 
what they may conceive to be the errors of 
others, instead of snarling over them and 
indulging in ill-timed aud ill-natured person­
al attacks. We advise Mr, Stewart to
