New Brunswick Fishing Privileges.

When Hon. Mr. Mitchell was organ-
izing the Fisheries Department, after
Confederation, he boldly confiscated
the non-tidal riparian rights of the peo-
ple and Government of New Brunswick,
by assuming that the British North
America Act and Dominion legislation
thereunder had so thanged the general
law relating to property and civil rights
The new
Bruuswick Government was, at that
time, as completely ander Ottawa influ-
ence as it remained up to last winter,
80 appeals were made to it in vain to
fight for its rights, and its apathy oper-
ated discouragingly upon private ripa-
rians, so many of whom were foo poor
to contest for their rights in the courts,
while' others aquiesced in the wrong
being done from motives of policy. A
favored few were given possession of
some of the best rivers of the country,
those who had purchased the fishing
rights from the Crown or acquired them
by the ordinary modes of property suc-
cession being forced by the Fisheries
Department to stand back under penal-
ties often enforced by means of personal
violence and by processes the most
In fact
the Fisheries Department constituted
iteelf prosecutor and court in the mat-
ter and was, for nearly sixteen years,
secure in enforcing its assumptions by
of its own officers and a magis-
tracy created by its allies of the Pro-
The latter body
was, now and then, appealed to by the
press to interfere, but it never did so,
and the present Government would
have been obliged to go to the courts
against the Fisheries Department, but
for Judge Steadman and Messrs. Phair,
Hanson and Spurr, who had the cour-
age to disregard the Dominion fishery
leases and stand by their exclusive
right to the fishings off their own lands.

The loeal Government, with a prompt-
ness which does them great credit, have
taken the matter up "and dealt with it
to the advantage of the provincial rev-
enue, Just before the downfall of the
late local administration some of the
papers informed the public that the
Surveyor-General was in Quebec con-
sulting with the Government of that
In
Quebec they are even more subservient
to the Dominion Government than the
deéfunct New Brunswick Executive was
and if the latter body had continued in

6. The lessee or licensee must covenant
to exercise all proper precautions against
causing fires on the lands and territories
leased, or on the adjoining lands, and the
said lessee shall be liable for all damage
done to the said lands and the timber
growing thereon (such lands being Crown
Lands), by himself or by his agents or
those under his control, either from waste
or from want of sufficient precaution in
lighting, watching over and putting out
fires, and the lessee accepts said fishing
lease npon the express condition that it
shall be incumbent upon him, in case of
damage resulting from fire, to prove that
all necessary precautions had been taken
by himself, and those under his control,
to prevent such damage as aforesaid.

7. The lease or license as above men-
tioned shall confer upon the lessee or li-
censee an exclusive right to the possession
of the lands and waters therein described,
except al is excepted in these regulations,
and shall vest in him the right to fish in
the waters thereto adjoining, at such
times and in such manner as may be regu-
lated and allowed by any law or statute
of Canada then in force, or any regulation
made by virtue thereof.

8. The Government of the Province
shall not be liable or answerable to the
lessee or lieensee for any claim for compen-
sation or indemnity by reason of any error
/in_the description of the boundaries of the
premises leased, or by reason of the same
embracing any previously granted land, or
by reason thit any parts of tlie premises
had been included in a lease or leases pre-
viously given, or on account of any hin-
drance to tne free use and enjoyment
of the rights pertaining to the premises so
leased, by the operation of the law enact-
ed or that may be hereafter enacted by
the Parliament of Canada or by any action
of the Federal Government or any person
in its employ. i

9. Any person or persons appoin y
the Governmert of th{:ae Provinlc):lemas guar-
dians or protectors of the fisheries, or any
officer appointed for such purpose by the
"Dominion Gevernment, shall be at liberty
at any time or times, and from time to
time, to enter upon the leased premises
for the purposes of inspecting the same
and goarding against the infring t of
any of the fishing laws or regulations.

10. Any lessee or licensee who shall
violate any of the fishery laws, or any
regulations made by virtue thereof, or any
of these regulations, shall forfeit his lease
or license, and the Surveyor General may
thereupon annul the same.

Even the News, which is opposed to
the local Government, says,—

The Provincial Treasurer is going to
rake into the Provincial coffers a snug
little sum from the sale of fishing leases.
Yesterday’s sale at Fredericton brought
in $3,435. Thisis something new un-
der the sun since the Union, The
amount obtained will be supplemented
by other sales. - The expectation is that
at least five thousand dollars will be
obtained from this source. We shall
not be surprised if by;and-bye, due
care being taken of the,inland fisheries
meanwhile, if the returns from the an-
nual sales of fishing privileges should
reach $10,000. The number of persons
desirous of participating in these privi-
leges and able to pay handsomely there-
for, will always be on the increase.

Spending time and words over ne-
glected opportunities is not always ad-
vantageous, yet it may not be out of
place to reflect on the loss of revenue
the Province has suffered in the sixteen
years during which the Dominion Gov-
ernment held these valuable sources of
revenue. New Brunswick has, we
hold, a legitimate claim upon the Dom-
inion for the revenues i§ has wrongfully
collected and retained for these privi-
leges and private riparians, whose rights
were forcibly taken from them and
leased by the Fish.ries Department
have also just claims for all the moneys
paid for such leazes.

These provincial
and private rights ought to be followed
up, for the Central Government is far
too grasping and indifferent in such
matters, 8o long as it can add to its
own powers and prestige.

The Subsidy Question.

