GROWING FRIENDLINESS.

A c¢able on Saturday said that at a
Thanksgiving dinner in London the
English and Americans made it rath-
er uncomfortable for the French am:

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SPRUCE IN MAINE.

Extension of B, and A, Railway May
Effect 8t. John Mills,

—

State Land Agent and Forest Com~
missioner E. E. Ring, of Maine, is mak-
ing arrangements to ascertain as soon

as possible after the spring opens the
amount of standing spruce in the State,
He will send experienced woodsmen in-
to the forests to explore and report
their condition to his department. The
state appropriates each year the sum
of $400 to be used in preparing and
publishing & report of the forest com-
missioner. In the meantime this fund
has been accumulating,

In speaking of his plans regar’d.lng
the report Mr., Ring says:—*“What the
state requires is an American system
of forestry, adapted to American con-
ditions, which in many cases will radi-
cally differ from any practiced in Eur-
ope. In my opinion the timber on the
Kennebec and Androscoggin is cut to
much better advantage than that cut
on other waters of the state. The rea-
son for this is that on those waters the
land s owned largely by the compan-
fes who own the mills, while the re-
vefse is the case on the other rivers.
For instance, on the Penobscot the wild
lands, with few exceptions, are owned
by one class who permit to the lum-
ber operator, he selling his cut tgo the
manufacturer, oftentimes buying
stumpage and selling thin logs by a
different scale,

‘“The loss by cutting high stumps and
leaving large tops In the woods s one
that can be easily remedied; and I may
say that this fault is being overcome
by the lumber operators. It is well-
known that when a crowded stand of
spruce is thinned the trees which re-
main ‘grow more rapidly than before.
In some paris of the spruce growths,
where the forest is dense and the clim-
ate cool, a deep layer of vegetable
mould accumulates on the tree, which
retards its growth. In such localities
trees six inches in diameter hiaze been
cut which showed 150 annual rings,
while under more favorable conditions
spruce has been known to increase one
inch in a year. By cutting or thinning
out such a growth the mould will grad-
ually disappear on those that are left,
and they will grow much more rapid-
Iy,

“It is the opinion of experts that the
best quality of spruce standing in
Maine today is to be found in the Al-
legash and Fish river valleys in Aroos-
took ccunty. These vall are locat-
ed on the St. John waters, and tha cut
heretofore has gone to the sawmills in
the provinces, although the land is
owned by residents of Maine, The con-
templated extension of the Bangor and
Aroostook railroad from Ashland to
Fort Kent will bring this timber to the
Maine pulp and saw mills, where it
rightly belongs.”

Mr. Ring believes that the amgunt
of spruce now standing in the whole
state has been generally underestimat-
ed, and he thinks that many years will
elapse béfore the supply is exhausted,
