KING IMPROVES.

His Condition .Is Growing
Steadily More Satisfactory,

Review of the Indian Troops By the
Queen and Prince of Wales.

LONDON, July 2.—At Buckingham
Palace the following bulletin was issu-
ed at 10 o'clock this morning on the
condition of King Edward:

“The king had another excellent night
and is making steady progressg in all
respects, The wound is much less
troublesome and is beginning tp heal.

LONDON, July 2.—The review of the
East India troops today was largely a
repetition of yesterday’s functidn, but
the varied colors of the uniforms of the
representatives from all parts of Hin-
dustan formed an altogether more pic-
turesque spectacle,

Queen Alexandra was again the cen-
tre of the proceedings, and the public
welcomed the opportunity to testify
once more its sympathy with her on ac-
count of her recent anxiety and its con-
gratulations at the good news regarding
King Edward’'s condition.

The review procedure of yesterday
was .ollowed. About 1,300 dark skinned
trobps, headed by a detachment of the
bodyguard of the Viceroy of India,
Lord Curzon of Kedleston, reached the
Horse Guards parade to the strains ot
““Hands Across the Sea.” The members
of the royal family who reviewed the
colonials yesterday traversed the lines
of the soldiers of the Indian empire.
The Prince of Wales, representing the
King, standing by the side of his
mother’s carriage, took the salute, and
the proceedings ended like those of yes-
terday with cheers for the King, led by
the Duke of Connaught, the Indians
drawing their swords and waving them
wildly as they joined in the cheering.

On returning to the palace the Queen
appeared at an upper window and took
several snap shots of the Indian troops
ag they marched past on their return
to camp. The Indians recognized the
Queen-Empress and each. detachment
cheered as it passed.

SERVICES IN THE JAIL.

For some time past no religious ser-
vices have been held in the jail. While
this journal of the people has no desire
to make that institution so comfort-
able and inviting that many would be
more desirious of obtaining admittance
than leave to depart, yet it feels that
the present condition is far from be-

ing the proper one. The men and wo-

men who through vartous misdemean-
ors are sequestered in the jail for a
season are not altogether bereft of
moral and religious faculties. That in-
stitution is, or rather, should be, as
much a place for reformation as for
detention. In fact the former essen-
tial should outweigh the latter, So
any effort that can be put forward
which wpuld result in the inmates lead-
ing better lives should be encouraged
and put in force. The forty or more
churches in this city annually contri-
bute thousands of dollars for work
among the heathen abroad. Yet there
are those sunk in sin, and apparently
lost in iniquity, herded together in the
jail, for whose souls’ sake nothing is
being done. The absence of religious
services in this institution for so long
a period shows that there is a consid-
erable amount of apathy shpwn in this
matter,

A WINNIPEG INSTANCE.

The city of Winnipeg, according to
the Morning Telégram, saves a large
amount annually by lighting its own
streets and municipal buildings. The
cost of operating the plant last year
‘was $14,650.52. “This,” says the Tele-
gram, ‘“means a great saving for the
city, as the 78,601 street lights used
during the year cost only an average
of 181-2 cents per light per night,
without allowing anything for the civic
buildings. The lowest price ever offered
by contractors for this service was 29
cents per light per night on 10 years’
agreement, and 371-2 cents per night
for three years’ contract. At the low-
est rate the city would have had to
pay $10,000, and at the higher figure
$14,000 more than the service costs at
present, with te incandescent lights
thrown in.”

The address was handsomely bound
in Morocco, decorated with gilt ahd
bearing on the cover this inscription:
‘“Address presented to the Bishop ‘of
Fredericton by the Diocesan Synod on
the 21st anniversary of his lordship’s
consecration. July, 1902."

The address within, richly engrossed
on vellum, was as follows:

“To the Right Reverend

Bishop of Fredericton:

“We, the clergy and lay representa-
tives of your diocese at present as-
sembled in synod, desire to tender to
your lordship our hearty welcome to
you on your return to the diocese after
your brief absence in seeking a renewal
of your strength since your protracted
illness.

“We wish also to express to your lord-
ship our sincere congratulations on the
21st anniversary of your co.secration.

““May the Good Shepherd and Bishop
of Souls still keep you in His loving
care, and give you needed strength'to
carry on for fjgny years to come your
arduous and faithful labors in this dio-
cese to the upbuilding of His church
and to His eternal glory.”

Signed by the several clerical and lay
delegates to the synod.

