ST. STEPHEN, N. B., Sept. 24—A 
tragedy enacted here at an early hour 
this morning is traceable directly to the 
drink evil. William P. Cowie, employ­
ed during the past two years as en­
gineer on the steamer Viking, has been 
drinking heavily of late, so much so 
that his engagement with the steam­
boat people had terminated and he 
was to have left for his home in Fair- 
viile today. Soon after midnight Offi­
cer McClure found him on Water street 
in a demented condition, and took him 
to the lockup where the services of a. 
physician were secured. Cowie pleaded 
earnestly for permission to go aboard 
the steamer and refused to take the 
physician's medicine unless this per­
mission was granted. Officer McClure 
escorted him to the boat, where the 
crew was at work loading freight, and 
he was placed in his bunk and soon 
appeared to be asleep. The crew watch­
ed his room as well as possible but on 

trip to his door at about two o’clock 
discovered that his berth was empty. 
Nobody had heard a splash, but Capt. 
Richardson ran to the stern of the 
boat and soon heard a cry from Cowie 
and saw him drifting rapidly down 
stream. A strong current was running 
at the time. A boat was quickly low­
ered and search commenced" but before 
he could be reached the unfortunate 
fellow had disappeared beneath the 
waves. The body was recovered about 
eight o’clock this morning within a few 
hundred yards of the steamer. Coroner 
Lawson viewed the remains but con­
sidered an inquest unnecessary. The 
body was placed in charge of J. K. 
Sederquest, undertaker, to await in­
structions from relatives. Mr. Cowie 
was twenty-six years of age and un­
married.

She is 
preparing to give China a constitution, 
according to her promise of some time 
ago, but she is not copying the Japan­
ese constitution nor seeking Japanese 
advice for drafting one, but is instead 
sending commissioners to study the 
constitutions of Europe and America. 
The school system of China is being 
remodelled, but not on the Japanese 
plan. The army is being increased and 
reorganized, but the task is not en­
trusted to Japanese drillmasters; on 
the contrary, the few Japanese in the 

being dismissed 
placed with Germans and others from 
the Western world.

“All these circumstances 
convincingly that the awakening and 
development of China will be along her 

lines and in hfer own way, and

(New York Tribune.)
The present unmistakable awaken­

ing in China has many features of in­
terest and of hope, but none of them is 
of greater significance than the entire 
divorcement of Japan from the move­
ment. For years past we have had 
warnings of the ‘Japanning’ of China, 
which, we were told, was Imminent and 
inevitable. Japan, it was said, would 
exercise the hegemony of the Mongol­
ian world, would exclude all Western 
nations from China, and would herself 
assume the tutelage, instruction and 
guidance of that empire; and we were 
warned of the magnitude of the 'yellow 
peril,' which would confront the world 
when the millions of China sflould be 
drilled, marshalled and led by Japanese 
to the iriVasiAn of Europe. There can 
be little doubt that much fear of and 
antagonism toward Jàpan were inspir­
ed by the thought that there might be 
such a Japanese leavening of the Chi- 
nose lump.

"Instead, what do we now see? In 
the first place, every step taken and 
every treaty made by Japan in relation 
to China, instead 6f aiming at Japan- 

monopoly, has confirmed the equal 
rights and privileges of all nations in 
that empire. The designs attributed to 
Japan have not been achieved, they 
have not even been attempted, and we 
may pretty safely disbelieve that they 
were ever contemplated. So much for 
the attitude of Japan. It cannot be 
said that China on her part is at all 
grateful to Japan for making treaties 
with other powers to guarantee the in­
tegrity of her empire. On the contrary, 
It is understood that she strongly re­
sents it as an officious and unwar­
ranted assumption. It is not, she 
thinks, for Japan or any other alien 
power to guarantee Chinese integrity, 
but for China herself; wherefore she

