Toronto, June 156—The grand old

Conservative stronghold of Toronto,
which will always cheer for Sir Wil
frid Laurier, but never vote for him,
gave Mr. R. L, Borden a right royal
welcome today, The Opposition lead-
er addressed a monster plenie crowd
at Long Branch and the splendid re-
ception he received was convincing in
its wholehearted spontaneity.

Although today’'s meeting was held
under the auspices of the Conser-
vative assoclations of wards 5 and 6,
and Long Branch is in the riding of
West Toronto, there were large dele-
gations drom the various ridings of
York and Peel, and upwards of 3000
people heard the Conservative leader
criticize the present and past work
of Laurler,

The feature of the tour so far has
been the original subject matter of
the addresses delivered by Mr. Bor-
den and his chief lieutenant from St.
Anns. The speeches have not been
mere iterations in a general way, of
the misdeeds of the Government. Con-
crete cases of the wanton manner in
which the money of the people is be-
ing wasted by the “band of wastrels
and profligates,” as Mr. Borden put it
are given and in a quite logical way
the audience is made to see that the
present administration are unworthy
stewards of (anada’s heritage with a
record of unbusinesslike transactions
which would be sufficient to sweep
them from power were the country
only seized of the real facts of the
case.

In today’s address Mr. Borden made
particular reference and spoke at con-
siderable length in condemnation cof
the Government's shifting policy
which had developed as dangerous
and revolutionary.

He saild In part:

Canada’s co-operation in the naval
defence of the Empire has been a
subject of discussion in Parliament
and in the press for more than a
year. In discussing the subject I have
from the first considered two great
questions—first our duty to join with
the rest of the Empire in meeting
a grave and pressing emergency. The
other question relates to the basis of
Canada’'s permanent co-operation in
the naval defence of the Empire as a
whole, The Government has pro-
nounced its policy and has forced it
through Parliament angd is proceeding
to bring about its consummation. Our
proposals for immediate and effective
ald and for the submission to the
people of the great question of per-
manent co-operation have been voted
down, The arguments which we ad-
vanced in support of those proposals
are fresh in the minds of the peo-
ple and I need not repeat them today.
In my opinion, they have received
no answer worthy of the name from
the Prime Minister or any member of
his administration,

Two distinct questions present them-
selves for consideration. Our duty in
an inuninent emergency confronting
the Empire involves the consideration
of immediate and effective aid. The

That resolution gave approval to
any necessary expenditure designed
to promote the organization of a Can-
adian naval service along the lines
suggested by the Admiralty at the last
Imperial Conference.

What were those lines? Let me
quote the language of the First Lord
of the Admiraity at that conference,
which embodies not only a suggestion,
but an express declaration that the
command of all the naval forces of
the Empire must be vested under one
control in time of war:

“The only reservation that the Ad-
miralty desires to make is that they
claim to have the charge of the strate-
gical questions which are necessarily
dgrolved in naval defence, to hold
the command of the naval forces of
the ccuntry, and to arrange the dis-
tribution of ships in the best possi-
ble manner to resist attacks and to
defend the Empire at large, whether
it be our own islands or the Domin-
ions beyond the seas.”

KELIHER CASE
GOES TO JURY
THIS MORNING

Defendant In Bank Swindling
Case Will Know His Fate In
24 Hours—Lawyer’s Make
Plea.

Boston, June 15.~Allithat skilled
lawyers could accomplish in pleading
for and denunciation of Wm. J. Keli-
her, whose trial for aiding George
W. Coleman, the dishonest bookkeep-
er of the National City Bank of Cam-
bridge in ‘sweeping away more than
half the assets of the bank is drawing
to a close, was performed today with
much eloguence by the defense and
the prosecution.

Daniel H. Coakley struggldd hard
for two hours in an effort to show
that Keliher, although he might be a
faro player, did not know that Cole-
man played the game with the bank’s
money, basing his case principally on
Coleman’s statements which he said
had been shown to be false.

