Quebec, Feb. 20.—A surprise was 
presented to the legislature today 
when a bill was Introduced providing 
for the amalgamation of the Montreal 
Street Railway and three suburban 
lines which the company now con­
trols. This, however, is the least im­
portant feature of the bill.

The Montreal Street Railway has 
been negotiating with the city recent­
ly for an extension of Its franchise, 
but up to tho present very little pro­
gress has been made. To avoid the 
possibility of failure to reach an 
agreement, the bill provides that if 
at the end of a limited time, which 
is placed at four or five weeks, the 
city and the company have been un­
able to come to an agreement, the 
entire matter of a new franchise for 
the city and its suburbs is to be plac­
ed in the hands of the Quebec Public 
Utilities Commission with power to 
make a contract with the company 
in the city’s behalf, the decision of 
the commission on all matters per­
taining to the contract to be binding.

In bringing about the amalgamation 
of tiie four companies, it is provided 
in the bill, that the Public Utilities 
Commission shall have the right to fix 
the term» so as to prevent the water­
ing of stock. Furthermore two of the 
suburban companies are under fed­
eral charters and It Is provided that 
these shall be given up and the com­
panies placed under control of the 
commission.

The Montreal Street Railway Com­
pany was recently acquired by new 
interests and they are desirous of 
«(■curing a long term franchis» for 
the four companies concerned and 
placing the stock on the British mar­
ket. To thiq end they are prepare! 
to give up the contracts already exist­
ing, some of which have forty years 
yet to run. The feature of the bill

Boston, Mass., Feb. 20.—The men 
lost by the Gloucester schooner Cav­
alier, as announced by wireless from 
the revenue cutter Androscoggin,were 
Camoa Bobbin, of Arichat, C. B. and 
John Proper or Guysboro, .8.

Feb. 20.—Senator Aid- 
rich. chairman of the Finance Com­
mittee of the Senate, has written to 
President Taft, that he favors the 
confirmation of the Canadian reci­
procity agreement. Whether the let­
ter makes promise of assistance in 
getting action In the Senate at the 
present session has not been disclos­
ed, but senators who have seen the 
letter Intimate that the Rhode Island 
senator will do all he can to aid the 
president in carrying his programme 
to success.

The announcement that Senator 
Aldrich, whose name Is attached to 
the existing tariff act, had subscribed 
to the terms of the reciprocal agree­
ment with Canada, was received with 
great surprise in the Senate especially 
by the "stand pat” senators, who have 
come out against the agreement on 
the ground that it is not in compli­
ance with the tenets of the Republic­
an party on the subject of protection. 
Some of these senators are loath 
to believe the report that the chair 
man of the Finance Committee, who. 
in tariff fights has always been found 
on the side of protection for every 
Industry, whether manufacturing, ag­
ricultural. or mining, 
the president’s programme for freer 
trade with Canada. Soon after the 
Canadian agreement was sent to Con­
gress, and it was reported there waa 
little chance for action In the Senate 
at the present session, President Taft 
wrote to Senator Aldrich, who Is 111 
at Jekyll Island, Georgia. It Is under­
stood that the executive urged the 
veteran tariff bill maker, to come 
back and take charge of the fight for 
the measure in the Senate. At one 
time it was rumored that Mr. Aldrich 
might be back, but this report was 
denied.

London, Feb. 20.—It is now defin­
itely settled that the Indian Corona­
tion Durbar shall be at Delhi, the 
ancient seat of the House of Timur, 
on December 12 of this year. Thus 
the ceremony, which will be of over­
whelmingly magnificence, will avoid 
any of the native fasts that fall due 
About the beginning of the new year.

Arrangements for the Durbar are 
already In the hands of Sir J. Hewitt, 
who has been relieved of his duties 
as one of the provincial lieutenant 
governors to prepare for the historic 
event.

After the Durbar ceremonies, which 
will last a week, the King and Queen 
will visit Kliatiwandu, the capital of 
the independent native Stale of Ne­
pal, lying between Bengal and Thibet. 
The journey to Khatlwaudu is one of 
the most fascinating that can be made 
in India.

There is no railroad and the roya! 
party will have to travel by road into 
the beautiful underfeatures of the 
Himalayas. The road, however, is 
good, and as the best tiger shooting in 
India is to be had in the Nepaulese 
Teral, it is probable a great shoot will 
be arranged. It is well known that 
King George is anxious to shoot an 
Indian rhino, and these creatures sur­
vive only In the Teral.

That the Durbar will be in the old 
fort at Delhi, and not on the open 
plain outside the city, as was that of 
teu years ago. is no accident, but evi­
dence of the great precautions of the 
Indian government against any oppor 
tunlty for an littempt on the royal 
party by disloyal natives.

New York, Feb. 20.—Miss Helen 
Gould and two women friends had a 
narrow escape from death Friday 
night when some one threw a two 
pound missile through a window of 
her home at No. 579 Fifth avenue, 
while the three were at tea. The ob­
ject thrown was part of a brick cov­
ered with hardened cement and mer­

it grazed Miss Gould’s head in 
its flight and struck one of her wo­
man friends on the shoulder, inflicting 
a wound.

sound economic principle. "‘That the 
theory of protection to infant industries 
was the only one advocated by Ham­
ilton and Clay, and later by Sir John 
A. Macdonald, to wit: that some one 
could bo hired to undertake the bush 
ness In question, and his wages would 
be in the form of a tax, which the 
state would enable him to collect 
from the people who used the com­
modity he produced."

This Is not quite cor 
rect The Intercolonial may be short 
of motive power but it has locomotives 
to burn—»uch as they are. The trou­
ble is that tile locomotives are not 
kept in repair. The immense yards 
here look like a great heap of scrap, 
piled full aa they are of more or less 
dilapidated rolling stock.

A short time ago some forty locomo­
tives were standing on the sidings, ex­
posed to the weather, and had been 
there for weeks and months.

The secret of teaching is 
In holding the attention, and this 
comes only through the 
interests of the child. It. would not 
do to'compel stillness when God com­
manded activity. The child was not 
an adult, was not taught the right by 
lecturing, but was most susceptible 
to impressions from his environment. 
The will should be trained. The 
secret of lapsed morals which showed 
itself so often in the youth was large­
ly In the fact that In the early years 
he has been coerced into doing what 
he ought to do rather than being led 
into ehosing the right for himself. 
The child lived largely In the 
world, and Ilia look was .outward. 
The medium of education in these 
years should.be by object lessons.
