Ottawa, Sept. 18,—A profound sen-
sation was caused in Ottawa tonight
through the foliowing remarkable re-
velations.

The Journal has come into posses-
sion of sworn documents secured by
the Thiel Detective Service of Can-
ada, which absolutely incriminates
President Taft of being not only the
sworn abettor but the secret origina-
tor of the infamous Hearst propagan-
da. The evidence is irrefutable and ir-
resistible. The most damning charge
ever hurled against the chief execu-

tive of a supposed friendly nation, it

offers proof of its assertions to the
very hilt.

One of the most prominent citizens
of Montreal, a Liberal by politics, a
man well known in Ottawa, being duly
sworn on Saturday last, makes affida-
vit of the following startling charges:

He became quite friendly with Wil-
ligm Hoster, for the past ten years the
executive correspondent in Washing-
ton for the Hearst newspapers. Hos-
ter told of his present work in Can-
ada.

Hearst's Best Man.

Hearst, who is now in Europe, had
cabled Taft that if the president wish-
ed it, Hearst would send his best man,
Hoster, to Canada to make a campaign
in favor of reciprocity. Hoster stated
that Taft mentioned this to him at the
time, and this was before he had been
notified by his employers to proceed
to Canada.

“Hoster said that he had wired Mr.
Carvalto (who represents Hearst in
his absence) to the effect that he pre-
ferred to remain at Beverly, where
President Taft has a summer home
A copy of the telegram which came
back to him from Carvalto was given
to President Taft, and in discussing
the matter with Hoster, Taft told him
not to be a ‘Fool’ that he would be
paid for his work, always providing
it was satisfactory. Hoster added
‘evidently it is!’

That Hoster the chief Hearst plen-
ipotentiary now in Canada scraping
up, raking up or digging up whole
reams of pro-Laurier and pro-Reci-
procity material for the Boston-Amer-
jcan and other campaign sheets de-
signed for Canadian consumption, is
not very proud of his composition is
shown by the following statements
made to the aforesaid deponent:

“Hoster said that since his arrival
in Montreal from New York, he had
received letters daily, telling him to
give every argument in favor of re-
ciprocity. He had sent in all such
‘Dope’ daily. ‘I am told to deal out
this stuff and I am doing it, and
they say my work is satisfactory. "

A Friend of Taft.

All of the conspiracy did not leak
out. Hoster expressed his chagrin
in not being allowed to proceed with
President Taft on his long tour which
began on September 15. Being a
close friend of Taft and also Hearst's
chief associate, he was surprised to
find his plans spoiled, particularly
when the President had asked him
to accompany him on the tour.” But
because certain matters would come
up before September 21 which would
require his presence in Montreal, he
was compelled to abandon the trip.
Hoster refused to state what these
matters were, except that Hearst had
personal knowledge of them.

Here in boldest outline is the story
of a plot against Canadian indepen-
dence which for consummate impu-
dence has no parallel In history.
Hearst has been freely dénounced and
righteously and execrated of late for
his unblushing campaign for annexa-
tion toward which goal reciprocity
is a long step.

Taft Prime Mover.

The intrigue which The Journal ex-
poses today is the most dastardly con-
spiracy ever concocted against Can-
ada. The Fenian raids of 1866 bear no
comparison. They were not hatched in
Washington. The War of 1812, when
the powerful United States tried to
bully our. fesble and sparsely settled
country into submission, was the es-
sence of honor compared with this
plot of 1911.

Fishermen Will Not
Favor Reciprocity

Not Only the Local Dealers, but the Men who are
Engaged in Fishing Along the Coast, Realize
that the Change Will Not Bring Them Any Good

There was & time when the Liberal
party thought that they would receive
the-Support of the fishermen of the
Maritime Provinces, but even that
hope is now shattered. The local deal-
ers have already declared themselves
us being strongly opposed to recipro-
city, and the same sentiment was
found among the fishermen along the
coast by a party of prominent citizens
who were cruising around Lorneville
and other fishing points on Sunday.
These gentlemen talked with many of
the people and found that one and all
were strongly averse to the pact. They
expressed themselves as perfectly sat-
{sfied with the present state of affairs.
They sald they had an ample market
with the best prices and that recipro-
city would not increase their market,
but would seriously interfere with the
export of fish to the United States.

This appears to be the general op-
fnion in St. John and Charlotte coun-
ties and it i3 safe to say that the
fishermen will poll =& big majority
against reciprocity. Another local fish
merchant who is opposed to the reci-
procity pact on the ground that it
will enable the fish dealers of Boston
and Gloucester to capture the markets
of Ontario and Montreal, is
Robertson, of Brittain street.

“If we were only interested in sup-
plying the loeal trade, I believe that
reciprocity would be of some slight ad-
vantage to us at certain times in the
year,” he said to The Standard. “There
are times when we could buy fish in
the Boston market cheaper than we
could buy them from our own fisher-
men.

generally. That would mean they
would have to get a larger margin of
profit out of the local consumer in
order to continue in business. Furth-
ermore, as we would buy less from
the local fishermen, they would ex-
pect higher prices on the gquantities
they sold here.

“Poesibly the Americans would
come down here and buy from our
fishermen, but as there is & surplus of
fish in the New England markets more
often ithan here, it is doubtful that
they would, and they would hardly
pay the fishermen higher prices.

“You would be surprised at the
way our fishermen have turned againse
the pact. You would think that if any
fishermen were in favor of reciprocity
it would be those of Grand Manan, but
I am told that more than half of them
there will vote against the pact.

“They know that they are now get
ting as good as, and often better prices
than they could get in Boston for prac-
tically all the fish they cau catch.

“As regards the loss of the market
in upper Canada, that would be a blow
to the local fish merchants and also
to the fishermen of the bay. We have
had some difficulty in getting our fish
on these markets. Up to a few years
ago the dealers up there would not
buy fish from these provinces, there
was some prejudice against our fish.
“Even in the face of the duty, the
Boston firms sold about all the salt
water fish consumed in upper Canada,
and with the duty removed there is
no doubt that they would recepture the
markets, as the haul would be much
shorter.”
