NEW PHILIPPNE
 LOMMISSION MEMBERS

Inaugufatioil Ceremonies Monday
Morning--Plan of Government.

Manila, Sept. 2.—There were ceremon-
ies ‘in the palace this morning at the in-
auguration of Dr. De Tavera and Benito
Legardo as members of the Philippine
Commission. Jose Lezuegira, the third
Wilipino member was unable to take the
oath owing to illness. Civil Governor Taft
said today that the ceremony does not
fully complete the government the presi-
dent intends forming, but sufficient hnas
been done to show the mature of the
policy to be followed. Municipal govern-
ments have been generally formed,of a sub-
stantially autonomous character. Their
ofticers are entirely patives. The provin-
cial governments are partly American and
partly  Filipino. Now, _the Philippine
comunision is partly American and pantly
‘Kilipino, it being the purpose of the
president to form a government in which
the native element will be able to voice
the desires of the people, their local us-
pirations and necessities, and give the
Filipinos an example of American insti-
tutions and the customs and laws pre-
vailing in the United States.

Yesterday was the anniversary of the be-
ginning of the legislature. Dr. Tavero
said that hardly had the people begun to
appreciate the work of pacification than
they were accorded the institutions of
peace. 'I'hey believe that the day is
coming when the American constitution
as a whole, without amputations, would
be planted here as the flag now is.

PY-GOVERNOR
CHARGED WITH
HIEH TREASON.

Sensational Arrest in London
of One Prominent in Trans-
vaal Affairs.

SENT NEWS TO ENEMY.

Had Previously Signified Aflegiance
to British Crown--Story of Boer
Train Wrecking -- One Shot at
a Woman -- The Concentration
Camps.

London, Sept. 3.—Dr. Krauz, former
governor of Johannesburg and a prominent
official of the late Transvaal government,
was arrested in London last night on a
chiarge of high treason. It is alleged “hat
after signitying his allegiance to the Drit-
ish crown, he sccretly forwarded informa-
tion to the Boers.

The warrant was issued some time ago,
but the police were not able to find him
until yesterday. 1t was Dr. Krauz who
handed to Lord Roberts the keys of
Johannesburg on the occasion of the sur-
render.

London, Sept. 1.—A despatch from
Lord Kitchener sent from Pretoria, says
that Lt. Col. Vandelever, of the Irish
guards, a most promising officer, was
killed when the team was blown up hy
250 Boers between Waterval and Homan’s
kraal Kriday.

Cape Town, Sept. 2.—The military ad-
ministration has determined it is said, to
deport all the Boers in the reconcentra-
ted camps, numbering upward of one hun-
dred thousand, to garrisoned towns on tue
coust, where food is more readily avail-
able- "T'he railways thus relieved will
suffice to Sumvl_v food for the population
of Johannesbuyz, which is as large as
before the war, \and permit the reopening
of all the mines.

London, Sept.\ 1.—Both the Morning
Post and the Standurd give information

&
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as to the concentration camps and con-
firm the reports of very heavy mortality
there, especially among the children, in
July. This is said to be “largely due to
the ignorance and insanitary habits of the
Boers;” but conditiuns are rapidly im-
proving. At the beginning of August there
were 100,000 persons in the concentration
camps. ‘I'he Standard publishes a report
trom its correspondent at Pretoria on the
health of the refugee camps in the I'rams-
vaal. 1t shows that of 62,479 men, wo-
men and children collected under British
supervision, 1,067 died in July and 860 of
the deaths reported were those of chil-
dren- below the age of twelve. The Stand-
and’s report largely bearss out Miss Hob-
house’s statement that the death rate
among the Boer children has been in a
measure due to the aggregation of great
numbers in camps. A correspondent of
the ®Morning Post asserts that the Boer
refugees got eighteen pounds in rations per
head, as against twelve pounds per head
given to the British loyalists, and he re-
commends, as politically and economically
advisable, that the Boers be removed tc

| the coast.

Washington, Sept. 2.—Ambassador Clio-
ate has cabled the state department from
London under date of Aug. 31, as fol-
lows:

“South African commission will receive
no ful"%hcr claims after Sept. 15.”

This ®ommission is dealing with claims
of foreigners on account of damages sus-
tained in the Boer war.

London, Sept. 3.—The Pretoria corre-
spondent of the Daily Telegraph in a de-
spatch describing the blowing up of a
train botween Waterval and Hamans
Kraal Saturday by Boers, when Lieut.
Col. Vandeleur, of the Irish Guards was
killed, says:

“The train- curied several passengers,
among them two ladies with babes and a
nurse. As it toied through a cutting, a
negro was seen to raise his hand. In-
stantly a Boer dizcharged two mines, de-
miling the train, while a body of Boers
poured in a heavy rifle fire.

“Licut. Col. Valdeleur shouted to the
women to lie down under the seats and
ordered his men to return the fire. As he
was proceeding along the corridor a Boer
burst into the cairiage and fired, killing
him after, it is supposed, his refusal to
surrender.  Another Boer deliberately
fired upon and wounded the nurse. But-
lots were flying in all direations, although
the Boers were aware that women and
children were there.”

Germany as Mediator.

Constantinople, Sept. 2.—The report that
the sultan has appealed to Germany to0
use her good offices to settle the dispute
with France is confirmed. Germany, it is
understood, will advise the porte te setitle
with France as soon as possible.

Toronto, Sept. 2.—(Special)—The sue-
tion dredge to ve useG by the dominion
government in deepening the St. Law-
rence channel and claimed by the builder
10 be the largest hydraulic suction dredge
in the world, was launched from the Pol-
son shipyard today. The big vessel was
launched sideways and Miss Polson chris-
tened it ““J. Israel Tarte” as it struck the
water.

Mr. Tarte witnessed the launching and
subsequently made a speech pleading for
the establishment of more shipbuilding in
Canada. 1t has been to encourage shin-
building, he said, thax he had come to To-
ronto on behalf of the government and
given the order for the greatest dredge of
the sort in the world. He hoped Toronto
capitalists would not let the yard ve-
main idle after it was through with the
government work. Continuing at some
length, he explained the Wolvin syndicate
proposal for the building of elevators and
shipping grain from Montreal and said
he rejected it because, when he asked the
syndicate if the vessels to be used would
be built in Canada the syndicate’s agent
replied, “‘Decidedly not.”

Mr. Tarte said he could not stand that,
and the audience shouted approval. In
closing he urged (Canadian capital to step
in and provide shipping for carrying Can-
adian produce. i

Is a Wealthy American —_Juggled C. P. R. Stock Certifi-
cates and Made Five Look Like a Thousand.

London, Sept. 2—Marie Josephine East-
wick, of Philadelphia, was arraigned in
the Guild Hall police court today charged
with having forged a rmailway certificate
of thegvalue of £100,000. Sensational evi-
dence was presented.

The public prosecutor said the defend-
ant had been residing in Kngland for 18
months, and was believed to be an Amer-
jcan of avealth. She obtained an iutro-
duction to Mr. Beaton, of the stock ex-
change, to whom the defendant represent-
ed herself to be the cwner of securities
worth, roughly, £500,000. She said she
wanted to buy a thousand shares of
United States. Steel Corporation .This
operation required £1,000, which the de-
fendant said, she did not have.

The defendant, on August 12th, went
to the Charing Cross branch of the Credit
Lyonnais, and asked the manager to buy
two shares of Canadian Pacitic railroad.
The manager found it difficult to get so
émall a number of shares and wrote, the
defendant, -asking if he would be allowed
to get five or ten shares. As a result, five
were bought, and the defendaat duly sent
her check. She wrote to Mr. Beaton,
Augustt 15th, saying she expected 1,000
(anadian Pacific shares from New York,
and wanted a loan on them. She receiv-
ed a certificate for five Canadian Pacific
ghares August 16th. The prosecutor said
that by August 26th the certificate had
been altered, the name of the original
holder had beéen erased and the mame of
Marie Josephine Kastwick had been sub-
stituted. The word “Five” in the number
of shares :}.ml the mumerals had been al-

tered so that it appeared to be a certifi-
cate for a thousand instead of for five
shares. This was skilfully dome. The
only mistake was that the document bore
a shilling Tevenue stamp instead of one

for £10, which a certificate for 1,000

shares would carry. The defendamnt sen$
the altered document to Mr. Beaton om

| August . 26th, asking him to buy 1,000

United States steel shares in the firm
name, also requesting a loan of £4,000.
Mr. Beaton’s clerk noticed the stamp’s
irregularity and went to the Canedian
Pacific Railroad office, where it waa pro-
nounced to be a forgery.

