It is 
said on good authority that the cap­
tain thought his vessel touched and 
on arriving at Chatham he was con­
vinced she had grounded and employ­
ed a diver to examine her bottom but 
said diver failed to find any indica­
tions that she had.

In reference to Mr. Flett’s charge 
the facts as stated by Pilot C. C. Mc­
Lean, under oath, are about as fol­
lows :—McLean, who was in charge, 
piloted the S. S. Cat to up io Flett’s 
mill wharf without touching and let 
go anchor thus bringing steamer to 
stand still. A stern line was mean­
time got out and pilot asked to have a 
bowline out also. The captain re­
plied that he could bring his vessel in 
without the bow line and thus took 
the vessel out of pilot’s charge. In 
endeavoring to make the wharf the 
vessel swung around and grounded. 
In trying to clear the vessel in this 
narrow’ channel she touched several 
tim66"lightly but she was a last taken 
out and anchored in the channel 

•where she would have room to swing 
and laid there all night. Next 
morning the captain went ashore and 
telephoned for a tug. When the tug 
Meyot ^arrived with Pilot Dudley P. 
Wells in charge, he (Mr. Wells), who 
is one of the old pilots, refused to 
move the steamer if McLean remained 
in charge, consequently McLean was 
obliged to leave.

The captain of the Cairo, when 
summoned to the enquiry made re­
ply, that.. he had no charge to make 
against Pilot McLean.

Qe Wednesday evening or Thurs­
day'morning the S. S. Lord London­
derry in command of pilot Patrick 
Nowlauy one of the old pilots, ran 
aground at Black Brook, being far out 
of her proper course but Chatham’s 
hustling semi-weekly probably never 
heard of this case.

This is 
detremental to trade. Our merchants are 
obliged to add an extra profit to cover 
losses resulting from this system and also 
to cover interest on a large amount of 
money that is taken out of their business. 
\\ hat we ought to have is a factory of some 
kind that will give employment to about 
fifty treo all the year around, thus insur­
ing a steady income to that number. There 
is enough money lying idle in this town 
earning only 3 or3J per cent. ]w hen by good 
management it ought to be earning 10 to 
15 %. We would like to be able to start 
the ball rolling.

the mill stream is washed away trout and 
salmon can get to sea and return. We . ffer 
this suggestion to the authorities and trust 
they will endeavor to carry it out.

CANADA’S MINERALS
In a report of the Geological Survey of 

Canada, dealing with the mineral industries, 
some interesting facts are disclosed regard­
ing the progress in this direction in 1899. 
The growth has been very rapid, amount­
ing in the year mentioned to $11,000,090 
over the year 1898. Tne compiler of the 
report, who furnishes tables of statistics, 
points out that gold has increased its lead 
from about 36 per cent, to about 43 per 
cent, of the whole. Silver has fallen away 
from third to sixth place, and lead from

The Sackvllle Water Works.
The work of construction on the 8aek-

Assyrian Went to Pieces.
St. John’s, Nfld., Juue 14—The Leyland 

line steamer Assyrian, ashore off Cape Race 
went to pieces during the night, and this 
morning is a total wreck. The center part 
of the vessel is under water and the hull is 
broken asunder. A heavy sea is raging and 
the cargo is being partly carried seaward. 
Owing to the fury of the gale and the tre­
mendous sea, little of the cargo has thus far 
been salvaged. The tug Pettrel, which was i 
forced on t he rocks while engaged in at­
tempting to assist the Assyrian, has also 
become a total wreck. The crews of both 
vessels escaped safely to the shore and are 
housed in the Cape Race light house.

A Montreal Sensation.
Montreal, June 13.—Mrs. .!• J. Redpath j 

one of Montreal’s society leaders, lies dead • 
in a handsome residence on Sherbrooke } 
street, and her son, Clifford Redpath, is ; 
lying unconscious in the Royal Victoria [ 
Hospital, with a bullet in his brain.

About six o’clock the household was 
startled by the noise of two revolver shots 
from Mrs. Redpatn’s room. On running in, 
the servants were astonished to find Mrs. 
Redpath and son lying on the floor, both 
unconscious. Physicians were summoned, 
but Mrs. Redpath died in a few minutes. 
The son was removed to the hospital in a 
dying condition.

No details of the tragedy are known. 
Mrs. P-edpath has been ill lor some time, 
suffering greatly from insomnia. The sur­
mise is that while temporarily deranged 
Mrs. Redptha attempted to end her life, 
and in attempting to prevent her the son 
was shot. The unfortunate lady then com­
pleted her undertaking. The affair has 
caused a painful sensation in this city. 

Later.
Clifford Redpath died at the hospital 

without having regained consciousness. 
The tragedy remains a mystery.
