There will be four Eclipses this year.

I. On the 22nd of May there will be a partial Eclipse of the Moon, but 
it will not be visible in this country.

II. On the 5th of June there will be an Annular Eclipse of the Sun, 
only visible in a small part of North America.

III. About midnight of the 14th of November there will be a limited 
eclipse of the Moon, to the extent of one thirty-third of the Moon’s dia­
meter. It will last about twenty minutes at Montreal, ending about 66 
past 12 on the morninp of the 15th.

IV. On the 30th of November there will be an Annular Eclipse of the 
Sun, but not visible in our Dominion.

January.—Cattle will eat all that nature require* in a good warm 
bam, if it i* judiciously fed to them, and they can have geaoonable sop- 
plies of water. But nature will require more in an open bam, and still 
more in a cold yard. The fuel to feed the fires within will always bear 
a proportion to the cold atmosphere surrounding the surface of the bodj 
without, which is to be warmed in order to keep the creature comfort­
able. It is like placing a stove outside of the house to warm the cir­
cumambient air instead of placing it in your snug parlour. The extra 
out-door appetite is caused mainly by the extra exposure demandinr 
extra. Hence, it is not difficult to find a reason for so many cattle look­
ing lean and miserable in the spring.

Fbbbdary.—There is much more care taken now than formerly with 
cattle and e»pecially dairy cows, and it may be well to suggest that 
dairymen should never undertake to keep more cows than they have 
sufficient food for. Twenty cows, well fed, will yield more profit than 
forty cows kept poorly. Every farmer should be particular to select such 
cows as give the richest milk and which is likely to make good yellow 
butter. Be it remembered that it is no more expense to keep good cows 
than poor ones. To have good cows and plenty of good feed, pure 
water, comfortable barns, where they can be kept dry and warm iu win­
ter, with good clean places in summer, are pre-requisites to success in the 
dairy business.

April.—Now for a few words about hens, eggs and batching, not for­
getting that it is a profitable business if properly attended to. For hatch­
ing, reject imperfect eggs, whether small, thin-shelled or out of shape. 
Twelve or sixteen eggs may be given to a good-sized hen. Mark them 
with a circular ink line, so that other eggs which may get among them 
mny be removed. Keep them in a warm place, and where they will not 

J be-disturbed by other hens or dogs. A hen that does not hatch her eggs 
should be discarded as incompetent. Eggs that are desired for hatching 
should be carefully handled. If laid in cold weather, let eggs be gathered 
by sunset, as their vitality will be destroyed by undue exposure.

The 
good as well as the bad qualities will descend from generation to gene­
ration. Be careful of the parentage both of the sire and the dam. Let 
the essential points be good on both sides. If there must be some minor 
defects in the one, let them be met and overcome by corresponding 
excellencies in the other. Breeding mares should not be in the full vigor 
of life. Farmers are often templed to part with their best mares, and 
then to breed from creatures of an inferior quality. This is very bud 
policy, and introduces a lot of poor animals that never bring a good 
price, because of their inferiority.

Junk.—Cncnmber vines, melons, squash , Ac., are often destroyed by 
a bug with a striped back. The insect is not uew or strange ; we ended 
their depredations by a very simple method and without expense. When 
the bugs or flies made their appearance we sprinkled the vines with 
chamber lye, two or three mornings in succession, or as long as we per­
ceived them about. A moderately plentiful shower will not injure the 
vines, but rather give them a healthy stimulus. The remedy has been 
invariably successful. It appears as though the vexatious creatures wer 
vexed with the odoriferous and other qualities of the lye shower, anu 
either die or seek a continuance of existence by other means.

It has been stated that horses will eat 
it sooner than the best of hay. As, however, we recommend it only as 
medicine, we prefer to give it when deemed necessary.

October.—We shall not charge anything extra for a piece of advice 
respecting balky horses. It is seldom right to whip, kick or scold a 
balky horse. One of the best modes is to feed him where he stands, with 
any accessible food such as oats, ears of corn, or even grass from the 
wayside, or hay from the waggon ; almost any palatable thing for an 
emergency. Seeming to forget his whim, he will generally start without 
.trouble. Or, do something new, but not startling, as for instance filling 
his mouth with dirt. He will be diverted by the effort to empty bis 
mouth, and perhaps jog on. If one can spare the day, it is best to wait 
till, from weariness and hunger, the animal submits himself to you. Thia 
last is generally a complete triumph, but the other methods often effec­
tually succeed.

USEFUL RECEIPTS.
To Remove Ink Spots from Linen.—Saturate the spot with lard, and 

expose for a day in the hot sun : then wash and boil without soap. Fruit 
stains should also be washed without soap.

