We have given them grants of land, guaranteed 
their bonds, furnished them with cash bonuses, ex­
empted them from taxation and did a hundred and 
one other things to encourage them to construct 
lines throughout the newer parts of the country. 
This may have been needed, but the time has come 
when instead of building more railroads the 
try should pay more attention to rural highways. A 
great main artery such as a trunk railway is not of 
much use unless it has feeders—branch lines run­
ning out in all directions. From these branch lines 
there must in turn go thousands of smaller arteries 
in the shape of country roads. It is of the utmost 
importance that transportation facilities be pro­
vided farmers so that they can get their produce 
to the market at the minimum cost in time and ef­
fort. A farmer who hauls his produce over a good 
road can take double the amount and do it in less 
time than the farmer who has to haul everything 
over roads axle deep In mud. There is not only a 
saving In the time expended In marketing crops, but 
there Is a big saving In the wear 
horses, harness and vehicles.

This is the second effect of the economy of large 

scale production. There are to-day dozens, possibly 
scores of mills scattered throughout Ontario which 
are awaiting an opportunity to sell out entirely or to 
enter a merger. Most of them are plants of from one 
hundred to five hundred barrels daily capacity. Their 
chief difficulties have been lack of sufficient working 
capital and over-competition. The close shaving of 
profits in selling flour and the sharp competition 
in the purchasing of Ontario wheat has made many 
millers eager to get out of the business. They lyive 
been further handicapped by not possessing the ne­
cessary funds to compete with large companies in 
advertising: they have lost much of; the Maritime 
trade through inability to give the credit terms al­
lowed by their big rivals to buyers.

Ltd., has exer­
cised more influence upon the tendency to. mergers 
in the milling industry than the worthy example of 
the Maple Leafe Milling Company. The misfortunes 
of the former have made both the investing public and 
mill owners fight shy of similar undertakings. Less 
than two years ago, i.e"., after the formation of the 
Canadian Cereal and Flour Mills Co., but before its 
troubles had been disclosed, a merger scheme was 
under way which, if it had been consummated, would 
have dwarfed in magnitude any previous venture of 
like nature. The proposal was to merge about forty- 
five of the best situated plants in Western Ontario, 
The promoters had found very little difficulty in se­
curing option on the mills they desired to acquire. 
There was no doubt as to the commercial soundness 
of their proposition, and as to the genuine benefits 
to be reaped by individual owners. But when the 
facts concerning the Cereal Company had been made 
public, it was seen impossible to go on with the plan 
at that time, and it was dropped at least temporarily.

Mergers in the flour-milling industry will serve to 
place the business on a basis of sounder finance and 
of greater manufacturing efficiency—if they are pro­
perly engineered.
