The following letter from our Canadi- |
an Missionary—Rev. C. 8. Eby, B.4., |
dated 4 Tsukiji, Tokio, Feby. 26th, |
1881, is copied from the Missionary
Outlook. |

‘“ We reached here just a week ago, '
and although -still very unsettled, I am |
loth to allow the mail to go without a{
line from me with regard to our work in |
Kofu. The winter's work has been '
steady and earnest, and I believe not in
vain, although the results, in increase |
of membership and financial income, are ‘
by no means as marked as I could wish. |
In October I began a series of every-
day meetings—* protracted meetings’ in
fact—and continued them without in- |

“ terruption for seven weeks. We had |

crowded houses, hundreds heard the |
Gospel, but the only result that can be ’
tabulated is the conversion of a very |
fine young man who I hopé will yet be a |
useful preacher of the Guspel. Early |
in December I visited Shidzuoka and |
Numadzu, was cheered by the steady
work and hopeful condition of these so-
cieties, and endured the physical hard-
ship of a weary march over mountain
passes on my way home, glad to do this
work for the Master.

We held a regular watch-night ser-
vice in our little chapel. Had a nice
turn out of the members and the pre-
sence of the Master was felt as we so-
lemnly dedicated ourselves to God for
the new year, in the use of the excellent
service in our ‘ Discipline’ for the re-
newal of the covenant.

ratta campaign in 1843, and the
Sutlej of 1845-6. Retained by ad-
verse circumstances during many
years in a subordinate position, it
was the aim ofthis life to prove that
the profession of a Christian is con-
sistent with the fullest discharge of
the duties of a soldier. He com-
manded a division of the Persian
Expedition of 1857 in the terrible
convulsions of that year. His
genius and character were at length
developed and known to the world.
Suved from shipwreck on the Cey-
lon coast, by that Providence which
designed him for yet greater things,
he was nominated to the command

the brave garrison of Luckinow.
This object, after almost superhu-
man ¢xertion, he by the blessing of
God accomplished. He was not

These two men are the
types of the high and the low—the re-
spectable and the ignoble—the privil-
eged and the outcast—the saint and
the sinner. Of course taey did not go
to the temple together—the proud,
haugbty Pharisee would not be seen
walking with the poor despised publi-
can—but they went about the same
time. There ure Pharisees and Publi-
cans to day, as they were of old : they
jostle each other in the streets, and
they lovk askance at each other in our
churches.

“ The Pharisee stood and: prayed
thus with bimself."”’—That is, he stood
carrying out the principle of bis sect,
in some counspicuous place, and then
beran his address to God.  “ God, 1
thank Thee that I am not as other
men are,” & A perfect exemplifica-
tion Ot the spirit of self-righteousness,
and the depreciation of others which
it always beeeds.  But, worse still, he

, goes on to contrast himself with the
/ poor publican stunding in the distance
—nor even as thiz publican. And tpen
be goes on to tell tne Lord of the won-
dertul acts he had done, fasted twice a
week, when only required to do so once
a year; giving titues of all that he
possessed, when the requirement ex-
tended only to the principal fruits of
the earth.

grow one season to carry the superabun-
dent sap. A good practice in this con-
nection would be to root prune the trees
su operated on. !

To make grafting wax, for out-door
work :—Tu one pint of huseed oil, take
four or five pounds of rosin and ovne
and one-half or tws pounds of bees-wax,
melt together and then stir until nearly |
cold, when it'is to be pulled until 1t
will work easily and spread from the |
haud; or it may be used warm enough '
to be app'ied with a brush. ;

Grafting should be peiformed before
the foliage appears, although it may
be successfully practiced after the
leaves appear, if the grafts have been |
kept dormant. The best time, bow-
ever, is just as the buds of trees to be
grafted aie swelling. The stone fruits,
as cherries, plums, and peaches, are
worked first, then the pip fruits, as
apples and pears. There is nothing
necessary to enable any person to graft
successfully but a little practice. ana

We are not speaking in condemnation
of the system of invitations. The almost
universal example of our brethren across
the ocean may be pleaded in its favor,
and it must be admitted that the claim
to exercise the right of petition is only
in accordance with the spirit of the age.
On the other hand, it must be granted
that the popular method of announcing
such conditional arrangements as pre-
cede these requests is not always so
erroneous as it seems to be. The word
“ exchange ” in reference to circuits is
not invariably incorpect, nor is the al-
lusion toa *‘committee of one” in
every case s mere witticism. But in
the absence of any condemnation of the
system, we may maintain that non-com-
pliance with the request of circuit repre-
sentatives may not unfrequently be for
the highest good ot its membership. Only
s few days ago, a gentleman deeply in-
terested in a certain church assented to
the truth of the remark that the minis-
ter sent by the Conference had proved
a much more successful pastor than he
whom they had invited would probably
have done, as judged by his work ; and
volunteered the further statement that
several years ago the same pleasing re-
sult followed the appointment of a
stranger in the place of the man of their
choice. We remember, too, as we write,
that one of the most successful terms

in the pastorate of one of our smaller

Lastly, we must re-
member that there is no alternative
scheme. Other schemes have been pro-
posed, but after fair consderation have
been rejected by imperialand representa-
tive committees. The Conference, there-
fore, will not think less, but rather more,
of those gentlemen whe have advocated
other views, if having failed to convince
the Conference of the soundness or practi-
cability of their several schemes, they
now generously lay them aside, and vote
for the only practicable scheme before
the Conference.
The scheme proposed by Mr. Fitchett
was heartily carried. It was also agreed
that there shall be a definite allowance,
to be fixed by each General Conference,
for three years succeeding its session,
and that each Conference shall provide
for the claims arising within its bounds.

MEXICO.—MURDER OF A
PREACHER.

A short time ago a mob attacked the
Methodist Episcupal mission premises in
Queretaro, Mexico. The Christian Ad-
vocate of last mail says: ‘‘ As we go to
press we have intelligence from Super-
intendent Drees, who writes from the
city of Mexieo, that threats of another
attack were numerous and alarming, and
that the Governor of the State of Quer-
etaro had urged our missionaries to leave
the city. Seeing no prospect of protec-
tion the missionaries took this course
and fled to the city of Mexico, leaving
Queretaro by night. After an applica-
tion to the American Minister and to
the General Government, the latter re-

uested our missionaries to return to
&uereuro, promising them all needed
protection. Mr. Drees writes : ‘‘1
think we must avail ourselves of this
protection and return at once to Quere-
taro. It is a stronghold of fanaticism
which must be broken up by some such
action, or the example will be followed
by other cities where we already have
work, and the lives of our missionaries
and people will be jeopardized. We
seek divine guidance and strength for
this work. Pray for us.”

Under date of April 13, Mr. Drees
communicates still more sad news to the
Missionary Secretaries : ‘‘ As our Bro.
Epigmenio Monroy was returning last
Friday evening from Santa Anita (where
he has becn gathering a small congrega-
tion) to Apizaco, the place of his charge
as our preacher, he with two companions
was attacked by a number of men armed
with swords and bludgeons.
