teaspoonful soda, two teaspoonfuls cream
tartar, one teaspoonful extract of lemon.
Cream for between cakes :  One cupful choe-
olate, one cupful sweet milk, yolks of tso
eggs or, instead of eggs, substitute one-half
tablespoonful corn starch one and a half
cupfuls sugar ; boil a3 stiffas j My, stir all
the time; this requires boiling over half an
hour to be stiff enough ; when cold add one
teaspoonful extract of vanilla.

AxoTneR — Pray sur Goop—1 largelemon,
1 tablespoonful corn starch, 1 teacup cold
water, 1 toacup sugar, 2 eggs. Grate the
lemon, put corn starch into a ecup of cold
water and set it on the range ; when it boils
remove and add the sugar and lemon ; it will
then be cool enough toadd tbe yolks of the
eggs, well beaten, Bake in open shell ; when
a light brown remove from the oven aud
have ready an icing mada of the whites of the
two eggs and 2 .tablespoonsful of sugar;

Hasm Mourroy.—Fry an onion chopped
small, with some butter, till it is drowned ;
add a tablespoonful of flour, and one and a
half or two gills of stock, with a few cloves,
some pepper, salt to taste, a teaspoonful of
walnut ketchup, half that quantity of Wor-
cester sauce, and a spoonful of tomato sauce.

Dr. Kenealy was retained as eounsel for the
Australian adventurer, Arthur Orton, alias
Castro, who claimed to be the long missing
Sir Roger Tichborne and legal heir to the
vast Tichborne estates, worth £24,000 a year.
Orton had lost his suit in 1871, after a trial
lasting 103 days, afd filled with dramatic
surprises which are still freshly remembered
by many readers. Two years later he was
put on trial for perjury before the Court of
Queen’s Bench April 23, 1878, when Dr.
Kenealy, for the first time, became connected
with the case, which filled a large portion of
the newspaper press of Great Britain for ten
months until February 28, 1874, when the
“ elai t " was icted and d to
fourteen years' imprisonment by the Chief
Justice; Sir Alexander Cockburn, whose
charge to the jury fills two large volumes.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
Increase in Dominion Notes.

Sir L.Tilley moved the House into Com-
mittee of the Whole to censider the fol-
lowing resolution : That the amount of
Dominion notes issued and outstanding
may be increased to twenty millions ef
dollars, provided the Finance Minister
shall always hold for the redemption of
such notes an amount in gold, or gold
and Dominion securities guaranteed by
the Government of the United Kingdom,
equal te not less than 25 per cent. of the
total ainount of such outstanding notes
shall be held in gold, and the statements
to be published by the Finance Minister,
under the eighth section of the Aci 31
Vic., cap. 46, shall show distinetly the
amount so held by him in gold and guar-
anteed securities respectively. The law
at present did not provide for any limit-
atien of issue, since that for all issues
aver $12,000,000 a dollar in gold should
be held for a dollar in paper. The Gov-
ernment proposed to raise the issue now
from $12,000,000 to $20,000,000, the in-
crease to be in the sums of $4,000,000 per
annum for two successivé years. They
pro.r:nd to hqld as security for this gold
to extent of one fourth and Govern-
ment securities for the ee. Then
if $16,000,000 were in circulation $4,000,~
000 would be held in gold, or $12,000,000
in Government securities. The issue of
Government notes was in the first
place designed that the psople might
enjoy some of the profits of the circula-
tion. At present the circulation of Do-
mynien notes had sprung from $10,500,000
1o 12,000,000, and of this amount $9,500,-

The object of the
money was te utilize the labor of the
country, and he felt assured thata na-
tional enrrency would fully satisfy the
poor who were now unemployed. Io
felt assured that if the Government
issued two notes—one a gold basis note
and one a national basis note —the na-
tional note would be found to be as
popular and as good es the other. Ref-
erence had been made to the comparative
uselessness of national currency abroad,
but if prices were less in Canada than
abroad, she would not need to purchase
abroad, and her own paper would buy as
much at home, A fiat money had been
sneered at, but it should be remembered
there was no foreign trade save that of
production. If the country produced
gold then it could export it, but then if
it did mot the argument was of no use.
He contended that gold was of na_value
in itself, as it was given up for the barest
necessities of life. The value of gold
waa regulated by supply and demand.
He thought money should not be export.
able, as an exportable money was a
source of weakness to the country, as a
man could remove a gold ceinage, where-
as if his interests were bound with a
country which had a national currency
he would fesl bound to stop and do his
best to maintain its institutions. When
the banking resolutions came up he
would move anamendment to them.

