THE TIME TO SPRAY

The Ontario Beekeepers Association
desire to draw the attention ot the
public to the fact that a number of
members suffer from persons spraying
fruit trees in full bloom, their bees be-
ing killed from the poison in the spray-
ing mixture. This practice is prohibit-
ed by an Act of Parliament assented
to in 1892, the provisions of which are
as follows: :

1—No person in spraying or sprink-
ling fruit trees during the period with-
in which such trees are in full bloom,
shall use or caused to be used any mix-
ture containing Paris Green or any
other poisonous substance injurious to
bees.

2—Any person contravening the
provisions of this Act sbhall, on sum-
mary conviction thereof before a Jus-
tice of the Peace, be subject to a pen-
alty of not less than $1.00 or more
than $56.00.

The best fruit growers consider
spraying, during the period of full
bloom, a8 a useless waste of material,
and harmful to the setting of the {ruit.
It is universally condemned. by entom-
ologists in every part of America.
The recommended formulas as sent out
by both the Federul and Provincial
Departments of Agriculture state dis-
tinctly to spray apple orchards with

Bordeaux and Arsenites, or Lime Sul- | -~

pbur and Arsenate of Lead :

1—Just as leaf buds are expanding.

2—Just before the blossoms open.

8—Just after blossoms fall.

4—A later spraying if required.

Beekeepers and Fruit Growers are
both urged to see thut the harmtul
practice of spraying during full bloom
is stopped,

It is hoped that the law will not
have to be applied, as most persons are
unaware of the harm they do them-
selves as well as the beekeepers,

POINTS TO INCUBATOR USERS.

Good incubators can be run under a

wide vartety of conditions and ao sat-
isfactory work. They will endure
considerable variations of outside tem-
perature without harmwul change of
heat within the egg chamber. The
regulator. will need but little atten-
tion after once adjusting, and the op-
eration is to a large extent automatic.

While an incubator can be run in
pretty much any corner, or any room.
it will da best where the temperature
i{s most uniform. Whatever claim is
made for the certainty of self-regula-
tion, it just as well to remember this
point and choose the best place to be
had for its operation. For this reason
a well-ventilated cellar is generally
better than a room above ground. A
poorly-ventilated cellar is not so good.
An unheated room is better than a

heated room, becguse hesting a room
dries.the air, g to do good hatching
eeds all the moisture

an incubator
the air naturally holds. The fact that
cellars are naturally damp may have
something "to do with many of the
good results,

If unused to running an incubator,
get up the new machine and run it a
few days before putting in the eggs.
You will get used to the “feel” of it
and will have a chance to study the
control of its regulation. Give theé
regulator sufficient time to act and
don’t be too fussy. The better class
of incubators will hold the tempera-
ture within a fraction of a degree for
days at a time when once properly
regulated. If the temperatur does
not vary over a degree it,will"do very
well, and will hatch all right if the
eggs are good. After you have the
regulator adjusted and the eggs in,
go away and forget it until it is time
to trim the wick and fill the lamp.
Don’t try to put too many eggs in.
Crowding generally results ‘in break-
age, and you only lose the over-plus.
After 36 or 48 hours, turn the eggs
as directed by the maker of the ma-
chine. Don’t try to hurry at first
Throw out all the cracked eggs. They
don’t often hatch, and they are more
trouble than they are worth, if they
did. In cold weather shut the incu-
bator door while turning the eggs. In
warm weather it will do no/harm to
leave it open.

Put in only clean eggs and have
clean hands while turning them. Fill
the lamp after, instead of before hand-
ling the eggs. Keep the wick clean.
The flame should be high enough to
furnish the required heat, put never
so high that there will be danger of
smoking.

After the fifteenth day the eggs will
throw off enough animal heat to in-
crease the temperature in the egg
chamber and most likely the flame
will have to be turned lower, and the
regulator readjusted to offset this ef-
fect. The more fertile the eggs the
greater the change About the sev-
enth day the infertile eggs may be
used for -culinary -purposes, ‘and wil
be found just as good as any. Surely
geven days in a good, clean incu-
bator is less harmful than the same
time in a sunny, dirty, fly-filled store
window.

The eggs should be turned twice a
day—night and morning—until they
begin to pip. Whether or not they
need more moisture than is supplied
by the atmosphere under the condi-
tigns that are present where the ma:
chine is in operation is a question
fhat always invites discussion:

Under some conditions. eggs will
hatch better if added moisture is sup-
plied by dampening the room in which
the machine is run, or by wet sponges,
cloths, or by moisture pans in the
machines, We prefer the last method,
as it gives a more thorough moisture
in every section of the machine and
ts more lasting.

