In the boys’
room there I found a revolver lying on the
top of a barrel on some clean'clothes. The
revolver, which I produce, is a seven-
shooter.

‘““ You do not know how much sleuure you
give me in coming forward and, in sucha
touching and eloquent address as that to
which I have just listened, giving me the
assurance of the unchangeable %‘oy:ﬁ:y which
animates your hearts, and of the pride with
which you look back u the country of
your forefathers. . (Applause.) It is not
often that a man gets so many kindly words
addressed to him from so great a meeting of
his countrymen. Although it is for Canada
as a whole that I work in this country, and
for her whole population of whatever race
that my heart, as well as m dntx, urges me
to strive, yet it is with pecu{ur elight that
such endeavours should be lightened and
illustrated by meeting with those who are
descended from men at whose side, in the
dark ages of trial and of difficulty, my fathers
fought and died.

CANADA’S SOUTH AMERICAN TRADE.

The New Steamship Communi-
cation with Brazil.

That Empire’s Products and Trade Re-
lations.

The opening up of trade between Can-
ada and Brazil tends to recall its story, its

hysical character and trade and commerce.

he correspondent of an English paper in late-
ly sketching the Americo-Portuguese Empire
said of it, cofprehensively :—

‘“When Pope Alexander V1., in his capacity
as Moderator and Asbiter among all earthly
potentates, undertook to carve out the realms
of the New World to the crowns of Spain and
Portugal, he hardly perhaps fla himself
that the two emulous nations would long abide
by the terms of his partition. Yet the d-
ary line, in Sduth Amgfica at least, is still, in
the main, what it was meant to be. The ori-
ginal discoverers and conquerors still share
the land between them. The Portuguese Em-
pire very nearly balances all the eight Span-
1sh ﬂuhﬁm put together. The area of
Brazil extends over more” than three-sevenths
of the vast continent. With the exception of
Chili, it reaches the frontiers of those
dl:;:eocnﬁe Sh& as well l::h, ﬂs:loe ﬂf th;
t European colonies, i tch, an
French Guiana. Brazil h;E:f sea-coast line of
4,000 miles, and from the sea at Pernambuco
to the foot of the Andes, on the Peruvian
frontier, its test width is 2,600 miles. It
is divided into twenty provinces, one of
which, Matto rosso, - not quite the
bi, is ten times fhe size of Eng-
land. The Amazon and its tributaries,
within Brazilian territory, are navigable for
24,500 miles, so are also the Upper Parana
and Paraguay, which have their sources in
the empire, thousands of miles above their
confluence at Corrientes ; and so likewise the
San Francisco,* the Cacoheira, the Parahyba,
and a hundred others flowing from the Bra-
zilian sierras into the Atlantic,”,

We were on
the line of hills which run out. to the end of
Pointe Bleue, and which form the boundary
between what might well be called*the mixed
and the fertile icts of the region. We
quickly drove down the hill, and within half
an hour arrived at the Presbytery of St.
Prime, where* Rev. M. Anclair, the curé,
met us with a hearty welcome. After a brief
stay we drove on to St. Felicien, where we

arrived the same evening and slept.
The road through St. %‘rime to St. Felicien,
and even a short distance farther on to
Demenles, has only lately been leted, as
also has that which we travelled the follow-
ing'day. That evening we attended another
mieeting, as some thirty or forty settlers, hearing
of our arrival, assembled to see and hear their
member, so0 of course more speeches had to
be made. In conversation with some of
those present we learned that the land in the
ranges to the south of the road were better
cleared, and even more fertile, than those we
saw. The population of St. Felicien is about
500 souls, :ll:gu those we met wiihhcl)ne and all,
expressed their satislaction with the country,
their only complaint being that they were
unable to fully cultivate their lands, having
no outlet for their surplus. They state they
could easily double their present production
if they had a railway to bring them to a

market.

ARRIVING AT NORMANDIN,

The next morning we were up at 4.30, and,

manure, would be of incalculable benefit to
them. Normandin comprises upwards of
50,000 acres of arable land, which is in the
hands of & colonization society who have
succeeded in disposing of a great many lots
at the rate of 20 cents per acre, with an
additional $10 for each lot of 400 acres, to
meetthocxﬁ::nofmdl, surveys, &c.
Their success been 50 marked that they
are now taking steps to obtain from the Gov-

for some years on the statute book
almost in yain. The necessity for general
uniformity in weights and measures as in
currency was obvious. The necessiby for
accuracy of weights and measures in the
interests of the poorer class of con-
sumers was equally obvious. The Act
that was passed by the . Government
of 1873, and ed into existence
by proclamation by the Government of
1874, was never very - popular, and many
vexed debates have taken place in Parlia-
ment ing it. Nevertheless no one
doubts that the rzgple of the Act was
wmd;mdm& as it has been, and
admirdistered as it will ‘be, we have very
little doubt that so protective a measure
must meet eventually with cordial publie
approval. The expense of administering
the Act has been reduced, and the officials
have in all cases been made to qualify
themselves for their duty ; the fees are
moderate ;the‘;)bjecta mhe law are wise ;
and we are glad to see that magistrates are
stern in putting the penal provisions of the
law intngoree. * We have reasons for be-
lieving that the public have in the past
suffered much m tix:d absence of
inspection of weights measures. e
number of false utensils found in the large
cities has been W great, and a more
active prosecution of the work of inspec-
tion would reveal many more. <

