In a article which he contributes 
to the current issue of the London 
Month, under the title of “ How to 
Be Made an Anglican ; a New Light 
on Continuity,” Bev. Herbert 
Thurston, S. J., refutes, in a very 
conclusive manner, by arguments 
drawn from Anglican ritual, the 
claims of those members of the En­
glish Establishment who contend 
that the apostolic continuity of their 
church was not broken at the time 
of the English Reformation. Be­
fore entering upon his subject, Pr. 
Thurston devotes a couple of para­
graphs to an assertion that lately 
appeared in the Anglican Guardian, 
which stated in a leading article 
that “there are thousands of ci-devant 
Romanists” now numbered in the 
membership of the Anglican Church 
On this statement, after premising 
that by “ ci-devant Romanists” the 
Guardian probably means persons 
who were baptized and brought up 
in the Catholic fchuroh, Pr. Thurs­
ton remarks that while it cannot be 
denied, unfortunately, that the 
Ohnrob, in England as elsewhere, 
has suffered losses from one cause 
or another, very few of those losses 
are attributable to Anglican 
arguments or prove gains to the An 
glioan fold. “ The converts to An* 
glioanism from conviction,” says he,
“ those neither for temporal advan­
tage nor to shake themselves free 
from a vow of celibacy they have 
grown tired of, nor to recover a 
credit which mieoouduot in their 
own communion has forfeited, pass 
from one Qburoh' to another, these 
are the people whom we should like 
to hear more of, and whose lives, if 
they were written, would do more 
to *tay the tide netting from En­
gland to Rome than all the ‘ Plain 
Reasons and 1 Anglican briefs’ that 
ever were published.” The Rev. 
writer.is not surprised, however, that 
hie Anglican friends, when they 
claim “ converts” from Catholicism, 
prefer to deal with generalities 
rather than mention particular oases 
He mentions three instances—one of 
them the unpleasant experience 
which lately befell the Anglican 
bishop of Marlborough, who, it will 
be remembered, figured rather ludi- 
oroutly before the public gaze a 
month or so ago by claiming that a 

iest who wanted to become an 
Anglican had been kidnapped by 
the wicked Catholics—wherein An­
glicans came to grief by going into 
particulars regarding their “ con 
verts" from the Church ; and he 
contends that Sydney Smith’s fa­
mous saying about the Pope throw­
ing weeds over his gsrden wall has, 
as far as Anglicanism is concerned, 
lost none of its point since it was 
uttered.

just those propositions in the Greed 
of Pope Pins IV., that is, the Creed 
of the Conncil of Trent, which the 
Catholic Church in turn required 
adhesion to in the case of one who 
passes from Anglicanism into her 
communion. In other words, 
the Anglican bishops of 1714 were 
qui e at one in their view of the 
points at issue between the churches. 
What was the distiuotive faith of a 
Catholic was that he accepted the 
twelve last articles of the Creed of 
Pope Pius; what was the distinct­
ive faith of an Anglican was that he 
rejected them.” Fr. Thurston, 
furthermore, emphasizes his point 
by showing that among the articles 
of faith which au Anglican, accord­
ing to this form, was obliged to re­
ject was belief iu the Mass as a true, 
proper and propitiatory sacrifice, in 
Transubs tan dation and the Real 
Presence of Christ in the Euobaiiat, 
in Purgatory and other doctrines, 
all of which was in the 1714 Anglican 
ritual pronounced “ grounded upon 
no warrant of Scripture, but rather 
repugnant to the Word of God.”

WHAT THE ANGLICAN RITUAL RE­
QUIRED.

