Grindstones.

In selecting a grindstone, after you
have found one of thesize that suits yon,
be careful and look the stone all over,
and see that it is free from all hard
spots and streaks, and has not a crack or
flawin it. Much pains will he needed,
for when a grindstone has reached the
hands of the retail dealers it is often
quite dirty, and its impertections liable
to-escape notice. There is a great dif-
ference in opinivn as to how hapd the
stone should be ; while some prefer a
moderately hard one, others like a soft

a good way would be to try it about the
eye with the point of a pocket knife.
After you haye imade a selection, the
?nution comes up how will you hang it?
f you wish to make a good!job in grind-
ing a tool, the stone must be run true.
At most hardwa?e stores, where grind-
stones are for sale, they keep bangings,
80 arranged that the shaft revelyes on
four small iron wheels. They usually
sell these castings at so mnch per pound.
These will add to the first cost of your
grindstone, but, in the end, are as cheap
as anything, for if they are well taken
care of willlast a long time. If you se-
lect anything of thie kind, look well to
the inside of the flanges, and see that
they are smooth and true, and that the
nut on the shaft works well. On most
of these castings the shaft is round,
while the eye of the stone issquare, A
good way to hang such astone is to it a
plug of seasoned wood to the eye of the
stone, leaying it a little shorter than the
thickness of the stone. Then strike a
line across to the epposite corners, and
where the lines eruss will be the centre.

places oysters are grown and fatteoed
by hundreds of millions, and the work
employs thousands of men aud whole
fleets of schooners.

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The Ashantes Expedition,

Last week some apprehension was
again felt as to the safety of Sir Garnet
Wolseley and the troops under his com-
mand engaged on the Ashantee expedi-

Jion, some days having elapsed between

the receipt of the despatch we published
last week announcing the capture of
Ooomassie and any further tidings. All
doubt was set at rest on Thursday by
the receipt in London of full particulars
of the capture. The Ashantee King had
finally surrendered hiwself into - the
hands of the British and was a prisoner
at General Wolesley’s headquarters.

1t will afford unmingled satisfaction
to the friends of General Wolesley,
Oaptain Butler and others well known
n Canada who are engaged on the ex-
pedition, to know that they have been
successful, General. Wolesley's manage-
ment of the Red River expedition
showed him to be a most capable and
efficient commander, and he has now
further distinguished hirmself, under
trying circumstances, in a manner which
has called forth the coungratulations of
his Queen and which will no doubt re-
commend him to further honours at her
hand. Hehas done his work; well and
deserves any reward which may be be-
stowed upon him.

The tollowing summary of the doings
of the expedition may prove interesting.

