Until Peace is Assured.
Havanna , Sept. 29_U.S. Secretary

for War Taft was today proclaimed 
provisional governor, now In control 
of Cuban affairs. The proclamation 
is moderate and states that the provi­
sional government will only continue 
until peace has been restore! and a 
permanent government in which the 
people have confidence has been el- 
elected. The Cuban flag has not been 

'lowered. Cubans of all classes are ! 
satisfied with the C.S. Intervention and ! 
there have been no disturbances.

Havana, Sept. 29—American in­
to rvention takes place tomorrow. 
Taft will be military governor. Ma- 
rjnes will be landed from the ships 
in the harbor.

Havana, Sept. 29—It is reported 
that the rebels have fired on a gov 
crament focer near, the Toledô plan 
tation, south of Mariano, in the.

Havana, Sëpt. 25—The Cuban re­
public tonight ntands on the verge 
or a second period of American in­
tervention.

wan. was charged Tuesday with the 
theft o" $3 610 on the evening of Sep­
tember 19. The accused pleaded r.o’ 
guilty.

Acting Manager Cady, o’ the bank, 
gave evidînea as to the money, tfe'ng 
located in a cash box along with the 
security box. Hd said he had placed 
ths cash box In the treasury comp rt­
ment of the safe, closing the doo,r but 
did not lock it, Afterwards he went 
out, leaving the accused in the bank. 
To te best ot his knowledge the acciu- 
ed had never left the bank. 
He saw the accused there when he re­
turned and again went out, golrg into 
Hahoney’s store. A Mr. Stevenson came 
In and said the bank had been robbed 
and the clerk shot. He hurried out to 
the bank where the accused was hold­
ing his face which he said had 
been burned by shot- Accussed opaned t’e 
doar with his key, and Mr. Cady rushed 
to the safe, finding the security box on 
the floor, but the cash box was missing.

Putting the security tox back into 
the safe, he shut the door and with the 
others, hurried round the building . to 
search foe the robbers. lhe accused 
stated two shots were fired as he came 
downstairs; and rushed to grab the 
thief, one o" wh ch narrowly missed h s 
face. Mr. Cady found the bank revblvcr 
on the floor with two cartridges dis­
charged. He afterwards secured all 
the help possible to search the district.

The first time he saw the cash box 
After the robbery was when he return­
ed from lunch on Satutrday afternoon. 
It wao on tho ledger desk. He rec­
ognized it at once. On opening tfie box 
and checking the contents, he found 
them intact, only the silver missing. 
He knew nothing of the finding ot the 
box. When the accused came la he pa d 
no attention to the box, although it 
was in full view. Hickman appeared 
agitated, but paid r.o attention to the 
box untll-hs attention was drawn t i 1 .

The accused had r.o questions to ask, 
but reserved any statement. The mag­
istrate then committed Hickman to 
stand trill at the Prince Albert assizes.

$2,000,000, and it was thought best to 
release it as scon as 'possibiij. In 
consequence of the agitation against 
the increase of the subsidiary compan­
ies, it was decided to abandon the coi­
onization scheme which had been 
formed. The land was taken over by 
the syndicate forméd of Dr.Montague, 
Messrs. Kitchen, Jackson, Gauld.

The Foresters had received their cash 
in full with interest, the last $110 “''0 
having been received within the l.is* 
ten days.

MONTAUE DISAPPOINTED.
I reply to questions asked by Mr. 

Shepley, at/ the request of Wallace 
Nesbitt, K.C., Mr. Stevenson said Dr 
Montague had been disappointed 
when it was decided to take the back 
track and abandon the colonization 
scheme, which he was confident would 
have given a profit to the Order.

Before taking up the details of the 
Great West Land Co.’s business, Mr. 
Shepley asked the minute book of the 
Union Trugt Co. and other documents 
in relation therto, be produced.

Wallace Nesbitt, K.C., objected to 
the request on the' ground that the 
private business of the other gentlc- 
toéti besides those who were connected 
with : the1 Foresters should not be ex- 
ptised, : Ultimately Mr. Shepley decid­
ed "to proceed farther- before insisting 
and at a latter stage of the enquiry it 
was ggreed by Messrs. Nesbitt and 
DuVejrnet that copies of the minutes 
relating to the questions under inves­
tigation should be prod-.uced.

THE GREAT WEST CONCERN.
Mr. Shepley then questioned Mr. 

Stevenson in relation to the forma­
tion of the Great West Land Co. and 
the transaction which figured promin­
ently in they debates of parliament in 
the last session in which G. W. Fow­
ler, M.P., Rufus Pope, ex-M.P.. W. 
H. Bennett, M.P., A. A Lefurgey, 
M.P., and ’ another were interested 
was subject to inquiry. The Union 
Trust Co. had up to a certain time 
last year, when Mr. Stevenson investi­
gated the account, advanced $337,000 
to Messrs, Pope" and Fowler to pay 
upon the purchase of certain lands 
and about $.500,000 more was involved 
under the agreemnt that the Union 
Trust Co. should* advance money to 
buv property.

SOMEWHAT COMPLICATED.
The statement was made that thf 

land would all be sold and the account 
closed in six months, but nothing had 
been done. The- witness then insisted 
that the Union Trust get the first 
claim on the property and his request 
was acceded to. These transactions 
Mr. Stevenson explained were some­
what complicated! ’Under the Pope-- 
FDwler contract those gentlemen pur­
chased 200,000 acres of land in the 
Northwest at $.3.50 per acre, which 
they turned <iver to syndicate compos­
ed" of Hon"! Geo. E. Foster, Col. Mc­
Giilivray and Mathew Wilson, K.C., 
at $4.50 per acre. That syndicate turn­
ed the land over to the Great V est 
Land Co., a subsidiary company of the 
Union Trust Co., adding another" 50 
cents per acre to the price. The orig­
inal syndicate, Pope-Fowler & Co., 
got $150,000 in cash and took $50,000 
in stock in the Great West Land -Co. 
When those gentlemen found the Fop 
ter-McGillivray-AVilson syndicate made

the land, they demanded 
were given another $5,000 st. 
tho company. Of the increased price, 
2371 shares were transferred to the 
Uuion Trust Co.,“and $100,-000 to Dr. 
Oronbyatckha, wliieh he (Understood 
was practically 1. O. F., Foster, Mc­
Giilivray, AVilson and Ghancelor Boyd, 
a majority of the directors ef the Un­
ion Trust Co., are, Mr.Stevensbn said, 
directors of the Great West Land Co.

AVliatever holdings that company 
may have they had all, so far as he 
knew, been acquired by the use of*the 
money s of the Union Trust Co. At one 
time tho Foresters, through the com­
pany, had control of 400,000 acres or 
land in the Northwest.

GEO. E. FOSTER SWORN.
Hon. Geo. E. Foster was awom af-. 

tor lunch and said; tha\ the minute- 
appeared on record of tho Union Trust 
Co. directorate, giving instruct tons 
that an agreement he prepared and 
filtered into between tho company and 
himself at $4,000 a year -from January 
1 to March 1, 1902, and thereafter at 
$5,000 for five ÿéars. These instruc­
tions, however, were never carried 
out. The Agreement was in reality a 
verbal one, made, at a conference be­
tween Dr. Oronhyatekha, aldGillivray 
and himself, at which it was also"1 
agreed that tic should cave .cons.-Inr 
able freedom of action with regard to 
tho business with which he had be­
come connected, and that he should be 
at full liberty to follow his public ca­
reer as a politician.

AVAS THE CUSTODIAN.
As secretary of tho Great AA'eat 

Land Co., Mr. Foster said he was the 
custodian of the books and papers of 
that -company. He had varic.ua do?u- 
ments. including the agreement or 
option for the purchase by Messrs. 
Pope and Fowler of land from the C.
P. R., dated April 24, 1903, and num­
erous agreements in connection with 
tho transaction as it passefl through 
the various stages.

Mr. Shepley asked that he produce 
all the documents relative to the syn­
dicate spoken of in the investigation.

Mr. Foster replied that he hacl no 
authority from the company to pro­
duce any books, and lie would not 
care to produce them unless Jae had 
authority from the company to do so. 
He liud no other wish or intention 
than to assist the commission to get 
whatever legitimate information they 
need. Beyond that, he did not consid­
er he had any right to go in relation 
to the company’s business.

