REPORTED PANIC IN BERLIN.
NEW YORK, July 3.

A despatch from Zurich to tl

The details of the number of 
guns and munitions captured are not 
available.

In Verdun the Thiaumont work, 
which has frequently changed hands, 
is now held by the French. Damloup 
work was lost, but recaptured yester­
day.

The Russians have captured Kolo- 
mea and are advancing westward. 
Heavy ’enemy attacks on the Lutsk 
salient have been repulsed. The 
total prisoners taken number about 
220,000.

The Italian offensive is progressing 
favorably.

LONDON, July 3.

REPORT FROM BERLIN.
BERLIN, June 3.

DESPERATE STRUGGLE.
PARIS, Jifiy 3.

The desperateness of the struggle 
along the front of the Allied offensive 
in Northern France is shown by the 
progress made through what the 
official bulletins .describe as the line; 
this designation does not refer to a 
single, but the important first posi- 
tidn of defences from a half mile to 
a mile deep, comprising an intricate 
system of trenches called labyrinth, 
which is connected with advanced 
posts, heavily armored with concrete 
and with machine guns installed, 
while in the trenches themselves are7 
armored turrets protecting other ma­
chine guns in the second and third 
general defensive works of the Ger­
mans on the Western front. Equal­
ly important and similarly intricate 
are all three lines, which must be 
pursued by the Allies before' their de­
sire to force the Germans to battle in 
the open air can be realized. In the 
battles of Arras and Champagne the 
French attacked the second lines 
without sufficient artillery prepara­
tion. The error was not repeated in 
the present case, as the accumulation 
of munitions behind the Allied, front 
is prodigious, while the German 
stock is apparently less plentiful, 
as their reply is in the proportion of 
one shot for five. This leads to the 
impression. among observers that 
'their extended front -is not as well 
supplied or manned as in previous 
battles. Fighting about Verdun, cen­
tres chiefly upon Damloup works, 
which have changed hands twice 
within the past 24 hours, the Germans 
first taking them, and the French re­
capturing them as a result of des­
perate counter-attacks.

TUB IRISH QUESTION.
' x DUBLIN, July 3.

The National Directory of the Unit­
ed Irish League met to-day, with 
John Redmond presiding, and agreed 
to accept the proposals made by 
David Lloyd George (or the solution 
of the Irish question. As the Di­
rectory is representative of all Ire­
land, it is not considered necessary 
to hold a convention of the United 
Irish League. There were only two

dissenting members of the largest 
meeting of the Directory ever held.

Making a Fortune <
Of Butterflies.

What One Girl is Doing,
Easily Do And at
Earn Handsome Salaries.
There are Very few people in Am­

erica probably, aside from i 
who do not care to tell their business 
to everybody, who attempt to raise 
and breed butterfly specimens for the 
market. Few, for that matter, even 
know that there is a market for 
butterflies. Yet there are plenty of 
moths that sell for a dollar a speci­
men, and it iS perfectly possible for 
any intelligent boy or girl to raise 
at least a limited number of “Hies” 
for the market. When a vinÿ or shrub 
is attacked by caterpillars, the thing 
to do is to catch the pests, hatch 
them into specimens and make them 
pay for their board. That it is 
bio to earn $50 a week by this means 
is proved’ by the example of a young 
California girl, the- subject of an ar­
ticle announced for the July St. 
Nicholas, published by the Century 
Company, New York, describing how 
she has cleared $500 in ten weeks of 
butterfly farming, and is at present 
averaging as much as $75 a week. 
The girl in question, Miss Ximena 
McGlashin, spends only her sum­
mers in the work, her outfit being 

•the simplest possible, fruit jars and 
boxes and barrels covered with gauze 
to contain the caterpillars, a not and 
a few cyanide bdttles for day work, 
and a miner’s lamp for use at night.

