Bennett, Mullaly 
and Martin

Get an Enthusiastic Reception 
at the Goulds — Meeting a 
Record One With Every Vot­
er of the Settlement Present.

Yesterday afternoon, the Victory 
Trio for St. John’s West, Messrs. 
Sennett, Mullaly and Martin, visited 
ÿj Goulds section of the district and 

irfter canvassing every house there, 
.eld a most successful and enthusi­
astic meeting in St. James’ Hall on 
the Goulds Road. The hall was Ail­
ed by the farmers and others of this 
section of the district and at 8.15 Mr. 
Jno. Joyce, Sr., was, on motion of Mr. 
Allan Williams, seconded by Mr. Ml.

The old horse bus of London 
streets, so irrevocably a thing of the 
past, carried on its box seat a per­
sonage who, though sometimes grum­
py, was oftener a merry individual 
with a sharp eye for the fun of the 
road and, withal, a capacity for im­
parting his enjoyment.

It is the conductor collecting 
the fares who must keep up the old 
tradition, or, to the public loss, let 
it perish. One of these men, at any 
rate, has proved equal to the occa­
sion. About a year ago, when the 
crowds for the busses were at their 
worst, he remarked to an old dame, 
who had manfully fought her way in 
and sat herself down: "Well done, 
madam; only the brave deserve the 
fare.”

Perhaps as odd a gift as any that 
has gone from the United States to 
Europe was shipped, the other day, 
from New York City to Antwerp. It 
consisted of more than 200 different 
kinds of birds and fifty-three differ­
ent kinds of reptiles, a present from 
the New York Zoological Society to 
the Royal Zoological Garden at Ant­
werp.' Before the war the Antwerp 
Zoo had one of the finest collections 
in the world, but war conditions 
made the upkeep of the Zoo a dis­
pensable luxury, and the end of the 
war found it depleted. The members 
of the New York Zoological Society 
evidently saw an opportunity of help­
ing the Antwerp Zoo to return to 
normal conditions before the Olym­
pic games, next year, fill the city with 
visitors.

The Bayonne public have apparent­
ly taken the law Into their own 
hands and made It plain to the Span­
ish organizers of the bull fight that 
they have had enough of them. The 
Pyrenees have proved no adequate 
barrier to the Spanish traditional 
practice of bull-fighting; the laws of 
France are just as Inefficacious, and 
so the public adopts Its own meas­
ures to effect a clearance. The 
fickleness of crowds makes such a 
remedy hut a transient one. Entire 
prohibition of the horrible practice 
is the only real way of dealing with 
it. As it is, in France, bull-fighting 
is legal, provided the bull’s horns are 
sheathed In rubber; but, as every­
body In France knows perfectly well, 
the rubber sheath or any other pal­
liative, is, for all practical intents, 
a mere farce.

Those who talk of the "American 
standard of living” must hereafter 
if they take cognizance of an official 
investigation of the real meaning of 
the phrase, modify their remarks to 
an extent that makes the familiar ex­
pression practically worthless. The 
Investigation deduces tl at there ie no 
such thing as an "American standard 
of living," in the sense of a "very 
superior standard giving all the ne­
cessaries, many of the comforts, and 
a goodly supply of the luxuries of 
life.” The "American standard” has 
been a convenient and plausible idea 
to, evoke in comparing living condi­
tions in America with those of. Eu­
rope; but now thA nearly 13,000 
family scheduler have been obtained 
from seventy-one large cities and 
twenty small cities and towns in the 
United States, and the figures com­
pared, the "standard of living” ap­
parently vanishes and, Instead, one 
finds many "standards,” according to 
the income of the families.

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Coakerism!
The Opposition papers put up 

a pitiful whine about the dan­
gers of Coakerism, etc., and try 
to persuade the people to shun 
voting for the Cashin candi­
dates. According to the Op­
position writers, the Opposition 
candidates, more particularly 
the leaders, Squires and Coaker, 
are veritable demi-gods. For a 
brief moment, voters, study 
carefully whom you are to vote 
for. Take Coakerism: What 
in the record of Coaker is in­
ducement enough for you to 
vote to put him back in the 
Government. The tactics pur­
sued by Coaker and his follow­
ers in the present campaign, are 
so despicable that all honest 
persons turn away from the' 
perusal of their publications 
with loathing. As an instance 
of this, take the St. Brendan’s 
affair. The Advocate states em­
phatically that Morine is not 
allowed to land at St. Brendan’s, 
while yesterday’s messages de­
note that not only did the Gov­
ernment candidates land, but 
that they received a good hear­
ing, and that indications are 
that the Liberal Progressive 
vote will be fully equal to that 
given to the Union Chief him­
self, although this has always 
been counted as one of Coaker s 
strongholds. The foregoing is 
only one instance of what 
Coakerism is. Put in plain, un­
varnished fact, Coakerism as 
thus shown up, spells degrada­
tion of public morals, and total 
disregard of the truth. Thus 
were there no other evils re­
sultant from Coakerism, this 
alone would be sufficient to 
command the serious attention 
and the combativeness of the 
electorate.