The Yoik Gleaner, refeiving last week,
to the subjects to be dealt with by the

Government at its session now being

“In the matter of esonomy the ques-
tion whether the Executive will grant
the subsidy of $2,000 a year to the
owner of the steamers running on the
South-West and North-West Miramichi,
a matter they held over for later consid-
eration when the usual amount for
steamboat subsidies was last session
voted, will come up for consideration,
There is & strong feeling that the sub-
sidy should not be granted as it is
really not required, and the amount is
in fast s gift of so much public money
to a man who doss not need it, that is
whose circumstances ere such that it
would be no deprisaticn to him if if
was withheld. Bat it seems that the
Government will be pressed by the
South-West Miramichi Boom Co. to
grant the subsidy in order, it is said, to
mollify the said steamboat-owner and
cause him to withdraw a suit, which
might be expensive, against the Com-
pany for blocking the river with their

it

log-jams and interfering with his boat
traffic. Butno doubt the Government
will have sufficient firmness to stand out
against undue pressure. If they think
that it is for the public interest to with-
hold the subsidy, they will withhold it.
On the question, the St. John Globe
sensibly observes, if the Government
should yield to the importunities of the
boom interest and give the subsidy
which it hesitates to give for public
reasons, why shouldit not step in and
reimburse the hemlock bark men who
are prevented by the jam from floating
their products to Millerton, and the
owners of the lumber mills above In-
diantown, whose deals lie and blacken
in the river because of the jam? The
answer is,.that it is none of the govern-
ment’s business, the Boom Company
ought to be required to settle its own
damage claims without government aid.
This may not please the Boom Com-
pany or the steamboat monopolists, but
it is clearly in the public interest which
has the first claim upon the Govern-
ment’s consideration.”

The Globe article, from which the
Gleaner quotes was a fair presentation
of ‘the subsidy subject. Mr. Call's
paper asserted that it was untrnthful,
bpt it did not attempt to show wherein.
If, as the World asserted, the editor of
the Globe had been imposed upon and
*‘his paper made ridicuious in the eyes
of all who know the facts,” why did it
refrain from exposing the imposition.
¢ All who know the facts,” however,
realize that a plan for imposing upon
the Government was laid and an attempt
was, perhaps, being made to put it into
execution, when the Globe, by its timely
article, put the Government on its
guard. We hear a great deal from the
World and Advocate about falsehood
and misrepresentation, whenever the
designs of their political friends are ex-
posed, but it is a rule with them never
to take np the facts and discuss them as
newspapers of good standing do. It is
only such papers as these, however,
that can be induced to advocate the
interests of private friends against those
of the public.

New-Found Zeal

Crown Lands admistration must have
been a little loose in the joints during
the regime of the late Government, for
it is observed that, in several particu-
lars, the officers are more zealous in the
performance of their duties this season
than they thought it worth while to be
heretofore. In Mr. Barker’s district,
for instance, it has been discovered that
certain operators, who were always

suspected of never being overcharged in’

the matter of stumpage, have even been
favored by the Government scalers and
they are being looked after quite sharp-
ly. There is a difference of opinion as
to the cause of this awakening to duty,
it being said by some people that it is
genuine, though brand new, zeal in the
public interest, and by others that it is
the outcome of a desire, on Mr. Barker’s
part, to gratify certain particular friends
of his who are happiest when they can
promote grumbling at the new Govern-
meat. Of course Mr. Barker must do
his duty, and even more, especially
when he kno/ws it will lead to contrasts
being made in favor of his former chief.
It has been discovered, too, that cer-
tain kinds of wood used by lumberers,
which heretofore escaped stumpage tax,

are liable to pay one half of their market’

value to the Department, and it musp

be a source of regret and self-reproach |

to Mr. Barker that he has so long
allowed this valuable item of depart-
mental incoms to slip through his fingers,
In this latter item,ordinary business men
would think the tax exorbitant, baut,
when politics and business get mixed in
an officer’s mind and it is necessary to
popularize a defunct administration,
the business methods of arriving at
just conclusions are inadequate. The
operation then becomes a complex one
into which the give and take element
enters. Thus, the Department, in this
instance, is given more th#h it is ep-
titled to in the way of tgxation, but
thege is taken from it a certain degree
of popularity which more just dealing
would entitle it to. This, however, is
pleasing to old friends of those who are
allowed to manage things, and knowing
winks and sly rib-poking goes on at
Government expense. It might be
well for the Government to give a
little particular attention to these mat-
ters with a view of determining how it
happened that Seizing Officer Barker,
up to a few months ago, neglected cer-
tain portions of his duties which heis
now generally believed to be overdoing.

Sir Alex Galt v. Himsslf.
(Halifax Chronicle.)

Sir Alexander Galt made a speech at
the Tupper banquet in which he said :—

““It did not require the eloquent de-
fence which Sir Charles had made of his
public career to establish his_reputation
for zeal, ability, and integrity®n the dis-
charge of his public duties. Not only as
to Sir Charles, but as to the public men of
this country generally, on either side of
politics, he was prepared to deny that a
well-authenticated case of corruption had
ever been made out against any one of
them, and he thought that the purity of
our political life was one of the best guar-
antees of the permanence and prosperity
of the Dominion.”

We must protest against the attempt of
Sir Alexander Galt to cover up the acts of
the leaders of the party with which he is
now associated by reference to the public
men of both sides. Doubtless, if Sir John
Macdonald, Sir Charles Tupper, Mr, Blake,
and Mr. Mackenzie could be put into the
scale together the arrangement would be
very satisfactory to the two Sirs, whose
somewhat shady records would profit from
the brightness reflected by the carcers of
the two Liberals, But it is necessary to
separate the wheat from the chaff and
assign each its proper place. In view of
the following, and other evidence of a
similar character in relation to the prom-
ise of the Pacific Railway charter to Sir
Hugh Allan’s company, we are forced to
think that the public men of Canada have
not been as free from corruption as Sir
Alexander represents them.