His lordship was so deeply moved by
this expression of the love and sym-
pathy of his diocese that speech for a
few moments was impossible. Recov-
ering his voice he briefly expressed his
heartfelt thanks. No one, he said, was
more conscious of failure In the past
than he, and it was a great satisfac-
tion tu him to feel that he had aot only
the confid of his di , but also
their sympathy and affection. He
would never forget their kindness and
hoped it would inspire him to better
work in the days to come.

CANADIAN DINNER.

A Touching Letter From Quééi
Alexandra.

LONDON, July 1.—Lord Strathcona
and Mount Royal, the Canadian high
commissioner in London, presided to-
night at the Canadian Dominion din-
ner. Among the 600 guests present were
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the Canadian pre-
mier; Sir John Gordon Sprigg, the
premier of Cape Colony; the Right
Hon. E. Barton, the premier of the
Commpnwealth of Australia; all the
Canadian statesmen ncw in London,
the Earl of Minto, the governor gen-
eral of Canada; the Duke of Argyll,
former governor general of Canada;
the Earl of Aberdeen, late gpvernor
general of Canada, and all the agents-
general in London. Lord Strathcona
and Mount Royal read a letter from
Queen Alexandra, in which Her Ma-
jesty explained how deeply touched
King Edward had been at the out-
burst of sympathy for him through-
put the Empire, and in which she ad-
ded her thanks to those who had join-
ed her in prayers for the King's re-
covery.

Sir Charles Tupper, formerly high
commissioner for Canada in England,
who was also present, proposed the
health of the royal family, and said
he hoped the conference of colonial
premiers now being held in London
would result in the same system of
preferential trade throughout the Em-
pire.

The Earl pf Minto, referring to the
South African war, said the greatest
landmark in Canadian history of the
past four years was the sailing of the
first Canadian contingent for South
Africa. This, the speaker said, was
notice to the world that it would
hereafter have to reckon with the
fighting manhopd of the world-wide
BEmpire.

The Earl of Minto said also he
thought thte war would have a great
and favorable influence upon the im-
perial career in the future.

The Duke of Argyll proposed
toast of the Dominion.

Resppnding to this toast, Sir Wil-
frid said it was Canada’s pride to be
first in devotion to the motherland.
The colonies came to her assistance,
said the Canadian premier, not be-
cause Great Britain needed help to
fight her own battles, but in order to
prove, henceforth, the unity pf the
‘Empire.

In conclusion, Sir Wilfrid said that
already he foresaw new South Af-
rican confederation’ with equal rights
for all racesi

and is safe In the booms and the lum-~
bermen have the satisfaction of know-
ing that the logs might have been
brought out a doszen times, so plentiful
is the water. In this respect conditions
differ from those of last season, when
almost forty million feet were hung up
and many of the mills around St. John
had to close down for some months cn
account of the scarcity of logs. They
won't close this year, but on the other
hand, will be compelled to run full time
throughout the season in order to cut
up the logs on hand.

The total output on the river this
year, including all the logs hung up
last season, those picked up during the
freshet in the spring, and the quantit-
ies rafted in the usual manner will ag-
gregate almost one hundred and cixty
million, or many millions more than
were brought out last year. There are
at present hung up small drives which
contain between three and four million
feet, These could easily have been
brought out, but when the water fell
after the first freshet they were aband-
oned and the owners did not send other

gangs to drive them when the water|’

rose, The hanging up of these lcgs
will, however, have no effect on the
year's work. At present rafting 1s Le-
ing carried on at the Fredericton booms
at the rate of nine million feet a week,
and all the mills on the river are hust-
ling,

The importance of this good season
to the working man can hardly be rcal-
ized. There are employed in the dozen
mills in the immediate vicinity of St.
John, upwards of eleven hundred men,
and the permanent employment of this
force has much to do with the prosper-
ity of the city. These men receive in
wages an average of no less than ten
thousand dollars weekly, and practical-
ly all of this money is kept in circula-
tion. One firm, which employs one hun-
dred and fifteen men, pays out twenty-
one hundred dollars in wages every two
weeks, and the other mill owners pay
in about the same proportion,

And not only are the workmen assur-
ed of continuous work during the sum-
mer, but they are earning wages from
ten to twenty per cent higher than was
the case last year. In the spring some
of the mills askad for an increase of
pay. This was granted and very shor:-
ly afterwards all the other millmen ad-
vanced the wages of their pilers in the
same proportion. Then a correspond-
ing advance, which quickly . lLecaine
general, was made in the pay of those
engaged in other branches of the work.
Boys who last year earned from sev-
enty to eighty cents a day are now
being pald from one dollar to one dol-
lar 'and fifteen cents. But the em-
ployers do mot mind. They have lots
of logs, prices are good, and everytning
is favorable.