theWIRELESS TELEGRAPHY.
Wires

In an interview printed In the Star 
yesterday Signor Marconi made the an­
nouncement that a trans-Atlantic wire­
less system between Sydney, and Cllf- 
den on the Irish coast, would be in op­
eration in about three weeks. Such a 
marked advance In telegraphy is not 
beyond reason, but it will be well for 
those Interested not to become too en­
thusiastic until the service Is actually 
In operation. It Is almost two years 
since the first wireless message was 
sent across the Atlantic, qnd while 
there can be no doubt that marked Im­
provements in the apparatus have been 
made since that time, still It is notice­
able that there has been no material 
slump In the stock of cable companies. 
In 1905 a message was sent by night 
from Brant Rock In Massachusetts, to 
the Machrlhanish station at Klntyre, 
Scotland, the distance being a trifle 
over three thousand miles. Since that 
time the company has been endeavor­
ing without anything like complete suc­
cess to establish a continuous night 
and day service. Marconi early In 1906 
claimed to have sent messages from 
Glace Bay to Poldhu, but since then 
he has been strangely silent. The De 
Forest Company has made similar 
claims, but Fassenden, who has had, 
perhaps, the most marked success in 
recent experiments, has declared that 
the difficulties In the way of the es­
tablishment of a working system are 
well nigh Insurmountable. These dif­
ficulties consist chiefly of atmospheric 
absorption of the electric wave energy 
of the signals, and secondly, the Inabil­
ity to obtain syntony or tuning of the 
aparatus. It is found impossible to 
receive messages, when the frequency 
varies one part in one million. Marconi 
undoubtedly refers to the first men­
tioned obstacle when be declares that 
he has overcome the effects of weather 
conditions. It may be that Marconi 
has also been able to tune the stations 
perfectly, and if so, he has solved a 
problem over which the greatest scien­
tists of the age have vainly puzzled. 
However, three weeks is a short time 
to wait for results, and if Marconi even 
in three months can prove the success­
ful working of a continuous service, he 
will be truly worthy of his now rather 
undeserved appellation of "The Wire­
less Wizard.”

You AlsoOTTAWA, Sept. 23.—The bank 
statement for August, just issued, 
shows that during the month current 
loans in Canada were reduced by $1,- 
252,946. The reduction in July was 84,- 
762,570. The process of curtailing call 
loans on stocks in Canada was con­
tinued during August to the tune of 
$675,546. The reduction in July was 
about a million. A feature of the July 
showing was an increase of over five 
millions during the month іц call loans 
abroad. During August there was a 
further Increase of $1,479,113, namely, 
from $60,609,114 to $62,088,232. The 
amount thus on loan in Canada on 
August 31st was $47,765,531, as com­
pared witti $60,384,369 on the corres­
ponding date of 1906, a shrinkage of 
$12,618,838. The business community 
reduced its demand deposits during 
August from $166,352,148 to $160,459,470, 
a decrease of $5,892,671, as against a 
reduction of but two millions during 
the previous eleven months. Deposits 
payable after notice, that is to say sav­
ings deposits, were Increased during 
the month by $2,605,970, beiug $425,727,- 
356 on August 31st, an increase of $40,- 
699,851 over the corresponding dat,e of 
1996.

During August the banks increased 
their note circulation by $3.620,039, so 
that It now stands at $76,562,811, or 
nine millions odd below the limit of 
issue, which is $95,651,691, the amount 
of paid-up capital. The total liabili­
ties of Canadian chartered banks on 
August 31st was $773,370,268, a de­
crease of $6,660,316 during the month, 
but an Increase of $62,501,193 during 
the twelve months. The total assets 
were written down $6,501,193 during the 
month, although for the twelve months 
they show a net increase of $59,980,365.

0CONSTANTINOPLE, Sept. 23. — For 
some time past negotiations have been 
proceeding between the Turkish Gov­
ernment and the Italian firm of ship­
builders, Messrs. Ansaldo Brothers, 
with a view to the Construction for the 
Turkish navy of a cruiser of large di­
mensions, and it is now announced 
that an lrade has been issued authoriz­
ing the signing of the contract.

The action of the Italians, supported 
by their Embassy, in pressing the Porte 
to indulge in this expenditure is sev­
erely criticized.

The government has no use for 
first -class cruisers built abroad, and 
the two fine vessels supplied by Arm­
strong and Cramp are being allowed 
to rot at their anchors in the Golden 
Horn, which they have not quitted 
since their arrival. Consequently, fur­
ther additions to the navy would in 
any case be superfluous.

If previous experience Is to be relied 
on. It is feared that the cruiser will be 
an Interminable time in building. For 
instance, four small vessels — crosses 
between gunboats and coast defence 
vessels—which at present disfigure the 
naval harbor at the Golden Horn, are 
the monument of three years' labor.