In answer District Attorney Frencl‘\
admitetd that the case had been
principally about swindlers, gamblers,
thieves and prostitutes, yet he said
that Coleman told the truth and with
11 years of prison life about to begin
he had no motive in lying, except re-
venge and that was not shown on the
witness stand.

Judge Clarence Hale of Maine will
charge the jury at 10 a. m. tomorrow
and it is thought that Big Bill Keli-
her's guilt or innocence will be es-
tablished within the next twenty four
hours.

ML EUROPE
FLOD SWERT

Hundreds Of Persons Reported
Drowned'In Turkish Armenia
—Thirty-Five Drown In Ser-
via—Switzerland Stricken.

Constantinople, June 15.—Des-
patches received here say that terri-
ble floods hgve swept over the Pro-
vince of Ergerum, Turkish Armenia.
Half the town of Hassankaleh has
been wrecked by the torrents, hun-
dreds of persons being drowned., The
rise of the waters resulted from heavy
rains.

Belgrade, Servia, June 15.—Floods
following torrential rains have caused
havoc in the valley of the Morava
River. Thirty five lives have been
lost. The towns of Chupria, Jago-
dina, and Svilainitz have been inun-
dated. Water to a depth of from
seven to ten feet has filled the streets.
Many houses, undermined, have col-
lapsed,

Brussels, Belgium, June 14-—Un-
precedented rains throughout Belgium
have been followed in the lower lying
districts by flood conditions creating
heavy losses. Bridges have been car-
ried away and stock drowned. The
village of Moos has been devastated
by the vagrant waters.

Berne, Switzerland, June 15—Inun-
dations caused by swollen streams in
the eastern and central districts of
Switzerland have caused immense
damage. A landslide at Altorf buried
a factory building, killing a woman
and ten children employees.

PHELPS IS
CAPTURED BY
GAME WARDEN

Man Charged With Murder
Crazed With Thirst Disre-
garded Approach Of Officers
—Attempted To Surrender.

Menroe Bridge, Mass., June 15.—De-
claring that he had been trying to sur-
render since Tuesday afternoon, Silas
Phelps, the alleged murderer of Sher-
iff Haskins of Charlemont, is tonight
locked up In the Franklin county jail.
After his capture this afternoon, which
closed the man hunt on the Meonroe
Mountain that began Sunday, Phelps
sald that yesterday he had scared two
militiamen by coming upon them sud-
denly. Befere he could offer himself
feg, capture they took to their heels.
Tomorrow he will be arraigned in the
Franklin district court before Judge
Henry J. Field.

The hunted man was captured at
1.40 this afternoon by Deputy State
Warden D, F. Shea, assisted by Chas.
Thompson of North Adams, and De-
puty Sheriff Pratt, while digging with
a knife for water. His rifie and shot
gun, both unloaded, were leaning
aginst a tree out of reach. Shea or-
dered him to throw up his hands and
then sprang at him. While he held
him, Thompson covered him, and Pratt
manacled him. Phelps made no resist-
ance. He was nearly mad with thirst
and asked to be taken to a spring a
little distance away., There he fell
head first into the water and gulped
and choked until he was restrained.

On the way to the Monroe Bridge
station, in passing his home, he was
allowed to speak to his wife and get
his pipe. After kissing his children
he was taken to the Greenfield jail.
Phelps' capture resulted from his beg-
ging a drink of water of ‘.\'mhau Power
this morning. Power went :to the
house to get his gun without answer-
ing. His nephew, Lewis Power, in-
formed Captain Flower, of the militia,
who started with feur militia men and
Deputies Shea, Thompsen' and Pratt,

Meanwhile Phelps called again to
Nathan Powers, saying he was dying
for water, Power again returned to
the house, and the posse arriving, led
them to the field. Phelps was found
near in the underbrush.

WOMAN SAVES
HER HUSBAND

Mrs. Jasper Threw Vinegar In
Burglar’s Face And Kept
Him At Bay Until Police Ar-
rived.