Friends of Miss Marie Josephine East-
wick learned with surprise today, the
story of her trouble in Londen.

Miss Eastwick is about 32 years old.
Her father, Edward P. Eastwick, was
formerly associated with the Havemeyers
in the sugar refining business and when
he retired, 14 years ago, he was reputed
to be a millionaire. At frequent intervals
she was estranged from the members of
her family. During the last 12 years she
has devoted herself to travel.

Several years ago Miss Bastwick inher-
ited from her grandmother an interest in
an estate, said to be -worth $100,000.

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CENSUS CLERKS PAID
ON BUSINESS PRINCIPLES

Conservative Papers Started an Un--
true Story--How the Matter Is
Arranged.

Ottawa, Sept. 1—(Special)~Some Con-
servative pape:s have announced that the
pay of the census clerks was to be re-
duced because it was found that the cost
of the cemsus would otherwise be too
large. This is not correct. The rate of
pay for all clerks of the census except
one chief clerk for each province was fixed
by the minister of agriculture at $1.50 per
day, but it was understood that any one
capable of doing special work or being
placed in charge of groups of clerks should
be advanced as their ability was shown in
actual praectice. No increases were made
in August but there were a number in
June and July upon the recommendation
of the assistant commissioner, who occcu-
pied a similar position 10 years ago.

Based on reports of work done, the data
for the reports was not full or complete
enough to satisfy the census authcrities
and instructions were given at the begin-
ning of August for the keeping of a daily
register for the work dome by every com-
piler on the staff. The pay list for Au-
gust was the same as July but, beginning
with September, it will be revised and
clerks to whom advances were given have
been so nctified. The census authorities
purpose basing the rate of pay on exact
infcrmation and it is claimed that as all
clerks were appointed at the same rate of
$1.50 per day no injustice will be done
anyome. -

Cleveland, Sept. 1.—At dawn this morn-
ing Cleveland awoke to look upon de-
vastation caused by a raging flood. The
great volume of raging water vented its
anger over miles of the eadtern portion of
the city and did damage approximating
$1,000,000.

A terrific rain commenced shortly after
2 o’clock, turned into a perfect adloudburst
between 3 and 5 and then continued with
great force until nearly 10 o’clock. That
no lives were lost is nothing short of &
miracle. Stonies of thrilling escapes are
told. The surging waters spread over an
area in the east end nearly eight miles
long and a mile and a half wide.

Houses were undermined as if built of
straw and almost incredible damage done
to streets and property.

Culverts, trestles and bridges were torn
down. Hundreds of residents were im-
prisoned in their homes until saved from
their perilous positions; but the local
boats proved inadequate and it was soon
found mecessary to call on the life saving
crew from the rmiver, a distance of seven
miles. The life boats were loaded on
wagons and hurried to the sceme.

The torrent surged sith awful force for
hours in Deering street and over a dozen

and six feet deep surrounding their homes.
At this point the life saving crew, as-.

METHODITS MOVE T LONDON,

The Ecumenical Conference Next Month a Large Affair—
Some Facts of Growth of the Denomination.

Representative Methodists from all over
the world are making their way to Lon-
don, where, on Wednesday, Sept. 4, the
third Methodist Ecumenical conference
will meet. Once every 10 years Method-
ists hold such a world conference. Ten
years ago ithe conference met in the Met-
ropolitan Methodist church at Washington,
D. C., says the Transcript, Boston. ~The
first conference, 20 years ago, was held
in City Road chapel, London, which is
also to be the meeting place this year.
City Road chapel is the birthplace of
Methodism. It was there that John Wes-
ley preached and he is buried within its
walls. The old pulpit from which the
founder of Methodism spoke is still in use
and from it the conference sermon will
be preached by Bishop Calloway, of the
Methodist church, South. Five hundred
delegates will sit in the conference, 300
being assigned to the western section and
200 to the eastern. ‘The western section
comprises all branches of the Methodist
church in the United States and Canada,
including their foreign work, and the east-
ern is composed of British Methodistg and
affiliated conferences end mission fields.
Delegates to the Ecmmenical. conference
of this year will represent nearly 1,000,600
more members than did those to the
Washington conference. In 1891, when
the latter body met, the total number of
members of Methodist churches in the
world was 6,503,959. Of these 5,382,375 be-
longed to the American chufches. In the
10 years Methodist membership in .the
world has grown to 7,402,913, the American
figures being 6,201,250. There has been
a propontionate growth in the number of
churches. Ten years ago there were 77,-
196 in the whole world, 57,465 in Am-
erica. There is mnow a total of 83,870
churches of which 58,685 are on this side
of the Atlantic ocean or are afiiliated
with the church organizations here. Meth-
odists in the United States are divided
into 17 orgamizations of which the largest
is the body known popularly as the Meth-
odist church, North. This had at last re-
ports 2,746,191 members, while the next
largest body is the Methodist church,
South, with a membership of 1,470,520.
There are several organizations of colored
Methodists, the largest having 675,462
members. ‘ :

The growth of the Methodist church in
the United States has been largely ac-
complished in the century just close'}i.
While the work began in New York in
1766, when at the call of a godly woman
a few Methodists met in a sail loft, or-
ganized a church and made plans for the
erection of a $3,000 place of worship, at
the close of the 18th century there were
only 65,000 Methodists in the United
States, although the denomination then
ranked third among Protestant bodies
here in number of eommunicants. Soon
after the beginning of the 19th century,
however, it advanced to first place in num-
bers and easily holds that rank today. In
the value of church property the growth
has been as wonderful as in membership.
The 54,351 Methodist churches in the

United States at the opening of the new
century own property -valued at $22,000,-
000, and this figure does mot include the
property of universities, colleges and hos-
pitals conducted under Methodist aus-
pices. The benevolent societies and en-
terprises of the Methodist church in the
United States were all started inthe 19th
century, as is also the case with the
young people’s and other organizations ot

the denomination. A few figures will sh%

the extent to which this phase of denor®®
inational work is done. The KEpworth
League has 19,800 local organizations with
1,860,000 members. The Sunday School
Union has 31,686 schools enrolled. The
Tract Society distributes about 12,000,000
pages of literature annually. The Meth-
odist Book Concern made sales in_ the
last 50 years aggregating over $60,000,000.
The Freedmen’s Aid Sociaty has disbursed
$5,200,000 and has aided 201,000 studemnts.
The Missionary Society has spent $36,-
000,000 for the evangelization of the world.
The Board of Church Extension has aided
11,801 churches to the amount of $6,588,-
430. The Woman’s Foreign Missionary
Society has 5,000 auxiliary organizations
with 127,000 members. The Women's
Home Missionary Society has 3,000 aux-
iliary societies with 80,000 members, A
recent work which involves a large amount
of money is the raising of 20th century
funds. Educational work in the Metho-
dist church in the United States has kept
pace with growth along other lines, At
the beginning of the 19th century there
was but one Methodist institution of
learning and its building had just been
burned. At ils close Methodists had 56
colleges and universities, 25 theological
schools, 72 preparatory and training
schools and 90 foreign mission schools.
Grounds and buildings were to the value
of over $17,000,000 held by the wvarious
schools and colleges, endowments to the
amount of $15,000,000 were enjoyed, and
over 50,000 pupils were being instructed
by 3,000 teachers at a total cost of over
$2,000,000 annually. Over 10,000 young
people have been helped to an education

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“FOR THE TILLERS OF

RURAL HOMES.

The Two Principal Things to Consider in
Building—Difference Between Houses
and Homes Clearly Indicated.

House builders and home builders
are two very different things. Some
houses we get inside of and call
thein homes. That we first sit down
anh study what we wish and need
and like, and then build to those
needs, is the common-sense plan.
Then no two houses can be aiike,
but each one will be specially suited
to the folk inside and the landscape
outside. There are two things Lo con-
sider in building: (1) Ourselves and
what wo personally need; what our
individuality is and what a home can
do for us; (2) What the building site
is capable of — all it can aflord to
furnish to feed our souls and muke
our lives pleasant. All this we are
entitled to get out of house building.