To Wash Merino Stockings.— The same method should be pursued as 
for flannels and all woollen and cotton goods. Boil the soap to make a 
lather, wash them in this warm, and rinse them in a second lather (in 
white, mix a little blue). Never rinse in plain water, or use cold water.

To Drive Red Ants from the House.—Drop some quicklime on the 
mouth of their nest, and wash it with boiling water ; or dissolve some 
camphor in spirits of wine, then mix water, which has been found effec­
tual. They are averse to strong scent. Camphor will prevent their in 
feeling » cupboard, or a sponge saturated with creosote.

Cleansing Varnished Paint.—In cleansing paint which has been var­
nished. there is nothing better than weak tea. All lea leaves from several 
drawings should be saved and boiled over early in the morning of the 
paint-cleansing day. If boiled in an old tin pail or pan, the tea can 
easily be strained off for use. Wet a flannel in it and wipe the oak- 
grained paint, and you will be surprised at its brightness. No soap is 
needed and no milk ; the tea is the most capital detergent ever invented. 
Wipe the paint dry with a soft cloth ;you will find that very little elbow 
grease in needed. White varnished paint is cleansed as rapidly with 
it as the grained.

To Cleanse Feather Beds.—When feather beds become soiled and heavy 
they may be made clean and light as follows : Rub them over with 
» stiff brush or broom, dipped in hot soap-suds. When clean, lay them on 
some clean boards where the rain will fall on them. When thoroughly 
soaked, let them dry in a hot sun for six or seven successive days, shak­
ing them each day. They should be covered with a thick cloth during 
the night. If exposed to the night air, they will become damp and mil­
dewed. This way of washing the bedticking and feathers makes them very 
fresh and light, and is much easier than the old-fashioned method of 
emptying the beds, while it answers quite as well.

2.—No Hook Packet addressed to Portugal, Madeira, the Azores, or Cone de Verd.-, must exceed 1 lb. In weight; the weight of a 
Hook Packet for Russia or Poland is limited to 8 oz : the weight of any Packet of Patterns for Germany or Belgium 1. limited 
to 8 oz. ; the weight of a Book Packet for Greece is limited to 3 lbe.—no such Packet for Greece must exceed 2 It. in length or
1 ft. in width or dnpth.

3. —Letters may be registered to all places, except those the names of which are followed by the letters n r. Indicating that no regis­
tration can be effected.

4. —The Registration Fee on letters addressed to the United Kingdom is 8 cents each. In all other cases the registration fee is 16
-cents, from Canada to the place of destination ; excent in those cases where an astpriik is nrefixed, when a registration fhe*
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3. —Letters may be registered to all places, except those the names of which are followed by the letters « r. Indicating that no regis­
tration can be effected.

4. —The Registration Fee on letters addressed to the United Kingdom is 8 cents each. In all other cases the registration fee is 16
•cents, from Canada to the place of destination; except in those cases where an asterisk is prefixed, when a registration fee 
of 8 cents each letter, and a postage of 4 cents per \ oz. must be collected, to which must be added double the ordinary rate of 
postage as gi-en in this table.

5. —Upon Letters, Newspapers and Book Packets forwarded through the United States the following additional rates must be col­
lected, viz. : 1 cent per half ounce for Letters, 2 cents eacu for New.-papors, and 2 cents per four ounces for Book Packets.

6. —On Book Packets not exceeding one ounce in weight, addressed to the United Kingdom, the postage is 2 cents; on Book Packets
weighing more than one ounce, the progressive rates of postage will be found in the table lx /W.

Every money order office in Canada issues money orders on every 
other money order office in Canada as well as on every money order office 
in the United Kingdom. Every money order office in the United Kingdom 
also issues money orders on every money order office in Canada.

MONEY ORDERS I* ONTARIO AND QUEBEC.

All the money order Post Offices in Ontario, Quebec and New Bruns­
wick are authorized to draw money orders on each other for any sum up 
to $100, and for as many orders of $100 each, as the applicant may 
require, upon the following terms, viz., in Ontario and Quebec,

over $10 and up to $20.. 10
over $20 “ $40.. 20
over $40 “ $60.. 30
over $60 « $80.. 40
over $80 “ $100.. 60

MONET ORDERS ON THE UNITED KINGDOM.

The money order offices throughout the Dominion also draw upon all 
the money order offices in England, Ireland and Scotland, and the 
Channel Islands, for any sum up to j£10 sterling, and grant as many 
orders for £10 sterling each as may he needed to make up the amount to 
be remitted. The terms are as under :

MONEY ORDERS ON TI1E LOWER PROVINCES.