Mr. Charlton said that he would not
endorsc the views of the Finance Minis-
ter, and the plan he propesed was, he
thought, one which had been generally
condemned by the first financiers of the
United States, such as Alexander Ham-
ilton, John Sherman and others. The
hon. member then proceeded te review
the remarks of the member for South
Norfolk. The proposed changes were
very great, the arguments adduced were
old and -utterly ‘worn out. They were
merely those of George Law, the French
Assembly, the American Colonists, and
the Southern (‘onfederacy, and theyhac
been exploded in all cases. He was
surprised to hear them revived again.
All the opinions of scientific financialists
were against them, notably Francis Hor-
ner, Chairman of the Bullion Committee
in the House of Commons in England in
1811 ; of Judge Storey, of C. J. Marshall,
of the United States Supreme Court ;
of Henry Lee, and of Daniel Webster.
It might Le taken as an axiom that the
abandonment of specie payments always
meant misery and pressure on the
poorest. Russia, Austria and 'Turkey
had all alike found the surcharge of an
irreddleemable currency. It was’ absurd
to suppose that money could be made
by Government. ' hon. gentlemen
had sneered at monay as an indestruc—
tible element. As it was at present gold
and silver would last for 2,000 years.

After recess, Mr. Charlton continued,
and argued that the country would suffer
severcly from any issue as mere fiat
currency.

Hon. Mr. Mills opposed the resolution
and said he thought it involved a
breach of faith with the banks.

Sir John Macdonald said the Govern-

ment had, under ~'*
ment, an avsutute right to -the govern-

ment of sthe public moneys, and had
generally reserved the right of making
money. They had the right to make a
promise to pay equal to gold, and it was
only a modification or an act of grace
if the Crown gave up the right of issue.
To say the proposed issue was a breach
of faith was absurd. If it was a breach
of faith, the issue of $12,000,000 was
equally so. The banks had accepted it,
and the late Geovernment during five
years of oflice did not seem to have mede
auy very sternuous efforts to right the
breach of faith of which the member for
Bothwell had spoken.

Sir 8. L. Tilley in*roduced a bill based
on the resolution ; he also moved for a
committee Lo cousider the following re-
solutions :

That the charters of the several banks
to whieh the Act respecting banks and
banking (34 Vic, Cap.5) applies shall ba
extended to the first day of July, 1891,
subject to the following provisions :

Ist. That after the first day of July,
1881 (on which day their charters, if not
extended would expire,) the payment of
the notes of any such bank intended for
weneral circulation shall be the first
charge upon its assets ; and that the
bank shall not, after the said day, issue
or re-issue any such note for a less sum
than five dollars, or for any ether sum
not being a multiple of five dollars.

2nd. That from and after the same
day any such bank, when making any
payment, shall, on the request of the
son to whom the payment is to be
made, pay the same, orsuch part thereof,
not exceeding fifty doll as such per-
son may request, in Dominion notes far
one or for two dollars each, at the option
of the receiver.

3rd. And that from and after the
passing of the Act to be passed in pur-
suance of these resolutions, the
proportion of the cash reserves to be
held by any sucii bank in Dominion notes
shall never be less than forty per cent.

4th. That the form of the monthly
returns to the Government be so amend-
od as to show m®e clearly the financial
position of the bank.

5th. That sections 3, 4, 5 and 6 of the
Act of last session (42 Vie. cap. 45,) re-
specting the number of the bank shares,
be repealed.

Mr. Al , one of our
County Inspectors, has had the super-
vision of the Listowel public schools for
quite a number of years. They have
been remarkable for very great odduwy
and no complaint was ever made against
the Inspector, to whom, to a great ex-
tent, the credit for this efficiency is due.
On the contrary, it was ge:
mitted, that whatever other grounds of
dislike certain factionists might have
against Mr. Alexander,even they admired
his skill and success in his professional
work. By-a turn of the kaleidescope
they found themselves in & majority on
the schoel board, and - without warning,
gave him the grand bounce. As there
was no one in the town, amongst the
few who were qualified for the position,
that cared for accepting it, they were
compelled to go out of the county and
appoint Mr. Clapp, the Inspector for
North Wellington. In taking thip step
they effectually punished thi for
their exercise of petty spite. Unly a
short time previously this same Mr.
Clapp had rung from the Minister of
Education a statement to the effect, that
no Ceunty Inspector could hold the
supervision of the schools ef a town out-
side the limits of his own county.. Con-
sequently, if he accepted the appoint-
menb he would have to fly in the face of
a decision procured by himself from bhis
superior officer, and if the Listowel
board persists in appointing him, they
will set the Minister of Education at
defiance, or compel him to revise a
decision he gave only a short time ago.
It is a shame that faction animosity
should be allowed to bring matters to
sucha pass. Mr. Alexander loses nothing
by the wanton insult put upen him ; Mr.
Clapp, and the faction that dragged him
into the breach, gain nothing but their
trouble for their pains. Meanwhile the
schools have been thrown into confusion
for want of regular supervision, several
teachers have resigned, and others have
been hastily appointed in their places,
and the whole town is disgusted at and
disgraced by the narrow tyranical spirit
displayed by its board of trustees.