When the eggs begin to pip shut up
the machine and get the family to-
gether and go away for a day or two,
it it is the first batch. That is the
only way to let the machine alone. If
you stay at home the baby will ‘have
to look. then a neighbor will just drop
in and before the hatch is over you will
run the temperature down and have
chilled the chickens. JDon’t attempt to
open the doors to try and help some
unfortunate chick that has been cov-
ered with another shell, or cannot ex-
pel itself from the egg and ruin 50 or
more other chicks in trying to save
one. Those that don't come out are
batter where they are. They as a
rule prove weaklings afte r being
placed in the brooder and never make
profit-payers.

The hatch should be over in 24 hours
after the begining., but it may run
along for 36 or 40 hours. When over,
take the unhatched eggs and empty
shells and leave the chicks in the in-
cubator for from 24 to 48 hours, ac-
cording to the season of the year and
the appearance of the strength of the
chicks. Do not feed or water them
until 48 hours old. They absorb the
volk of the egg before hatching and
this provides them with nature’s food
for at least 48 hours. Too early feed-
ing is only harmful and shouid be
avoided, no matter how hungry they
may seem.

Whatever incubator you select, re-
member one important thing, the sec-
ret of successful hatching lies largely
in the eggs. The best incubator that
is sold will not give satisfaction with
poor eggs.

Chicks hatched last fall should
weigh from three to four pounds each
now, for which a good market can be
found.

April 18 a good month to hatch
goose, duck and turkey eggs.

Hens as a rule make the best breed-
ers. Fertility is strong and the chicks
hatched are the kind that live. Those
breeding for egg production always use
hens, especially those who use the trap
nest, the only method in picking out
the best egg producers.

The high-grade poultry feeds now be-
ing put on the market are of a much
better grade than formerly. Compe-
tition and a demand for a feed that
produced results have been largely
the cause. Again, more 1is known
about feeds than in the past, and many
of the feeds have been put up accord-
ing to expert breeders’ results in their
own yards—the only practical way.

Now ig the time to plant the fruit
trees in the poultry yards. Peach,
plum and apple trees are profitable
and in a few years will give a natural
shade. Poultry to do their best need
shade, and natural is better than
artificial, although the latter is better
than none. Protect the trees by wire
screens the first few years, as the
fowls will eat the green leaves as they
appear, especially if the runs or yards
are bare, which as a rule is the case,
unless doublg yardsi-are used, when
one yard can be growing green food
while the other is being used.

Poultry breeders should receive
more for their hatching eggs, day-old
chicks and stock when the fact i& con-
gsidered that the up-to-date methods
must be used. Preeders must be
handled differently than those kept for
commercial purposes only. Extra
males are kept that are high-grade
specimens; extra care taken in the
hatching egg from time of laying to
shipment. The same applies to the
day-old chick.

FARM NEWS AND VIEWS.

Lime may imorove loose, sandy soils
by making them more compact and more
F¥or this purpose
some form of corbonate of lime is usu-
ally recommended, and in much emaller

retentive of moisture.

quantities than for clay soils. Clay s0ils
will stand more lime than sandy soils.
The improvement of sandy poils will
often be much greater if the lime is ap-
plied to a green crop turned under, Lime
hastens the conversion of the vegetable
matter into humus, and this, with the
lime helps to fill the open spaces be-
tween the sand grains. It is claimed by
those who have given much attention to
light, sandy soils, that there are no
other types of soils that will reapond
quite so readily to liming, provided the
necessary Vvegetable matter is supplied
in the form of a green cover crop turned
under,

Tn the past considerable loas has been
sustained by Wisconsin cattle breeders
from a fatal disease of calves known
as white scours or calf dysentery. The
veterinary science department of the
College of Agriculture of the University
of Wisconsin calls attention to a serum
which has been found especially reliable
as a preventive treatment for this dis-
ease, White scours oceur in the new-
born calf, and are manifested by a very
profuse, stinking, white diarrhoea which
usually results in death within a few
hours, On account of its infectious na-
ture, affected caives and their dams must
be isolated to prevent the disease from
spreading to other animals. Careful dis-
infection of the navel and contaminated
surroundings must not be neglected.

There is a great difference Yin  the
motherly quality of sows, and when
a breeder finds one that produces uni-
formly large litters, and all good. strong,
healthy pigs, while she has a constant
and large flow of milk for her offspring,
he shounld keep her for hreeding purposes
as long as she will breed well, and she
will be found to bhe one of the 1ost
profitable animals on the farm,

The simple remedy 1or a caked adder
after calving is frequent baths with hot
water., Then grease the quarters well
with a mixture of turpentine one part.
and melted lard. two parts, using it quite
warm, Rub and knead the ndder a good
deal each time, Give the cow internally
a teaspoonful of fluid extract or poke-
root three times a day. Continue the
treatment for two weeks.