All
weights and measures must be inspected
every two years. Persons refusing to per-
mit inspection are liable to a fine of $20
for a first and $40 for, a second offence.
These simple, yet efficient, provisions are
not perhaps as rigidly enforced as they
‘might be, as the expense of thoroughness
would be very great ; but they are, we
believe, enforced with reasonable actiyity
and with great benefit to the public. Itis
necessary that all weights and measures
officials should exercise all reasonable
activity and industry in putting the law
into faree; it is-a law which especially pro-
tects the interests of the classes who pur-
chase in the retail stores, and’ these are
the great bulk of the population.

THE PRESBYTERIAN COUNCIL.

TaE second triennial conference of repre-
sentative Presbyterians, just closed at
Philadelphia, is too important a matter to
be passed over without special mentien.
Unfortunately the telegraphic summaries
transmitted to us have not been full
enough to give a Canadian reader a satis-
factory and ecomprehensive view of its pro-
ceedings, The Presbyterian form of Pro-
testant Christianity has exerted, and will
unquestionably coutinue to exert, vast in-
fluence in the world.  From its beginnings

no such triumph was to have been antici-
pated. Carvin, the stern and rigid logi-
.cian, lived at Geneva, and Kxox, his hest
known disciple, ruled in ** the peor realm
of Bcetland,” and yet, from the. first,
there were in Prenby&erimism,thp gedms
of a vigorous and perennial Vital-
ity.”

‘Into the first we have no
mtention of entering otherwise than his-
torically, - Carvin's essentially logical
mind geized upon the cardinal nation of
predestination. This' view was not new
with him, for St. AvausTiNg had surveyed
the entire field beforée him ; and even he
had only gathered in focus the scattered
lights which had been shed abroad by
PauL of Tarsus. The Genevese reformer,
however, logical as he was, did not venture
to carry his opinions to their legitimate con-
clugions ; that was done afterWards by the
notable assembly of divines in the Jeru-
salem Chamber at Westminster.

That the rigid formulee then adepted
would unite Puritanism in Enpgland with
Presbyterianism in Seotland was the hope of
the pious men who met under the shadow
of the old Abbey, The experiment failed,
and it. is not surprising fo find that aé
this day there is u growing spirit of vest
lessness.in the bosom of the Presbyterian
Church in the matter creeds. We d
not propose to discuss the matter, whiec
it would be-altogether impertinent in us
even so much af'to skim it. Btill, the feel-
ing of unrest which lias been experienced
in Scotland, and has vibrated through
Canada, cannot be ignored, and must some
da{'hbe met by tit Church.

*“ But.for a younger comrade, the youn;;c!t
liéutenaut perhaps, to whom the rattling
sword gives the very laighest pleasure, but
who dare not throw the Captain’s terrier
against the wall with the heel of his boot, to
be obliged to-ask pardon is still more fatal.

“ You cannot say to the gentleman: * Pra;

Spectacles in Portraits.

It is a disputed point whether artists, in
painting portraits of those who habitunally
wear glasses, ouﬁht to introduce in their pic-
tures the spectacles of their sitters. It is ob-
jected that when they do so the natural ex-
pression is concealed or altered, and that
spectacles give an unpleasant effect. - It is
further urged that an artist has the right to
do alj that he can to present his sitter in the
most favourable light, and that he may even
portray him in the ancient costume instead
of in modern dress with good effect. On
these grounds there is doubtless a great
deal “to be, said against introducing the

tacles. On the other hand, it seems
zcir&ble that a portrait should, of all things,
recall the subject to our memories, and that
it should present him to pesterity - as he
t&pumd to his contemporaries ; therefore,
when a person habitually wears spectacles, it
seems most reasonable to let him wear them
in his picture. Again, if you make a man
who is accustomed always to wear glasses

A PERILOUS PURSUIT.

Salmon Fishing on the Columbia River.

The business of fishing for salmon on the
Columbia river is a highly dangeroug one,
if the fishermen just returned from the
canneries speak the truth. Some assert that
as many as three hundred and fifty fishermen
lost their lives this season on the Columbia.
It was during the early of the season,
when salmon were scarce, that the uneasy bar
swallowed up its daily sacrifice. A few
weeks of warm weather sent the snows into
the Columbia in torrents, and the great
river rushed dowu to the ocean swollen and
turbulent. Great tracts were inundated and
the tides affected. The latter disturbance
was what proved fatal to the fishermen.
They watch the tides carefully, for at slack
water the fish are eagiest caught. Leaving
their stations on the ebb tide, they shoot out
their huge ' séihes, three hun and
hund¥ed” #nd " fifty ‘fathoms in length, and
drift down the river, to be floated back on the
flood. It is an important matter with
them to. know exactly when the tide
shall turn. The best fishing ground
is close to the bar, and they want to venture
no further. This year thé tide-table was
not to be relied on. The great body of water
thrown by the Columbia into the ocean de-
layed the floods, so that the fishermen were
sometimes half an hour and an hour ahead of
time. Believing that they were on the last
of the ebb th:l;griffed down, and found them-
selves close to the bar in a tide rushing
out at the rate of eight knots Fer hour.
To pull their heavy twenty-four feet boat
against such a current was a feat few of them
were capable of, and the only course open
to the majority was to face death with forti-
tude. Others perished from the desire of
gain. Some fishermen having a heavy boat
would venture out on dangerous waters and re-
turn with a great catch of fish. Nextdayothers
who had toiled for days, perhaps with in-
different success, would follow the bad ex-
ample, to be heard ot no mere. The majority
of &e fishermen are old sailors, and, with the
recklessness of their class, are disposed to take
des chances.