Fr. Thurston, after this liitle di­
gression from bis subjsot, proceeds 
to fxamine the Anglican ritual 
wherein the form, used up to within 
seven years ago, “ for admitting 
converts from the Ohuroh of Rome, 
and such others as shall renounce 
their errors” is given ; and he shows 
by numerous citations from the 
questions and answers in that form, 
that from the time of the English 
Reformation up to 1890 certainly, 
persons who entered the Anglican 
from the Oatholio fold were obliged 
to renounce belief in points of faith 
which inoontestibly proved that 
there was not, and oould not be, any 
continuity between the Catholic 
Onuroh and the Established religion 
The form from which Fr. Thurston 
quotes was*1 prepared by the Upper 
House of Convocation, A. D. 1714," 
and it remained in use up to 1890, 
when it was amended in some par­
ticulars. These emendations, how­
ever, do not' appear to have com­
mended themselves to any great ex­
tent to the Anglicans, judging from 
the comment of the Guardian 
which says that the time spent in 
making them might have been 
easily put to better use, and which 
declares that there is not any pro­
bability of the amended form com 
ing into general usage. Fr. Thurs­
ton makes many strong points 
aga’nst the pretensions of the An­
glicans who claim continuity for 
their Church by quoting against 
them this ritual of 1714, which re­
quired persons entering the Angl- 
can from the Roman fold to reject 
doctrines that are consider nd funda­
mental ones by all Catholics, thus 

■Showing that there never was such 
connection between the Catholic and 
Anglican creeds as the upholders of 
continuity claim. “ Fora layman,” 
says he of the Anglican bishops who 
prepared this 1714 form, “ they con­
sidered that a simple declaration of 
belief in the Bible as • the sole and 
sufficient rule of faith, together 
with a renunoiation of Popish super­
stitions, was sufficient. But for a 
priest in orders, who understood 
theology, something more was re­
quired. He must formally renounce

THE NEW ANGLICAN RITUAL.

The revised Anglican ritual, that 
amended by convocation of 1890, 
Fr. Thurston admits, qualifies the 
rejection of these propositions of the 
Creed of Pope Pins by providing for 
their rejection “ as far as they are 
at variance with the articles and 
formularies of the Church of Eng­
land ” and he says that the motive 
of this qualification was to lend col­
or to the Ritualistic argument, put 
forward conspicuously in the famous 
Tract 90, that it is not true Roman 
doctrine, but the abuse of such doct­
rine, that Anglicanism condemned 
in its ritual of 1714. But, sayt Fr. 
Thurston, it is not Roman abuses, 
but Roman doctrine, as that was 
stated in the careful, well-considered 
words of the Fathers of the Triden­
tine Council, which this ritual re­
jects and condemns ; whence he 
very properly concludes that “ it is 
surely no rash or far-fetohed infer­
ence to draw that the framers of 
that form oould never have asked 
for such a pledge if they believed 
that any of the dogmas to which 
those twelve articles give expressi­
on were also common to the Church 
of England.” He also declares that 
the revised ritual of the Established 
ohuroh requires a more significant 
rejection of these fundamental Cath­
olic dogmas than did the 1714 form, 
for that was content with a simple 
rejection of them, whereas the pres­
ent form requires the convert to 
Anglicanism to say that he rejects 
them “upon mature deliberation." 
Fr. Thurston does not overlook the 
fact that the form of 1714 was never 
officially incorporated in the formu­
laries of the Church of England, 
though passed by both houses of the 
Convocation ; bat he explains its 
non-incorporation on the ground— 
so stated in the records of the con­
vocation—that there was no time 
for it before the end of the session 
and by reason of the Queen’s death 
before the next session* Unless, 
though, he pointedly adds, the 
Anglicans are ready to ; claim foi 
the English sovereign a position in 
their ohuroh analogous to that the 
Pope occupies in the Catholic 
Church, the absence of royal f a sent 
from a form approved by both 
Houses of Convocation detracts 
nothing from its validity or binding 
force. In fact he shows, by quot­
ing canon 139, that the royal assent 
is not required in each cases ; and 
hence he concludes that thé 1714 
form with its rejection of fonda­
mental Catholic doctrines and its 
consequent proclamation of non- 
oontinuiiy between the Anglican 
Establishment and the Catholic 
Chare i, must be regarded as an 
authoritative exposition of the mind 
of the English Ohuroh at the time 
it was drawn up and approved by 
that church.