It seems the Ashantee army, in its fe-
treat from the British protectorate, re-
crossed the Prah in the first days of
December, reached Coomassie on ‘the
22nd. and ‘was reported to have dispers-
od. Their numbers were said to have
been diminished from 40,000 to 20,000,
principally by famine and disease, chiefly
dysentery and small-pox, and Mr.
Kuhne, the German missionary who
bronght aletter from the King to the Brit-
ish commander, says he saw nearly 300
corpees of chieftains carried through the
streets of Coomassie, followed by women,
who bewailed and cried, their bodies
being painted with red earth and their
heads adorned with green leaves. Their
losses in combats with the British were,
as they themselvesadmit,serious enough,
there having been more Ashantees killed
at Abrakrampa than at the battle of
Dodowa in 1826. Technically speaking,
they were viotorious in the two skir-
mishes at Abrakrampa and Fasows, in
which latter a siugle regiment under
Qolonel Wood fought the eatire Ashan-
tee army ; but to their own minds these
yictories were as bad as defeats, and the
chiefs who returned to Coomassie urged
the King to make peace. On the 25th of
December the latter called an educated
Fantee namad Dawson, whom he has
long detained as a captive, and dictated
a letter to the British Governor. It
was chiefly filled with complaints,
Among other things, it alleged that his
General and troops were marching
quietly bome, when, in a most waaton
and unproyoked manner, they were at-
tacked by the English troops. Messen-
gers with this epistle were sent down to
the Prah. About the same time rumors
were in circulation at Coomaassie that
the German missionaries held in cap-
tivity there would®be taken with the
army—employed as intercessors if ‘he
Ashantees were beaten, and killed if the
Ashantees were vigtorious. It is to be
hoped this barbarous resolve was not
carried out. On the return of the mes
sengers above referred to, the missioc-
aries were calied to the palace and Sir
Garnet Wolseley's reply read amid pro-
found silence. Doubtless it contained
the conditions of peace formerly report-
ed, including the entry of the British
into Coomaassia, which the King was so
anxious to avoid, and which he fought
0 hard to prevent. After the reading
of this letter, the missionaries were or-
dered to withdraw, and afterwards Mr.
Kuhne (who had been four and a half
yoars in captivity, and who was suffer-
‘ing from consumption) was informed
that the King intended to send him to
the General. This announcement was
accompanied with the gift of a Royal
robe, such as was only worn by the re-
latives of the King, and - a periguin of
gold (36 dollars). The same night the
Kingsent for him with orders that he
should put on the Royal robe: Mr
Kuhne was taken into a small apart-
ment, where he found the King alone,
dressed in & white cloth, and sested on
a low chair playing with his cats. He

what he considered a final and conclusive
test. Two he goats were selected, one
entirely black, the other of a spotiess
white color, and after due #etish coter
monies had been performed ovet the

Captain Gloveris reported to have
gained a very decided success over the
Awoonlahs, who were endeavering to im-
pede his progress up the Volts. At the
head of a large forcehe crossed the Volta
on Christmas-day, and was almost im-
mediately engaged with the Awoonlahs,
who had mustered in great foree. A
sharp engagement ensued, and the
Awoonlahs were defeated and driven
back withea loss of over 400 men, the
British losing only 24 wounded and two
Houssas killed. On the 29th of De-
cember Captain Glover re-crossed the
Volta with 1,2000f thedisciplined Hous-
sas and Yorubas, and marched for Quo-
whoo, the frontier town of the Ashantee
Kingdom, leaving. Mr. Goldsworthy, his
second in command, in the Awoonlah
country to inflict further punishment on
this turbulent tribe. Mr, Goldswerthy
had under his orders a body of 400 dis-
ciplined Houssas, and was assisted by a
corpaof about 15,000 native sllies, con-
sisting of Agrapims, Arcras and Krepees.
As soon a8 the Awoonlahs had been
dealt with, Mr. Goldsworthy and the
larger portion of his forces were to
march to rejoin Captain Gloyer.

1t is probable that Captain Glover,
with a force of at least 800 Houssas and
Yorubas, was in a position to assist Sir
Garnet in the late fighting. Captain
Butler was successfully engaged in se.
curing the alliance of another native
tribe, the =kims, and Captain Dalrymple
was trying the same with the Wassaws.
At latest advices the British Commander
had advanced 17 miles beyond the Prah,
and his reconnoitering parties were only
40 miles from Coomassic. It seems
they expected a brict campaign, but
probably not such severe fighting as they
were on the brink of. All the trans.
ports had been ordered to be ready te
take home the troops onthe lst of March,
but the breakdown of the transport ser-
vice was expected to delay matters. The
troops were well supplied with doctors,
there being 90 of the latter on the Gold
Coast, not reckoning these with Captain
Glover. The whole expedition seems to
have been wonderfully well managed,
the only drawback, the defection of the
Fantee carriers, being ove that could
scarcely have been foreseem. It must
have been an exceptionally costly affair,
however, owing to the special require-
ments of the service in such a climate,
and the bill which is being made up pre-
liminary to the Budget will foot up
several millions.