A GOOD THING.
In reply to a question^ by Mr. Shop- 

ley, Mr. Foster positively declined to 
produce the stock book of the Great 
West Land Co.

“I hope you do not want to take the 
attitude that nobody in this counry 
is above the powers of a royal coin- 
fhission?” suggested Mr. Shepley.

“Not at all within the powers of the 
royal commission,” was the reply. Mr. 
Foster then sent ior the documents 
which were produced in court.

Mr. Stevenson re-entered the box 
and Mr. Shepley formally put in some 
of the documents which liad been pro­
duced. The charter of incorporation of 
the pntario Farm it Town Sites Co. 
was dated March 25, 1963, of which'" 
the provisional dlrebtors were Messrs. 
Bocckh, Diver, Boisseau, Vadusen 
and Kydd. The original exclusive op­
tion given by the C.P.R. to May 15, 
1903, to Rufus H. Pope and Goo. W. 
Fowler for 200,000 acres of land at 
$3.50 per aero was read l)y Mr. Sliep- 
ley. On Juno 3, 1903, the directors of 
the Union Trust .Co-, Dr. Oronhyatek- 
lia, Sir John Boyd, Geo. E. Foster, 
Col. McGiilivray and Col. J. I. David­
son approved a loan to tne TTew OntarTo 
Farm & Town Site Syndicate Co., not 
exceeding $146,000, the Union Trust 
Co. to have the option of taking -fully- 
paid up stock and to receive 237 shares 
of $100 par value in the capital of the - 
company.

Another agreement provided that a 
land company was to be formed and 
the land transferred to that company 
at f:uch terms as would allow a syn­
dicale composed of Messrs. Foster, 
McGiilivray and AVilson to receive 
$95,000 in fully paid up stock of the 
company over and above all the costs 
in connection with the transfer. Ay 
the later memorandum; 100 shares of 
the New Ontario Farm & Town Sites 
Syndicate Co. were distributed as fol­
lows : Shaw 16, Murray 16, A’andusen 
16, Dale 16, Dinnick 16, J. A. Curry 5, 
Kydd, 15. The minutes of the New 
Ontario Farm Co. allowed that the of­
fer of Geo. E. Foster to sell to the 
company an option transferred by 
Pope and Fowler to the Union Trust 
Co. for 1CU0 shares of stock in the 
company was accepted. The otter pro­
vided that ten shares each be allotted 
to Messrs. i\ ilson, McGiilivray and 
Foster, the other 970 being transfer­
red to the Union Trust Co. The old di­
rectors of* the company resigned and 
Col. McGiilivray, Hon. Robt. Rogers, 
Hou. Geo. E Foster, Sir John Boyd, 
Mathew Wilson, and G P. Scholfield 
were elected. An agreement approved 
of by the board set forth that Messrs. 
McGiilivray, Foster and AA’ilson, 6s 
owners had a one-half interest in the 
Pope-Fowler option, that they had ar­
ranged to sccut-e one quarter interest 
for the Union Trust Co. as bankers, 
and the remaining one-fourth was to 
go to the shareholders.

The owners received 445 shares, re­
presenting $44.500. Hon. Geo. E. Fos­
ter received 17J shares, Col. McGii­
livray 10, Matthew AA’ilson, K.C.; 10,- 
Union Trust Co. as bankers 237* 
shares, Dr. Oronhyatekha, Sir John 
Boyd, Hon. Robt. Roçers and Geo. P. 
Schofield received 100 shares each and 
the old shareholders received 100 
shares of stock, ad Pope arid Fowler 50 
shares, according to agreement.

“ANOTHER” AGREEMENT.
Mr. Stevenson,in reply to Mr. Shep­

ley, said Mesrs. Foster, McGiilivray 
and AA’ilson in the transaction appar­
ently “losed” to themselves $1,750, 
$1,000 and $1,000 of stock respective­
ly, which were not included in the 
trusts. This agreement Was Act signed 
by Dr. Oronhyatekha or Hon. Mr. 
Rogers. At a later stage Messrs. Pope, 
Fowler ad'Lefurgy were added to the 
hoard directors and on J;uly 21. 190.3, 
an onlrr-in-conncil authorized the 
change of name of the company td" the

Great West Lund -Co. An Agreement 
was also pdopted providing that Mes­
srs. Pope and Fowler should convey 
direct t-0 the New Ontario Co. in ctead 
of tho Union Trust Co. At this point 
Mr. Shepley rested his examination.

He lifts his chest 
with pride to receive the well-deserved 
decorations from his own hands, and 
coins honeyed pharses of laudation 
for thes actions of his (iuiey—-actions, 
as a matter of fact, which he would 
not be capable of performing in a 
hundred incarnations. Meanwhile the 
world goes by, opportunity escapes, 
and never a brave hand's turn is done 
to lighten the burden of the days.

Tho truth is, here is life before us, 
to be dealt with much the same as it 
was in the reign of Rameses or Nero 
or the impetuous /Elizabeth, just as 
large, just as undetermined and mal­
leable, just as full ol' potential tri­
umphs, joys and splendors, passionate 
darings and unassuageabie regrets.

AUTHORITY OF'A "STRONG MAN.

The Strong mail exercises over ev­
ents ' the authority of a purposeful 
command.

He will not be frus­
trated by complications, nor arrested 
by any disheartenment. His spirit is 
alert and unamazed, as he goes fore 
ward on the trail of his happiness.

Ho is not over anxiotis about what he 
cannot see. The present and the ac­
tual give him all the trouble he wishes 
to confront.

He is too busy bringing hie 
ideals to pass, to think touch of a fa­
bulous antiquity. It is he who will 
‘‘make the pomp of emperors ridicul­
ous,” and splendidly prove the rich 
sufficiency of the passing hour. This 
morning is a dominion wide enough 
for. all hia. dreams of conquest, and 
this evening will nob be too small 'for 
his triumphal reward.

The men who died at Marathon were 
supported by friendships with the 
gods. Anyone of them may have 
held his protective deity face to face 
and received encouargement in living 
words. The fresh imagination of that 
youthful age peopled - wood and plain 
with radiant presences, superhuman 
and benign, and derived from -.these 
divine apparitions a - daily : fund of 
courage and hope. In that simple, 
childish and lovely earth, thy gods of 
war and lovc. -efi harvest - and chase 

.and fireside, were indubitable and pt< 
tent to save. Man's faith ^relied upon 
them and suffered-no disillusion. He 
might give ail his l-.eurt. tn their wor­
ship without reservation, and be sure 
of a protective.guardianship in return 
If doubt assailed him. it v.as only of 
his own unworthiness, never of the 
virtue or rectitude, of Ills:gods. His 
strength, his valor, ,his success,- were 
all traceable to them ; his fate was in 
their hands from day to day ; and into 
their keeping at last his being was re­
signed.

So it was for ages. Only the nnmeù 
and attributes i<f godhead changed 
with changing races.- and lands and 
times. The integrity cf divine was 
unchallenged. Man’s faith remained 
undistracted and unimpaired. Then 
came knowledge, with knowledge came 
curiosity and the scientific spirit and 
skepticism ; and with skepticism came 
the putting away of myth and fable, 
and much simpleness heart. Until 1 
today, while our faith remains, it is | 
grounded in the reasonableness of 
truth, the fascinaton of beatity, the 
generous exuberance of the- loving 
heart, rather than in the attested re­
velations of a divine appearance am­
ong men. ...... ~

Believe as firmly as we will in the 
final victory of the right, the unvan- 
quisliable trend of ^oodnecs, there is 
something theoretienjl and chilly in 
such rational religion. It misses the 
warmth and color of the older quits, 
and while it may be more authentic, 
is hardly more vital than they to sat- 
sify the human mind, being accus­
tomed to rely on some traditonal au­
thority for the sanctions of conduct, 
feels lost andabaiidoncd in having to 
depend so wholly on its own initia­
tive and commendation. The strain 
and difficulty of life arc as great as 
ever, and the. evnt for each one of us 
as uncertain ; success may attend us, 
or defeat ; iu so far we are on an 
equality with the earlier generations 
of men. * ’ .. s .