The Drive Continues
As long as we arc able 
to use this title, hopes 
of a decision in France 
or a long step towards it, 

will remain undinbnished. Neuve 
Chapelle and the Champagne were 
victories, but they came to an abrupt 
conclusion. They were both pro­
gressive experiments, imparting les­
sons which the method of the present 
advance shows to have been wall 
learned. At Neuve Chapelle the 
hopeless shortage of shells was first, 
demonstrated; in the Champagne, the 
strength of the German second line of 
trenches held the French up. There 
is now no want of ammunition: it is 
being used with amazing prodigality; 
and successive lines have been 
pounded to pieces by it.

That the fighting is proceeding with 
sustained intensity is certain. It is 
noticeable that the French have so 
far made greater progress than the 
British, and are now but a short dis­
tance from the important Peronne, 
which may become a smaller Verdun. 
The Germans will certainly contest it 
with their utmost resources. The 
capture, however, by the British of thé 
villages of LaBoiselle, Fricourt and 
Mametz marks a distinct progress 
which will greatly .assist the French in 
Confirming their gains to the south. 
Perhaps the most important fact yet 
recorded is the report that the Ger­
man forces were divided at the Som­
me; this may account largely for the 
Cxtent of the French advance. It is 
directed by General Foch, by many 
considered the mdst brilliant of the 
Allied commanders.

All the important elements of war­
fare enter into the fighting —heavy 
bombardments by large guns, blowing 
the trenches and their concrete rein­
forcements to pieces; trench mortars, 
useful particularly in demolishing 
wire entanglements; great aerial ac*- 
tivity, in which we seem to have a 
complete ascendancy; and the final 
and most effective weapon of all, in­
fantry assaults, leading to fierce hand 
to hand fighting. When the tremen­
dous strength and skilful organiza­
tion ' of the German trenches is con 
sidered, such an advance as has al­
ready been reported is a fine achieve­
ment. If New York is to be believed 
Berlin complains indignantly of the 
use by the British of yet another wea­
pon, asphyxiating gas. Both the fact 
and the German state of mind are 
likely enough. The poetic justice of 
the situation does not seem tc strike 
the enemy at all. It is barbarous 
warfare, but they introduced it. The 
'offence of the British appears to lie in 
their having improved it and in their 
using it against the inventors. To 
the Gernjam lack of a sense of humor, 
which is after all a sense of propor- 

' tion, one critic ascribes the whole 
war. We have heard more extrava­
gant theories.”

The next thing which London and 
Paris will await with anxiety is the 
casualty list, representing the cost of 
the advances made. In the two pre 
vious offences it was very heavy, and 
hardly justified by the result. That 
they will be considerable here as 
well js inevitable, but the greatly in 
creased efficacy of the French and 
British artillery and the thorough 
preparation it makes for the ad an :e, 
as well as their preponderance in ac 
tual numbers, will help to minimise 
the losses sustained. Without doubt, 
Peronne is the great objective of the 
FTench, and it will be worth taking 
at a largo price. If it falls and the 
German line has to be reformed 
above all if they are forced to 
great extent into thç open, the dream 
of the Allies since the battle of the

Earl Selborne’s resig­
nation threatened a deplorable split 
in the cabinet, which has happily 
and patriotically been averted. With 
both Redmond and Carson amenable 
to Lloyd George’s scheme, there 
should now be little difficulty in its 
realization. Though it is not a tri­
umph for Home Rule, it seems to be 
a modification of it. The settlement 
is the result, of course, of the Sinn 
Fein outburst, though, as so often 
happens, hardly the logical one. 
There wfis no reason why Ulster, the

affi_

particularly to be congratulated on 
their attitude at this juncture, what­
ever may be said of past history.

GERMAN COMMENT ON ALLIED

OFFENSIVE.
AMSTERDAM,' .To day.