Freedom of expression is sup­
posed to be the privilege of 
every man to-day, and the 
greatest of criminals is allowed 
to plead his cause personally or 
through his lawyer. Coakerism 
destroys this freedom and gives 
to no man the right to speak 
contrary to the opinions and 
whims of the Wordy President. 
As evidence of this, note how 
often Coaker has bid Morine 
and others stay away from 
Bonavista Bay and other, dis­
tricts, and his satelites have 
imitated Coaker not wisely but 
too well. In these warnings 
to political opponents, there 
appears more than “mere cus­
sedness.” Coaker knows that 
his opponents have proofs to 
show that Coakerism is not 
good for the country, and that 
»ven as Bolshevism terrorized 
Russia, and such Bolshevism 
sondoned by Coaker candidates, 
so will the woes of Coakerism 
stultify the prosperity of New­
foundland. Coaker arrogates to 
himself the right of changing 
his opinions and political bed­
fellow's as frequently as serves 
his own purpose, but when a 
eerson opposes him as Honest 
fobn Stone did, then no longer is 
mch a man to be tolerated. 
Sere then Is Coakerism strip­
ped of its outward hypocrisy. 
Morine and Stone were excellent 
friends of the Union, when 
everything pleased the Union’s 
Dictator. Cashin and Crosbie 
Fere the “boys” when they 
laved

disaster, but because they were 
and are more careful of their 
country’s interests than of 
Coaker’s enmity or personal 
aggrandizement, then they are 
no longer fit to rule, according 
to the decree of Coaker himself, 
whose law—unlike that of the 
Medes and Persians—changeth 
every twenty-four hours.

* « * * * *
We have thus far shown how 

Coakerism means (1) degrada­
tion of public morals; and (2) 
the curtailment, and possible 
destruction of freedom of ex­
pression. As an example of 
Coakeritish madness, we have 
only to remind the voters of his 
mad scheme, whereby he wishes 
to make the Government treas­
ury act banker for his own pri­
vate enterprises, for the guar­
anteeing of the price of fish is 
nothing more nor less than lay­
ing the country’s revenue open 
to' the reckless policy of ex­
penditure that Coaker may pur­
sue. His proposal to provide 
an initial outlay of $3,000,000 
or so on twelve sealing steam­
ers is another prbof of the man’s 
unstatesmanlike ability finan­
cially, and at this period of our 
country’s history, when strong 
financiers, as well as strong 
statesmen are wanted, it is im­
perative that we hesitate not to 
mark our votes for the Govern­
ment candidates, and thus make 
it impossible for the menace of 
Coakerism to imperil the fin­
ances of our country and lull us 
on to that condition of affairs 
where we will be compelled to 
acknowledge our inability to 
continue longer as an independ­
ent and responsible country, and 
be forced to sue terms for 
confederation with Canada. 
This is the danger that faces us 
if Coaker or his colleague 
Squires obtain control of the 
Government, and this is the 
danger that all honest and pa­
triotic Newfoundlanders must 
do their utmost to combat and 
overcome, and Newfoundland 
can only rid itself of this possi­
ble incubus by voting for the

Mr. Jethro Penney looms large 
on the front page of the Morn­
ing Post to-day as the principal 
figure ip the matter of an alleged 
statement by Sir John- Crosbie 
at the Royal Stores on Satur­
day last, regarding Archbishop 
Roche and the Pope. Any 
reasoning man who reads and 
studies all the material in the

Jethro Penney is Grand Mas­
ter of the Black Chapter of the 
Orange Order. In this capacity 
he attends Conventions in Cana­
da every summer, and we are 
told that fqr several years past 
he has obtained a pass over the 
Reid line through the agency, 
not of his own associates, but 
of some prominent Roman 
Catholic connected with the 
Government-Sir Edward Mor­
ris, for several years, and Sir 
Michael Cashin for the past 
summer and previous year. If 
this is not correct, perhaps Mr. 
Penney will contradict it, but 
our information is that that has 
been his practice. At any rate 
we believe he will hardly deny

OurPOLAND AUD THE LONDON POLICE
A high compliment has been paid