They are supposed to be able to tra­
vel at the rate of fourten miles per 
hour, but naval experts say that it 
would probably take them three hours 
to perform the distance, and then 
only with assistance. As, however, they 
have never left their moorings, and 
are not likely to do so, nobody will 
ever be the wiser In regard to their 
qualities.

CANADA’S CENTURY. R0BIN$0N’$That the Dominion of Canada has 
entered the twentieth century under 
conditions far more favorable than 
greeted the Unulted States a hundred 
years ago is the opinion of Dr. Theo­
dore Barth, a distinguished German 
writer now In America, who has been 
contributing a series of letters to the 
Frankfurter Zeltung. Dr. Barth goes 
further, and Inclines to the belief that 
the progress of Canada, with such a 
good start, will be greater during the 
twentieth gentury than the United 
States has enjoyed In the nineteenth. 
Dr. Barth’s most recent letter deals al­
most exclusively with the Canadian 
Northwest, but he takes advantage of 
the opportunity of dealing with the 
Dominion as a whole, and drawing 
comparisons with the republic to the 
south. From every point of view he 
finds that Canadians have a right to 
feel confident as to the future of their 
country. This Dominion he shows, In­
cludes no less than 3,729,665 square 
miles of territory, exclusive of the 
Hudson Bay and all tidal waters, and 
comprising one sixteenth of the land 
surface of the globe, whereas the 
United States, one hundred years ago, 
,was only 827,944 square miles. Dr. 
Barth qualifies this comparison by the 
remark that in 1801 there existed in 
the southern portion of the continent 
large areas which it was seen would 
eventually be added to the republic, 
.whereas north of the 49th parallel 
there is now little of value that can­
in future be included In Canada. Our 
territorial expansion will not be im­
portant but we now have an Im­
mensely broader area than had the 
United States, and a proportionately 
larger opportunity for development. 
The total federal revenue of the United 
Btates In 1800 amounted to $9,889,000, of 
Which $9,080,000 was from customs and 
$809,000 from inland revenue. Canada 
In 1906 enjoyed a revenue of $80,000,000, 
of which $60,000,000 was from customs.

LONDON, Sept. 22.—A despatch from 

Paiis says that Messrs. Fielding and 
Brodeur attended a luncheon given in 
their honor by the President of the 
Republican Committee of Commerce 
and Industry, and the President of the 
Republican Society of Avenue, De Lo- 
pera.

The Aberdeen Daily Press, comment­
ing on the resolution mpved by the As­
sociated Chambers of Commerce re­
garding the removal of the restrictions 
on the Canadian sable, says a greater 
power than that of the Chambers of 
Commerce holds the key to the situa­
tion, and that power is the Irish vote 
in the house of commons. Nothing will 
come of the resolution.

The Birmingham Post, referring to 
91,000 emigrants to Canada, says the 
number dies credit to the immigration 
dèpartment at Ottawa through its 
agencies. It has brought the? business 
of attracting population to a high de­
gree of perfection. The Post is glad to 
see that the tendency of the policy is to 
stimulate English emigrants rather 
than from southeastern Europe. Con­
cluding, it says the honest serving 
maid who carries her trunk into the 
steerage of Atlantic liners has a good 
sporting chance of driving her carriage 
in Montreal or Winnipeg before she has 
lost her beauty and youth.

I am told that this man, who is to­
day probably the most powerful fig­
ure in the world—wielding more influ­
ence over the destinies of mankind 
than any other minister in any other 
land—I am told that from Friday or 
Saturday to Monday, in every week, 
he is lost to the world. He has a lit­
tle cottage—it is really a zinc hut— 
down by the banks of the Itchin, in 
Hampshirè.

the “All Red” Pacific Cable for the 
year ended March 31st last, was $335,- 
340, which is considerably less than 
the deficit of the previous year. Can­
ada’s contribution to this deficit will 
be $93,150, as the Dominion is respon­
sible for five sixteenths of the under­
taking. An Australian report to the 
Trade and Commerce Department says: 
—“The deficit is, however, really only 
a nominal one, as far as the working 
of the cable is concerned, because, 
when in 1902, £2,000,000 of capital 
raised by the British Government, 
the money was secured on the condi­
tion that it be paid in fifty annual 
instalments. When accounts are made 
up, the Pacific Cable Board has to be 
debited not merely with expenses and 
interest, but with loan repayment an­
nuity for 1906-7 amounting to £77,545, 
so that, a£art from this item, the Pa­
cific Cable earned a profit of £8,500. 
The net deficit of £69,000 for 1906-07 is, 
moreover, an improvement on that for 
the previous year, being £102,000, as 
against £94,456 in 1905. Australia’s 
share of the past year’s deficit totals 
about £23,000. It was over £30,000 when 
the cable completed the first year’s op­
erations.”