New York, N. Y., June 15.—Mrs,
Nathan Jasper, wife of a contractor,
saved her husband from possible
death at the hands of a burglar to-
day, by throwing a cup of vinegar
into the burglar’s eyes and blinding
him. The man went to Jasper's house
vesterday and told him he was starv-
ing. Jasper gave him money for food
and told him he would put him to
work today. A noise in the house be-
fore dawn today caused a search
which found the man in a closet. As
soon as the man was discovered he
attacked Jasper. The contractor was
no match for him and was being chok-
ed into unconsciousness when Mrs.
Jasper hurled a cup of vinegar into
the man’s face. Howling with pain
he freed Jasper. Mrs. Jasper sprang
at him and she kept at him until a
policeman came.

Jasper says the man he befriend-
ed was a former employe, whom he
had discharged on account of his ha-
bits, He says the man stole his jewel-
ry before hiding in the closet.

ENGINEERS DENY STORY OF
EARLY COMPLETION OF G.T.P.

Dream of President Hays That Trains Will be
Running Into St. John and Halifax in Six Months
Result of Disordered Imagination—-Story as

He Tells It.

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy leaving Montreal to
Inspect D.A.R. Does Not Anticipate Completion
of Transcontinental for Eighteen Months--Sal-
mon River Bridge in Unfinished State.

Montreal, June 15.—It was stated
today by Mr, Charles M. Hays, presi-
dent of the Grand Trunk and Grand
Trunk Pacific Rallways that by this
fal]l there would be a third line con-
necting the head of the Great Lakes
with 8t. John and Halifax, furnishing
a third through line with the Atlantic
coast for wheat trade and other ex-
ports, This line will as yet be a com-
posite one, but it will enable the car-
rying of cargoes to the Grand Trunk
ports at the foot of the lakes and the
making up of through trains thence
clear through to the Atlantic ports.

Included in this plan are the use
of the Grand Trunk boats on the
Great Lakes, the Grand Trunk system
to Levis, pending the completion of
the Quebéc bridge, the use of the
completed Grand Trunk Pacific to
Moncton and the Intercolonial from
Moncton to Halifax and St. John.
According to the statement of Mr.
Hays this will be in operation this
fall, probably before the close of lake
navigation, so that the new through
system from the lakes to the Atlantic
will be an accomplished fact in time to
take part in the _transportation of
wheat. At the same time the comple-
tion of the Grand Trunk Pacific from
Fort Willlam te Winnipeg, where it
connects with the Western system to
Edmonton, will prove a great factor
in getting the crep out, so that by
this fall the new Transcontinental will
become a very important factor in

the transportation system of the Do- |

minion.
Looking for Completion.

Mr. Hays stated that negotiations
were now in progress between the
government ..and-the Grand Trunk
Pacific looking towards the accom-
plishment of this programme.

“The line of the National Transcon-
tinental,” said Mr. Hays, “between
Moncton and Levis is now approach-
ing completion, and it is expected that
it will be finished this summer. In
anticipation of that we are now ne-
gotiating for the running of trains
through, over the Grand Trunk and
other lines to the coast.

“This will mean,” continued Mr.
Hays, “that by this fall there will be
a third route from St. John and Hali-
fax direct through fo’ Montreal and
«vis and thence to Montreal. Fur-
ther, this wil}, of course, Include
direct communication with the west,
since at Montreal the trains will con-
nect with the main system of the
Grand Trunk through Ottawa, with its
connecting steamships over the Great
Lakes to Fort Willlam, Port Arthur
and then by the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific proper to Winnipeg and Edmontin,

“It will mean a big step: forward
to the completion of the Transcon-
tinental and the inauguratiop. of a
third route from the Great Lakes to
the Atlantic seaboard. But as yet the
connections with the far west will be
only direct during the summer, when
the lakes are open for navigation,
the rest awaiting the completion of
the National Transcontinental through
the west.”