I remember reading somewhere, ‘‘1t
is a solemn thing to build even the
outside of a house.”” And the reason
was because you revealed yourself in
doing so, A house says always that’s
the sort of man Mr, Smith is. And
reserved, even shy, as some people
are, they placard themselves up like

1 eircus bills on a barnside for all the

world to read. But there is some-
thing more done by a house; it cre-
ates public sentiment and public
character. So it comes about that |
most people can really do no more
good than in building a truly beau-
tiful house — a house that expresses
a beautiful lot of ideas, worked into
unity in a beautiful life. For in-
stance, you know houses that express
welcome and hospitality, and others
that are forbidding. You can think
of a house that is modest and smil-
ing; and you can think of amnother.
that is absurdly cold and conceited.
Then at least one half of the modern
houses are efforts at mere imitation.
They are a jumble of a lot of things,
pretty enough in their places, tut
when -out of place they are no more
admirable than a lace collar on a
dog. House building must become a
much more serious matter than it is
in the making of a home.

I will compress a handful of hints
in brief space. A home ought to te
placed on a rise of ground, even if
this carry it back further from the
street than you would choose other-
wise to place it. You should be so
situated that every stream runs away
from you rather than to you. There
is no position for a rural or subur-
ban house worse than where it will
catch the street dust. Material for a
should Dbe that
which is most characteristic of the
place where it is built. There is no
yeason for a building of wood where
stone superabounds. Brick is ideal
material in some sections.
inscription on a brick pyramid reads,
“Do not undervalue me by compar-
ing me with . pyramids of.stone. I
ain better than they, as Jove exceeds
the other deities.”” A broad house
is. generally advisable; and seldom a
tall one—that is, in the country. Our °

only reason for a high house is to
get away from the soil with sleep-
ing rooms, But the air five fect

from the ground ought to be as good
as that at twenty-five. If we have
thorough drainage it will be, Height,
will be secured by building on a
rise. Breadth saves time and strength
in climbing. It gives quick access to
the whole house. It keeps us .near
the flowers and grass, It suggests
hospitality.

Houses should never be considered
apart from their surroundings. Peo-
ple in this country do not appreciate
blossoming trees in making up home
life. It is possible, besides a shrub-
bery, to arrange our tree-planting so
as to have a succession of bloom
around our houses for several
months. The earliest quite interesting
trees are the English elm and the red
flowering maple. The former is cov-
ered with what looks like a profuse
crop of hops. The red maple is a
glorious tree in bloom. The shades
vary; but some are intense scarlet,
others nearly a pure white. The Ken-
tucky coffee tree is extremely inter-
esting for affording a very spicy
flower, not very conspicuous and not
lasting. The basswood about the
first of July is a glory for its
beauty and perfume, but it is also a
superb bee-feeder. Magnolia Acumin-
ata and the American tulip-tree are
entirely hardy and healthy, and very
showy.

Lowell and Morse in their accounts
of Corea and Japan emphasize the
love of those people for the plum
and cherry. Cherries we can have in
bloom for three weeks, beginning
with Early Richmond and ending
with Montmorency. Mr. Lowell tells
us it is not easy to convey to the
Western mind an idea of the mingled
love and adoration that the Eastern
nations lavish on these flowers. Son-
nets ' innumerable are written in
their praise. Indeed, the whole life of
these interesting nations is bound up
with their blossoming trees. Are we
not so far neglecting one side of cul-
ture; and the value of trees from an
esthetic point of view? ‘‘The laziest
of mortals are stirred to enthusiasm
and travel many miles to get a
gight of the cherry trees before the
morning’s mist has left them.’” It
will pay us well to cultivate blossom-
ing trees for the blossom’s sake, not
considering the future fruit. Our
apple trees are actually scorned by

landscapists; but for flowers and
homefulness they lead all trees. : §
have been able to select two deep-

red flowering in such profusion that
they ought to be everywhere.
Hedges and wind-breaks are to my
potion next after trees to be consid-
ered. We need these for two reasons
besides their beauty. The first is be-
cause a house to be homeful should
be cozy and protected and, to some
extent, secluded; and the second is
because we can and ought to largely
control the variabilities of climate.
It is possible to make a difference of
two - degrees by having evergreen
wind-breaks on the north and west.
But, better still, we can prevent the
extreme efiects of frost by breaking
the drying winds that sweep over us.
This will be felt not only by the
trees and general vegetation, but by
animal life, and ourselves included.
Set it down as a matter of human
health to break the harsh winds and

through and through. I know of’
places where a delicate person  can
live with comfort on one side of a
streect, but on the other cannot ecn-
dure the climate. The only reason is
that on one side the trees have teen
cut away and no wind-breaks piant-
ed; while the other is hedged in and
bowered in with groves. The value of
our evergreens is not understood. As’
formally sheared ornaments standing
before a house, their utility is equal
to their beauty; they are monstrous;
but allowed to grow with native
grace and freedom, where they will
take the teeth of the wind, they are
our natural protectors.

The chief trouble with flowers about
a farmhouse is that, as generally
grown, they take too much time in
weeding, and in Hfting or covering
in the fall, and planting out in the
spring. It is a mistake for a farmn-
house to try such lawns as are secn
in cities. Grading. and leveling, and
sodding, and a constant run of lawn
mowers, is not only expensive, but
out of place. Instead, let me suggest
to our rural homes to plant a shrub-
bery. Shrubs, as a rule, cost very
little labor; and they do not die cut
and need replacing. There is no weed-

ing; and they give a profusion of
flowers the season through. Yet, as
a-rule our country folk work pa-

tiently at very poor lawns and very
troublesome flower beds; and have
very few shrubs. Select a slope from
the house most pleasant for walks
and seats—not necessarily in_ front.
Do not grade’it any further than to
remove unnatural knobs-and ridges.
Clean it of weeds, and leave the na-

tural slopes. If comnvenient, have a
drive or a walk around it. Select
shrubs for a succession of bloom —

from the Forsythia of April to the
witchhazel of November.—E. P. Pow-

The signal projects
below the lower end of the box, ard
is adjusted when ise main door is
open. It can be set, therefore, only
by a person having a key to the box.
Of course, when the carrier stops
and opens the box he shoves the sig-

.nal up out of sight, where it remains

until one of the family pulls it down
again. When a carrier has nothing |
to deliver and sees no signal set for
him to collect mail, he saves time
by passing right along.

Grub in Head of Sheep.

In Scotland when they have reason
to think the sheep have grub in the
head the shepherd usually takes each
one and blows tobacco smoke up his
nostrils almost to the point of stu-
pefying the sheep and the grubs, t00;
then gives to each a pinch of yellow
snufl to start them snecezing, which
dislodges the grub, so that it is dis-
charged. We never tried this because
the putting out of a little pine tar
on boards and scattering a little
salt on it usually tarred the nose of
the sheep so that the fly did not
trouble them, or for a small flock
we took them as they went out of
the yard and with a wooden paddle
daubed the nose of each one as Wo
let them through the gate.

From New
York, Philadelphia, Boston and the smaller
towns a great army of people turn their
eyes, on the approach of summer, to some
haven of refuge from the sweltering heat
of the long July and August days when
life is at best but a suffering existénce.

The villages, towns and cities of these |’

seaboard provinces should each year cater
more and more to the entertainment of

.these visitors. We have a. country of un-

rivalled summer climate, of beautiful and
ever varying scenery, sea bathing, boat-
ing, fishing and all the various natural
amusements and sports to delight and at-
The railway and steam-
boat facilities are becoming oqual to the
needs and de-ires of these travellers both
in point of speed and in the convenience
and even luxury of transportation methods.

‘The hotel accommodacion is steadily im-

proving, although much remains to be de-

sired in this particular, especially outside

of this city, which is perhaps better equip-
ped than any other in the maritime prov-
inces in this important feature of tourist
attraction.

But we have been and are still lacking
in one important feature. We refer to the
mode of amusing onr summer visitors.