The money order offices in Canada draw also upon all money order 
offiresin Prince Edward Island, and Newfoundland. Orders, like those 
of the United Kingdom, are made payable in sterling money, and for 
sums up to £10 sterling. The terms are -.

For orders upon the Lower Provinces the same rates of commission as 
upon money orders drawn by Ontario or Quebec upon offices within 
those provinces.

For money orders on the other provinces the terms are :
For orders up to £5, 26 cents.

No half cents can be introduced into orders.
No Money order exceeding $100 in amount can be granted in any office 

in Canada ; but Postmasters are at liberty to grant two or more orders 
for $100 or for any lesser sum.—They cannot, however, grant two or 
more orders for sums of or under $30 on the same day to the same appli­
cant in favor of the same payee.

SAVINGS BANK DEPARTMENT.

The Postmaster-General will receive at any of the Post Office Savings 
Banks, deposits paid to the postmasters by persons wishing to place their 
money in the Government Savings Banks.

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2. The direct security of the Dominion is given by the Statute for all 
deposits made.

4. Any person may have a deposit account. Any deposits will be 
received daily, during the ordinary hours of post office ‘msiness, of any 
number of dollars, from $1 up to $300, the total amoun. which can be 
received from a depositor in any one year, except in cases to be specially 
authorized by the Postmaster General.

6. The postmasters of the offices named will act as agents for the receipt 
of the money deposited for transmission to the Postmaster-Geeeral, and 
for the payment by the Postmaster-General of money withdrawn by 
depositors. They will also furnish all information with respect to the 
mode of depositing or withdrawing monoy.

6. Each depositor will be supplied with a pass-book, and the sums paid 
in, or withdrawn, will be entered therein by the postmaster receiving or 
paying the same. In addition, a direct receipt for each amount paid in, 
will be sent to the depositor, from the Postmaster-General, and the Post­
master-General will issue a cheque, payable at any Post Office Savings 
Bank desired, for any sum withdrawn.

Every depositor’s account will thus be kept with the Pestmaster Gen­
eral, and a depositor may pay into his or her account with the Post Office 
Savings Bank, at any of the Savings Bank Post Offices which at the time 
may best suit his convenience, and may exercise the same choice in 
drawing out money, subject only to the obligation of producing the pass­
book, in proof of identity—whenever paying in or drawing out money.

8. Interest at the rate of 4 per ceut. per annum will be allowed on de­
posits lying in the ordinary deposit accounts, but when a depositor has 
$100 deposited, he or she may request the Postmaster-General to transfer 
the sum to a special account, and will then receive certificate of suck 
special $100 deposit, bearing interest at 5 per cent, per annum.

THE STAMP ACTS.
These AI ■1 - impose a duty on every promissory note, draft, or bill of exchange, 

tot exceeding #16, 1 cent ; not exceeding 860, 2 cD___1 cents; less than $100, 3 cents: ant
less than C10Ô. If executed singly, 3cenls'per #100, or fraction ihereof; If executed 
In duplicate, 2 cents per $100, or fraction thereof, on each part if executed in more 
than two parts, 1 cent p r 8100, or fraction thereof on each part.

Any interest payable with the note at maturity must be counted as part thereof. 
The duty is to be paid by bill stamp, ou which the date is to be written. Bank notes,
checks, and money orders are exempt. These Acts impose heavy penalties for vio­
lation.

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Court of Error and Appeal—This Court holds its sittings twice a 
year at Toronto, in the months of January and June, upon such days at 
it may by rule ot order from time to time appoint, and may adjourn such 
sitting from day to day, or for any such longer period as it may deen 
expedient, and may also appoint days for giving judgment or for dispos­
ing of business as in its discretion it shall see fit.

Law Terms.—Hilary begins first Monday in February, and ends Satur­
day of the ensuing week ; Easter begins third Monday in May .and ends 
Saturday of the second week thereafter ; Michaelmas begies third Mon­
day in November and ends Saturday of the second week thereafter. By 
the Act 29 and 30 Vic. cap. 40, Trinity Term, hitherto commencing os 
the Monday after the 21st August, is abolished ; but tbe same statute 
gives power to the Court of Queen’d Bench and Common Pleas, at their 
discretion, to hold sittings in banc in time of vacation (except longue»' 
tion), by virtue of a rule or order of the Court, respectively to be midi 
in or out of term, for the hearing of suct^ special cases or rules for new 
trials as shall be named in a list to be attached to any such rule or order, 
and for giving of judgments in cases previously argued, and for disposing 
of such other business as the Court in its discretion shall see fit. Notice 
of such rules to be given in form and manner prescribed by the Act, sit 
clear days before the day appointed.