A CHURCH SCANDAL.

Rev. W. H. Handford Charged With Yme«
y and E

- Toronto, April 26.—For some time
past rumurs have been afloat reflecting
upon the character of Rev. W.H. Hand-
ford, pastorof Bond street Congregational
church. Enquiry was made to-day and
it was found that one of the deacons of
the church accuses him of immoral con-
duct. Mr. Thompson, the deacon re-
ferred to, says Mr. Handford is living in
indecent relations with two female mem-

ers of his cengregation. .He also ac-
cuses the pastor of having embezzled the
proceeds of a bazaar held in Shaftsbury

Hall some time ago, and of being a
drunkard. The deacons were requested
to meet at the church to investigate the
charges and hear Mr. Handford’s state-
ment, but by some mistake the meeting
was made a congregational one, many
ladies being present.” Mr. Thompson
said he was ready to make thelcharges

ot any tipe. but they being of a’delicate
nature, he requestea 4 - o1
members to hear and pass u them.

He was about entering into particulars
when he was greeted with cries of
“Shame, shame.” The proceedings
were of the liveliest description, but as
the reporters were ordered out of the
room early in the evening no report was
taken. A member brought up a resolu-
tion expressing confidence in the pastor,
which was adopted. Great dissatisfac-
tion is expressed at the manner in.which
the meeting was conducted and at its
results, and there is likely to be a fuller
investigation. The case excites general
comment, and was the abserbing theme
of conversation on the streets to-day.

Toronto, April 27.—Rev. T. W, Hand-
ford has sent a communication to the
different papers, denying the charges
made against him, and Mr. Thompson
has sent a letter, saying that he is pre-
pared to substantiate them whenever
called upon. ‘A meeting of deacons was
held to-day, but the representatives of
the press were excluded, and what trans-
pired cannot be learned.

One of the ladies alluded to is about
to bring an action for defamation of
character against Rev. John Potts, of the
Maetropolitan Church, wheo it is said, was
the first to spread the stories of Mr.
Handford’s visits to her house. Mr.
Handford will net resign.

The principal charge against Rev. T.
W. Handford, is that he has been guilty
of immeral conduct with several lady
members of his congregation. One of
these is described as follows : “ Her ap-
pearance is not calculated to inspire af-
tection, if affections are inspired by ap-
pearances. She is not lmmrsomc, 1s far
from young, is old-maidisk®n her man-
ner, and displays a number of corkscrew
curls, which do not add to her attract—
iveness.” Mr. Handford has many
friends in this vicinity who will regret to
learn of the serious trouble which has
befallen him, and who will hope that his
reputation will be cleared.

In Committee, Mr. Plumb opposed the
issue of an irredeemable currency as
one which, if not impracticable, would
bring serious and evil results in its train.

BRITISH VICTORY IN AFGHAN.

Great Battle Won by Gen. Stewart.
1,000 Afghans killed.

Calcutta, April 23.—A despatch from
Cabul reports that while a considerable
force of British troops under command
of General Stewart was marching on
Ghuznai they suddenly encountered a
body of abeut 15,000 tribesmen and 3,000
swordsmen, the latter belonging to the
communities of religious fanatics so
common in the Central and Southern
portions of Afghanistan. The English
were totally surprised, having no infor—
mation of 8o large a body of the enemy
in the meighborhood. A battle ensued,
the fanatical swordsmen rushing upon
the British with great impetuosity, and
without apparent regard for their own
lives. At first Gen. Stewart’s command
was completely outflanked, and fears
were entertained of the repetition in
Afghanistan of the Isandula catastrophe
in Zululand; but after an hour’s warm
fighting, modern military science began
to tell, and the Afghans were finally de-
feated and dispersed, leaving 1,000 of
their number dead upon the field. The
British loss is reported as |7 killed and
115 wounded. Itisbelieved Gen.Stewart
will méet with no further serious opposi-
tion before reaching Ghuznai, where he
is expected to arrive within a day or two.

MORE AFGHAN FIGHTING.

Ghaznai April 26.—Gen. Stewart again
engaged the enemy on the 20th instant.
The enemy numbered eight hundred,
and are known as Mooshkialum’s army.
After two hours’ fighting they were de-
feated with a loss of four hundred in
killed and wounded. The British loss
was two killed and nine wounded.