Moderate exercise is cssential to the
brood mare while carrying her foal
Work which is fiee from special risk of
accident is quite compatible with the
well-doing of the mare and foetus.
Though some mares work up to within
a few houms of foaling and do well, it
is advieable that work should be gentle
and not continued bevond the tenth
month, On removal of the hrood mare
from work it is highly important that
she should have the opportunity of ex-
ercize np to the time of her foaling.

Never lose sight of the fact that the
using of the muscles of the colt develops
them and insures great powens of en-
durance, while disuse means flahby
muscular development and a weaker
animal,

The reports. almost en masse, declare
that while seelding is on the yhole con-
siderably later than in 1912, owing to
the condition of the ground, seeding is
actually far in wdvanee of what it was
on the corresponding date of last year,
and with a better general outlook for
the season. Taken as a whole, the re-
port ix a very satisfactory cne. The
fact that the acreage in wheat is not
being materially increased s really a
very hbealthy and satisfactory sign, as
it shows ¢hat the farmers are slowly
but surely awakening to the danger of
weeding wheat late, and have confined
themselvea largely to land that was
prepared last seavon, iy three points
report an actaal need of rain, Weot smow
tias fallen very generaily in southern
Alberta, about the only scetion where
additional moisture was neaded.

FIG HARVESTING.

Several Methods of Forcing the Fruit
Are Used.

The season for gathering the figs in
Italy joins hands ip October with the
vintage, but it really begins in August,
Owing to a curious system of culture.

Early in August the ‘fig gatherers
squirm through the twjsting branches
from tree top to tree top and “oil the
fruit,” These fig people are nomadic;
they appear and disappear like the
wandering harvesters of France, Late
in July the masserie are rented to
them, a etated sum being paid to the
proprietor, a payment that gives to the
fig gatherers the right to all the fruit,
beginning with the figs and ending with
the last cluster of grapes.

Rude huts thatched with straw are
built by the proprietor. in all his or-
charde, and in these the gypsy-like har-
vesters live with their families. Some-
times they supplement their narrow
quarters with a ragged tent. Three
sticks placed crosswise and a kettle in
the crotch constitute the kitchen.

Shortly after their arrival the work
of forcing the fruit is begun. The meth-
ods employed are curious. A wad of
cotton is dipped in olive oil and gently
rubbed on the flower end of the fig. Fig
by fig is thus treated, and in eight days
the fruit is ready for the market .

Another method consists in gathering
in the spring the half-fornred’ fruit,which
is strung on ropes; These ropes or gar-
lands are thrown over the branches of
trees and are allowed to decay under the
burning eun. There is born in this de-
cay an ineect that pierces the growing
fig and induces rapid maturity. :

The fig, when perfectly ripe, exudes a
drop of ioney-nweet juice at the nether
end, which never falls, but hange there,
a standing temptation to children and
to bees. When fresh picked at this
stage the fig has a rich flavor entirely
lost in the dried fruit.—New York Sun.

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FISHES IN STRATA.

Deep Sea Denizens Have Each
Their Range.

When a disaster occurs at sea, and
people read that eome leviathan has
gone down to the utmost depths of the
ocean, imagination is stirred in wonder-
ing what conditions surround her.

According to Sir John Murray, one of
the greatest authorities on ocean-
ography, the botton is a desert of pitch-
black darkness, penetrating cold and
‘eternal silence. - Worms, sea puddings,
and coral polyps sluggishly crawl or
sway in the almost currentless depths,
and only two species of fish, both of
them small, with much head and little
body, have been found deeper than a
mile and a quarter down.

The range of fishes in the sea i as
though it were divided into layers, one
above the other, and no fish can live
above or below this layer. Thus many
of the deeper fish—three-quarters of a
mile below the surface—have been found
floating at the top.  They had swallow-
ed a fish as large or larger than them-
selves, and its buoyancy had lifted them
out of the strata to which they were ac-
customed,

The physiology of a bottom fish is al-
most impossible to know, because they
are built to resish a tremendous pres-
sure of water, and when this pressure
is released—as wlen they are brought
to the surface in a net, sometimes the
fish has burst: the organs are crushed
beyond reconstruction,

Similarly, if a f8h of ‘a higher stra-
tum attacks a bottom fish in the neu-
tral zone wherce both can live, and--as
sometimes happens—his teeth become
entangled so that he cannot let go, and
he is dragged into deeper water he
strangles instantly, for his breathing ar-
rangements are of no use to him under
the pressure of water in the lower sirata
of the sea. As a rule, however, the fish
of the various depths rarely feed on
those above or below them.