A spirit of emulation proved fatal to many.
Some fisherman, anxious to display his sea-
manship and bravery, would venture out fur-
ther than was safe. Some other aspirant for
a small degree of fame along the wharfs of
Astoria would go still further, and so the con-
test would proceed until several canneries
would be minus boats and nets. The major-
ity, however, perished through fatal mistakes
with regard to the tides. .

They use a great net, 300 fathoms, or 1,800
feet, in length. The top of the net is sup-

rted by corks, the bottom weighted with
F:ad. When no obstructions are encountered,
the net drifts’alopg evenly with the tide, and
the moment the fish strike it and ensnare
themselves it is hauled in. The fisherman
can tell by the corks where the captives
are struggling, and he hauls in that
portion only. Sometimes, however, a
great  school of freshly run salmon,
mad to reach the head-waters, dash
against ‘the whole length of the net,
and then comes the tug of war. In dull
times, when the salmédn are scarce, the fisher-
man has his patience sorely tried by the geals,
who will watch the net as carefully as he does
himself, and rob it before his eyes. The seal
has a weakness for the jowl of the salmon,
and will offer his epicurean palate only that

rtion. Having taken one bite of the fish,
gg tosses it contemptuously aside, and in this
manner will ‘destrcy twenty salmon before
the indignant fisherman can intercept
him. . Having had ample opportunity to
observe the habits of the seal family, the
Columbiariver fishermen confidently denounce
the tribe, as the arch enemies of the finny
race, and laugh at the idea that the sea-lions
at the mouth of, our harbour are harmless.
To the salmon, the seals are particulgrly
deadly, for the king of fishes.rushes from the
sea blind to all obstacles, and .falls an easy
prey to the wily  phocacean waiting for him
in midwater. Sometimes retributive jus-
tice overtakes the robber, and the fish-
erman hauling in his snare finds the dark
corpse of his enemy rolled up in his net. The
ponderous and stupid sturgeon is another
t of ‘the patient fisher. l>§gddmg in his
t, he sees the corks go whizzing under the
water, and with great labour drags up the
miles of twine and pounds of lead only to find
a worthless monster that has to be*cut loose.
Sturgeon on the Columbia in the salmon
season are not considered worth the trouble
of towing ashore.—San Francisco Chronicle.

At on:i)eriod
in the reign of George ITI. there was only one
marquis on the roil of the peerage.

The Marquis of Londonderry, owner of
Seaham Harbour and collieries, where the re-
cent disaster occurred, is onme of the half
dozen largest coal owners in England. He
inherited this property from his mother. . His
father was lml.{ brother of the historic Lord
Castlereagh, afterward Marquis of London-
derry, whose mother was the sister of
the Marquis of Hertford, the Lord Steyne of
*“ Vanity Fair” and Lord Monmouth of
‘¢ Coningsby.” - The rise of the Londonderry
family (Stewart is their name) has beer
rapid. A hundred years ago they were mer
Ulster 'Squires ; to-day they stand in the
first rank of nobles. Their entertainments ix
London this year, at Londonderry House
(formerly Holdernesse), in Park lane, have
been splendid.

against 1,327,000 on the 17th ult.,, and 1,478,000 on
the -corresponding date of last year. The total
quantity of wheat in sight on_this continent and
in transitfor Europe on the 17th ult. was 32,465,-
000 bushels, against 39,356,000 last year, and 34,-
257,000 three weeks ago. Mail advices show the
supply from the opening of the harvest year to
the 18th ult. to-have been about 27 per cent in
cxcess of those on the corresponding period
last year, and the average price of English
wheat for the season 42s. 4d. per quarter,
against 47s. 10d. last season. The increased
supply, however, has been chiefly in home-
grown wheat, sales of it in the above
period having been 406,000 quarters against 245,-
000 quarters last year. The increase of about 66
per cent. in the home deliveries indicates clearly
the great difference in quantity between the har
vest of 1880 and that of 1879, and there can be no
doubt that this difference must shortly tell on
prices, should imports be maintained at as high
tigures-as they have stood for several months
past. Continental advices state that at Paris a
steadier feeling was apparent, and with com-
paratively light supplies holders demanded
higher rates for both home-grown and foreign
wheat. For red winter 44s. 6d. to 45s. was asked,
and buyers followed reluctantly.