oeption or Papal lof. llibility ; but 
of dogmas that were taught and ac­
cepted frem the beginning, and ho 
contends that any church which 
formally condemns and anathemat­
izes such dogma-, which it once 
taught, has ceased to exist and can 
advance no claim to apostolical con­
tinuity. To the claim that before 
the Reformation ‘he term ‘‘The 
English Church” was often used. 
Pr. Thurston replies that that term 
was simply a geographical expies 
sion,used for the sake of convenience 
—just as O itholios in this country at 
times e peak of the American 
Church—bat by no means signified 
that the English.Qhuroh was a dis­
tinct communion from Rome and 
independent thereof. He quotes 
Dr. Maitland, the Protestant, whose 
authority is unquestioned, as a wit­
ness that there is no continuity of 
practice between the Fnglish church 
of to-day and the English Church as 
it existed prior to the Reformation ; 
and he also adds that even if the re­
formers had left the liturgy and 
practice of the pre-Reformation 
Church unchanged, and even if 
every bishop and incumbent had 
remained where he was and retain­
ed a!l his previous functions, the 
radical change of doctrine, effected 
at the time of the Reformation, 
would alone suffice to destroy con­
tinuity in the only sense in which 
it is worth while speaking of such a 
thing.

Fr. Thurston puts a suppositious 
case to the Anglican claimants of a 
apostolic continuity for their ohuroh 
which is calculated to puzzle them 
not a little. He asks them whether, 
in case some future government of 
England should fill the Anglican 
episcopate with men of the stamp of 
the late Dr, Jewett or Canon Free- 
mantle, and those prelates drew up 

set of articles condemning 
the Atbanasian Creed, the Incar­
nation, etc., as “ blasphémons fables 
and dangerous deceits," and re­
modeled the Book of Common Pray­
er so as to leave in it no acknow­
ledgement of Christ’s divinity : and 
supposing that these new articles 
were approved of by Parliament, 
they would accept snob an articled 
ohuroh as a continuation of the 
present Establishment ! Yet such 
changes would be no greater—in 
some respects they wool! be much 
smaller—than what the reformer* 
made when they established the 
Anglican Church, which now claims 
identity with the Catholic Church 1 
In concluding this necessarily im­
perfect review of Fr. Thurston’s 
trenchant paper we commend to

NO CONTINUITY OF ORGANIZATION,

Having thus disposed of the Ang­
lican claim to continuity of’dootrine 
by Anglican arguments, Fr. Thurs­
ton goes on to show that there is no 
ground for the other Anglican pre­
tension ; upon which certain con. 
troversialiets are given to laying 
great stress nowadays, that the 
Anglican ohuroh of the present is in 
organization the same as it was be, 
fore the Reformation.

Discipline Maintained.

A despatch to the London Daily 
Telegraph from Port Louie, Island of 
Mauritius, published on the 2th. nit., 
furnishes particulars of the loes of the 
British Indian troopship, Warren Hast­
ings, which was wrecked off the Island 
of Reunion on Friday, January 14. The 
troopship ran ashore at 2.20 A. M. The 
shock was severe. It wae very dark, 
and torrents of rain were fulling. She 
had on board soldiers and crew to the 
number of 1,122 men. besides a number 
of women and children, the families of 
the married men of the military force. 
When the ship struck the troope were 
ordered to retire from the upper deck, 
to which they had flocked on the first 
alarm, and to fall in below. This they 
did promptly with perfect discipline, 
although the men were fnlly oonsoions 
of the danger they were in. They were 
quietly mustered between decks. Ow­
ing to the fact that the snrf boats conld 
not be used in landing the troops, two