The 1st and 20d West India Regi-
ments responded nobly to the call to act
as carriers, and have been liberally dealt
with by Sir Garnet Wolseley. The men
receive a gratuity equivalent to about
3s. a day each over and above their pay:
the sergeants 5s. a day extra, and the
officers 10s. a day.

Mr. MoXellar’s Lotter.

The noble and patriotic Opposition in
the Ontario Legislature continue to per-
form their duty with stern vigour.
Having wasted many precious hours of

On the
contrary, the conduct of Messrs. Cam-
eron, Lauder, Rykert, Boultbee and
their followers, canuot but create a
feeling of disgust in the "house and
throughout the eountry.

The latest exploit in the outrage busi-
ness is the discovery that a letter was
sent by Mr. McKellar to the Superin-
tendent of the Central Prison works in
Toronto, telling him to giye the men a
half holiday on the ovcasion of the nomi-
nation in West Toronto last fall, their
pay being allowed them as usual. Men
of all shades of political opinion were
engaged on the works, but they were all
allowed to go, to hear the politics of the
country, in which they have no doubt s
deep interest, fairly discussed by beth
parties. To the Tory mind such liber-
ality is incomprehemsible. How any
politican can do anything that is mot
one-sided they cannot understand. They
contend that McKellar sent the
men to the nomination to shout for Moss
and to hoot Bickford, but according to
the Maw’'s version of what occurred,

“the majority of the workingmen were
in favoe of Bickford,” and at the close

AN ExperIMENT. — The Merchants’
Salt Company of this village have re-
cently thoroughly tested the praticabili-
ty of evaporating salt brine by the aid
of crude pe‘rolenm, instcad of wood.
Tho process of evaporation was success-
fully carried on in cne of their blocks
for several days by the use of petroleum
instead of wood.  Asa result of this ex-
perimont the company have ascertained
that salt can be made in this way as
cheaply as with wood at §2.50 per cord.
For most of the wood which is now used
by cur salt manufacturers $3 per cord
[ has to be paid, 8o that with crade oil at
present rates a cousiderable saving could
be effected. The appliances required to
utilize the cil are very simple. Tue oi
is placed in an eleyated tank, from
which a pipe leads into each of the fnr-
naces under the salt pap. The tank be
ing elevated above the furnaces, the
prgssure of the oil forces it through the
pipe.  Enclosing the pipe through
which the oil runs is a larger pipe,
through which heated steam is conveyed
from the engine, The stcam as it es-
capes from the pipe inside the furnace
igunites the (nid, anl the blazs and heat
is drawn backw:rls under the pan by
the draft of the furice. By this means
the paus can he hicated wmore rapidly
and more salt can be made ina giyen
time than with woeod.  The company do
not intend to use (il in the manufacture
of salt at their works here, at lea¥t for
some time, but made the experiment in
order to enable them to determine upon
the advisability of titting up some of the
blocks they nowhaye in ccurse of con-
struction in Goderich so that the fluid
can be used in thom. This they now in-
tend to do. [If petroleum can in this
way be profitably aud safely used, a very
importan® substitute for wood will have
been obtaired. This is all the more
satisfactory, as at the present rate of
consumption, the supply of wood must
neces3arily become exhausted in a few
years.— Expositor.

The disease is a rare one and sel-
dom occurs except through privation and
exposure, and from infancy this child
had been with the rest of the family
driven out in the dcad of night in the
wet and cold, or possibly held by the
hair of the head and beaten by a drunk-
en father when these fits came unpon
him. Such treatment, with the probable
want of good wholesomo aiet and none
100 mucgo:f it, and poor and insufficient
clothing, have combined to place her
system in a condition quite favorable to
receive and deyelop inte disease of the
most malignant kiud, any poison which
might be present in the atmosphere or
about filthy locslities, and it is a ques-
tion whether the law should not be made
toedeal with such cases as crimina!, and
drunken parents bLe made to suffer the
consequences of a verdict of manslaugh-
ter from a coroner’s jury. Bociety is
asleep in this matter and no wonder.