At the same time there is laid upon 
us this greater impediment Of spiri­
tual uncertainty ; not only tha ordin­
ary burdens of existence are ours, but 
the weight of an almost inextinguish­
able doubt as well. We must follow 
the flinty path of endeavor by -a light 
of our own devising, and come to the 
last confines of mortality without any 
certitude, such as cheered men for­
merly, as to what may lie beyond. Our 
belief may be more pure and reason­
able than theirs, but it is less attain-X 
able, less full of comfort and conso­
lation.

All this calls for courage, for a new 
heroism, less evident, hut not less ac* 
trial than the old. Doubtless it re­
quired daring to sail with the Argon­
auts, to fight with beasts in the Coli­
seum, or to pass the excruciating 
tests of the Inquisition, even under 
the support of a positive and remun­
erative creed. But today the very 
thought of life as we see it offered to 
us, a problem without solution, a task 
with no other compensation than we 
can wring from obdurate destiny, 
must be enough to fill all but the 
stoutest souls with trepidation. Our 
life-long laborious ambitions, -our. fa­
miliar relations, onr dearest hopes, 
our friendships, and our loves—are all 
these to cease utterly with our last 
breath, and be no more anywhere* in 
the universe tor us forever-? And must 
we still, in spite of this, he unremit­
ting, vigilant sedulous, and stout of 
heart ? ■ FqLsi

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THE CONFERENCE OF PRE­
MIERS.

(Friday’s Dally)
Early next month the Premiers of 

all the Canadian Provinces meet in 
Ottawa to confer with the Federal au­
thorities on matters of common con­
cern to the provinces and the nation. 
Ne program of subjects has been pub­
lished and presumably the number and 
character of these, the order in which 
they will be taken up and the import­
ance which they will assume will be 
left to be determined during the 
course of the conference. The discua- 
siôil may therefore develop into a 
general survey of the whole range of 
the relations between the provinces 
and the Bbshimon, or may be limited 
to the few rqatters considered of most 
or most pressing importance.

Whatever subjects may or may not 
be discussed, however, one point is cer­
tain—that the provincial subsidies 
will occupy a prominent place in the 
program. Briefly this means that sev­
eral, if not all, the provinces will 
combine in requesting considerably 
increased annual grants from the fe­
deral treasury. This grant is one of 
the distinguishing features between 
the Confederation of the Canadian 
provinces and the union of the states 
across the border, as the federal gov­
ernment of the United States makes 
no provision for funds for the State 
governments.

- Under the terms of Confederation 
and of the several acts by which the 

_/lewer provinces became members of 
Confederation the Dominion agrees to 
make to the provinces annual grants 
for carrying on the machinery of the 
provincial governments and of dis­
charging the business falling within 
the powers and duties of those govern­
ments. This Was one of the terms on 
which the older provinces originallv 
entered Confederation and has been 
extended as a matter of equity to the 
provinces which have since been form­
ed.

Three grants are made to each pro 
vince. 1. An allowance for egipport of 
government and legislation. 2. A sub­
sidy calculated on the population. 3. 
A debt allowance. Besides this New 
Brunswick receives an extra allowance 
for having relinquished an export duty 
levied by the government of the colony 
before Confederation ; Prince Ed- 
warcf Island an extra allowance be­
cause she had no public lands from 
which to exact revenue; Manitoba in 
lieu of her public lands; British Co1 
umbia because some provincial lands 
were taken over by the Dominion, 
and Alberta and Saskatchewan in lieu 
of the control oftheir public lands 
These grants constitute the main 
source of provincial revenues. In 
some cases, however, they have beer 
fcjund inadequate, possibly through r 
lack of economy on the part of the 
provinces themselves. In 1902 a re­
quest was made by the provincial gov 
ernments for increased subsidies and 
it is expected that' this request will 
form substantially the demand made 
at the forthcoming conference.

The totals of the grants to the var­
ious provinces for the last year for 
which records have been published 
were :

gary Herald, without credit of course 
to the Inventor, and altered Just suffic­
iently In form to mask the /robbery 
without changing the essential fact of 
Its being a robbery. The purloined 
article suffered, as usual, In the hands 
of the plagiarist however, and whatever 
virtues It may have had in the original 
have disappeared In the reproluetlon, 
The Herald at least made clear that 
assailed the provincial government for 
the mode of conduct of federal elec­
tions ; the Journal Is apparently In the 
dark as to which government It Is at 
tacking, or with which system It 
aggrieved. Indeed so far as the article 
reveals It is not aware that there are 
two legislative bodies to which mem­
bers are returned from the province. 
The only point on which It Is clear Is 
that It has a plaint. t 

Naturally In such befogged condition 
the plaintiff was bound to do some re­
markable feats. It alleged that In tome 
elec.oral system, In force In this prov­
ince, not specified, enumerators are ap­
pointai who prepare lists of voters 
which lists "are not printed, publlah- 
'ed, or opened In any way to the gen- 
"eral public,"’ and that "nobody knows 
"till the day of election whether his 
name Is on them or not.” This state­

ment Is not correct. There is no elec­
toral system in force In this Province 
by which enumerators are appointed 
which dozs not require that the list 
be posted In two public places In each 
polling division at least eight days be­
fore polling day. The purpose for 
which It la eo exposed la that omissions 
may be inserted and names Improperly 
Included may bè removed, both of which 
falls within the duty of the enumerator 
when proper representations are made 
to him.

According to the present critic this Is 
a matter of Indifference because It a 
name Is omitted all the person "has 
to dois to swear It on in the polling 
bo sth and his vote Is Just as good as 
the next man’s," an admission surely 
that the system gives every man en­
titled to the franchise a chance to vote.

Yet It Is recommended that the pres­
ent system be superceded by that of 
Manitoba because "under U provision le 
"made and every facility and convent 
“ence provided, whereby every person 
"who Is qualified, has an opportu 
"of registering and maklrg use 
"civil rights, when an election Is 
"ca’led.”’ In o.her words the argument 
Is that every qualified man is assured 
his vote by the present system, but the 
present system should be replaced so 
that every qualified man may be giv­
en the privilege of voting.

The enumerator system may or may 
not be the best electoral system, but 
If It la not the best, Its defects havenot

The city council should make short 
work of any agreement submitted for 
their allurement by the Radial Railway 
Company.

Wisely or unwisely Edmonton Is 
pledged to the policy of municipal 
.ownership of those utilities which 
are and of their nature must be mon­
opolies, and of all these utilities, the 
franchise for a street railway system 
Is the last which should be permitted to 
pass from Its possession. The city has 
already Invested several hundred thou­
sand dollars In enterprises of this kind, 
none of which could be made more Irk­
some monopolies, and none of which 
promises to become so profitable an in­
vestment as the street railway sys­
tem. Having deemed It advisable to 
maintain the others in the proprietor­
ship of the corporation, what ground 
could these be for declining to maintain 
the street railway system also? And, 
having established the less profitable 
enterprises with the city's money, 
why should the city hand over'the most 
profitable of all civic utilities to the 
control of a company 7 Of all the 
franchises held by the city the street 
railway franchise Is admitted the ir.oit 
valuable. Yet no proposition has been 
made" to transfer the electric lighting 
or waterworks system to private hands 
Why then should a request for the sur 
render of the railway franchise be en­
tertained 7

The slock argument will be advanced 
that a company would be willing to 
speculate on the future, would eetab 
llah the system before It was an as­
sured financial success and trust to the 
Increased traffic of later years to even 
matters up. Edmonton has heard this 
sophistry before, and was beguiled by 
It Into presenting a street railway 
franchise on a company. The logic of 
events proved how Idle was the dream, 
the road was not built, and no pretence 
of preparation to build It made. For­
tunately the charter reverted to the 
city by a fluke. Such flukes do not of­
ten happen twice, and, knowing this 
the ratepayers would have scant pa 
tience with any council which again 
Imperilled the security of the railway 
franchise. The moral of our former 
experience is that a company is no 
more anxious to lose money than 
city, and would Install the system only, 
when the system promises to pay. 
When that time comes the city can In­
stall It and reap the benefits.