The beginning of the Anglo-French 
offensive was announced by tjie Ger­
man pressVinder heavy headlines. 
From the great Champagne battle of 
last autumn, says the Cologne Gaz­
ette, we know the Imposing prepara­
tion with which the French staff In­
troduced such enterprises. We can 
be certain that on the enemy's side 
nothing will be lacking with regard 
to the technical means of piercing 
our lines. For seven days artilldry 
fire was poured over our trenches; 
our bravé troops must have greeted It 
as a deliverance when at last the ene­
my storming columns came on. We 
should not be deceived by the fact 
that the enemy reports already speak 
oi great successes; only within the 
next few days will It be possible to 
ascertain how far the general attack 
has brought the enemy. The Cologne 
Volka Zeitung refers to the difficulty 
of holding the torenlost German 
trenches in the face of the endrmous 
energy of the attack, but notes that 
the attacking forces have not suc­
ceeded in piercing the German front. 
Although Germany confronts the com-’ 
trig battle with confidence, says the 
paper, nevertheless the movement 
Is without doubt fraught with signi­
ficance and perhaps decisive results. 
Great Britain, it adds, now for the 
first time has to bear the main bur­
den of the British arm in France, it 
continues, is strong and well equip­
ped. Britain’s industry, after it was 
organized for war, has scored great 
achievements in the manufacture of 
gtins and shells. Thus prepared. It 
believes it can'now at last gain a war 
dance on the soil of Northern France. 
As regards the military fitness of the 
English troops, it has how an oppor­
tunity to show what It is.

won great reputation during 
course of the war, is directing the 
operations south of the Somme River. 
This has given increased confidence in 
the result of the Allied qffensive. 
The French captured Herbecourt and 
Assevilers, and have made other sub­
stantial gains, taking additional pris­
oners and heavy guns, thus making 
great progress In the direction of the 
important German junction of Per­
onne, which is only a little over three 
miles distant from their advance at 
Herbecourt. The non-committal char­
acter of the German official issued to­
day is considered in London as a vir­
tual confirmation of the success of the 
Anglo-French operations. The Ger­
mans admit divisions of their forces, 
abutting on both banks of the Somme, 
which were partially withdrawn on 
Saturday and have not béen "brought 
back to the second line. No data is 
yet forthcoming from either side as to 
the casualties suffered. According to 
a GeYman communication, the Anglo- 
French losses were extraordinarily 
heavy; according to unofficial British 
reports, however, the British casual­
ties were less than had been expect­
ed. Ail reports emphasize the tre­
mendous nature of the British bom­
bardment. The gunners worked so 
incessantly as almost to fall asleep at 
their guns. When there was a slight 
recess in the firing, they slept easily 
amid the thunders of battle. Great 
importance is attached to the newly 
invented mortar, which plays havoc 
in the German trenches. Air craft are 
taking an important role in the opera­
tions. Thus far the new offensive ap­
pears to have had little influence on 
the battle around Verdun. The Ger­
mans are still showing undiminished 
vigor in the Meuse region and the 
French are steadily resisting.

THE FRENCH PROGRESS.
PARIS, To-day.

The French advancing east of Avo- 
court Wood have , captured Chapitre 
Wood and the village, of Feuilleres. 
further to the south Assovillers was 
taken by an infantry assault, aecord- 
ifig to an official statement issued by 
the War Office to-night South of 
Assovillers thé French have taken 
the second line of German entrench­
ments as far as the outskirts of Es- 
treè, and advanced beyond the second 
German line, where they have captur­
ed the villages of Bruscourt and Flan- 
court.

DETAILS OF THE DRIVE.