NEW YORK, Sept 24—Two books 
which, it is supposed, show the stock 
transactions by which the Standard Oil 
Company of New Jersey took over con­
trol of nineteen other oil companies 
formerly allied with the Standard Oil 
Company of Ohio, cannot be found. 
They are wanted by Frank B. Kellogg, 
the Government’s counsel in the pro­
ceedings agaihst the Standard Oil Com­
pany. They are the ledger and stock 
book kept by John T. Bensinger, the 
finance clerk in the employ of "the 
company’s liquidation trustees between 
1892 and 1899, when the re-organiza­
tion was effected.

Mr. Kellogg hopes by the books to 
prove that the 'Standard Oil Company 
of New Jersey is really a re-organiza­
tion of the company which was dis­
solved by the .Government fifteen years 
ago for alleged restraint of trade. Ben- 
singer has testified that he left the 
hooks in the vaults of the Standard 
Oil Company building at No. 26 Broad­
way in 1900, when his services were no 
longer required, but John G. Millbum, 
of counsel for the company, who of­
fered to search the transfer department 
of the oil company for Mr. Kellogg, 
could not find them, nor could Wesley 
H. Tilford, treasurer, nor Charles M. 
Pratt, secretary, nor William G.

low influx can be arrested.

A true index to the condition of af- 
fairp is not obtained, even in the pro­
vincial press, for trades unionism is so 
strong in British Columbia that a 
frank expression of opinion Is not 
often politic.

THREE POINTS OF VIEW.

The residents of the province are 
divided into three classes. The first of 
these is the big employers, . including 
mine owners, railway constructors, 
mlllmen and others who favor un­
restricted immigration as the only cor­
rective to the rampant prices labor ex­
acts today. This class is not exactly 
numerous, hut is extremely influential, 
and it may fairly be said to have on 
its side all those people of wealth who 
are living on stated incomes and who 
are no longer producers.

HEAVY WINTER

CThe Storm Was the Worst So Far This 
Season—WÉ Blew 36 Miles an 

Hour—Ttrç Inches of Rain Fell.

STORM INTERFERED WITH

The fire alarm system was given a 
severe shock this morning. The bells 
clanged all kinds of numbers about 4.20 
o’clock this and after, while the fire­
men awoke with sudden1 starts from 
their sleep.

A tree over the wires in front of 
Brussels street church, and a broken 
wire at the box on Victoria street, were 
causes >f all the disturbance.

Inspector of fire alarms Green went 
over the route early this morning and 
found the trouble. In a short time the 
matter was all adjusted, and the line 

again in god repair.

The first severe storm of the season 
struck this part of the country yester­
day and wrought considerable damage, 
particularly in the outlying districts. 
The total amount of rainfall during the 
storm was two inches. From nine 
o'clock yesterday morning until three 
in the afternoon .47 inches of rain fell. 
Then in a shower from 3.20 to 3.33 
o'clock .21 inches fell. At 8.15 o’clock 
the heaviest shower of the day com­
menced and lasted until 8.30. In that 
time .38 inches of rain fell. Throughout 
the twenty-four hours the rain fell 
mostly in showers of fifteen minutes’ 
duration. The total fall is greater than 
during any storn) of the past season.

During the evening a brisk breeze 
was blowing and towards midnight it 
began to freshen. At one o'clock this 
morning the wind was blowing at the 
rate of 24 miles an hour from a south­
easterly direction. The velocity of 'the 
wind increased steadily, until at 3 a. 
m. it was blowing 32 miles an hour and, 
from a southwesterly direction.

From 4 to 4.15 a. m. the wind blew at 
the rate of 36 miles. This was the most 
severe blow and after it had subsided 
the wind gradually calmed down until 
at ten o’clock it was blowing at the 
rate of IS miles an hour from the 
southwest.

Owing to the direction of the wind it 
is probalJfc that the weather will not 
clear up today as the fog is steadily 
rolling in.

The residences of many suburbanites 
were flooded during the storm.

Storm signal No. 2 was 
12.30 for a fresh gale from the west.