Through Traffic in 1912,

In addition to this it is expected
that the line of the National Trans-
continental will be open by this fall
from Quebec to La Tuque, will be
put on. Through traffic this way, how-
ever, will not be possible until the
main line of the National Transcon-
tinental reaches Superior Junction. It
is, however, not expected that this
will be accomplished until the sum-
mer of 1912,

Mr. Hays had intended to go to St.
John next week to consult there as
to the completion of the new connec-
tion. He was, however, today called
to Winnipeg on important business
to consult with the general manager,
Mr. E. J. Chamberlain, there. He will
only make a flying visit to Winnipeg,
and as soon as possible after his re-
turn to Montreal, he intends to go
east to look over the situation, prob-
ably within a week or two.

He will be accompanied by a party of
directors, consisting of Messrs. R. B.
Angus, T. B. Osler and W, D.
Matthews,

This trip is one of more than or-
dinary importance, for not only are
the contemplated improvements to
the Dominion Atlantic Railway to be
decided on, but algo, in all probabil-
ity, “such important questions as the
entrance of the Canadian Pacific into
Halifax, and the policy generally of
the company in the Maritime Pro-
vinces.

The Monitor Manufacturing Company
of Fredericton, N, B., sold me one of
their acetylene generators, which
proved to be a miserable fallure, cost-
ing me to light my hotel nearly three
times as much as it did with city gas,
The whole affair was most unsatis-
factory, and the Monitor Company
were requested to remove the genera:
tor, which they neglected to do, offgr-
ing all manuer of inducements for me
to keep it. Several months after 1
had connected with city gas, which I
might advise is far cheaper and much
less trouble, the Monitor Manufactur-
ing Company brought suit against me
for three hundred and forty dollars
($340.00). Preparations were made to
try the case, M. W, Carrier, the best
informed expert on acetylene was se-
cured by me and brought from Toron.
to as a witness,

The case was handled for me by Mr.
John A. Barry, of this city, and the
result' reflects great credit on him.
Offers of settlement were made be-
fore and during the trial, which were
not satisfactory to me,

After J. A, Barry had cross-examin-
ed one Nichols connected but a short
time with the concern, their attorney
offered settlement which was satis-
factory to me, and was all I asked
them to do, namely, to remove the gas
plant, pay costs of court, and relieve
me of any expenses in regard to the
generator or installing it. I had hop-
ed that this miserable affair had been
settled and closed, but the Monitor
Manufacturing Company seem to want
the matter kept before the public
through their representative Nichols.

BRICKLAYERS ADOPT
AN INGUBANCE: PLAN

Members of Local Union Com-
plete Arrangements for
Mortuary Benefits --- Labor
Organizers to Visit City.

g

At the special meeting of the Brick-
layers’ and Masons’' Union last even-
ing final arrangements were made for
taking advantage of the system of
mortuary benefits of the International
Union which goes into effect on July
1 of this year. This system provides
that for one year of good member-
ship a death benefit of $100 will be
paid; for five years of good member-
ship, $150; for ten years of good
membership $200. The cost per mem-
ber is 12 cents per month, or $1.50
ch union is to collect this
ssessment and forward to Treasurer
Murray every three months,

Method of Assessment,
The total membership reported by
a subordinate union in its semi-an-
nual report is the number of members

that it will pay adsessments upon.
For lnstance ,a union reporting for
term commencing July 1 that it has

268 members will be compelled to pay
assessments upon such total member-
ship flgures to December 31. If ¢
member of a subordinate union there
fore desires to transfer his member-
ship from one union to another be-
tween July 1 and December 31, 1910,
the union reporting him in its total
membership te July. 1 will be com-
pelled to collect the full assessment
for the six months as the unlon re.
celving him into membership would
not be called upon to pay any death
assessment for transferred members
during the months stated.

All newly Initiated -members during
any term must be lmmediately report
ed to the general secretary’s office,
All new members will be added to the
total semi-annual membership figur:
of each union, and the 1. U, mortuary
assessment, per capita tax and de-
fense fund assessments upon each
member must be collected and includ
ed in the quarterly remittances to
Treasurer Murray’s office,

Members who have had good stand-
ing for one year previous to July 1,
1910, will be given credit for same.
The same applies to the five and ten
vears' good membership, so that a
member in continued good standing
for one, five or ten years previous to
July 1, 1910, will be entitled to the
$100, $150 and $200 benefits.