“Try for @ moment to place yourself in the

position of a tourist entering St. John a
stranger in search of a pleasant holiday.
How would you spend a fortnight pleas-

fantly in this city? The features of the

locality would occupy but a brief period
for your inspection, and after you had
visibed the meversible falls, the Martello
tower, you would have left the park, the

| Bay Shore and a drive or two say to

Rothesay, Loch Lomond, Golden Grove
and Mispec.  But the park and the Bay,
Shore are lacking in the amusement
features which the ordinary visitor ex-
pects to find, and not finding refuses to
repeat his visits. Whether it is that we
are a more serious people than our Am-
erican cousins we kmow mot, but certain
is it that no city of the size of St. John
across the border is so devoid of the daily
amusements which are so pleasant to those
whose hours and ‘days are free for enter-
tainment. We are glad to see that some-
thing has been done to fill this gap in the
way of buckboard drives, the erection of
suitable bathing houses. along the Bay
Shore and by the daily cr nightly band
concerts in different portions of the city.
The extension of fthe car tracks to Rock:
wood Park, to Millidgeville or to some
suitable spot on the salt water beach, and
the addition of simple amusement features
at one or all of these places would very
much enhance St. John’s attractions from
the tourist standpoint. As it is today we
get thousands. of visitors who, not finding
the amusements necessry to a pleasant
stay, pass through our city, making a few
#ours stay here, where under proper con:
ditions they might reasonably be expected
to remain for days or even weeks. That
is the desirable end to which our efforts
should be divected and it is a bold critic
who dares say we are aiming at the un-
attainable.

AMERICAN HUMOR.
—

The American people are a nation of
humorists and the daily press often effec-
tively caters to this sense of the ridicul-
ous even when it is seemingly indulging or
intending to indulge in its most serions
mood. This fact is noticeable in the press
comments on currént political movements
in foreign countries. The New York Jour-
nal is not, perhaps, aware of its scream-
ing hit in the following interesting bit of
Canadian politics published recently in its
columns:

‘The interesting rumor comes from [o-
ronto that upon the return of the Hou.
Kdward Blake and his brother, Samuel Ji.
Blake, from Great Britain, tiey will be
joined by Sir Mackenzie Bowell, ex-prem-
ier of the dominion; E. G. Prior, former-
ly a minister of the crown from British
Columbia; Chief Justice Armour of On-
tario; George Landerkin, M. P.; Henri
Bourassa, M. P., and R. Temieux, M. P,
in the formation of a party favoring the
independence of Canada as a prelude to
Continental Union. If the report be true
the next Pan-American Congress may be
able to welcome a new American republic,
as the last one welcomed one in Brazil.

This easily beats any of Mark Twain's
take offs on ancient British histoty and
has the merit of being thoroughly up-to-
date with all the characters treading “he
human stage. The Toronto World, jealous
for the fair name of “Loronto, which is
rapidly attaining a great newspaper no-
toriety, muses as follows on the startling
information contained in “The Journal’s
political forecast:

What a combination is indicated in the
Journal’s dictates. Just fancy such a dyed-
in-the-wool Tory as Sir Mackenzie Bowell
joining a compact with the Messrs. Blake,
or such a  jingoistic Britisher as Col.
Prior rubbing shoulders with pro-Boer
Bourassa in an effort to cut Canada loose
from the Mother Country! How such an
“interesting rumor” got loose in Toronto
is beyond comprehensioi. And the idea
of mixing up Chief Justice Armour and
Senator Landerkin with so ridiculous a
political melange! A good many lu~id
rumors have been sent out from Toronto
and other Canadian cities, but the above
is easily the top-notcher. Even the wild-
est imaginative flights of Francis Wayla «d
Glen are thrown into the shade by ‘“he
effusion quoted. We haven’t heard of
any escapes from the big institution on
West Queen street,but there must be some
unfortunate at large in this city who
should 'be [placed wunder restraint. Of
course there is a possibility that 'I':e
Journal has on its staff an imaginative
genius who turned his halucinative facil-
ties in the directon of ‘I'oronto for a m)-
ment; or it may be that some chap had a
dream and spoke of it. Sometimes people
dream very ridiculous things.

Our . good friend, Mr. Rudolphe Lemieux,
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MNP v’for Guelph, appears to have _mis-
understood the rich hnaginative genins

| of American humor as instanced in The

Journal’s wonderful creation, as he seri-
ously contradicts any complicity on his
part in the political conspiracy outlined.
We trust it will be unnecessary for the
Messrs. Blake, Sir Mackenzie Bowell and
the other gentlemen whose names figure
in the new.movement to cotradict in turn’
the latest bit of American humor. I is
too delicious to spoil by the intrusion of
serious- denial.

THE SHIPPING INTERESTS,

There is at present a serious depression
in the ‘shipping business. - Last week the
steamers leaving Boston were all light and
had to resort to water ballast. This stag-
nation in the shipping business appears
to apply to nearly all the Atlaatic ports.
Even the freight steamers of the a;egulau'
liners from New York are leaving the
port with less than one-third of a cargo.
Great difficulty is being encountered at
American ports to obtain cargo at any
price. The New York Journal of Com-
merce sayve:

The rate for gratn commonly accepted
in shipping circles at which -a modern
steamer can come west in ballast and tase
a full cargo of grain back is 2s. 6d. to Cork
for orders. Yesterday steamers were of-
fered by first hands (and one also offer-
ed as rechartered by shippers who spec-
ulated by engaging it as a much higher
rate “to arrive”) at 1s 9d. On this basis
the shipowners would lose 9d per quarter

on the round trip, or something over 2c

per bushel. There has,'as a matter of
fact, been but one steamer engaged for a
full cargo of grain in two weeks. This
was the British steamship Whitehall,
which was chartered at Philadelphia to
carry 13,000 quarters of grain to Bayonae
at 2s per quarter, prompt clearance.

The lack of merchandise cargo is not
confined to any one. department, but is
quite general. The freight rates of today,
compared with those of a year ago show
a great decline in prices.

In 1900 the Liverpool lines were getting
4d per bushel for grain; today the ruling
rate is §d., aad instead of 5s. 6d. per ton
for provisions, which is the rate today,
they were receiving 15s. The same com-
parative rates exist to-other ports. In
August, 1900, shipowners were obtaining
4s. 13d. for their steamers to Cork, for
orders. Today they cannot get 1s. 9d.

The outlook for September appears to
be very gloomy and with very little pros-
pect of improvement.

The winter closing of the Azoff, Dan-
ube and St. Lawrence are not far off, and
this will throw a large quantity of ship-
ping on the market. The shipowners will
soon be face to face with the problem
of what shall be done with their vessels.
This is especially true of the small steam-
ers, and in the end the owners may de-
cide to lay them up until such times as
the shipping market improves. There are
always those who will continue to rum
their steamers hoping that times and
freights will improve, but, as a rule, the
losses become greater with each succes-
sive voyage, especially under circumstances
like the present, where the outlook is ex-
ceedingly gloomy. The present depression
in American ports is not apparently due
to the excessive ‘supply of tonnage for the
normal requirements of the trade, but
rather to entire absence of demand for
tonnage.

It would appear highly probable, in
view of the short crops in Kurope, that
there must be a heavy exportation of
grain from America to the other side of
the Atlantic, still it is questionable if the
increased shipment of grain would make
up for the heavy falling off in the export-
ation of provisions and merchandise.

FRANCE'S FINANCES.

The political economists of Krance ate
endeavoring to find a remedy for the fin-
ancial crisis which confronts the nation
and threatens its stability. The people of
France are wealthy but the government is
financially lembarrassed and unalje to
supply money to meet the demands. The
financial statement for the six months end-
ing June 30 shows that the revenue is
$13,600,000 less than that of the corr:s-
ponding period of the previous year, and
about $9,000,000 below the estimate. 17
budget for the year estimated only a sur-
plus of $50,000 on a total of $710,920,-
000. Thus at the end of the year in-
stead of Irance having a small surplus it
will probably have a deficit of at least
1$20}440,000.f {llie governmient has wvary
little opportunity to reduce expenditure,
because the fixed charges are heavy. The
national debt and pensions require $250,-
000,000 yearly, army and navy $200,000,000,
so that $450,000,000 is absorbed on these
items alone. The expenditure for educa-
tion, public works, furtherance of trade,
and other objects cannot be reduced to
any great extent wihout impairing the
various services., The debt of France at
present is $6,000,000,000 and with every re-
curring deficit and great public work is
being augmented. There 1is at preseat
every- 4+ndication that it will z;row larger,
and thus yearly the fixed charge for in-
terest will become greater. The French
politicians have been living in hope of
tiding over the financial difficulties until
1950, when all the railways operated Ly
private corporations will become the pro-
perty of the State, but in the meantime
the debt will grow to such proportio s
that the revenue derived from the rail-
ways will not meet the required wants.
Many of the present forms of taxa‘ion
have been in operation for over a century,
and much of the taxation is at fault in
principle. The tariff has largely destroy-
ed foreign business and as a result the
State is growing poorer and poorer. It is
probable that when the chamber meets

next winter some plan of fiscal reform
will be introduced and an effort made

to stem the present tide of State ad-
versity. {
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THE FOREST WEALTH.