There have been bronght to light an
astonishing number of forms of fish, and
especially of prawne of a Lrilliantly red
color, living in the ocean at a depth of
3.000 feet. But. astonishing ae it may
seem, ‘these brilliantly colored fish and
prawns, instead of being conspicuous in
the water at that depth, arc nearly in-
vigible, when almost any other color
could be easily soon.- -London Tit-Bits,

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NEW CURE FOR
WHITE PLAGUE

Tests in London Show
Wonderful Results.

GERMAN SCIENTIST

Has Been_\;/orking Under
British Physicians.

\

London, May 5.— There have been 6o
muny attempts to find = specific for
the mcourge of consumption and &0
many cures have been prematurely an-
nounved that it is no wonder the pub-
liv had ‘grown sceptical, while respon-
sible people have become chary of arous-
ing the hope of countless sufferers from
the white qugue and their families and
friends, It is only, therefore, because the
information comes from a source which
commandg respect and belief that jyour
correspondent, before the results  of
the investigation are given officially to
the whole wortd, anaounces the discov-
ery~of a serum whioch seems destined
to revolutionsze the whole science  of
werum therapy. The discoverer of the
new sérum is a (rerman, He ie a young
and accomplished bacteriologist named
Krederick Mehnarto, who worked with
Dr. Xoch in Africa on the sleeping sick-
nenss. After this he pursued his research-
es nlone in Africa and other tropical
cuniries, He reached South Africa in
191 Mehnarto clauimed. that while he
was in the Belgian Congo he discovered
his ¢erum.

For the first nali of the year 1912
his  experiments were conducted at
Camps Bay Laboratory, under the sup-
ervison of Dr. Jolly, the professor of
physiology in the South African Col:
lege. "The result wams that Dr. Mehuarto
was advised to go to England and con-
vinee the British medical profeasion of
the importance of -his discovery.

O reaching Loudon, in October, Dr.
Mebnarto quietly advanced the claim
that be had disovered a serum which
war harmless in application and of such
w character that-it would, assuming
tiat the patient had any fair amount
of vitality left, effectnally cure any dis-
ense which was due to the presence of
miero organism in the blood. Dr. Meh-
narto. however, ‘found some distinguish-
ed wedical men who were willing to
give a hearing to his theory of serum
therapy. As a result they agreed to
go further into the matter and pro-
vide patients foc testing the serum.

Al these tests ave for tuberculosis,
Imt wince their comanencement the ser-
win s being tried in cases of malaria,
leprosy, pernicious anaemia, myphilia
and other disorders of the blood.

The report of auch investigation,
imsedd on months of experiments, must
be teyond cavil, and the correspondent
is aseured that at present it would
I« umnderstating the case by merely say-
ing that Dr. Mehaurto's treatment had
been euccesaful, as the results have been
phenomenal, Patients whose death had
beer; expected mt any moment are now
on the high read to recovery and others
have been euced entirely. Other pat-
jents, whose tuberculosis was of long
standing and exireme virulence, have re-
oovered so that neither the sputum nor
the viood, ou a hHacteriological examin-
ation. ehows there is afiy sign of the
dreaded tubercle hacillus.

The resulta of the application of the
serums in cases of tuberculosis have
been remarkable. Furthermore, the ser-
wm can be applied to tubereulosis pat-
iente ' with high temperatures. Mucus
owlitis hak been completely cured, eos
wel! as pernigious anaemia, by the use
of the eerum, and similar suecess is
hoped for in canes of leprosy, the latest
diseage on which the new serum  has
Iwen tried.

The bactenologimta engaged in the
prevent experiments have ehristened the
werum a condra-toxin, to mark the dif
ference of ita chiei charvacteristice {rom
those of any other serum.

Contra-toxin not only cures. but it
apparently confems immunity from an-
other attack of <ertain diseases, at any
rate for a cortan period, This is shown
by the fact thut wmalaria patients who
were treated in the Congo two yvears
ago have had no rscurrence of the Jia-
ease. though they had previously been
chromic sufferemm from it.

Offers in Canada,

London, May 5.—Pending at the an-
nual meeting of the Central Emmigra-
tion Board to-day, Sir E. Durning Law-
rence spoke in strong terms of the an-
omaly laws, which he said prohibited
the entry or any person whose passage
expense had been wholly or partly. de-
frayed by a public body or charitable
organization; yet, if he wanted to send
“wasters” to Canada, he could do &0
with impunity. It was hard on the
board, he said, or on any similar organ-
ization, that, after careful enquiry into
a man’s fitness and assisting him out,
he should be refused entry.