landing conld be effected in this wey 
the disembarkation of the soldiers was 
began et four o’clock in the morning,
Commander Holland hoping it wae 
safe to retain the women, children and 
sick on board until daylight Bat the 
steamship wae soon found to be heeling 
over so rapidly that everyone was 
ordered to the upper deck, the danger | need to buy. 
of capsizing being eminent. Therefore 
Commander Holland ordered the land­
ing of troope to be stopped so that the 
women, children and the eick conld be 
landed first This order wae obeyed 
with admirable discipline. By five 
o’clock the decks had heeled over to an 
angle of fifty degrees to starboard and 
the boats were all swept away. The 
good swimmers were then permitted to 
swim ashore, carrying ropes. By these 
means many others were landed and 
the disembarkation of ell on board wee 
completed with the lose of only two 
native servants. Many acts of personal 
bravery were recorded. The French 
officiels and inhabitants of the Island 
of Reunion gave the shipwrecked peo­
ple every assistance possible.

Kinley rates practically in fall with 
the exception of white pine. In re­
sponse to the general demand of the re­
presentatives of the lnmber interests, 
who complained that the Canadians 
were captnring the American markets 
for white pine, this wood was raised 
to its old rate in the act of 1883, which 
to $2 per 1,000 feet sawed.

Their ob­
ject in -coming to Washington and 
what they expect to do ia set forth 
in the following official statement is­
sued by the commissioners and for­
warded to tbe press. Our object in 
coming to Washington is in the first 
place to see Sir Julian Pauncefote, 
tbe British ambassador, and to confer 
with him on several important mat­
ters affecting Canada and the United 
States. While here, we propose to 
take advantage of the opportunity to 
see as many of the public men as 
possible and discuss with them the 
existing trade relations between Can­
ada and the United States, and tbe 
possibility of making these trade re­
lations broader and freer. Tb«( lib­
eral party, which came into power in 
Canada last June, has always favored 
the freest possible trade relations be­
tween the two countries, consistent, 
of course, with their own fiscal inde­
pendence, and before introducing 
their tariff at the next session of par­
liament, we desire to ascertain as far 
as possible the views of tbe Ameri­
can people, through their representa­
tives, with respect to these trade re­
lations. We propose to discuss the 
matter with them very frankly and 
very fully, because we believe it is a 
matter which should be approached 
and disposed of in the best way. 
We see no reason why the difficulties 
which heretofore stood in the way 
should not be overcome, nor why the 
discussion should not embrace such 
questions as the coast trade and Can­
adian fisheries.”

The principal fish exporting mer­
chants of St. John’s, Nfld. have pre­
sented a memorial to the government 
asking for the enforcement of the 
bait act against the French upon the 
ground that the latter’s bounty led to 
excessive competition and destroyed 
foreign trade, Newfoundland fish be­
ing unsaleable in Eut ope. The gov­
ernment was also urged to resume 
negotiations with the United States 
looking to reciprocity arrangements 
in the matter of salted as well as of 
fresh fish. It is desired that salted 
and fresh fish shall be considered as 
one article. The people of New­
foundland are anxious to arrange for 
a free entry for their fish products in­
to the United States.

when ■ Micbarl Angelo died Galileo 
Galilei was born at Pisa, Italy, Feb. 
18, 1564. He was educated for the 
medical profession, but having an in 
clination for engineering be abandon­
ed his medical and turgical s:udies 
and devoted his mind 10 mathematics 
and physics. He never studied tbeo 
logy, nor received clerical orders. In 
time he became a professor of physics 
in Pisa. He invented pendulum 
clocks, the thermometer, micioscope, 
and the greatest invention of all, the 
telescope, invented in 1610. With 
his first telescope he discovered the 
three moons, or satellites, of Jupiter, 
that great planet, 1,200 times larger 
than the earth, and distant 450 000, 
000 miles from the sun, the rings of 
Saturn, the libration of the moon, and 
made a chart of the sky showing 
thousands of stars never before seen 
by man. He made an accurate com. 
putation of the speed at which the 
earth courses around that great circle 
of 585,000,000 miles, which she ac­
complishes in a year, or about 1,000, 
000 1 - -1 rt 18 miles a second,
tr filing K> smooth / that we never
lb. k .b ju i..v ... Lion.