It will doubtless be said also that the 
charter of the Radial Company, should 
they be granted a franchise by the 
town of Strathcona, would limit the 
Edmonton system to the north side of 
the river. Supposing eo, ca$mot two 
play at this game? It the Radial Com­
pany exclude the Edmonton system 
from Strathcona, cannot Edmonton ex­
clude the Radial Company from the ter­
ritory north of the river? And would not 
Edmonton gain by the hostilities qulie 
as much as the company.?

We shall doubtless be informed by 
the company that a street railway Is 
an enormously expensive undertaking, 
that our city debt Is now large, that 
we might have trouble In borrowing 
the money and thus be delayed in In­
stalling a system. True that a street 
railway costs money and our debt Is 
large, but there Is another side to the 
case. We were Informed not long since 
that the machinery at the power house 
Is capable of developing power enough 
to operate any length of line likely to 
be required by the city for some time. 
A large item Is thus eliminated from 
the expense of establishing a civic sys­
tem. More than this, while our debt 
la large, It Is provided for without dan­
ger for the future or undue hardship 
for the preeent. As to our ability to 
borrow money, that Is the business of 

^the city, not the company, and our In­
ability should be admitted only when 
It Is known.

That the council will refuse to enter­
tain the present or any other propos­
al to allenatte the street railway fran­
chise we believe quite as firmly as that 
If they did otherwise, retribution would 
be neither withheld nor delayed.

Statutes of that year, the result being 
that the ■enumerator’s list, as revised 
by him, became the final voters' list 
for the district.

What may be lacking In the humor 
of the species of argument by which 
they assail the enumeration system, is 
supplied by the spectacle oof our op­
position friends abandoning their par­
ty traditions to urge the cause of the 
voter against the party which made It 
possible for the voter to secure his vote 
In spite of the negligence or partisan 
design of an enumerator, and against 
the -system which was establ'ehed by 
the Liberals to break the autocratic 
power with which a Conservative govern­
ment clothed the enumerators for the 

tunlt» purpose of preventing the voters from 
of hui voting. It Is to be noted that In the 

original act In 1886, Section 44 entitled 
any voter whose name had been omitted 
from the enumerators' list, upon swear­
ing to his qualifications as a voter, to 
have his name added to the voters' list 
by*the deputy returning officer, and up­
on such addition being made he was 
entitled to vote. This tmportaant pro­
vision, however, was repealed In 1894 
by Section 14 of Chapter 16 of the

(Thursday's Dally)
A detachment of United States mar­

ines were landed la Cuba last week 
and Secretary Taft who has been re­
presenting the Government of the 
United States In an endeavor to ter­
minate the rebellion and restore or­
der appears to have given the belli­
gerents to understand that It neces­
sary this detachment would be follow­
ed by others. Theoretically this was 
supposed to, mean that the United 
States would protect its own people 
and other foreign residents In the Is­
land. In reality It was Intended as a 
hint to the Insurgents and probably 
the Island government also that they 
would consult their own welfare by 
abandoning the warlike role and 
settling their troubles amicably. Ap 
any event It was so Interpreted, the 
government declared an armUt.ce ttq re­
bels suspended hostilities and et nee 
then the only war has been one of 
words.

After all this was Just what might 
have been and was expected. The 
people of the United States have Im­
mense Interests in Cuba and of many 
kinds. These Interests could and pro­
bably would be damaged nuits as much 
by protracted warfare as by overt acts 
of violence. Whether or not the pro­
perty of Americans has been intention­
ally destroyed the protraction of the 
struggle would have paralysed com­
merce and thus perhaps more slowly: 
but quite as surely have destroyed the 
conditions which make the property val­
uable. That the government of the 
United States would permit this Indi­
rect destruction was not to be suppos­
ed. A second cause for interference was 
the Munroe doctrine. The head of the 
United States government is far too 
astute a man not to understand that 
the easiest way of avoiding a clash 
with some European power was to 
make It unnecessary for any such pow­
er to take measures to protect Its sub­
jects resident in Cuba. Yet another rea­
son was the paternal relationship In 
which the government of the United 
States stands to that of Cuba. Repub­
lican institutions were estabilsned In tne 
Island through the letrumentallty of 
the United States that all men 
likely that the founder would stand 
Idly by while these were being upset 
by the political Intrigues of a people 
as yet poorly schooled In their use.

This intervention, accompanied at 
least by suggested coercion As the tri­
umph of the hard sense of a people 
over a cherished theory. It Is a 
theory Imbedded In the constitution of 
the United States that all men 

are born equal an endowed 
with certain Inalienable rights 
and entitled to life, liberty and the 
pursuit of happiness. Construed in Its 
broadest sense this would preclude out­
side Interference, In the Internal af­
faire of any nation even if the peo­
ple of that nation should number 
among their -inalienable rights the pri­
vilege of murdering each other In the 
name of what they considered Liberty. 
Practically the people of the United 
States understand that all men and all 
races are not born equal, that the 
rights Inherent In manhood do not in­
clude the privilege of sinking manhood 
Into brutality and that crimes should 
not to be tolerated because they 
are committed In the cause of a mis- 
sense of the people of the United States 
taken notion of freedom. Broadly the 
telle them ,lt is better for the Cu­
bans that they should be guided into 
the paths of peace and Justice even 
by a show of force than permitted to 
destroy themselves through a fear of 
trespassing on their theoretical liber­
ty to do so If they please, 
sponsible for its own cost though the 
arguments are equâlly sound should 
it be considered desirable to change 
the system, make the city directly re 
sponsible for the extensions and thus 
secpire the direct personal interest of 
every ratepayer in the success of the 
enterprise. To consider such change is 
quite within the scope of the problem 
submitted to the committee, as is the 
converge question whether or not the 
resdlts from the other civic utilities 
would be more satisfactory if financed 
on the same plan as the lighting sys 
tem.

FINANCING ELECTRIC LIGHT 

EXTENSIONS
(Thursday’* Dally)

Alderman Calhoun brought up his 
motion an Tuesday evening that the 
cost of extensions of municipal enter­
prises be made as capital expenditures 
instead of being paid for from the re­
venues of the enterprises. The motion 
arose from a proposal to make an ex­
penditure of this kind from the funds 
of the electric lighting system and af­
ter some. discussion was referred for 
consideration to a committee.

It appears that the electric lighting 
system is run as a separate enterprise 
rather than as one of several branches 
of the city’s business. The debentures 
are issued not as liabilities of the city 
but as encumbrances of the" lighting 
plant itself and from the revenues of 
the system a sum is set aside annually 
to cover the interest and a sinking 
fund sufficient to retire the deben 
tures themselves on maturity, togeth­
er with a sum to cover depreciation 
of the plant.

This considerably simplifies matters 
so far as the ljght system is concern­
ed. The patrons of the plant are now 
paying for‘the plant itself, paying the 
cokl! .of operation and accumulating 
funds to replace the worn-out machin­
ery. If the system continues to be 
treated as a separate enterprise they 
will eventually pay for the extensions 
also and the motion of Alderman Cal­
houn amounts to giving them the pri­
vilege of doing so by small payments 
extending over a number of years, in­
stead of demanding the entire cost 
from them At present.

It should not take the committee 
long todecide that the proposal is

good one so far at least as the electric 
lighting system is concerned. It is the 
plan on which the present plant has 
been financed and there has been no 
reason advanced for abandoning this 
plan save that it has been so success­
ful as to leave a surplus large enough 
to make its abandonment possible. If 
the patrons of the system are today 
able to maintain the cost of opera­
tion, establish a sinking fund to pay 
for the plant when the debentures- be­
come due and lay aside a sum large 
enough to replace the machinery when 
it is worn out, it is because the cost of 
tne plant and the replacement fund 
have been spread over a long term of 
years. And if besides doing so the pa­
trons can roll up a handsome surplus 
this is surely the best evidence that 
the plan of financing is a good one 
and the poorest possible reason why it 
should be abandoned. If the extensions 
are made as the demand arises for ser­
vice and the same plan of financing be 
followed in making the extensions 
there is every reason to suppose the 
operation of the enlarged plant will 
be quite as satisfactory financially as 
that of the present one.

Moreover it is an established prin 
ciple that the cost of installing a pub­
lic utility should not be collected en­
tirely in the present, but extended 
pver a term of years, that those who 
follow after and reap quite as much 
benefit from the enterprise should bear 
a proportionate share.