LONDON, To-day.
Under command of the dashing Gen­

eral Foch, the French troops which 
are co-operating with the British in 
the great offensive in the Somme Riv­
er region have made notable gains in 
the direction of Peronne, one of the 
most important strategical points. 
They have captured Horeco.urt, 
Feuillerres and Flancourt. Further 
south the French infantry stormed 
and occupied Assevilleres. They fol­
lowed this by carrying the second 
line ot German entrenchments as far 
as the outskirts of Estrees ; then came 
the capture of Buscourt and Flan­
court. Something over three miles 
was thus gained, which added to pre­
vious gains, gives the French troops 
a clear advance of about six miles, 
the furthest point being within three 
miles of Peronne.. Meanwhile the 
British are moving more slowly but 
over a longer front have captured La 
Boisselle, where the fighting for the 
past two days hasjjeen of the fiercest 
character. The iMpsii also report 
substantial progress in some places 
and the repulse of many counter-at­
tacks by the Germans. The British 
troops, however, have been force! 
back from some positions which they 
had taken early on Monday morning, 
and it is evident that the German ar 
tillery fire has become much heavier 
than during the earlier stages of the 
battle. The prisoners taken by the 
British so far number 4,300, while the 
French have cefetured 8,000 or more. 
War material token by'1 the French in­
cludes 7 batteries, 3 of large calib’c, 
many machine guns; other 
and casements also fell into 
hands ot the French.

withdrawal of a division from this 
front line of trehehes, the German of­
ficial makes no more reference to the 
battle now progressing. The Verdun 
operations are apparently slackening, 
although at certain points a heavy 
bombardment is being carried out by 
artillery, the infantry are resting.

The Allies* 
Drive is On.

Grand Offensive on Three Front» is 
New Beginning—Great Battles Are 
Expected—Plans for the Drive Were 
Agreed Upon at Conference In Paris 
Russians and Italians Have Started 
Attacks, British and French to Fol­
low.

(By Arthur S. Draper.) 
London, June 26.—At last the grand 

offensive of the Allies, long heralded, 
longer delayed, lis already well under 
way. It has been left to admissions 
from the Central Powers to establish 
its existence.

In the East th4 Russians, while still 
held up in th\ir advance on Kovel 
by the GermansNare continuing their 
advance against the Austrians in the 
South. Their flank now protected by 
the Carpathians, they -have turned 
northward in their awqep through 
Bukowina, and are now approaching 
Kolomea. They are already within 
ten miles of the town.

Thus, though the Germans dç 
ceed in preventing progress from the 
north, they may still force the evacu 
ation of Lemberg and Tarnapol by 
advancing from the south. Similar 
tactics were successful when the Rus­
sians took the city before.

Germans on Defensive.
To stem the Russian tide, the Ger­

mans have taken over the defence of 
the whole sector from Kovel down to 
Brody. They have replaced the shat­
tered ranks of the Archduke Frederick 
with fresh regiments from the West 
front, who are called upon here to 
undergo the same artillery hell they 
experienced at Verdun.

The semi-official Paris “Temps” al­
so voices the view that the Allies’ of­
fensive is at hand. Its mlilitary ex­
pert, regarded as one of the most com­
petent in Europe, declares that "the 
hour of action for the Allies is 
Attacks succeeds defence on many 
fronts.” It sees especial significance 
in the visit of Premier Briand to the 
headquarters of Sir Douglas Haig, the 
British Commander, on Saturday and 
Sunday.

The Allies’ Plan.
The Allies’ plan, as it is understood 

here by military men, is not for any 
combination of assault on all fronts 
at once. Instead they are perfectly 
content to allow events to take their 
course, and as weak links in the Teu­
ton defence disclose themselves, strike 
with overwhelming might.

This strategy was agreed upon at 
the Allied conference in Paris, and 
was subsequently developed in great­
er detail by General Joffre in his re­
cent conferences here with Sir 
liam Robertson, British Chief of Staff. 
To a':d co-ordinating it with Russian 
plans is believed to have been the 
mission of Lord Kitchener when he 
lost his life in the sinking of the 
Hampshire while on hlis way to Petro- 
grad.

The weakening of the Austrian lines 
in Galicia for their assault in the 
Trentino gave the Russians the first 
opportunity of taking the offensive. 
With their success here, the Teutons 
were forced to withdraw troops from 
the Italian West fronts. Now the Ital­
ians, in turn, have resumed the at­
tack.

On tiie French Front.
’The Germans have been slower in 

withdrawing men from the French 
front because they knew of the for­
midable massing of troops that has 
been going on behind the Anglo- 
French lines. In* fact, military ob­
servers declare that the Verdun as­
sault has been prolonged in order to 
forestall any Allied offensive. Against 
the British portion of the front alone 
it is estimated that the Germans 
maintained in reserve no less 
700,000 men.