“Have We a Mine or

The annual meeting of the share
holders of the D'Israeli Asbestos Com-
pany held yesterday afterncon in the
offices of the Exhibition Association
proved to be quite the warmest thing
of the kind held in this city for many
vears. The shareholders all had their
fighting clothes on; some of them felt
they had been unfairly treated by the
management of the company and they
did not hesitate to express themselves
freely to this effect. There was a
large attendance and a large propor-
tion of the capital stock of the com-
pany was represented,

The principal matter of discusgsion
was the disposition of stock which
was supposed to be in the treasury
and ‘according to the statements of
some of the shareholders was not
there. In the course of discussion it
was claimed that the promotion of
the company and the sale of stock
was fraudulently carried on; that the
very samples of asbestos fibre used
as an advertisement of the value of
the D'Israeli proposition were taken
from another mine and represented
to prospective purchasers as the
D'Israeli product. These and other
statements were made at the meet-
ing by F. Campbell, a Sherbrooke
lawyer who has been investigating
the affairs of the company.

M. G. Teed, K, C. attended the
meeting in the interests of Nova
Scotia shareholders, L. P. D. Tilley
appeared for Quebec shareholders
and Mr, Campbell represented the di-
rectors.

Unforeseen Difficulties.

The meeting was stormy from ‘the
very commencement. It was intended
to hold the meeting in the office oc-
cupied by D. C. Clinch but some of
the shareholders would not go there
on the ground that the meeting was
not legally called. A lively argument
took place in the street and then the
directors attempted to hold the meet-
ing in their old office at 56 Prince
Willilam street, now occupied by An-
drew Blalr, Mr. Blair would not hear
to this, however, and told the direc-
tors if they attempted to enter he
would have them arrested.

Then they arranged with the ex-
hibition dirctors for the use of their
office and the meeting was opened,
But there was anpgther hitch, just as
the meeting was about to convene D,
C, Lingley, the city chamberlain aec-
companied by -Constable .John Bond
appeared and the constable had an
execution for the officers of the com-
pany for $100 taxes which the com-
pany was said to owe the city, K.
P. Raymond went security for the
amount by offering to either pay the
amount or produce the officers of the
company within four days.

Fight Over Chairman.

When the last difficulty had appar-
ently been thus disposed of the elec-
tion of a chairman was the first busi-
ness taken up. The Nova Scotia
shareholders wanted Captain Snow of
Digby as the presiding officer and the
others would not have it. A com-
promise was affected by the choice
of Alexander Warrell.

Before the newly elected chairman
could even ask for the reading of the
minutes, Henry Collins, of Caribou,
Me,, representing the shareholders in
the state of Maine, said the first
thing to be settled, was the where-
abouts of the treasury stock. He claim-
ed it had been taken out, or at least
some of it had, by the people who
owned the land where the mine is lo-
cated and he wanted to know if it
had been returned, or if it would be.

Mr. Warrell in opening the meet-
ing said the property on which the
mine is located, had never been tians-
ferred to the company. There was a
conditional transfer which would go
into effect upon the performance of
certain development work. To make
this development it woul] be neces
sary to issue bonds and no vote could
be taken on a bond issue unless the
title to the land was complete,
The Mining Rights.

In addition to this the company had
never obtained, the mining rights to
work the property and as Mr. acs
who was manager of the concern, had
not. had. the company registered in
Canada, they could not apply for the
mining rights in Quebec and could not
g0 ahead,

Mining rights for the property had,
however, been obtained by Messrg
Warrell and Banks and were still in
their name. Until the company had
obtained registration the rights could
not be transferred,

Mr. Campbell said he had applied
for registration for the company and
had been advised that his application
had been granted,

Mr. Tilley interjected the remark
that the present directors of the
company should not be censured too
strongly. Though there had been neg-
lect in the past, the present directors
were doing their best,

Sidney Wood sald the present di-
rectors were the same as had been in
control formerly,

Mr. Teed said the company had no
license to do business in this province
and therefore the meeting was not le-
gal.