Lo —

‘We are prone to underestimate the true
value of our forests. The people of our
province are liable to overlook some of the
chief spurces of wealth which may be de-
rived from-forests. The lumber, as a
rule, is considered by most people the
sole wealth. The general public forget the
important fact that the forests protect
the water supply. The forests act as con-
servers and also purifiers of water. The
trees and their accumulation of vegetation
on the ground serve to destroy the force
of the falling rain and admit of the slow
absorption of the water, so that the run-
off is regulated and there is no excessive
soil erosion which. is frequently observable
in fields after heavy rains. The forest
growth permits the slow percolation of
the water through the soil into the sub-
soil to form the sources of supply of our
perennial springs and these in turn the
brooks and streams duming the dry per-
iods. At the same time the reduction of
the erosion lessens fthe quantity of sus-
pendod mineral matter in the waters of
the rivers, and 'consequently where the
walter is employed for domestic supplies,
it is much purer and better. The forests
by their shade and absorption of the rain-
fall regulate the supply of water and
prevent the extremes of flood and drouth.
The forests in this ceuntry are especially
valuable in regulating the melting of the
snow and thus where they exist preveat
sudden floods in spring time. Where the
forests formerly existed the streams flow-
ed continuously and regularly. Since the
depleftion of the forests in many districts
we find a sudden flood after a rain-fall
followed by an equally rapid fall of water.
These sudden rushes of water from the
forestless hills have a deteriorating effect
on the original productive soil, as they
wash away the soluble plant foods in their
course. Formerly water was much more
abundant than it is today. The old per-
ennial springs are ceasing and the lakes
and ponds are drying up because of the
destruction of our forests. Canada is de-
veloping its great waterpowers, but if
hand in hand with the utilization of this
power goes the depletion of our forests we
will soon be in the same position as many
of the American States, and a dry sum-
mer will not only mean great injury to
the crops, but also to 'the industrial con-
cerns depending on water as a motive
power.

THE ELIXIR OF YOUTH.

A recent Paris despatch contained the
interesting information that Professor
Gautier, a distinguished member of the
Institute de l"rance,'[ha,d succeeded in
isolating the ‘‘bacterium of physical fa-
tigue.”” All that will mow be mnecessary
for those persons suffering from “that
tired feeling” will be to destroy the bac-
terium and enjoy the. blessings of per-
petual youth. M. Gautier has not favor-
ed the scientific world with the methols
by which he proposes to disinfect the hu-
man system, so as to accomplish the de-
struction of his newly discovered microbe.
It may be that an application of corrosive
sublimate or carbolic acid may end its
life. The very thought of perennial youth
shduld stimulate, research in everyone
and thus assist in“dlscovering the proper
germicide for this malicious little bac-
tenium. It is not a diflicult task now to
answer the old question—why do we feel
tired? It is the bacillus of physical fa-
tigue. W¢€ have been very severe on tne
tramps and usually comment very strong-
ly on their tired condition. Have we
been just in our condemnation of them?
Under the circumstances the public have
been very unjust to these poor unfortun-
ates. These persons nave become so In-
fected with the bacteria of physical fatigue
that the toxic substances produced have
brought them to their present unfortunate
condition. In the future, instead of the
housewife supply‘ix'lg these people with
pie it will be her duty to keep a bottle
of the disinfectant on hand and adminis-
ter copious quantities of it to the “weary
willies,” who frequent the country roads
in summer. Probably the tramps may
hold a congress to decide whether the
discase is hereditary, contagious and cur-
able. Having decided these points they
will take up a collection and erect monu-
ments perpetuating the memory of Pro-
fessor Gautier.

Professor Gautier has been before the
scientific world for sometime and scarcec-
ly any scientist takes his numerous dis-
covenies seriously. Nearly all his socalled

discoveries, in this line, have have only |

existed in his own vivid imagination, and
we would have been no more surprised to
hear that he had discovered the. “bac-
terium of imagination’” than we are at
‘his reported discovery of the bacterium of
physical fatigue.

West to Do Harvesting Work.

e

A gentleman who went out with the
Northwest harvesters .fwo or three weeks
ago writes as follows to relatives here
concerning the excursions and the condiy &
tion of some of those who went wes‘t.\f

“TPhe harvest excursion is not what i
cracked up to be. There are thousands of
men out here who can’t get work even
for their board, The farmers called for
twice as many men as they wanted s0
they could get them at their own prices.
They offered $0 a month as an in-
ducement and then, when the men
got here forced them to cut prices. The
very best a man can do is from $35 to
$40 a month, or $1.50 a day, and
work from daylight till dark. I saw one
man at Winnipeg who wenb
ito work at $1.25 and he
left. He said the man lived very meanly,
giving him dry bread and pork three times
a day, with ten minutes to eat his din-
ner, and when he heard of another traia
load coming in he said he could mat stand
such high wages and the man told him
he could not stand the food, and left.
Thousands of men eame here without
any money, save their ticket. Winnipe3
is overrun and every town on the road
from there to Moosejaw is full of men
begging for work for board and can’t get
it. The town has to feed them. At a
place called Brandon they marched to
the mayor and told him if he did not feed
them they would go through the town,
so ithey handed out food.

“I ell you it is a sad sight to sce
thousands of men walking around idle in
Winnipeg and the other towns, and sleep-
ing in station houses, waiting rqoms and
empty cars, with nothing to eat, no money
and no prespect of work.

Illegal - Fishing , at the Spawning
‘Grounds—Determined to Stop the
Use of Dynamite —- The Boats
Towed to St. Andrews and Report
Sent to Ottawa.

Eastport, Me., Aug. 31—Seizures of fish-
ing craft, which have been suspected of
violating the Canadian customs have be-
gun, the Dominion fisheries cruiser Curlew
having passed here tonight with seven
vessels' in  tow. The craft are
owned by Grand Manan fishermen and
are valued at from $1,000 to $3,000 each.
It is understood that Capt. J. H. Pratt,
of the Curlew, has the names of other
Canadian and American vessels also which
are breaking both the Dominioa customs
and fisheries laws. If these vessels are
found in Canadian waters they will be
seized.

The practice of killing fish by dynamite,
followed  so generally around Grand
Manan, is to be stopped. The Curlew will
patrol the waters thereabout to stop the
use of the explosive, as the damage to
cod and pollock fishery is exhaustive. Only
a small portion of the fish killed by the
shock i secured. .

St. Andrews, N. B., Sept. 1—(Special)—
The cruiser Curew arrived in the harbor
last evening with seven Canadian fishing
boats which had been seized by Capt.
Pratt on Friday evening for illegal, sein-
ing on the spawning grounds oft southern
end of Grand Manan. The captured boats
are the Eliza ‘Ann, 12 tons, of White
Head, Grand Manan; schooner Bee, 18
tons, of St. Andrews; schooner Falcon, 12
tons, of North Head, Grand Mamnan; sloop
Pearl, 5 tons, Apple River, N. S.; schooner
Sea Fox, 19 toms, of Port Lorne, N. S.;

Bishop Casey Announces Purchase
of Land—Mission at Cathedral--
Confirmation Tour.

At the cathedral Sunda§ morning His
Lordship Bishop Casey, made an announce-
ment which he foreshadowed on the pre-
jous Sunday relative ‘to St. Malachi's
school. It was that the church had pur-
chased the lot of land on the cornmer of
Orange and Carmarthen streets, owned by
James Manchester and known as the
waterworks field, and the proposal is to
build a school house there to replace St.
Malachi’s hall. His lordship explained that
the lease of the land on which St. Malachi’s
stands and of which the rental is $197 a
year will expire in two years. Then in-
vestigation showed that to make the build-
ing suitable, as it should be for school
ppurposes, would cost as much as to erect
a new building. The lot which hes just
been purchased was 10,000 square feet
larger than the St. Malachi’s school lot.