COUNCIL OF
WOMEN MEETS

National Body Convenes at
Montreal.

GROWING RAPIDLY

And Doing Good Work for
W omankind.

Montreal de}pltch: T'he Canadian Wo-
men's Parliament, or, aa it is officially
known, the National Council of Women,
is meeting here to-day. The Council will
be in session until Friday, May 9th, dur-
ing which time practically every sub-
ject of interest to women will ba dis-

cussed.

The Nationa! {ouncil is composed 9(
the Presidents of the Local ()oun?ih in
every part of Canada. ‘I'his Council con-
stitutes the Executive, and does not
pass resolutions or send out cut-am'i-
dried instructions.  Each delegate 18
expected to reach her own concluaions,
and carry home to her particular local
council her. own recommendations.

More than one hundred delegates are
expected, but at to-night’s meeting the
numter was considerably below that fig-
ure. Mrs. Torrington, of Toronio, is
President of the Council,

The first meeting held this morning
was that of the committee on vacation
schools and supervised playgrounds. the
committee on agriculture = for women,
the committee on laws for the better
protection of women and children, the
committee on public health, and the
committee on the custodial care of the
feeble-minded women, and care of the
aged and infirm poor, as well as the
committee on education, also held meet-
ings.

INFLUENCE ON PUBLIC OPINION,

Mrs. Willoughby Cummings, of Toron-
to, the corresponding secretary, spoke
very hopefully and enthusiastically of
the progress made.

“The new spirit that has come over
affairs is best illustrated by the atti-
tude of those in publi¢ poeitiuns." she
said, “Whereas they once asked: ‘what
does the National Council do?” they
now inquire: ‘What arve the views of
the Council” and the results of its
deliberations are frequently quoted in
the Legislature. We are glad to know
that the Council is having a very cou-
siderable influence in  mounlding and
shaping public opinion.  Our  work
lies largely in inaugurating useful
schemes  of public improvement, and
when these are sufficiently advanced
new societies are formed to carry the
work forward. We agitated for medical
supervision of schools, and after suceeed-
ing in getting a very modest beginning
we are now able to report the appoint-
ment of twenty-five doctors and thirty-
seven nurses.

“The gmwlh of the movement.” said
Mrs. Willoughby Cummings, “is well ex-
empiified by what is happening in Cal-
gary, where, a few monthe ago, they be-
gan with the federation of forty-three
separate societies in relation to women.
and in Vancouver, the largest of all,
which has fiity-five societies, It is the
first time that all the deuominations
have worked together -Jews. Roman
(Catholics, Protestants and other bodies
—and we regard thi a very hopeful
augury. | hﬁlin-\o‘ the :lknndauw at our
conferences is going to be very large,
for some of our members arve coming
very long distances, as, for example,
Mrs, Griffin, from Vancouver.

NATIONAL SYSTEM

Wireless Chain Built by
Britain Herself

Is Report of the Advisory
» Committee.

London, May 3.— The advisory com-
mittee appointed by Herbert L. Samuel,
the Postmaster-General. to investigate
with regard to the merits of existing
systems of long distance wireless teleg-
raphy, and particularly as to their ea-
pacity for continuous communications
over the distances required by the pro-
posed lmperial wireless chain, has now
isaued its report.

The committee finds. as the result
of its investigation. that the Marcom
system is at vresent the only system
of which it can 9e said with any cer-
tainty that it is capuble of fulfilling
the requirements of  the Jmperial
chain. This muat not, -however, be
taken to imp!y that the Marconi com-
panies must necessarily be employe:l
as contractors for all the work re-
quired fer the Imperial chaing indeed,
in some respects, the committes
thinks. it might be better for the Gov-
ernments themselves to tndertake the
construetion and equipment of the nee
cessary stations, acting for that pur-
pose undev tife best technical and seien-
tific advice” which can be obtained.

“On the other hand,” continues thes
report, “it mav he said, and no
doubt a fact. that at the present meo-
ment the Marconi Compmny alone  has
had practical experience of the sort
of long-distance work required. ine
cluding  experience in putting  down
stations. in  organizing traflic and
ataff. and in coping with the difficul-
ties that ar=e in a new industry: and
the value of such experience and orgim-
Fization mav well ontweigh other consid-
eraticns if rapid installation and ymme-
diate and trastworthy communication
be desired.”