The Galileo Myth.

Notwithstanding the fact that the 
Galileo myth, which was ingeptpd by 
an obscure British author one hundred 
and ten years after the death of 
the great astronomer, have been de­
molished by scores of scientists and 
historians times out of mind, it bobs 
tip serenely at regular intervals in our 
« non-sectarian” periodicals, appearing 
like Humpty Dumpty shot up on a 
stage trap, shouting "Here we are 
again.” The latest appearance of the 
myth is in this month’s issue of a do- 
j-nettic illustrated magazine. The 
myth runs like this : Galileo, a 
Catholic priest, wrote a book support­
ing the Copernicae theory that the 
world revolves around the sun. The 
Pope holding to the theory that the 
earth being the centra of the universe, 
the heavenly bodies revolved around 
it, condemned Galileo’s work -and 
eummoned him to Rome for trial. 
There he was tortured on a rack until 
be consented to disavow the Coperni 
can theory, when he was sentenced to 
ten years imprisonment in a noisome 
dungeon. On bis way to prison, 
whilst passing the-throne of the Pope, 
be cried aloud, “It doe's move, 
though,” whereupon a minion of the 
Inquisition put out Galileo's eyes with 
a red hot poker. In truth, the Galileo 
myth is a tissue of absurdities from 
beginning to end. Copernicus, a de­
vout Catholic, who lived and died in 
communion with the Church, pub­
lished his theory of the revolution of 
the earth around the sun in 154*» 
twenty-two year* before the birth of 
Galileo. The book was dedicated to 
Pope Paul III.., who in an autograph 
letter to Copernicus, now in the ar­
chives of the University of Paris, 
wrote : “ I have read your wonderful
book with pleasure and profit.” More 
than fifty thousand copies o! the work 
bad been sold, when ou the same day