This principle has been admitted in 
the installation of all civic utilities in 
the city, the lighting system included. 
Expenditures for enlarging the capa­
city of a plant are essentially of the 
same nature as expenditures for in­
stalling a new plant and there is no 
reason why the principle admitted in 
the installation should be denied in 
the extension. The patrons of coming 
years will reap quite as much benefit 
proportionately to the present pa­
trons from the extensions as from thé 
original plant and if right that they 
should bear with us the cost of the 
latter it must be also right that they 
share the expense of- the former.

This, of course, is on the assumption 
that the committee approves of coni 
tinning the plan of treating the light­
ing system as a separate enterprise 
standing on its own merits and re-

A CHANCE FOR THE CANADIAN

(Farm and Ranch Review)
Mr. Edward Brown, F.L.S., Assistant 

Director; Agriculture Department, 
University College, Reading, England, 
Is at present In the Dominion study­
ing Canada's agricultural resources, 
giving special attention to the possi­
bilities of Canada as a source ofsup- 

tor dressed poultry and eggs ot 
lest quality for the British market 
Tills main source ot supply for poultry 
s^jd eggs Is Northern and Eastern 
36rope. Great Britain paid Russia 
a$one nearly $15,COO,OCO last year for

Î
ltry products. The best eggs that 
received come from Denmark, but, 
the whole the quality of the pro- 
ts received from foreign sources 
Is not good. Professor Brown believes 

that Canada can supply a better qual­
ity1, of eggs and a finer type ot dressed 
poultry than any of her competitors. 
Unfortunately the farmers in the Do­
minion are at present unable to meet 
even the home demand and conse­
quently the exports of these prodetua 
to Great Britain have been materially 
reduced. The markets are there, and 
why cannot the Canadian people sup­
ply them? asks Mr. Brown.

In discussing the methods adopted 
In shipping Canadian eggs to great 
Britain, Professor Brown expressed a 
preference for limed eggs over those 
shipped In cold storage, as the lat­
ter had to be consumed Immediately 
after being taken out for they rapid­
ly deteriorated In quality; but limed 
sggs were fairly safe as a market 
commodity. He also expressed some 
views upon the subject of fattening 
chickens, for expert, ,but was compli­
mentary to Canadian feeders, Inas­
much; as they were following the same 
methods which had been approved for 
many years In the Old World. Good 
breeders and correct conformation' In 
chickens Intended for fattening pur­
poses could not be too strongly em­
phasized, he said.

INFLUENCE OF' CHINA
Toronto News: An Interesting ad­

dress on the work of the Society for the 
Propagation of the Gospel, was deliv­
ered by Right Rev. Bishop Henry H. 
Montgomery, the society’s secretary, in 
St. James' schoolrooth last night'. Bis­
hop Sweatman presiding. Bishop Mont­
gomery holds1 that some peoples will 
always be “child races,” unfit lor in­
dependence, but he spoke strongly 
against holding up to ridicule the re­
ligion of other peoples.

The wheat market has continued to 
be difficult to move In the face of large 
supply .which in the United Kingdom 
during the past three months have 
reached the record of 640,000 qrs. of 
foreign wheat and flour, thus leading 
to a large increase In cur stocks and 
quite counteracting the effect of small 
shipments to Europe and a diminishing 
quantity afloat. The August report ot 
the Washington bureau Is" also judged 
to be a bearish document, albeit the 
spring wheat harvest Is not yet as 
cured. Opinions on this side vary as 
toi the probable total in America, some 
putting It as low as 735 millions and 
other estimates being as high as 775 
millions. It is recognized, however, 
that even If the total reach only 725 
million bushels, America may easily 
be able to export 200 million bushels, 
and thus would the leadership ameng 
the exporting countries of the world 
revert to the United States. The power 
to fix prices Is therefore considered to 
be In the hands of America this year, 
and with such a surplus our buyers 
leal that the lowest level of prices has 
not yet been reached, seeing that the 
French crop Is now practically safe, 
£nd that all the other European crops 
withi the exception of the Russian crop, 

.are turning out to be larger than last 
jyear. i

Russia is, as usual, the "dark horrPe" 
of the position. It is quite to be ex­
pected from all that we have heard 
that the crop will be much smaller 
than last year, and the delay in the 
movement of new wheat to the sea­
board owing to the unfavorable wea­
ther tor the harvest, la an obvious tact, 
for the export movement during the 
lastf six weeks has been extremely 
small, and stocke in Russia are at a 
very low ebb. Russia, however, has a 
knack of disappointing expectations, 
and It would not be surprising to find 
the autumn shipments swell consider­
ably, because there Is an undoubted 
desire to sell, owing to the pariGua 
political conditions prevailing.

Very large shipments are also evi­
dently to be expected from Roumanie 
during the next three months, so that 
altogether the outlook cannot be re­
garded as a bullish one, provided the 
weather remains tine for the English 
and German harvests, which are now 
in full swing. It Is Just this question 
of weather which is uppermost In the 
mindsl of the trade just now. We have 
had three months' of almost uninter­
ruptedly fine weather and new wheat 
Is coming to hand much sooner than 
had been expected, but the conditions 
just now are much less settled ; heaVy 
rains have fallen In various parts jf 
the country within the last day or two 
and also In Germany, thus causing 
anxiety tor the outstanding' crops ; the 
result Is that there are rather more 
(farmers In the market at the moment 
of writing. The general feeling, how­
ever, ls-oriè 6f doubt and hesitation, It 
being considered that unless the Rus­
sian supplies should really fall mater­
ially, America’s reputed surplus of at 
least 200 million bushels means that 
priced are pot yet at t^-pafe point for 
/res purchasers although they are re­
latively low for New English wheat is 
obtainable at 28s to 28a 61 for Septem­
ber delivery, and a similarly pessimis­
tic outlook prevails in France. In Ger­
many, the lat.est estimate of the crop 
is 19 m II o , quarters against 171-3 mil­
lion la t year. It Is nevertheless, ex­
pected that Germany will have to Im­
port eignt million quarters against 
over ten million quarters Imported net 
last season.

■ In a weak or two I expect to be'able 
to send you a fairly reliable estimate

of the European requirements for the 
fcoming season. At the moment of 
writing they look like being four to 
live million quarters less than In the 
last season, during which 62 million 
quarters have been Imported net.

AMERICAN AGRICULTURE ON THE 
DOWN GRADE 
(Farmers’ Sun)

A r.o'.able address was given by Jas. 
J. Hill, head ot the Northern Pacifiç, at 
Mlnnesoia state fair this month. Mr. 
Hill states that by 1920 the pepulation
o! the United States will be 117,000,000 

and by 1950 over 200,000,000. The prob­
lem which- Mr. Hill had under consid­
eration was how this papulation of the 
Immediate future was to be fed. The 
supply of free virgin soil in the United 
States Is being rapidly exhausted. Dur-- 
tng the past six years over 100,000 
acres of new land have passed from 
public to prlvate.ownership, and at the 
present rate afl public lands will have 
been absorbed in fifteen years. This, 
however, is not, according to Mr. Hill 
the most serious feature of the situa­
tion. What causes the most concern is 
the fact that lands already under til­
lage arc producing less year by year, 
and that the American ptople gener­
ally show a disposition to turn to any­
thing rather than agriculture. Even 
this year a considerable portion of the 
crop produced went to waste owing to 
lack ot labor needed tor the care of 
same. In Ohio, again, the value ot 
farm lands depreciated by $60,000,000 in 
the ttwenty years ending with 1900, 
this depreciation being due to what Is 
called the “wearing out of the soil" 
—really to the failure to keep up fer­
tility. It is not many years since the 
North-Western States were giving 
twenty-five bushels ot wheat per acre ; 
today they are ggivirg twelve to'fif­
teen, tl)e decline here again being due 
to lack ot Intelligence In the methods 
0! cultivation.