That these at last are being with­
drawn, either to throw into the final 
effort on - the Meuse or to stày 
Russian drive," seems to be the mean­
ing of the “important battles" which 
Berlin records as developing on that 
front. •

of Great Britain, a neighbor bût not 
a part of the Dominion of Cdnada, and 
the cause first and last of considerable 
friction between Great Britain and 
France, owing to clashes over fishery 
rights, is doing her share in the filial 
service ^ the colonies united to save 
their motherland. Her seamen, re­
nowned for generations, are fighting 
with the British fleet in various ways, 
but always gallantly. Her craft are 
busy in the transport of goods and 
men. Her landsmen are at the front, 
in the west and in the east, and are 
equaling any of the colonials in cour­
age and elan.
. Looking ahead, as to what may and 
should come to pass, in case of a vic­
tory of the Allies, the colony’s states­
men now foresee not only changes 
with reppeçt to imperial federation 
and unification,xbut also in the atti­
tude to be shown to the Dominion of 
Canada, and to, the plan, of merging 
Newfoundland with it. There seems 
to be agreement that the next move 
must proceed from St. John’s, and not 
from Ottawa. Canada’s overtures in 
the past have not been cordially wel­
comed;. and Newfoundland’s last pro­
position to the Dominion had financial 
conditions to it which the Ottawa of­
ficials very properly were loath to 
meet.

Newfoundland’s fiscal condition to­
day is much better than in 1894-95. 
She will come, if she comes, as a suit­
or fairly prosperous, with a treasury 
so filled that an annual large loss of 
customs duties, through prohibition of 
imports of liquors, is not causing any 
fear of a treasury deficit. The' officials, 
both of the Dominion and of the col­
ony, owing to the influence of the 
Avar, are in no mood to haggle over 
financial phases of the proposed com­
pact of union. They argue that, pre­
ceding a federated British Empire, 
there should be a federated British 
North America; and in so doing they 
reason well and sensibly.

But the Newfoundland ministry can­
not settle the policy. It is dependent 
upon the voters. They, it is said, are 
much more inclined to favor the 
merger than they were twenty years 
ago. Memories of past strife with 
Ottawa have faded away. Where 
scars are left there is less bitter feel­
ing than there used to be. Canada is 
hot so much under suspicion of being 
pro-United States as she was then. 
Her .record, in the “great war” has con­
vinced Newfoundlanders, as perhaps 
nothing else could have done, that the 
Canadian is loyal to London, and to 
all that city symbolizes in any plan 
for imperial federation and unification. 
St. John’s wants the closest sort of 
relations with the financial centres of 
Montreal and Toronto, so that New­
foundland’s resources, may be develop­
ed. .Thus it is that already the press-

in such close proximity to the Panama 
Canal, and Is in the pathway of the 
future expansion of trade with Sodfh 
America for the United States as well 
as for Canada. In as much as the fu­
ture development of British Coluhibia 
will probably be through the Panama 
canal, having this British island a 
part of Canada, may be of great 
strategical value.

“By rounding off our Dominion 
with the B. W.‘ I., including British 
Honduras and British ^Guinea we 
would, add one hundred and ten thou­
sand square finies of rich tropical 
territory which ,we now lack,, thus 
gjving us every variety of climate and 
resources, placing us on a superior 
footing with our neighbor to the 
south of us in this respect.

Control of Great Market.