Robbed Right and Left.

Mr. Campbell said the people who
had put their money in the company
had been robbed right and left, They
had never had a good title to the pro-
perty, the only title in existence be-
ing*a conditional one, which was not
effective unless certain work was
done, There was fibre on the property,
but he did not know the quality of
it or whether is was firstclass or not.
He knew that asbestos fibre from
other mines had been used under the
guige of fibre from the D'Israell pro-
perty and that the prospectus con-
tained the results of tests made of it,
He had also ascertained that the com-
pany only held a prospecting license
in the Province of Quebec, Messrs,
Warrell and Banks had secured the
mining rights with the understanding
that they should be transferred to the
company. An application had been re.
celved for the issue of bonds, but no
bonds could be issued unless the title
to the property was made good.

GOVERNOR
WILL STOP
BIG FIGHT

Gillett Leaves No Loophole for
Fight Promoters to Escape
in Letter of Instructions to
Attorney General.

———

San Francisco, Cal, June 15.—De-
claring that District Attorney Fickert,
of San Francisco, had failed to take
action, Governor J, N, Gillett today
ordered that the fourth of July fight
between James J. Jeffries and Jack
John, be stopped by Attorney General
U. 8. Webb,

“I will take steps to stop the fight
at once,” sald Webb, “My instructions
drom the govérnor do not leave me
any option in the matter, *

Governor Gillett's letter to Attor-
ney General Webb, ordering the John-
son-Jeffries fight stopped, was, in
part, as follows:

State of California,
Executive Office,
Sacramento, June 14
Hon. U. 8. Webb, attorney general,
San Francisco, Calf,
Dear Sir:—

1 desire to call your attention
to a so-called prizefight to take place
on the fourth of July, in the city of
San Francisco, between Jim Jeffries
and Jack Johnson,

Many complaints are made at this
office by prominent citizens of this
city requesting that some action be
taken by the proper authorities to
stop this so-calleq fight.

The district attorney of San Fran-
cisco has informed me that he does
not propose to interfere in the mat-
ter,

The first session of the legislature
held in this state in the vear 1850, en-
acted a law making it a felony for
two persons to fight each other upon
a previous agreement, upon a wager
for money, or any other reward, This
law has been amended from time to
time, but never so as to make prize-
fighting lawful. -

In 1903 the legislature again am-
ended the law relating to prizefighting.
While the law, as amended, permitted
“gparring exhibitions,” for a limited
number of rounds with gloves, it did
not remove the ban which the laws
of the state has always placed upon
prize fights which still remain a fel-
ony.
’{‘here(ore, the question arises, what
is a prize fight, and what is a sparring
exhibition. The former is a crime, the
latter is lawful, It is claimed by many
that the contest soon to take place
between Jeffries and Johnson is to be
a prizefight, as that term is under-
stood in the law, and therefore a
crime under our statutes,

If this is true, it shold be prevented,
but if carried out, the interested par-
ties should be punished as provided
by law.

Ask for Injunction.

“I believe that you should investi-
gate the matter and take such legal
steps as may be proposed in your
judgment if warranted by the facts,
in presentinug the case to the court for
its decision, and ask to have all in-
terested parties enjoined pending the
hearing.

“Our supreme court has never de-
fined a prize fight and I believe that
an opportunity should be given it to
do so. Since the amendment of the
law in 1899 permitting ‘sparring ex-
hibitions,” prize fighting under the
guise of this amendment has greatly
increased and has been tolerated in
California, until today .our state is a
mecca for prize fighters, much to our
discredit.

“Our people have the right to de-
mand that prize fighting shall cease
in this state and it will if our present
laws are enforced, especially if our
courts follow the decisions of the su-
preme courts of our sister states in
defining a prize fight.

“In my opinion a prize fight exists
when there is ‘an expectation of re-
ward to be-gained by the contest-or
competition, either to be won from
the contestant or to be otherwise re-
warded, coupled with an intent to in-
flict upon such contestant some de-
gree of bodily harm.”