It ds learned that the price was $7,800.
Plans for the new school building have
not been made and work will not be be-
gun before spring. His lordship has until
1903 to complete the building.

A mission by Redemptionist Fathers will
begin in the cathedral parish on Septem-
ber 22. In announcing this Sunday
Bishop Casey spoke of the special char-
acter of a mission and urged upon ail to
prepare to make it.

Bishop Oasey will leave probably Wed-
nesday on a tour of confirmation. He will
go to St. Stephen first and spend a few
days at his home, where he has not been
for a long time. He will administer con-
firmation at Milltown on Sunday morning
next and at St. Stephen Sunday evening.

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Rev, Dr. Morison, of ‘St. David’s
Church, in Favor of Acceptance.

In the course of his serman at the morn-
ing service in St. David’s church Sunday,
the pastor, Rev Dr. Morison, devoted some
attention to the betleﬁcem!" offer of An-
drew Carnegie to St. John for a free pub-
lic library. The reverend n led
up o the question in a discourse upon the
culture of the intellect and pronounced
hLimself in favor of accepting the proferred
aid and establiching e first dass library
in St. John.

Rev. Dr. Morison in part said:

“Much depends upon preparation of the
mind. It will profit little on an unbu-
tored intellect to give it the freedom of
a magnificent library such as it is said we
may have shontly through the beneficence
of Mr. Andrew Carnegie. I hope we will
get it. I think Mr. Caimegie's momey
good enough for St. John. ! would like
this kind old city of St. John and her
citizens to assert themselves in this mat-
ter. You have dome it before. And your
fathers, men who were Loyalists in more
senses than one, did it befcre you. Think
of the grit, the pluck, the ‘stuff such men
were made of.” They setitled upcn a bleak_
rocky promentory and made it a place of
romantic beauty of which the citizens are
justly proud. How did they work this
transformation? By sacrifice, and if we
are their sons and daughters let us make
a wacrifice and perpetuate their memory
by putibing up $5,000 annually that we may
get $350,000 of an endowment; orT, better
still, $10,000 and get $100,000 -from that
illustrious Scotchman. Then let us say o
our children: The door of knowledge 18
open; come, read, learn. But in order that
these children may prefit by tthe long rows
of books, scientific, philosophic, economic
and religious, their mtellects must be cul-
stured so that they camnadt only read but
discriminate.”

Theological Essay Competition.

The committee appointed by the Dio-
cesan Synod of Fredericton for the promo-
tion of theological studies in the diocese,
met Friday, the bishop presiding. The
conditions governing the competition for
the theological essay prize of $50, offered
by Rev. J. de Soyres, open to 'the junor
clergy of the diocese, were finally de-
cided- :

1. Thete are two subjects, either of
which may be selected by the wiiters:

(a) The Council of Nicaea.

(b) The Consecration of Bishop m§‘?"‘-“
bury.

2. Competitors must be clergymen of-
ficiating in the diocese, who have not been
more than five years in orders.

3. Competitors are expected to descrihe
generally, in a preface to their essays,
the authorities and materials of which
they have made use-

4. The essays are to be sent to the Bish-
‘op of Fredericton not later than the lst
of May, 1902. They will be forwarded te
the appointed adjudicator Dr. Gwatkin,
professor of Church History in the Uni-
versity of Cambridge, whose decision will
probably be made known at the next
meecting of the Diocesan Synod.

‘I'he committee had also under consid-
eration the formation of a branch in
Canada of the Knglish Society of Sacred
Studies. ‘T'he question of an affiliation will
be brought before the Provincial Synnd
at its mext meeting. In any case, the
lines of that society’s work, viz., the for-
mation of reading-circles, and the deliv-
ery of theological lectures, will be follow-
ed in the Diocese of Kredericton.
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INDIANS GROWING RESTLESS.

‘Trouble With the Apaches is Feared—Small

Military Force.

Tueson, Ariz., Sept. 1.—Advices from
Fort Thomas state that whe Apaches are
getting 1estless and trouble is feared. More
than 200 Indians are gathered mnear Fort
Thomas, holding meetings and discussing
grievances, and many Indians are on the
way from the nonthern part of the reser-
vation to join thore at Fort Thomas.

Settlors are feeling uneasy in San Car-
los, 60 miles distant from the nearest post.
There arve only six privates and a sergeant
at the fort.

May Do Away With Train Newsboys.

A Boston and Maine official is author-
ity for the statement, says the Bangor
News, that in the near future the man-
agement of the Boston and Maine, follow-
ing in. the lead of many of the western
reads, will exclude newsboys from all pas-
senger trains on this big system. To many
travelers the practice of newsboys pass-
ing through the train every few minutes
with papers, novels, fruit and confection-
ery is obnoxious and as ‘the officials of the
road desire to do everything possible for
the betterment of the secrvice, they have
decided that the abolition of the system
is necessary. The Maine Central wuu un-
doubtedly folow in the footsteps of the
Boston and Maine in this matter. Just
how scon the rule will go into effect is
not known.

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A number ef years ago a gentleman in
Clydesdale offered .me a situation as head
groom, which I accepted. He had one
horse, which was kept in a stable by him-
self, and was, without exception, the ugliest
and most savage animal of his kind I had
ever seen. He was as black as charcoal; he
was named Satan, and richly did he deserve
his name.

After being in the place a few days I was
asked hy the gentleman if I thought I could
make anything of Satan. I replied that if
he beat me he would be the only horse that.
had ever done so. “Try him to-morrow at
one o’clook,” said he, and he turned to go
away.

I determined, however, te try him that
night. My room was over the stables, and

as the moon did not rise till eleven o’clock

I threw myself upon the bedclothes, and,
contrary to my intention, fell asleep. When
I awoke it waes twelve, the moon shining

brightly, and rendering everything as visi-
ble as if it were day.

I went down to the stable with a bridle
prepared for the purpose, and a heavily-
loaded whip in my hand. Iknew that it
would be impossible to saddle him; and,
indeed, I should be-safer on his bare back
in the event of his throwing himself down.
I opened the stable door gently and there
he waas prone on his side, his legs and neck
stretched out as I had often seen horses ly-
ing after sore fatigue. I clapped my knee
upon his head, loosed the collar that bound
him, slipped the bit into his mouth, buckled

the throat band, raised him to his feets

backed him out and leaped upon his back,
before he had time to get his eyes opened.
But open them now he did, and that with
a.vengeance; he pawed and struck the walls
with his fore feet till the fire flashed from
the stones; and then he reared till he fell
right back upon the pavement. I was pre-
pared for this, and slipped off him as he
went down, and leaped on him again as he
rose. I had not as yet touched him with
the whip, bridle, or spur; but now I gave
him the curb and the spur at the same in-
stant. He gave one mad bound, and then
went off at a great rate completely eclipsing
the fastest horse I had ever ridden.

On he thundered, till he came under the
shadow of a fire wood, and then whether
out of mischief or dread of the darkness, he
halted instantaneously his fore feet so close
together that you might have put them in
a bucket. Owing to the  depression of his
shoulders, the way he jerked down his head,
and the suddenness of the stop, a monkey,
although he had been holding on with his
teeth, must have been unseated. For me, I
was pitched away over his head but alight-
ed on a spot so soft and mossy that it looked
like as if some kind hand had purposely
prepared it for me. Had I been in the
slightest degree stunned or unable to regain
my feet that instant he would have torn me
to pieces with his teeth, and beaten my
mangled body into the earth with his
mouth. But I at omce sprang to my feet
and faced him. I could have escaped by
leaping into the wood, but my blood was
up, my brain clear, and my heart gave not
one extra pulsation. There he stood upon
his hind legs nearly upright, beating the
air with his fore feet, his mouth open, his
uppér lip curled, his under one drawn down,
his large white teeth glimmering like ivory
in the moonlight.