Galileo discovered several stars so 
far away t^iat the light which left them 
long before our Saviour was born, and 
travelling at the known velocity Ot 
light, 185,000 miles a second, did noi 
reach the earth until several years 
after Galileo perfected his second 
telescope. Fur an illustration of the 
distance to the star Vega, I am in­
debted to Sir Robe# Ball, Royal 
Astronomer of Ireland. Hear him : 
“ Suppose you knew that a railway 
stretched from the earth to the star 
Vega, and the rate ot fare being the 
legal rate in Hew York, two cents a 
mile, bow much money would you 
need to piy your fare ? You do not 
know. Well, I will tell you. It 
would take all the $29 gold pieces 
that could be packed from floor to 
roof in 5,000 freight cars. But then 
you see Vega is quite a near neighbo 
of ours, when compared with o.ber 
stars, several of which are so far away 
that if all the cotton spun in all the 
mills in Great Britain and America 
since the year 1800 had been spun 
into one long piece of sewing thread 
and stretched to one of those distant 
stats, it would not be long enough to 
reach that star. Then there is our 
sun, more than a million times larger 
than our earth ; that great lamp in ttie 
heavens, thgt sends us only two mil­
lionths of bis light, sending the remain 
der of his light to play upon the moon 
and other jewels of the sky. Suppose 
a raijroad ran from the earth to the 
sun, and a train ran on a line at a 
speed of 40 miles an hour, day and 
night, how long would it take to arrive 
at the journey’s end ? Why, 265 
years.” These illustrations serve to 
show the debt of modern astronomers 
to Galileo for the invention of the 
telescope, and for which he was most 
generously treated by three Popes who 
reigned during his long life. Urban 
VIII. paid Galileo’s debts incurred 
for a worthless son, and placed his 
daughter, afterward knj^wn as Sister 
Marie Celeste, a Franciscan nun, in a 
nunnery in a salubrious part of Italy 
when the plague was raging in the 
cities of the Peninsula, Like all 
astronomers of ancient and modern 
times, Galileo speculated about the 
question of the fitness ol the planets 
for living creatures like ourselves, and 
in his seventieth year he propounded 
a theory, which one of our dollar- 
cbaslng astronomers translated several 
weeks ago and sold to the Sunday 
Slush Bucket as new matter. The 
theory as Galileo advanced was that, 
in all probability, several of the 
planets were inbpjjitÿd bjr winged men, 
of great physical powers, and that 
these inhabitants were mortal, and 
were neither under the primal course, 
not provided for in God's pi in of 
salvation. That theory was unten 
gbfe then, and in the march of science 
since thee great astronomers have 
believed and do believe that the 
planets, called by that name, and 
millions of other planets which are 
called stars, are destitute of vegetable 
and gniipal life like that on our earth. 
The modern telescope bag brought 
the moou, the nearest object in the 
sky, distant 240,000 miles, to within 
224 miles of observatories in good 
situation#. )Ve look through the 
magnificent instruments ft the tpocn 
when it is flooded with sunlight, and 
see extinct volcanoes, mountains, and 
great stretches of deserts. There is 
no indication of vegetation or water. 
It is a dead world. We turn thg in 
itrument to Mars, and there, on the 
pole; caps, we think we see snow and 
ice, increasing of decreasing, accord­
ing to the season of the year, and we 
also see on that planet long lines, that 
intersect like meshes in a woman’s 
hair net. Ôertain astronomers have 
called these lines the canals of Mats, 
and other astronomers ridicule the 
canal theory and maintain that the 
fines are growths of vegetables, that 
is trees, shrubs and grasses, growing 
along the banks of great rivers whose 
sources are supplied with torrents of 
water from the melting Ice of the pa 
lar caps. But m these days theories 
are not set forth as doctrines which 
must be believed. In Galileo's time 
it was different, his rival schoolmen 
aod their followers discredited and 
misrepresented everything taught by 
Galileo and his associates ; whilst the 
Galileo school men cast a ridicule and 
contempt upon every theory adyanced 
by their enemies. At last Galileo’s 
enemies denounced him as a teacher 
of false doctrines to the Holy Office 
at Borne, where he was summoned

for trial. The trial lasted twenty- two 
days, an hour a day. He was lodged 
and fed in a palace. The Pope, Car­
dinals, and minor clergy made his 
stay, as he records in letters to his 
daughter, now in existence in Pisa, 
“ the happiest period ol my life ; the 
Pope conversed with me many limes, 
all the Cardinals were very friendly, 
and at the end of my trial, Father 
Moncadi, the Jesuit from Florence, 
walked with me four miles into the 
country, where a friend of bis invited 
us to dinner. I ate a wncle roasted 
chicken, a platter of bread, a handful 
of candied fruit, and drank a flask 
wine.” Several weeks afterward t 
Curia found that the work contained 
several false doctrines, and ordered 
that no more of the work be sold un­
til freed from errors. Galileo, like a 
sensible man, admitted that his 
speculations bad misled his judgment 
He was sent home loaded with pres­
ents, and with his heart full of grati­
tude to the Church. He lived foi 
many years thereafter. Shortly be. 
fore his death his eyesight, over 
strained by use of the telescope, fail­
ed entirely. Though blind he never 
repined, and when his last hour came 
he said that God had blessed him 
above millions of men by making him 
the idventor of the telescope, which 
had opened the realms of space to the 
eyes of men. He died in love and 
charity with all men, and entered the 
valley ol the shadow of death fortifiçd 
with the sacraments of the Church 
which guides her children from the 
cradle to the last hour of life, sending 
them across the bridge of death with 
words of love and hope ringing like 
celestial music in their ears.—Gf 
Wilfred Pearce, in Catholic News.