What might be accomplished in the 
United States is shown by what has 
been accomplished In Great Britain, 
where lands which have been cropped 
for one ' thousand years are still pro­
ducing thirty bushels of wheat to the 
acre. In Germany again, 60,000,000 peo 
pie are crowded Into 200,000 square 
miles of territory and are still largely 
self-sustaining. In Japan, with a pop­
ulation of 45,000,000, 30,000,000 are
farmers, and the whole people are sus­
tained on a cultivated area of 19,000 
square miles. In Belgium enough 
homegrown food Is provided to meet
the wants of 490 people to the square

mile. ..
The supreme need of the United 

States, according to the head of the 
Northern Pacific, is to put agriculture 
in the forefront—to db here what is 
being done In Europe 'ami Japan, In the 
way of production pej^.Acre. Falling 
this, he believes that inside ot forty 
years, conditions will be the same as 
In England, where a large -proportion 
ot the population is always on the verge 
of want.

SUFFERING ON THE WHAEERS 
"Seattle, Wash., Sept. 22—The 

steamship Harold Dollar,, which car- 
^ried supplies to the whaling fleet in 
the Arctic, reached Seattl#4ast night. 
Thirty-one men of the wrecked whaler 
Alexander and 15 men from other 
ships of the fleet were brought down on 
the vessel. She also brought whalebone 
valued at $330,000 from the different 
ships

The Dollar met the fleet at Point 
Barrow and delivered the stores, food­
stuffs and oo(al. The entire fleet, with 
the exception of the whaler Kenneth, 
is to return this season unless they are 
caught by the ice, which was reported 
to be fast closing in when the Dollar

left
The men who returned on the Dol­

lar tell stories of terrible suffering 
principally from the lack of food on 
the different vesr.sk. The men of the 
whaler Alexander in particular en 
dured great hardships and suffering, 
having been 13 days in their boats 
and Hying on whale blubber during 
the entire time The Alexander was 
wrecked during a fog at Cape Terry, 
near Banksland, on August 12. The 
ship sank almost immediately and*£fb 
crew had to take to the boats with 
very scanty preparations. When they 
were picked up by the whaler Herman 
the men were almost dead. The Her­
man took them to Point Barrow,where 
the Dolalr picked them up.

SEED GROWERS’ ASSOCIATION.
Winnipeg Free Press: L. H. New­

man, B.S.A., of Ottawa, the secre­
tary of the Canadian Seed Growers’ 
association, -is in the city and will 
make his headquarters at the Empire 
during his visit. Mr. Newman is on 
his return trip to Ottawa after an of­
ficial trip, through Manitoba, Sas­
katchewan and Alberta, having cover­
ed during his trip about 0,000 miles of 
railway. He is much impressed with 
the remarkable development wnich is 
going on in the new provinces, and in 
sufnming (Up his observations of the 
trip Mr. Newman said in part :

“It is much easier to tell one hund­
red people what they should do, than 
it is to induce one person to do it. 
This is one of the many objects for 
which the Canadian Seed Growers’ as­
sociation was organized. This organ­
ization seeks to bring about better 
crops, by encouraging the production 
of better seed and consequently better 
farming. The inducements jto growers 
lie in the individual assistance which 
the association offers in crop produ'O 
tion, the direction it gives to members 
in their endeavor to breed up good 
ious districts, and the publicity it 
gives their surplus product. It assists 
to a large extent in the dissemination 
of this j:jure bred or pedigreed seed 
throughout the. country and herein 
lies great power for well doing. If by 
anyx such means the sowing of -.foul 
seed on new or other lands can be pre­
vented a great public service will be 
rendered.

“The problem of securing seed, suit-» 
able varieties which are free from ad­
mixtures of other varieties, is a seri­
ous one. At the present time, lor in­
stance, our common Red Fife wheat is 
largely mixed with a bearded variety, 
and with other bald varieties of poor 
quality, but which are, of course, less 
noticeable. This is a matter which 
must be handled by the grower, on his 
own farm, and which can best be ac­
complished by means of the system 
adopted by our association and dis­
semination in printed form."

“We have at present about 300 in 
telligent farmers throughout all parts* 
of Canada actively engaged in the 
work of crop improvement bv means of 
this system. Those who have been as­
sociated with the work for some years 
are most enthusiastic over the results 
of their endeavors and can find no bet­
ter argument in-favor of the system 
than that offered by these intelligent, 
observant growers. There is, however, 
a great need for more workers. The 
demand for pure seed of good quality 
is steadily increasing, thereby offering 
an opportunity for the profitable car­
rying on of this most interesting 
work.

“As to the growing of winter wheat 
in Alberta good deal has already 
been said. Thé partial failure in this 
year's crop has proven a valuable les­
son in demonstrating the necessity .of 
thorough cultivation prior to seeding. 
Seeding should be done as a rule dur­
ing the latter part of July or the first 
of August> the seed-bag being in good 
condition as regards physical texture 
and soil moisture. To insure soil mois­
ture it seems necessary to summer-fal­
low tjiorcjughly for some months prior 
to seeding: This was not done thor­
oughly enough last season, and this 
fact, together with the fact that seed­
ing was carried well up to December, 
explains in a large measure the failure- 
above referred to. This lesson, I am 
glad to say, has had its effect, the 
seeding being done about the prdper 
time this year and on .a well prepaYcd 
seed-bed. The sample of Turkey Reck 
ay heat, or Alberta- red, as it is now 
pretty generally called, is of much bet 
ter quality than the original seed: 
brought from Kansas three years ago. 
So much has it improved under* the> 
conditions peculiar to the province,) 
.that the Kansas people are in turn be­

ginning to look to Alberta.-for,their 
seed. The Albertan seed are
therefore looking to establish a healthy 
trade in" pure bred seed with tliir Am- 
rican neighbors. * --«*

Noyv Westminster, Sept.i24—David 
Deane arrived in the city yesterday. 
Mr. Deane lias been almost out of 
civilization since April last with a 
Grand Trunk survey party ope,rating 
in the Barkerville district, untier the 
;upervision of. Engineer CrichloYv. 

The country through Yvliich they were 
travelling yvus nearly all -heavily 
timbered, and they had to force their 
trail through it by means of their 
axes. Part of the time they were at 
the head Yvaters of Father Fraser, 
Yvlierc it springs as a small stream 
from a pass fed by two little" lakes.

The country is a hunter’s paradise, 
and there are a considerable number 
of white and Indian. trappers located 
in the district who spend all’ then*- 
time in pursuit of game. Bears, 
moose, elk, cariboo, lynx, mink and 
other fur bearing -animals are plenti­
ful, and not so scared of the pres­
ence of human beings as they ought 
to b for their safety. Last year at 
Fort St. George, near where the pain» 
tv was encamped for a portion of the 
time, OY^er $11,000 worth of pelts 
were handled.

While near Kenton the snow Yvas 
deep and had to ‘be Yvaded through 
by the surveyors. The party was 
ten days’ journey beyond Fort St. 
.George and located .five new passes* 
all of which have never before bcën 
emdored by white men.

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new excavator
(Friday’s Dally)

The Taylor Construction Co. Is un­
loading a new excavator at the Cana­
dian Northern depot wh.ch it is int.ni- 
ed will make rap d work on the trench­
ing on the city wwer work.

The machine works on an entirely 
new principle, as least to far as Ed- 
mon.onlan experience is concern,d. It 
weighs cloee to twenty tons and it has 
a capacity, in good ground, of one hun­
dred feet a day of trench 22 feet 
deep. It is moved by its own power 
on four large wheels similar to a 
steam shovel, but It has the advantage 
over a steam shovel that the work is 
done behind the reach ne instead of in 
front, so that the wheels are always 
on solid ground, A large ltg. with a 
chain belt and steel brackets revolving 

like the straw carriers on a threshing 
machine does the excavating and a 
carrier carries the earth off to one side 

of the trench and clear of the machine. 
It' will clear the trench out eight feet 
wide, sufficient for everything exetpt 
the larger part of the main trunk 
sewer. It is estimated that the mcch ne 
will do the work of one hundred men. 

The new excavator will be unloaded 
today and will probably be att work oi 
ET ret street by the f r.t of the week.

SEEKING INFORMATION ON CANA­
DIAN TRADE 

*• (Friday’s Daily)
Mr. Richard Grigg, commissioner to 

Canada for His Majesty’s Board of 
Trade, is a man of many parts and 
he gave the Bulletin reporter a thirty- 
minute interview this morning wbi.ch 
was full of interest and instrbetive- 
ncss as to efforts that are being made 
by the Imperial government to cap­
ture for the mother country a larger 
share of the Canadian trade.