“If we continue to buy British West 
India products through the United 
States, where returned cargoes are 
furnished, we shall lose the benefit of 
this large interchange of commerce. 
We ought to hdy direct from the 
British West Indies and not only se­
cure our tropical requirements at a 
minimum cost but also control their 
Market of two million consumers for 
our manufactured and agricultural 
products. In order to secure this 
trade we must have a suitable line of 
■boats run up the St. Lawrence into 
the centers of population where they 
are now importing their tropical 
fruit from the United States, mucii of 
which comes from Jamaica and other 
B. W. I. islands. As an illustration 
we imported last year over $2,100,000 
worth of bananas from the United

“The editor the Gleaner,- the lar­
gest newspaper in the British West 
Indies, after I fully discussed with 
him the matter of Confederation, 
said recently in an able article favor­
ing union wiUj Canada: ‘There is 
now in the Empire a solidity of Im­
perial sentiment, of oneness of out­
look, .which suggests a reorganization 
of Imperial relationship. If the Brit­
ish West Indies stood with Canada as( 
one political, economic upit, their 
position would be greatly strengthen­
ed. They would be a part of a larger 
Canada, a Greater Cangda, a Cahada 
that had proved her worth on the 
battlefield as well as on the peaceful 
plains of trade and commerce.’

“Many leading. Jamacians are ex­
tremely interested in the prospect of 
an alliance with Canada and display 
an agreeableness with regard to Sub­
sidy and representation that should 
meet the wishes of Canada.”

'dollars worth from the B.W.I. islands. 
With free trade established be:v.en 
the West Indies and Canada, these 
steamers will receive cargoes of mer­
chandise at Montreal, St. John and 
Halifax, which will be confined to 
the two latter ports during the close, 
of Navigation.

“Plain facts are strong arguments

“The key note of the discussion that 
took place in the Manufacturer’s As­
sociation Convention, held a few days 
ago in Hamilton, was for an expension 
o' our trade, securing new markets for 
our manufactured and agricultural 
products, having regard to the severe 
competition we will meet from Euro­
pean countries after the war, where 
they will work overtime at a low rate 
of wages for their existence.

“During this recbnstructing period 
•we are bound to face a serious labor 
problem. Our three to four hundred

“If the British West Indies,” con­
tinued Mr. Crowe, “were united with 
Canada, Newfoundland might bé fur­
ther stimulated to enter the Confed­
eration.

' could dispose of enormous quantities 
of fish ; and, like us import direct 
from the planter, sugar, molasses, and 
all kinds Of tropical fruits.

Canada a Big Brother.

“As for matters of sentiment,” 
said Mr. Crowe, “why should not .all 
the inhabitants of the British West 
Indies have Canada for a big brother. 
We should be glad to assist in the de­
velopment of her coloured population ; 
a population that will never invade 
Canada on account of our climate. This 
population, gentle with kindly feeling 
and craving further enlightenment 
would eagerly grasp the friendly hand 
of £ big brother of the same Imperial 
family.

“We are all, black or white, proud 
children of the greatest Empire in the 
world. The Mother Country would 
probably look with favor upon such 
a union,” continued this ardent Im­
perialist thoughtfully. “Let us. have 
a greater Canada, a Canada compris­
ing thé beloved ancient colony of New­
foundland whose inhabitants have 
been so strangely shy, so unaccount­
ably reluctant about entering into 
partrenrship with our rich young na­
tion. There is no way we can 
strengthen the Mother Country more 
than by using our best endeavours to 
bring about closer and more intimate 
political and commercial relatibns ’be­
tween her outlying, scattered colonies.

“Let us not be uon-expansionists of 
little Canadians, and "above“all let us 
not look upon this - as a party ques­
tion. We are all patriots whether 
Liberals or Conservatives.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—A rather herious situa­

tion has arisen lately, affecting par­
ticularly fishermçn who have gone into 
the business of refining cod-liver oil. 
A great deal of expenditure has been 
made in fitting up the Plant, etc., 
necessary for the work and oil has 
been purchased and refined. Now 1 
learn that recently the merchants as 
if by common consent are refusing to 
purchase this refined oil. I hear that 
it is a concerted action on their part 
and it looks very much like a combine, 
which is of course a very objection­
able feature. Now we all have a 
common interest in our produce. It is 
to the mutual benefit of merchant and 
fisherman that there should be co­
operation in marketing our produce.