I sprang forward seized him by the mane,
and vaulted upon his back. As Istooped
forward to gather up the reins, which were
dangling from his head, he caught me by
the cuff of the jacket—luckily it was but
the cuff=and tore it to the shoulder. In-
stantly he sdized me again; but this time
he succeeded rather better, having a small
portion of the skin and flesh of my thigh
between his teeth. The intense pain oc-
casioned by the tite, or rather bruise, of a
horse’s mouth can only be properly judged
by those who have felt it. I was the mad-
der of the two now; and of all animals an
enraged man is the most dangerous and the
most fearless. I gave him a blow between
the ears with the end of the whip, and he
went down at once, stunned and senseless,
with his legs doubled up under him and his
nose buried in the ground. I drew his fore
legs from under him that he might rise the
more readily, and then lashed him into life.
He turned his head slowly round and Jooked
at me, and then I saw the savage glare in
his eye was nearly quenched, and thatif I
could follow up the advantage I had gained
I should ultimately be the conqueror. I
now assisted him to rise, mounted him, and
struck at once with whip and spur. He
gave a few bounds forward, a stagger or
two, and then fell heavily upon his side.
I was nearly under him; however I did
save my distance, although that wasall. I
now began to feel sorry for him; his won-
derful speed had won my respect, and as I
was far from being naturally cruel, whip or
spur I never used except in cases of neces-
sity; so I thought I would allow him to lie
for a few minutes, if he did not incline to
get up himself.

However, as 1 had no faith in the crea-
tare, I sat down upon him and watched
him intently. He lay motionless, with his
eyes shut; and had it not been for the firm
and fast beat of his heart I should have cor-
gidered bim dying from the effects of the
blow; but the strong pulsation told me
there was plenty of life in him; and I sus-
pected that he was lying quiet meditating
mischief. I was right. Kvery muscle be-
gan presently to quiver with suppressed
vage. He opened his eyes and gave me a
look, in which fear and fury were strangely
blended. I am not without superstition,
and for an instant, I quailed before that
look as the thought struck me that the
black, unshapely brute befire me might ac-
tually be the spirit indicated by his name.
With a muttered growl at my folly I threw
the idea from me—leaped up, seized the
reing-—with a lash and a cry made him
spring to his feet—mounted him as he rose,

}mnd struck the spurs into his side. He

reared and wheeled, but finding that he
could not get rid of me, and being unable to
stand the torture of the spurs which I used
freely (it was no time for mercy), he made
two or three plunges then bounded away
at that dreadful leaping gallop which seemed
peculiarly his own. I tried to moderate
his speed with the bridle, but. found to my
surprise that it had no command over him,
I knew at once that something was wrong,
as, with the bit I had in his mouth, I
ought to have had the power to have broken
his jaw bone, I stooped forward to learn
the cause; the loose curb dangling at the
side of his head gave a satisfactory explan«
ation.

He had it all his own way now; he was
fairly off with me, and all I could do was
to bear his head as well as I could, te pre-
vent him from stumbling. However, as it
would have been bad policy to let him
know how much he was master, I gave him
an occasional touch with the spur, as if
wishing him to accelerate his pace; and
when he made an extra bound I patted
him on the neck as if pleased with the per-
formance.

As we neared a grove Satan slackened
his speed; this I thought he did witha
view to crush me against the trunks of the
trees. To prevent him from havimg time
to do this I struck him with the spurs, and
away again he went like fury.

As he burst through the trees I flung my
head forward upon his neck to prevent my-
self from being swept off by the lower
branches. In doing this the spurs acci-
dentally came in contact with his sides.
He gave one tremendous leap forward—the
ground sank under his feet—the horse was
thrown over his own head—I was jerked into
the air—and amid an avalanche of earth
and stones we were hurled down a perpen«
dicular bank into the brown swollen waters
of the Clyde. :

Owing to a bend in the river the force of
the current was directed against this par-
ticular spot and had undermined it; and
although strong enough to bear a man or a
horse, under ordinary circumstances, yet
down at once it thundered under the dess
perate leap of Satan. However, it did not
signify, as nothing could have prevented ug
from surging into the water at the next
bound.

A large quantity of rain had fallen in the
upper part of the shire; and, in conse-
quence, the river was full from bank to
brae. I was nearly a stranger to the place;
indeed so mueh so that I had supposed we
were running from the river.

I was aroused from this state of bewilder-
ment by the snorting and splashing of the
horse; he was making a bold attempt to
scale the perpendicular bank. Had I been
thrown into the body of the stream I should
have been swept' away, and the animal must
have perished; but in all heavy, rapid runs
of water salt or fresh, there is what is term-
ed an eddy stream, running close in shore,
in a contrary direction to the main body of
the water. I was caught by this eddy,
which kept me stationary, and enabled me
by a few strokes, to reach the horse’s side.
To cross the river, or to land here, was
alike impossible; so.I took the reins in my
right hand, wheeled: the horse from the
bank, and dashed at once into the strength
of the current. Away we went, Satan and
1, in capital spirits hoth; not a doubt of our
effecting a safe landing ever crossing my
mind. The horse evinced his certainty on
that subject by snatching a bite out of a
heap of hay that floated at his side and
eating it as composedly as if he had been in
the stable.

We soon swept round the high bank that
had caused our misfortnne, and came to a
level part of the country, which was flooded
far up into the fields, I struck strongly
out in a slanting direction . for the shore,
and soon had the satisfaction of finding my-
self upon the green turf. Satan shook him-
solf, pricked up his ears, and gave a low
neigh. I then stroked him, and spoke
kindly to him. He returned the caress by
licking my hand. Poor fellow, he had con-
tracted a friendship for me in the -water—a
friendship which terminated only with his
life, and which was rendered the more valu-
able by his never extending it to another
living thing.

THE EASTERN WORLD'S NEWS |
WELL TOLD IN GERMAN LETTER.

Licber M,—All that was carthly of Em-
press Frederick has been laid to rest be-
side the remains of her “Mann” Freder-
ick the Noble, at Potsdam. King Edward
and Queen Alexandra, who have been at-
tending the last rites of the late empress,
will remain for ‘some time in Germany.
Connt Von Waldersee arrived in Hombury
last Sunday and was received by the em-
peror and reported on the Chinese affair
to Kaiser William. This recalls the facl
that Daron von XKetteler, who was mur-
‘dered in China, was<¥uried on Sunday at
‘Muenster in Westphalia. The widow of
‘the fate minister and his mother attended

(pthe requiem mass in the old cathedral.

Professor Schenk, of Vienna, addressed
the  International Congress of Zoologists
on his theory. The well-known physicians
present discussed his lecture and bad an
apparently easy task in confuting the
professor’s notions. No famous biologists
or embryologists were present. He denied
having been called to St. Petersburg.

The banking firm of Max Opitz & Co.

has collapsed. Opitz has been arrested
and charged with fraudulent practices in
relation to some mortgages. The bank did
not do a large business and its liabilities
prabably wil] mot exceed $1,250,000. The
‘principal people hit will be small trades-
mmen. Opitz lived in luxurious style and
it is suppcsed far beyond his means.
' Tm April you received an account of the
‘military trial of two soldiers named luekel
‘and Marten for the murder of their cap-
tain, named Von Krceigk. On that oe-
casion 'they were acquitted as there was
not sufficient évidence to' conviet them.
"[hese men are,being restried at Gumbin-
nen, a down in East Prussia. A great deal
iof interest is taken in the result through-
jout Germany, as it is the first case of an
officer being shot by his own men. Capt.
von Krosigk was a poor specimen of hu-
manity. He had a vielent temper and was
guilty of many cruelties.

Almost every day reports are published
of proceadings against non-commissioned
officers in the Ge:man army for brutality
‘to their men. The latest case of cruelty
‘somes from Bromberg, where a sergeant
named Busse has been sentenced to eight
months’ imprisonment with degradation.
The evidence showed that Busse had com-
pelled a private in his troop to continue
kneeling and rising until the man col-
lapsed, and upon recovery the man went
to the stable and shot himself.

A Remarkable Case.

‘A very remarkable case has just been
completed before the counts of Kreiburg
in Breisgau in which two school boys,
aged 15 and 13, have been sentenced to
two years, #even weeks and five days, and
one -year and two months in prison, re-
spectively. The ringleader, whose sur-
name was Karl, brought his first school
year to a close with a bad 1eport from
the teacher of the “Tertia” form. Through
fear of his father he forged another.
Knowing what the result would be, he
was not very anxious to return to school.
Sometime before the end of the vacation
in playing with a fellow scholar named
Eugene, aged 13, he stated that he was
not anxious to seturn to school and sug-
gested that it would le a mice thing if
the school were burned down. Kugene
entertained the same opinion and XKarl
suggested that they perform the act.