Mr.Grigg .is on what might be term­
ed a twelve-months’ campaign of edu­
cation, of which three months has al­
ready been well spent before visiting 
Edmonton.

He is, in fact, a reporter himself 
and his mission is to look into trade 
conditions in this ccjuntry, interview 
people who are engaged in trade,learn 
if Great Britain is getting her fair 
share of the trade of Canada, particu­
larly of the growing trade of Western 
Canada, and if not to learn why not, 
and to report tlje whole of his obser­
vations, together with whatever sug 
gestions, the circumstances may sug­
gest, to that branch of the Imperial 
government known as the Board of 
Trade, and through them to the in­
dustrial interests of Great Britain.

The Board of Trade in the old coun­
try is not in any respect similar to 
what we know as a board of trade 
here. On the contrary it is n branch of 
the government, with a portfolio and 
A minister in the cabinet, Lloyd

I

George. The ramifications of the dc 
partaient arc most extensive. Practic-' 
ally all the work done by the fisheries 
and marine department, anA^lie de­
partment of trade and commerce come 
under this head. ±n connection with 
the trade branch, there is a bureau of 
information, with an advisory board 
composed of the captains of industry, 
influential labor men, railroad presid­
ents and in fact leaders of all the im­
portant branchés or industrial life. It 
is in connection with this branch of 
the board’s work that Mr. Grigg is 
working.

Officially, his position is that of a 
roving commissioner or trade agent, 
sent out by the intelligence <(epart- 
ment of His Majesty’s board of t?ade. 

•As befits his office, Mr. Grigg is a 
;reat enthusiast for inter-British trade 
■nd is a grqat believer in the glorious 

future of Canada. Also he is a great 
stjident of Canadian affairs and as he, 
although not Canadian born, spent 
several of the earlier years of his life 
in Canada, he has a groundwork of 
general information on the Canada of 
the Canadians and the Canadian line 
of thought which but few Englishmen 
possess.

As Mr. Grigg^says it is not the pur­
pose of the Imperial government that 
old country manufacturers should in­
vade the Canadian market and take 
trade in articles which Canada already 
manufactures, but to find out what 
Caanda wants which she does not man­
ufacture and to try to promote trade 
in such lines.

In Western Canada he* wants to 
learn what goods there are consumed 
by the farmer, the rancher, the miner, 
the lumberman and the fisherman 
which Canada does not manufacurc 
and which England cai^ supply. Also 
"hat the trades in Canada have that 
might be made a return freight in the 
shape of raw material. He is also to 
learn in what manner the old country 
tradesman can best get in touch with 
the Canadian trade; whether by estab­
lishing warehouses in centres such as 
Edmonton or by appointing agents ; 
changes will have to be made in their 
method of manufacture- and in their 
style of doing business ; that is to say, 
to bo able to report intelligently, ac­
curately and concisely what the Cana­
dian trade methods are and wherein 
they differ from the English methods 
and what advantages, if any, the Am­
erican manufacturers have in competi­
tion, either geographically or other­
wise. <

In describing the duties of’his mis­
sion Mr. Gregg said :

”1 think it desirable to pbint out the 
difference between the words beard of 
trade,’ as used in England, and in Can­
ada. H. M. board of trade is in Eng­
land, a department ,of the government, 
with a minister (Right Hon. Lloyd- 
Georgç) at its head, and what are 
known here as boards of trade, are in 
England chambers of cpmmcrce. *

'Briefly stated thb duties which, 
have been laid upon me.^tn conduct­
ing a commercial mission are sfa the 
ma.n obj-.c.of cnqu.ry: (1) To ascertain 
ai.d /investigate chose trade openings I 
H^akiy, which have usually been filled I 

'with foreign goods, with a view to 
showing (a) whether British go.di arc 
gaining or losii g ground in the Cana­
dian market, (b) ,n the latter case the 
reason for the success of the foreign 
competition, and (c) any steps which 
British traders may take in order to ef­
fectively meet such competition. The 
second object is to ascertain the names 
and other requisite particulars of res­
ponsible and intelligent men in the Do­
minion, say one each in Ottawa, Hali- 
f*. {St. Johns, Hamilton, Quebec, 
Montréal, Toronto, Winn peg and Van­
couver,will be willing to act ea! 
correspondents of the Intelligence1 
branch of the board of trade, with a : 
view to the branch being lypt posted 
In all matters of interest to Eriitsh 
trade.

“In the discharge of my duties, I 
have no politics and no opinion to ex­
press upon the burning question, which 
sharply divldee men oi equal eminence, 
equal ability, and equal sincerity. Mis­
takes I know I will make; but one 
mis.ake I will avoid, and that is over- 
confidence. I approach my task con­
scious of its difficulty, and with no 
small amount jot diffidence. I hope for 
the assistance b! many men, of wide ex­
perience and gréât ability, who conduct 
the business life of tMs country. I am 
grateful for the help promised me by 
the interest in the mission, of which 
I find ev.dence on all sides. ’

Mr. Grigg is anxious to - meet any­
body and everybody in Edmonton who 
can give him information a sto the pos­
sibilities of Canadian-British trade. He 
is spend ng the day among the whole­
salers of the city and will go down 
to Red DDeer this evening to meet the 
manufacturers’ excursion and corns bark 
with them.

”Doubtless grain buyers are re:k:n- 
ing on that possibility, tut tortunaàteiy 
the farmers oi Alberta are getting in 
a posit on in which they can afford to 
wait for ,a fa r pri.e. A year1 ago ca s 
were quoted at 21 to -25 cents -and 
wheat 45 cents. The majority of the 
farmers simply turned the key o i the r 
grain bins and later on the bulk of 
the oats sold from 30 to 35 cents' and 
wheat at 65 to 67 cents.’”

"Is there much bad land in your dis­
trict

“Well, I suppose there is some had 
land in the best agricultural districts 
on earth. I certainly used to . tlrnk. 
years ago, that there were considerable 
areas o' inferior land, but of late years 
I have been so frequently compelled to 
change my opinion upon witnessing .the 
result o' cultivation upon these came 
areas that my mental condition isqoné 
o' çhronlc optimism regarding all Jfte 
land I once thought inferior. For 
(xample, there Is a sect on of country 
lying between Olds and Calgary that 
when driving over it in my buck- 
board years ago, I found it scorched 
as brown as -a berry in July and 
August. I made up ijiy mind that 
that section ot country was a good 
place for grain-growers to stay away 
from. A d vriÿsrseîtlers began to pour 
in there In fire rainy seasons in ISOs 
and two following years J wasted a 
good deal hT'vçiy generous sympathy 
upon them. Ifrequently heajd it said, 
“Walt till the dry years-fome and you 
will see those poor feljowo pull out.’ 
Well,' we have had some pretty dry 
summers foloaing a snowle s wine:, 
and on my way here I saw some of 
the grandest wheat fields I ever saw in 
any part oi eastern or western Can­
ada in those very sections.”

“And how do you account for this 
as contrasted with the apparent bait 
renness o.’ years ago?”’

"The only reasonable theory to my 
mind is that the bald prairie, for 
centuries tramadd by buffalo and an­
nually swepDby tire, became to parched 
and hard that vgry little mo'sture 
ever penetrated the surface The melt­
ing snow and falling rain alike ran 
quickly down in the low p’acea, form­
ing the s’.oughs and holes everywhere 
to be seen in the earlier years. To­
day these have almost entirely disap­
peared, and for no other reason that I 
can conceive than that the wide area 
of well-cultivated soil absorbs the 
moisture and retains it for the. produc­
tion of the splendid crops that arc to 
be seen Stere today. I think there is 
good grqpncs for bellevirg that, es these 
broad a#d apparently barren pleins, 

yet, are barely touched by 
are more widely and thor- 
tivated, we shall see re­

sults wje have not yet d.-eamed of”
“Do you share the fear sometimes 

hinted at thatt the American sqttlers 
may Americanize Canada ?”’

“I confess, the thought has occurred 
to me; but after more close observa­
tion, I see no grounds of apprehen­
sion on that score. I am satisfied 
that the great majority of these peo­
ple are agreeably surprised at the 
larger and truer liberty they enjoy.