Therefore I hold that this action ot 
the merchants is one which is inimical 
to the best interests of the Colony and 
that something should be done, and 
at once, to relieve the situation and 
break this deadlock between merchant 
and fisherman.

The Board of Trade is constituted in 
the interest of our Trade. It lives, or 
should live, not for our merchants 
but for our workers and all produc­
ers of our wealth. If the merchants 
will not act, I commend this oil situ­
ation to the Board of Trade and ask 
for a prompt solution.

Rare Treat

The Belgian Royal Concert Company 
Give a Delightful Performance.

Auditorium and galleries of Con­
vocation Hall of the School for the 
Blind, were filled to capacity last 
night when the Belgian Royal Con­
cert Company treated the inalienable 
music-lovers of Halifax, to a very 
rare and unusual, if not unique, ban­
quet of tonal arts. The concert was 
in aid of the Belgian sufferers, and 
locally was given under the dis­
tinguished patronage of His Honor 
the Lieut Governor, and Major Gen­
eral Benson.

The receipts will be forwarded to 
the Fund headquarters (Le Cercle 
Esperanza), in London for the Bel­
gian sufferers. The function and the 
musical treat were made possible by 
the Daughters of the Empire, Halifax, 
who brought the Belgian Royal Con­
cert Company to the city.

As tor the concert itself, It evoked 
the utmost applause from the audit­
ors, and gave them delectable experi­
ences in the way of choice sensation 
aesthetic refreshment, and pure trans­
ports ot joy. Mr. Jan Collignon, 
whose son, by the way, has been made 
a prisoner by the Huns, disclosed a 
voice of great range, having both a 
resonant ‘basse cantante,’ or bari­
tone, and a rich rounded bass. In the 
“Toreador’s Song" from “Carmen,1 
he used his baritone with dramatic 
poignancy, and in Elgar’s ringing 
“Land of Hope and Glory," he em 
ployed both his baritone and bass 
registers with the beauty and power 
of the' late Pol Plancon. Mr. Collig­
non was, as were the others, insist­
ently encored. Miss Daisy , Jean, 
’cellist, was possibly the artist, who 
most sent the auditors into aesthetic 
transports. To a technique as finish­
ed as that of Schroeder or Cassais, 
she added to her playing a tempera­
ment that made' her instrument sigh, 
Sob, or sing a song of triumph in Ser- 
vias’ noble concerjto for ’cello with 
piano. Here she was the absolute 
lyrist. But in Popper's famous and 
difficult “Tarentelle" Miss Jean was 
the adroit, deft technician, and made 
a conquest by her brilliant, faultless, 
chromatic runs, trills and thirds. She 
received a beautiful bouquet

It seemed as if Gadski—“Glorious 
Gadski” her person and her voice, 
were reincarnated in Miss Qctavie 
Belloy. Possessing a soprano ot lyric 
beauty, enriched with a mezzo qual­
ity, she sang with such a clear, flute- 
like tone, and with such dramatic in­
tensity and expressiveness, Gounod’s 
"La Reine de Saba,” and Mimi’s poig­
nant song from Puccini’s, "La Bo 
heme,” that she created an ecstasy of 
delight It was all the purest melody, 
beautifully delivered, and as win- 
somely sung. Miss Belloy captivated 
the auditors 'by singing for one of 
her encores, "Till the Boys Come 
Home." , She was awarded with a 
lovely bouquet. Miss Gabrielle Rad- 
oux treated the audience to highly 
finished pianism in the brilliant short 
forms, much .after the dexterous me­
thod of Pachmann. Her digital 
adroitness, inruns and trills suggest­
ed fairy fingers at the keyboard, 
ringing fairy bells, having as she did, 
a predilection for compositions which 
employ largely the upper treble regis­
ters. She was all art, and artistic in 
touch, tone and temperament.

Altogether the concert was a very 
happy evening spent, with pure gain 
to the heart and the imagination, In 
the House ot Lady Beauty.—From the 
Halifax Chronicle, April 27, 1916.