The fever heat which at
present prevails will probably cool off and
the people accept the imevitable, viz: the
English language for Court purposes. The
principal agitators are Italian clericals.
The outmage which was committed upon
the ‘marble statue of the late Queen Vic-
toria on Tuesday night is not calculated
to heip the cause of the agitators. Some
corrosive acid was thrown on the figure
and defaced it in several places.

Austria-Hungary.

A few days ag> a man was arrcsted in

Trient, in the Souih Tyrel as a spy. He
had a kodak and sketches of the Austrian
fortifications in his possession. He was
an Italian major and the matter is the
subject of diplomatic notes between the
Austrian and Italian foreign olfices.
_ Another case of an officer attacking a
civilian with his sword is reported from
Hungary. Last Thursday Prince Joseph
of Braganca and his friend. Lieutenant
Count Haller, came to an inn, where the
mayor and other notabil.ties of the town
were sitting. The prince soon went to
bed while Count Haller remained. Sud-
denly Haller sprang up, asking the mayor
why he stared at him. This led to a war
of words, when suddenly Haller drew his
sword and struck violently at the mayor.
‘Phe civilians seized the count and dis-
armed him. The affair has caused a sen-
sation and has been reported to the gov-
ernment.

Peninsula,

An importdnt article in  one of the
Madrid papeis, attributed to Senor Sil-
vela, the leader of the Conservative party,
has been publshed. The article referred
to deals with the question of Morocco
and suggests a partition of the country
between France and Spain; France to re-
ceive tie Spanish Presidios of Ceuta and
Melilla and the fertile Atlantic coast.

The Madrid journals protest agaimst the
continued effort being made in some parts
of France to prejudice Spain against Eng-
land. The Imrarcial says that Spain will
observe an attitude of strict neutrality
until her naval and military resources are
pluced on firm footing, but that she will
be ready to abandon this attitude at the
first sign of aggressien.

Portugal is re-organizing its army and
is apparently preparing for any interna-
tional difficulties which may arise. The
naval manoceuvres will probably take place
in combination with the Knglish squad-
rons.

Crispi Dead.

He was in
an unconscious state for some time before
his death. The death of Crispi removes
one of the most picturesque figures from
the European stagé. During his long life
he has been in turn revolutionist, parlia:
mentarian, conspiator amd statesman.
The history of Crispi's life is like a ro-
thance along political as well as sccial
lines. The Sicilian revolt, his exile, Gari-
baldi’s private secretary, the united Italy,
the premiership, the rumbling of scandal
and retiral from public life "are merely
touching some of the incidents of his
dareer.

CHATHAM GIRL A
SUICOE W BOSTON,

Nellie Martin Took Carbolic Acid--
No Reason Kncwn--Mother Said
to Belong to Chatham, N. B,

Boston, Aug. 31.—Nellie: Martin, 30
years and a domestic in a lodging house
at 18 Bulfinch etreet, died last night in
the Massachusetts scaeral publie hospital,
as a result of taking a quantity of carbolic
acid.

Yreeman H. Iolmes runs the lodging
house. e said that Miss Martin had
worked for him two years. He had no
explanation to offer of the deed " except
that she had been complaining more or
less for some weeks of a stomach trouble.
She was feeling unusually bad, and acted
rather despoadent on Saturday, he said,
but since that time and up to last evening
she appeared to be feeling stronger.

The idea that she might be bent on
taking her life did not occur to any one
in the house, it was said there Jate at
night, and no one paid much, if any, at-
tention to the young woman during last
evening. She was around the house ap-
parcntly looking after things, as was her
wont, and was seen by some of the lodg-
ers as late as 7.45 o'dlock, and .was all
right then. Half an hour later ome of
the lodgens went “into thé sitting “room
on the ground flcor and saw Miss Martin
lying on the couch, her facé very pale; and

a strong odor of carbolic acid was in the
room.

She did not reply when spoken to, and
it was discovered that she was uncon-
seious. A messenger was sent for physi-
ans, and Drs. Parker and Mace respended.
They said the young woman was suffering
from carbolic acid poisoning and recom-
mended that she be at once removed to a
hospital.

She was taken - to the Massachusetts
general hospital, where she died at 9.15.

Tt was said at the lodging house that
Miss Martin’s only relative, so far as
known, is her mother, who is said to live
in Chatham, N. B,

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Militarism on the Continent—Crispi’s Death—Caucasian Tragedies and
Romances—Remarkable Tale of Youthful Criminal in Germany

Anglo-Italian entente are largely due to
his influence. His romantic marriages are
known to everyone. His two last wives
survive him. ‘I'he Italian press devotes
much space to the deceased and, genaerally,
an eloquent tribute is paid to him both
as a patriot and as statesman. The Avant:
naturally sirikes a discordant note. The
French press are very severe upor Crispi.
The Eclair says: “Two things dominated
Crispi’s political career and influenced
him in a disasterous way; first, his im-
mode:ate ambition, which led him to take
Bismarck for his model; secondly, his
Gallophobia, which he never lcst an oc-
casion of manifesting.” All the Parisian
journals are similar in their criticism of
the dead. They speak of him as “tyrant,”
“despot,” ‘“‘oppressor,” ‘“‘coin from the
Bismarck mint,” etc., ete. The true rea-
son of the whole severe criticism can be
found in the fact that he was an Anglo-
phile and one of the founders of the Triple
Alliance and at the same time a Gailo-
phobe.

Russia.

The new Russian minister of education
continues to mark his advent with fresh
repressive measures. - Last week  was
chronicled his aution regarding Jews in
the universities. This week he bas or-
dered a number of German schools in the
Baltic provinces to be <closed on the
groomd that the local German school au-
thorities have admitted Russian children.
The measure is 1egarded as only another
step towards the complete Russification
of the Ballic provinces. -

In Kurope we are prone to forget that
the manners and -customs of the original
tribesmen of the Caucasus have undergone
very little change since the province came
under Russian sway. The Caucasian still
possesses a desire to obtain a wife by the
old process of violent abduction and this
frequently results in grave consequences.
Last weelk, in the little township of Katch-
agzan, lsmail-Ogly-Oki, who was enamored
of a neighbor’s wife’s sister named Sul-
tana, proceeled in his friend’s temporary
absence to -abduct the maiden sister-in-
law. Sultana and her sister resisted and
in the cnd I[smail-Ogly, disappointed and
enraged, stabbed the two women to death.
At this stage the husband returned and
shot the murderer dead. The man was
90 enraged that he severed the head from
the body and drove his kinjal through
the inanimate heart. This dome he re-
ported himself to the police. He will be
acquitted of murder.

A fortnight ago e rumantic tragedy was
enacted in the same district. A young
noble of princely rank wished to marry a
neighbot’s daughter, who was herselt
quite willing. Her parents, however, had
made other arrangements for the girl. 'he
rejected lover, still on friendly terms with

| the girl’s relatives, mvited the latter with

their daughter; to a dinner party at his
chateau. Late in the evening while the
numecrous guests were dancing and amus-
ing themselves the young prince stole
away with his sweetheart, The father of
the girl, assisted by his rctainers, gave
chase and next day found the lovers in a
forest hut. 'The prinve was shot at once
and’ the girl taken home. In order to
prevent any fugther escapades, and the
chosen husband. elect forgiving the pre-
vious flight, the marriage was arranged
within 48 hours. The girl, an extremely
handscme Mingrelian, appeared for the
wedding function cool and collected but
pale and magnificently costumed. Just
as the formality of joining hands was
reached the bride suddenly drew a long
poniard from the fcldg of her marriage
robe and with a lightning like and uner-
ring blow stabbed the bridegroom through
the heait. The girl committed suicide the
same night. These tragic eveats oceur as
often as twice a month in the Caucasus.

Near East.

The trial of M. Sarafoff took place last
week and resulted in his acquittal on the
charge of complicity in the murders of
Professor Michealeanu and Fitowsky. His
complicity in the two cnimes of which he
was accused, a8 well as in dezens of others
of a very cruel nature, has been proved
beyond a doubt and the acquittal is re-
garded as having been secured by a vio-
lation of justice. He was acquitted be-
cause his conviction would have con-
demned his friend and patrom, Prince
Ferdinand. 1t is a great misfortune to
Bulgaria and the Balkans that Sarafoff is
a free man. Hee will cause endless trouble
in the Near East with his intriguing. The
Yerdipt was received with great enthus-
iasm.