Now, 
referring to the statement for the nine

Association convention in Toronto, 
and is of interest to Albertans be­
cause the Provincial government has 
adopted a policy of Provincial owner­
ship of trunk lines :

‘‘It will be just one year tomorrow 
since the Canadian Independent Tele­
phone Association was organized in 
this city for tho purpose of bringing 
into moro general use improving and 
cheapening telpbone servico in Can­
ada. That organization was in a large 
measure due to the universal interest 
in the telephone conditions through­
out the Dominion, resulting from the 
enquiry carried on during the session 
of 1905 by the select committee on 
telephone systems, under the chair­
manship of Sir William Mulock, then 
postmaster-general.

As it was my privilege to be act­
ively associated witn that committee 
in the capacity of technical adviser, 
and as the enquiry brought to light 
much information of interest regard­
ing the Canadian telephone situation, 
I have thoughtvthat it would be ap­
propriate on tty® ocacsion for me to 
place before you a few of the moro im­
portant facts relating thereto, and to 
endeavor to make certain deduction 
therefrom, which I trust will afford 
some eneouragempnt to the members 
of this association in their efforts to 
provideythe people with a téléphoné 
service /which shall be free from the 
restrictive and other objectionftbfe fea­
tures so long associated with the 
‘Bell’ methods, both in the Dominion 
and the United States.

After reviewing carefully the work 
accomplished by the select committee 
of 1905, appointed to deal with this 
matter and also the relations between 
the Canadian and the American Bell 
interests, Mr. Dagger continuée:

“I would like to call your attention 
for a few moments to some of the in­
consistencies presented in the “Bell” 
statistics furnished during the en­
quiry, from which you may judge the 
true value of the evidence of that com­
pany. You will no doubt remember 
that the committee called for ^state­
ments showing the cost of plant, the 
operating and maintenance expenses, 
and the revenue of exchanges of dif­
ferent sizes. I have here a re ; irn of 
nine cities and towns for which these 
particulars Were furnished. They are 
»s follows :

Dealing first with tho cost of plants, 
it would be interesting to learn why 
the System at Windsor, with 698 tele 
phones, should cost $35 a phone more 
than that of Toronto’s 12,832 tele­
phones; $30.00 more than Winnipeg 
with 4,121 telephones ; or $55,000 more 
than London, Ont., with 1,930 tele­
phones. Or again why the plant at 
Calgary, with 460 telephones, could be 
built for $59.40 per telephone, when 
bt. Johns, Que., with 300 telephones, 
cost $94.58^ and that in Cornwall, 
Ont., with 274 telephones, $116.72. 

COMPARISONS OF COST.
Taking the cost of maintenance 

and operation, per telephone for 
1901, it is difficult to understand why 
in Windsor 698 telephones cost $37.00 
per phone per annum, St. Johns with 
300 telephones, $33.71, and Lethbridge 
with 113 telephones, $36.83; when To­
ronto’s 12,832 telephones cost only 
$29.22 ; Winnipeg's 4121 telephones 
$30.22 ; and London's 1,930 telephones 
$20.31 each per annum. Or to make 
closer comparisons, why in St. Johns 
300 telpbones should cost $33.71 each 
when Cornwall’s 274 telephones cost 
only $20.56 each ; or why in Leth­
bridge 113 telephones should cost $36.- 
83 each, when Winonoa’s 85 tele­
phones cost only $13.65 each per an­
num. You will also notice that the 
rates at Windsor vary from $20 to $35 
per annum, while the cost of opera­
tion and maintenance is $3 per phone. 
The rates at Lethbridge are from 
$20 to $36 per annum, and'the cost 
of operation $36.83 per telephone. 
The rates at St. Johns arc from $15 
to $20, and the cost of operation and 
maintenance $33.71.

Unless these statements were in­
tended as a ifiere bluff to the com­
mittee—and as they form part of 
sworn testimony it would not bo 
fair to assume this—it cannot be said 
that they reflect much credit on tlie 
company’s methods of doing business. 
Moreover they afford an interesting 
study to both stockholders and tele­
phone users alike. I might explain also 
that the places referred to were se­
lected by the Company, and it is sig­
nificant that although the committee 
called for similar information regard­
ing point of its own selection it was

Dagger at the Independent Telephone exchanges I have named, which covers
nearly one-third of the company’s 
system and certainly the points where 
the operating expenses are above the 
average, we find the average per tele­
phone,including the long distance lines 
within the local limits of each ex­
change anioutits to $24.80. This leaves 
a balance of $7.42 per telephone, or a 
total of $592,607, remaining for the 
maintenance of the longdistance lines, 
consisting of 32,211 miles of single 
wire, or $18.86 per single wire mile 
per annum.

EXCESSIVE CHARGES.
I think it will be conceded that 

$24.80 per telephone per annum as 
a maintenance and operating expense 
in a company owning 390 exchanges cf 
less than 100 lines each and oiily seven 
cities with over 1,000 telephones each, 
is an amount which cannot be-consid- 
ered a legitimate charge. In fact in 
Minneapolis and St. Paul the annual 
cost per phone per annum for 10,090 
telephones is $14.10, including opera­
tion, maintenance, taxes, insurance, 
stationery and every possible expense.

Nor can it reasonably be suppos­
ed that each mile of single wire on 
the long distance system costs $18.00 
per annum to maintain. If I had time 
I could show you figures from the re­
ports of large independent companies 
in the United States which wr.uld 
stand out in striking contrast to these. 
In my search for an explanation of 
them, however, I came across two cir- 
culari issued by the Boston bankers ot 
the American Bell Company in con­
nection with the sale of that corpora­
tion’s bonds. Ip one of these I find 
among the list of “Bell” sub-licenses 
the name of Bell Telephone Company 
of Canada ; while in the other appears 
this statement :

“In operating tho sub-companies 
an amounv of from eight to ten per 
cent, of the capitalization is charg­
ed off yearly and is included in the 
accounts of such companies as a 
part of the operating expenses.” 
Would it be correct to assume that 
this is the explanation for the exces­
sive operating expenses of the Bell 
Telephone Company of Canada? If so 
the public have a right to know where 
these hidden profits go. Do they go to 
the American Company ■ as a set-off 
against the Canadian stock, which it 
is stated, is purchased at par?

Aftot; presenting statistics to show 
the number of inhabitants to one tele­
phone in exchanges operated by the 
“Bell” in Canada, and making com­
parisons between a few of the best de­
veloped of the small “Bell” exchanges 
in Canada and-tlie same number of in­
dependent exchanges in the United 
States, Mr. Dagger proceeded :

Dealing with tho growth of the in­
dependent movement in some of the 
principle states of the Union, we find 
that :
v—io has one independent telephone 

to 17 inhabitants.
Illinois has one independent teleph­

one to 17 inhabitants.
Indiana has one independent t'ja- 

phone to 13 inhabitants.
Iowa has one independent telephone 

to 12 inhabitants.
The Bell figures furnished the com­

mittee, for .je territory served1 by 
that company averaged one telephone 
to 63 inhabitants./
BELL COMPANY’S ARGUMENTS.

The Bell counsel argjued that the 
density of population was responsible 
for this growth. If this were true, how 
does it happen that Prince Edward Is­
land, which is operated by a “Bell” 
company, tho most densely populated 
province in Canada has the lowest de­
velopment, being one telephone to 194 
inhabitants? Furthermore we find 
that Iowa, the best developed state of 
the Union, has a density of 4Ù.2 in­
habitants to the square mile, elimin­
ating the undeveloped districts of À1- 
germa, Nipissing and Muskoka, On­
tario has a density of 40.5 inhabit­
ants to the square mile. I would also 
,add t-nat the municipal systems of 
Port Arthur and Fort William, which 
are entirely isolated and without long 
distance service, have ono telephone 
to seven inhabitants.

Last month an article appeared in 
the Toronto Star in which the claim 
was made that Toronto was the ban­
ner telephone city of this continent 
and stating that tho Beil had 17,000 
telephones, or one to 15 inhabitants. 
Now taking tho population of this 
city with Toronto Junction at 300,UU0, 
which is, I think, a conservative esti­
mate, and admitting ther are 22,000 
telephones in operation, the average 
would work out at two telpliones to 
35 inhabitants or one to 171.
