Famous Extravagance.

Sir Edmund Walker Speaks Plainly—
Reviews the Trade of the Year at
Annual Meeting, of Bank of Com-
merce.

Hopefulness, in time of depression,
is not generally, sought for in the ut-
terances of bank presidents. Sir
Edmund Walker, however, at the
annual meeting of the shareholders
of the Canadian Bank of Commerce
frankly regarded it “as a source of
genuine satisfaction to all fair-
minded people that we are now fully
entered upon that adjustment of
prices, both for,commodities and la-
bor, upon the reasonable settlement
of which all hope for our future
happiness and prosperity rests.” His
hopefulness is not of a character that
fails to see the difficulties in the way
of readjustment.

In reviewing the trade of the year
and particularly- the excess . of im-
ports, he speaks in no uncertain
terms of “fatuous extravagance” and
our “lavish expenditure of money at a
timé when the world is full of real
trouble.” In these characteristics of
the pepole is found a part, if not the
whole, cause of our adverse trade
balance. While observant of our own
shortcomings, Sir Edmund also deals
very plainly with the obstacles, pre-
sent and -prospective, to the develop-
ment of our foreign trade. To any
unfriendly act by the Senate of the
United States by the way of tariff dis-
crimination. the rejoinder, he points
out, will inevitably be decreased pur-
chases from that country. It cannot
escape the attention of business men
in the United States that to check
the movement of Canadian products
will have that effect. Sir John Aird
in his address, also referred to this
matter in a way that ought to clarify
public opinion, but the United States
is not the only offender according to
Sir Edmund, in respect of restriction
on our exports. Our cattle industry
has grown very considerably but it is
capable of expansion if markets can

In common with Canadians generally,
he feels that for our live stock pro-
ducts as well as our field crops the
United Kingdom is the natural mar-
ket, but for about thirty years Great
Britain, supposedly a free trade
country, obdurately adheres to its
embargo against our cattle. If Cana-
dian cattle breeders were satisfied
that it was the will of the people of
England that Canadian cattle should
not be imported to satisfy the re-
quirements of consumers there, no-
thing could be said. Apparently Sir
Edmund feels that the embargo is not
in accordance with the wishes of the
masses in the United Kingdom.

The changes in domestic trade and
commerce were reviewed in detail by
Sir Edmund. As he saw the diffi-
culties of foreign trade, he also sees
those confronting the development of
domestic trade. The outstanding one,
in Sir Edmund’s opinion, if his re-
marks at the meeting are correctly
interpreted, is inequitable taxation,
that is. taxation which unduly bur-|
dens enterprise and the development
of enterprise. He does “not hesitate
to say now that the war is over, that
some of the present forms of Domin-
jon taxation. while justifiable during
the war period and the period imme-
diately succeeding it, are in danger-of
becoming destructive of enterprise
and perilous to our: future if not al-
tered.” These are significant words,
but Sir Edmund says frankly that
taxation must be imposed to such an
extent as to produce revenue in ex-
cess of expenditure. On the con-
structive side he suggests a tax on
the sale of commodities and real
property in Canada. He deals with
this suggestion at length and regards
it 2= fair, but speaks reservedly on the
question of its practicability.

At the commencement of his ad-
dress, Sir Edmund was hopeful as to
the result of steps towards re-
adjustment, but he uttered a note of
warning at the close. When the ad-
justment has reacheéd the retail pub-
lic and a new basis of values has
been generally accepted, Sir Edmund
looks for a general prosperity
throughout the world, in which Cana-
da will have a large wshare. That
share will be in proportion. to this

country’s sense in realizing now that
its particular sin is its extravagant
‘expenditure and willingness to incur
debt.

Goal Keeper Collapsed.
DIED SEVEN MNUTES LATEB.

Springhill, Jan. 14. — While the

COMMON STAMPS.

Don't despise the common stamps.
Many of the specimens now judged
to _be of great value were once re-
garded as common. It is never pos-
sible to foretell exactly which stamps
are likely to be valuable. It is only
possible to guess that this stamp will
have but a short life, and that one
will not be much used. Our primary
irit_erest is in stamps, not exclusively
in rare stamps. The market values
may vary from a farthing to a for-
tune apiece. but a stamp’s ‘a stamp

It need not matter to the young
collector whether his stamps are
likely to yield a big return by way
of investment. Rather is
for him to getl the fullest pleasure out
of. present possessions. by learning all
he can about tuem, by arranging them
nirely, and by always striving after
m§re stamps znd more knowledge.

inowledge of stamps begins with
the common varitles. It is easier far
tofgct a useful acquaintance with the
sigrer stamps bp. thoroughly studying
the common ones im cur own collec-
tic:ns-. If you have more than a nod-
dihg acquaimtance with all the Tom,
Dick and Harry stamps, which, hav-
inz been used in large numbers, are

it better’

within everybody’s reach, you will
readily ‘“‘spot” some out-of-the-or-
dinary variety when you sec one, and
whll know to look it up in yvour cata-
logue.

The eye-practicethat is necessary
for the appreciation of shades and
colour varieties comes from the study
of the common stamps, and it is only
by much familiarity with such stamps
that colours become memorized. Such
stamps are equally good material for
training the eye to observe differences
of detail. '

With such materials
and encumbrances Gordon offered a
vigorous resistance to the increasing
attacks of an enemy during a period
of 317 days. But, by treachery, at last
Khartoum fell, and Gordon died at the
hands of the savage hordes. Thirteen
vears passed before he was avenged,
and it was not until- September 2,
1898, that Kitchener defeated the Mah-
dists, and the British flag once more
floated on the capital of ‘the Soudan.

Few persons ronsidering the cost of
living realize that more than $700,000-
000 is added tc the: cost of their food,
clothing and other mnecessities each
year because of the waste caused by
damage, unscientific loading and the
tremendous cost of packing these
commodities. The railroads-and the

conducting a campaign to reduce to
the minimum of waste through dam-
age, and to utilize to the utmost the
capacity of freight cars, which are
hauled half empty.

These are some of the items which
enter into this waste estimate—dam-
age and theft, $100,000,000; wasted
lumber used only once in packing
| cases, $240,000,000; empty car space,

to the railroads of hauling half empty
cars more than 6,000,000,000 miles,
$157,000,000. It is estimated that from
10 to 25 per cent. of the cost of food-
stuffs goes to pay for the crates which
are thrown away.

Harbor Main Abpeals

The electors of the District of |
Harbor Main have been com-
pelled, because of the unw1llmg-|
ness of the Government to hold
g bye-election there, to appeal
directly to His Excellency the |
Governor for the immediate
restoration of their privileges as
free and independent electors.
"They are at present unrepre-|
sented in the House of Assem-|
bly, and the prayer of their pe-
tition is that writs for a. bye-
election be forthwith issued, in
order that when the Legisla-
ture convenes their interests
will be in the hands of repre-
sentatives chosen by them-
selves. Many petitions have
been presented to the Governor,
all largely signed by duly quali-
fied voters, and from the north-
ern section of the. district alone
one thousand signatures backed
up the request that an election
be immediately held. So far as
can be learned there is great
dissatisfaction being expressed
that the district has been sadly
neglected and its rights over-
ridden, and sentiment is uhani-
mous that no further delay be
tolerated. It is rather a com-
mentary on the action of the
Government that so much haste
was shown in opening Bay-de-
Verde after Mr. Cave had lost
his seat, and so much delay is
permitted in the case of Harbor
Main. No time was allowed to
elapse following the decision of
the Supreme Court in the con-
tested election case of Hickman
vs. Cave, in issuing an election
writ, followed by the subse-
quent confirmation of the will of
the electors of that district in
1919 by the re-election of Mr.
Cave. Of course there is a

reason.

Bay-de-Verde was known to
be friendly to the administra-
tion, hence the speed with which
an election was rushed. Harbor
Main is known to be distinctly
hostile to the Squires-Coaker
aggregation. Hence the tactics
of delay. Bay-de-Verde return-
ed two Squires-Coaker or Lib-
éral-Reform candidates in 1919,
while Harbor Main turned down
the niominees of that party and
returned two Liberal-Progress-
ive representatives, and will do
so again when the timé comes.
The seats held by Messrs. Wood-
ford and Jones became vacant
on June 5th, 1920, on a judg-
ment of the Supreme Court in
the election petitions filed
against these gentlemen. Con-
stitutionally a writ for a bye-
election should have issued with-
ih six months after the formal
declaration of unseating, and the
election held prior to December
6th of last year. But the law
as it applies, was not carried
out, and Section 4 of the Legis-
Jative Disabilities Act was ig-
nored, with the result that it
now has appeared necessary for
the voters to appeal to the high-
‘est authority in t)te land, that
their political wrongs may be
gedressed, and the franchise re-
stored them. Harbor Main dis-
“frict has been made an object
of discrimination, and Harbor
Main resents such treatment.
It has been prevented from ex-
Jressing an opinion upon all the

Herring Fibhery.

INSPECTOR COYELL REPORTS
600D SEASON. o
w— ? 3

Inspector Coyell, who has just re-
turned from Green Bay, reports that
the herring fishery now closed has
been very successful as far as those
engaged in the industry are -concern-
ed. Although not near s many peo-
ple as in former years took up the
fishery this season, 4,500 barerls of
Scotch cure herring have been put
up, mostly in Hall’s Bay. This is
about 40 per cent. of the catch, the
remainder, about 5,500 being empty
fish, were put up as ordinary pickled.
Two factories operating at Jackson’s
Arm dredged some 800 barrels of her-
ring between them, which were ship-
ped frozen by schooner for the Atlan-
tic Fisheries Co. As the Scotch cure
season closes on Jan. 15th, the people
of Green Bay have rdcommended that
the season be again opened during the
months of March and April. Mr. Coyell
says the Scotch cure herring this year
are the best ever put up.

The herring fishery at Bay of Is-
lands totals 40,000 barrels of all
grades, including bulk cargoes. Some
15,000 barrels of Scotch cure have
been put up there.

At. Bonne Bay about 900 barrels of
Scotch cure have also been: packed,
buf the pack here is away below the
average quantity.

Extra care has been taken this year
to put up a No. 1 article, but the in-
spectors feel that there is need for
improvement in the make of pack-
ages, especially those made by un-
skilled workmen. Four packages,
two of oak and two of soft wood with
iron hoops, have been made to order
and packed in the usual Way for ship-
ment, are being .sent abroad as sam-
ples, when it is hoped that the iron

superiority over the wooden hooped
package.

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The Ganadian Bank of Commerce

Address of the General Manager at the Annual Meeting
of the Bank.

Sir John Aird gives a comprehensive review of the affairs of
the Bank for the past year, alludes to the difficulties caused by
the exchange situation and the instability of prices, but demon-
strates the sound and steady progress made by the Bank.

We have now entered upon a per-
jod such as has been loeked for ever
since the war ended—one of lessened
activity in business and falling prices
—and the statement which we pre-
sent to you to-day is, except in a
comparatively few particulars, curi-
ously devoid of important changes
from that of a year ago.

Greater Profits.

The net profits of the year amount-
ed to $3,206,243.97, an increase of
$231,351.25, although the resources of
+he Bank have shown little growth,
The addition to our profits has been
the result, partly of the activity of
goneral business during most of the
vear and the consequent brisk de-
mand for money which has kept all
available funds fully employed, and
partly of the fact that we have been
fcvtunate in cscaping serious losses.
The conddons which have prevailed
in the markets for all staple com-
modittes since the war ended-—the
extranréinary demand for goods and
{he high prices—bave caused a strong
dqemard for meney. Now that the
markets are becoming more normal
and prices are falling, that demand
is sure to lessen. We may therefore
expect easier money conditions and
a lower level of profits until business
becomes more active. .

In addition to the regular dividend
we paid last December a bonus of
one per cent. We have appropriated
$350,000 towards the heavy taxes we
are now called on to pay to the Gov-
ernment of the Dominion and of the
various Provinces of Canada. We
increased our appropriation for bank
premises from $250,000 last year to
€500,000 this year. The high cost of
all building operations in this coun-

~try, and our expenditures on prem-
ises for the foreign branches recently
opened make this a prudent step. We
have transferred $150,000 to the Offi-
cers’ Pension Fund.

Profit and Loss Account.

After making these appropriations
we have been able to carry forward
$1,783.979.37, or $356,243.97 more
than last year. In view of the unset-
tled conditions at present prevailing
in the business world, and the fall in
prices which on more than one occa-
sion has threatened to undermine the
security for certain classes of loans,
we think it well to carry a large un-
appropriated balance in Profit and
Loss Account as & safeguard against
unexpected contingencies. Up to the
present we have been extremely for-
tunate. in that our interest has been
negligible in those branches of busi-
ness most directly affected by the
heavy declines which have taken
place.

Deposits Increase.

The increase in our note circulation
is $669,255, an indication of a large
volume of current business, but a
very small proportion of the total,
which nmow stands at $30,716,914. As
business slackens and prices fall we
may naturally look for some reduc-
tion in this item. Our deposits stand,
as a whole, at almost the same level
as a year ago, the increase being
only a little more than a quarter of
a million dollars, but deposits bear-
ing interest, the most stable part of
deposit business, have increased by
the large sum of $43.148,818. This is
a gratifying and remarkable showing,
particularly when considered in the
light of the total subscriptions of
customers of this Bank to the various
Dominion Government War Loans, as
reported by our branches, namely,

Notwithstanding the tremendous
drain upon the deposits of this Bank
which thesc huge subscriptions in-
volved, we feel proud of the aid af-
forded by our customers to the Gov-
ernment in its war financing.

in its loan campaigns, even from a
narrow and selfish point of view, to
say nothing of that of the mnational
welfare.

Decreased Government Balances.

On ihe other hand, our deposits not
bearing interest have decreased by
342,875,453, an amount almost equal
10 the increase in our interest bear-
ing deposits. This is more than ac-
counted for by the decrease in Do-
minion Government balances, which
a year ago included a large part of
the proceeds of the last Victory Loan.
It must also be remembered that

both the demand for money, and the.

restraint on the further inflation of
credit which we have endeavored to
exercise, tend to decrease the balan-
ces carried by business houses and
jarge commercial companies in their
current accounts. Another cause
which has militated against an in-
crease in deposits hos been the slow
marketing of last year’s grain. This

farmer will be apt, naturally enough,
to feel that all classes are working
against him. The truth appears to be
that, after so many years of rising
prices, it has come to be accepted as
an axiom that prices must continue
to rise, and consequently in the very
year in which all signs point in a
downward direction, the unfortunate
farmer féels constrained to hold his
grain, unconscious of the meaning of
the signs around him. There is noth-
ing in the other items of our liabili-
ties which calls for comment, save
that we may say, in passing, that the
reduction in acceptances under letters
of credit no doubt reflects to some
extent the difficulties which at the
moment confront the foreign trade of
this country. To this subject ‘we|
shall refer again when dealing with |
the foreign exchanges.

Lines of Defence.

During the year our holdings of
specie have increased $566.854 and
Dominion notes on hand, $3,952,361.
There is no change in the amount
deposited in the Central”Gold Re-
serves under the heading either. of
golid coin or of legal tender notes.
Total cash on hand has increased
$4,519,215 and stands at 15.14 per
cent. of our liabilities to the public,.
with so-called quick assets at 44.50:
per cent. of these liabilities. There
has been .a reducticn in our invest-
ments and an increase in our loans.
The reduction in the former consists
of $33,763,822 in Dominion and Pro-
vincial Government securities and of
$9,109,916 in British, foreign and
colonial public securities and Cana-
dian municipal securities. In both
cases the reductions are due to the
payment of war obligations by the
Dominion and Imperial Governments.
There has been an increase in call
and short loans, both in Canada and
elsewhere, the increase in the former
case being merely a nominal one. In
a time of uncertainty and instability
such as at present, it is well to
strengthen all our lines of defence,
and in the case of loans in New York,
the principal call money market of
this continent, this has occasioned
less sacrifice of profit than is usual,
as rates throughout the year have
ruled at a high level for that market.

A Commanding Position.

This Bank still holds a command-
ing position in the development of
Canadian trade' and commerce, its
current mercantile loans in Canada
amounting to the large sum of $231,-
114,772, or $17,925,602 more than a
yvear ago., Similar loans elsewhere
have also increased by '$1,924,956.
The other items of assets show little
change, except Bank Premises Ac-
count, which has increased $758,086
during the year, our principal outlays
in this connect.on being on premises
for our foreign branches. Owing to
the favorable position of the foreign
exchanges we have been ‘able to se-
cure premises in Rio de Janeiro, Ja-
maica, Trinidad and Barbados at a
very reasonable cost, and our office
in Rio de Janeiro will be situated in
the heart of the financial and business
district of that important city. There
has been an increase in our total as-
sets of $1,116,418 a comparatively
trifing amount.

Foreign Branches.

In addressing you a year ago Wwe
pointed out that u). till then we had
been occupied with the promising
openings for new branches in Cana-
da, but that we hoped soon to give
some attention to foreign fields. The
policy we have followed in this re-
spect has been one of caution, slow
but sure, and we think that our judg-
ment has been vindicated by the
course of events, especially the un-
settled financial cnditions now pre-
vailing in Cuba and South America.
Our branch at Havana was the first
to be opened, and we are well satis-
fied with the progress so far made
and with our prospects for the fu-

New York Exchange.

Probably at ..o time in *he history
of this country have questions con-
nected with the foreign exchanges oc-
cupied so prominent a place in the
public mind as during the past year.
The closeness of our relations with
the great English-speaking nation to
the south of us has made the prevail-
ing high premium on New York ex-
change a matter of moment to a very
large number of Canadians. It has
come before them not only as_ vitally
affecting importers or exporters deal-
ing with the United States but also,
among other things, as having a di-
rect bearing on many  investments
which they hold or desire to buy or
sell, and even as calling for serious
consideration in coLnection with the
cost of a holiday or other visit to that
country. The very technicality of the
subject, the mystery by which in the
popular mind the working of ‘the ex-
changes is surrounded, only serves to

premium, the Canadian producer can
accept a lower price expressed in
terms of a foreign currency, and will
still recelve as many dollars as does
his competitor in 1.e United States.
During the closing part of the year,
as you are doubtless aware, tue rate
of exchange on New York rose very
high, reaching 19% per cent. on De-
cember 21st, the highest point on re-

cord.
Causes of High Rates.

In addition to the causes usually
assigned for this condition, which
were commented on in our report
last year, namely, excessive buying
from the United States, especially of
luxuries, and the payment of interest
on our indebtedness to-that country,
the burden of which increases with
every sale of Canadian securities,
there are, I believe, one or two oth-
ers which have played a considerable
part in the recent rise. One of these
is speculation on the stock exchanges,
which has been so prevalent in some
parts of Canada. When the stocks
.speculated in are those dealt in on
the New York market, calls for mar-
gins have to be responded to instant-
ly, and the sudden demand thus crea-
ted for New York funds has on sev-
eral occasions beefi the cause of a
sharp advance in rates. There are
also at present large sums of money,
belonging to banks and wealthy cor-
porations in the United States, on
deposit in the Canadian banks. await-
ing a favorable exchange rate, and
there has been a demand for the
transfer of a large part of  these in
connection with the preparation of
financial statemen‘s and other -end-

* of-the-year requirements.

Not Canada Alone.

It may, perhaps be some consola-
tion to reflect that Canada is not alone
among the countries of the world in
having to seek the solution of an ex-
change problem vitally affecting her
trade. There are other parts of the
the British Empire with problems of a
similar nature, but even more seri-
ous. Quite recently Australian banks
have declined to remit in London
funds for bills sent to Australia for
collection or to negotiate commercial
bills on Australia in London. The
reason is a shortage of London funds,
said to have arisen as a result of the
suspension of the system of Govern-
ment purchase and sale of the Aus-
tralian wool clip. The old machinery
for handling the wool has not yet
been restored, and in the meantime
some difficulty has occurred in finan-
cing Australian' imports. It is hoped
that the situation will be relieved be-
fore long when exports of Australian
wheat, wool and meats go forward.
The situation in India, New Zealand
and South Africa is of a somewhat
gimilar character, but not so pro-
nounced.

Foreign Trade and Finance.

It is unfortunate that these  ex-
change difficulties should arise just at
the time when strong efforts were be-
ing made to extend the foreign trade
of Canada. Undoubtedly the situa-
tion as regards foreign trade is a
most difficult one at the present time,
not only because of exchange ques-
tions but also because of the insta-
bility of the financial situation in
many foreign countries. The collapse
of sugar prices in Cuba and elsewhere
is one instance of this, and in a peri-
od of falling prices all over the
world it is admittedly a most difficult
matter to extend foreign trade. Nor
is the problem rendered any more
easy of solution by the high level in
Canada of all costs of production, in-
cluding wages. As pointed out re-
cently by a high authority in Eng-
land, “only the couatry in which
prices are comparatively low can
have an export balance in its favor.”
It is to be feared, therefore, that un-
til some readjustment of the situa-
tion takes place, there can be little
probability of aay material extension
of our trade abroad.

Government ¢ wnership.

The important experiment has re-
cently been tried by the Dominion
Government of placing the manage-
ment of the publicly-owned railway
lines in Canada in the hands of a
corporation, the ownership and con-
trol of which reside ! the Govern-
ment. The experiment is an interest-
ing one, and bids fair to determine
the feasibility -f sucecessfully carry-
ing on the business of a great cor-
poration under government owner-
ship. There have been many obsta-
cles to overcome at the start, and the
trafic conditions cf the year have not
facilitated the task of those in
charge, but it is only fair that they
should be given full opportunity to
demonstrate their ability to carry on
the entérprise and to make the ex-
periment a success.

Hopeful Outlook.

The year we have just
through has been one of surprises.
At its commencemen: the tide of
rising prices seemed unchecked, and
the idea that a rapid fall was immin-
ent was considered altogether pre-
posterous. Yet this is exactly what
has happened. Once again the seller
is having to seek the buyer, instead
of being- b“esought b. him. Probably
one of the principal obstacles at the
moment to the re-establishment of
business on a more normal basis is
the instability which prices have
manifested during recent months.
This condition, however, cannot be of
long duration, and we may hope that
before the winter has run its course
it may be a thing of the past. Mean-
while we repeat cnce again. what we
have so often urged, that the whole
world must aim to work hard and
avoid extravagance if the damage
caused to both property and credit by
the late war is to be repaired.

Sinn Fein propaganda has two main
manifestations. On this side of the
Atlantic it assumes the form of re-
presenting Great Britain as a cruel
and blood-thirsty ogre draining the
life blood of a gentle and long-suffer-
ing race. In Ireland the propaganda
is of another type. They bave for-
bidden “every self-respecting Irish
man or woman, to speak to or in any
way tolerate the forces of the Crown.”
And any person of whatever age or
sex seen talking to the constabulary
or military is instantly shot. Also,
lying in ambush to shoot the Crown
forces as they pass, seems to have
become quité a common pastime. If
they kill a policeman or soldier of the
Crown, they are just doing their duty
as soldiers of ‘the Trish Repubfican
Army, which is at war with England;
but if the English kill one of them, it
is spread all over the world as an-
other “murder of an unarmed and de-
fenceless civilian.” Not in one sin-
gle instance has the writer heard one
of the speakers or writers for the
Irish Self-Determination League de-
plore for a moment the wanton assas-
sination of British officers and men by
Sinn Fein, why?

weak attempt to prove the Bull known
as the “Laudabiliter” was not given
to Henry II. by Pope Adrian, but was
a forgery. He says—'Historians and
commentators have since questioned
not only the validity but alsc the ac-
tual granting of such - & bull; and
thorough : investigation . has proved
that not -only has the .authority of
Henry been based upon falsehood
but probable forgery.” Well, we shall
see. In 1155 Pope Adrian granted his
.bull “Lapdabiliter.” “There is no
doubt that Ireland and all the Is-
lands which have known the light of
Christ, the Sun of justice, and have
received the teachings of the Chris-
tian faith, belong ‘legitimately -to St.
Peter and to the Holy Roman Church.
Knowing that you will assist by your
power the welfare of religion and the
Church, we grant you the gaovern-
ment, reserving all our -ecclesiastical
rights, and on condition that you pay
to St. Peter for each hearth one penny
a year.”

According to the law of that day,
the title is in order, and for good Irish
Catholics it is a bitter commentary
fon the past which they love so well.

MacMurrough to avenge his expulsion |
by Roderick son of Torlough 0’Con- |
nor. Dermot gave him his own daugh-!
ter and part of his patrimony, and |
since then the Saxon foreigners havei
always remained in Erin.”

He therefore duly |
arrived in Ireland in 1172. Pope!
Alexander IIL. having confirmed .
Adrian IV.’s Bull by several Ietters.'
“These letters are still preserved inI
the Black Book of the Exchequer.” |
Roger Hoveden's
scribes the arrival:

«All the Archbishops, Bishops, Ab—.
bots of all Ircland came to the King
of England at Waterford, and receiv-
ed him for King and Lord of Ireland;
swearing fealty to him and his heirs,
and power of reigning over them for
ever; and then they gave him their
instruments—and after the example
gset by the clergy, the aforesaid Kings
and Primces of Ireland (namely the
Kings ‘of Cork, Limerick, Ossory,
Meath, and Reginald of Waterford)
who had been summoned by ‘King
Henry's command to appear in his
presence and almost all the nobles
of Ireland (except the King of Con-
naught) did in like manner receive
Henry, King of England, for Lord and
King of Ireland, and they became his
man-and swore fealty to him and his
heirs against all men.” Roderick
O’Connor, King of Connaught, did
likewise in 1175.

In 1185 Henry II. sent his youngest
son John of ignoble memory, as vice-
roy, and Pope Urban I1II.—-the Pape
again!—sent to this villain, whom he
was afterwards to excommunicate, a
crown of peacock’s feathers and let-
ters of recognition. Thus was ac-
complished the conquest, brutual and
unjustifiable, according to the Irish,
of one of the nations which was most
faithful to the Pope. Yet we see that
it was made at the request of a King
of Ireland, under the aegis of three
successive Pontiffs, and with the ac-
clamations of the national clergy
whose absolute powers of direction
both in politics and in religion Ireland
has never questioned.

Ireland will often have the right
to our indignation and to our pity, but
not when she forgets that she herself |
sent for the abhorred “Saxons” and
put”herself completely in their power.
As she confused the Saxons with the
Norman Barons who were her actual
masters, it has been suggested thaq
she was ignorant of feudal law and !
did not know for what she was letting
herself in. It is quite possible, but is
it probable? Certainly not, as re-
gards those high ecclesiastical digni-
taries, the only learned men of the
time, who came to-render “homage”
and who must have known its signi-
ficacne. The right is there, all tl’1e

Tells of Murders

by American Marines

Thousands of Haitians Were Killed
By U.S. Military Forces.

Few imperialist adventures of mod-
ern times equal in horror that of the
Americans in Haiti. Coming after
the disgraceful Philippine Islands
and Hawaiian Islands campaigns of
murder and corruption, it leaves one
no alternative but ‘to class United
States the new imperialistic nation
of the world. Japan——, but let us
rot speak of Japan. There is a story
to be told in that direction.

Three thousand Haitians were shot
by American marines and the crime
went perilously near to going un-
known to the American people and
unknown to the world. We have to
thank James Weldon Johnson,
retary of the National Association
for the Advancement of Colored Peo-
ple, for the exposures which forced
an unwilling government to appoint
the commission of inquiry which is
in Haiti now trying to . distort and
twist the whole affair. Last summer
Johnson spent several months in the
Haitian Republic investigating the
rumors which had reached him in
New York. Upon return he publish-
ed a series of articles in the New
York Nation, a Liberal weekly. The
Government ignored the charges. so
long as it ¢ould, but persistent agi-
tation for investigation brought the
desired result. Those Haitians can
never be brought to life again, how-
ever.

There is in Haiti an ancient law
known as the “Corvee.” This com-
pelled citizens to work at road-
building when “called upon. The law
had been dead as far as usage was
concerned for many years. But the
National City Bank of New York was
interested in Haiti and was backing
a railroad building scheme. Through
its power in Haiti (and it had power,
with the U.S. Government, the resi-

dent minister and others at.its beck
and call) the “Corvee” was resurrect-
ed and natives compelled to work on
the railroad project.

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Steer Brothers.
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Board of Trade
Holds Annual Meeting.

Interesting Discussion on Various
Matters--Report Presented and

Adopted.

The twelfth annual meeting of the
Newfoundland Board of Trade was
held vesterday afternoon and was
largely attended. At 4 p.m. the meet-
ing was called to order by the Presid-
ent Mr. H. R. Brookes who requested
Mr. E. A. Payn, the Secretary, to read
the minutes of previous meetings
which were subsequently adopted. The
Financial Statement was then read by
the President and showed a credit bal-
ance of $671.12. The President then
made reference to the unusual condi-
tions which had prevailed during the
past year. In 1919 we had the period
in which the prices and values of our
exports were on the increase. Since
then, the opposite has prevailed, prices
and values being on the decline. We
also passed from free trade to restrict-
ed trade. The speaker did not think
that these conditions were peculiar to
Newfoundland alone and he doubted if
they were entirely the result of local
affairs. They were just the reflexion
of similar conditions elsewhere. Out-
side influences, he said, naturally have
an important bearing on conditions in
Newfoundland. There are some who
think that the unusual state of affairs
were aggravated by local conditions
but this was not altogether so. The re-
port was very unsatisfactory to the
trade. I would be unwise to attempt to
ignore these conditions and because
Newfoundland is well able to stand
the strain as soon as we have read-
justed ourselves from the abnormal
conditions of the past few years to
the normal conditions of peace we will
be stronger and better than we were
in 1913 and 1914. It is interesting to
note that the report of the general
manager of the Bank of Montreal was
so satisfactory to Newfoundland. The
outstanding feature of the year’s trade
history was the fish export regulations.
In its report concerning these regu-
lations the Council had been careful
to give a brief, plain recital of condi-
tions as they occurred but they did not
deem it wise to report on the effect
produced by them. The regulations,
had not given the results for which
they had been inaugarated. Speaking
for himself he said that in view of the
fact that he was a strong supporter of
the regulations, he would first like to
say that although they had been large-
ly withdrawn, that Newfoundiand
would be far better off if the fish ex-
port trade could be controlled by one

central body. He next referred to the

lack of cooperation amongst exporters
and said that the main gbject of the
fish regulations was to enforce co-
operation. He regretted the non-suc-
cess in this direction and he said that
this lack of cooperation was respon-
sible for the failure of the regulation®.
He referred to the small catch at last
year’s codfishery compared with the
two prccediug'years. In the year un-
der review the catch was short four
or five hundred thousand quintals. An-
other point he mentioned was the com-
paratively small stock on hand to-day.
This stock amounted to 450,000 qils.
as compared with 700,000 qtls. in 1919
and 1,000,000 qtls. in 1918. This differ-
ence should mean less trouble in
marketing the stock but in 1919 there
were excellent trade conditions but
now the markets are not free in buy-
ing, and exchange was bad for both
buyers and sellers. In spite of these
conditions if we are not too eager to
sell we should- be able to market the
present stock on a satisfactory basis.
He referred to the preferential treaty

between Canada and the West Indies

and he suggested that Newfoundland
should make a similar treaty with the
West Indies. At present, by the pre-
ferential tariff due to the agreement

between Canada and the West Indies, |

Newfoundland fish is being discrimin-
ated against. Brief reference was made
to standarization. He said that a new
measure such as this should be treat-
ed in a helpful and net an antagonis-
tic way. It was new to Newfoundland
and it was therefore difficult to instal
a perfect system at once. In the main,
he thought it an immense benefit to
this colony with regard to the future,
he said. We are passing through times
of considerable havoc and if we can’t
say good things about Newfoundland
we should not say bad things. In six
or seven months he thought we would
emerge safely and stronger than in
1914. He then moved the adoption of
the. report. \

Mr. Horwood in rising to second the
adoption of the report, referred to ex-
isting conditions, and quoted figures
to show .ur large trade. He sald that
we should set about ‘cheapening of
production and abolish the expensive
habits cultivated during the few pros-
perous years we have had recently. He
said that a period of suffering must

.tries would be boosted. He made &

strong plea for cooperation, forced or
otherwise and said that our troubles
were only the reflexion of greater ones
elsewhere. He also made reference to
the discontent amongst the sealers
last 'year. He expressed regret for the

{ loss of those who died during the past

year, and closed a very fine speech by
declaring that present conditions
would soon be bettered.

Mayor Gosling said that he was
pleased to see that attempts had been
made to get correct reports of the
fishery and he hoped to see better re-
ports than we have had. He endorsed
the President’s remarks with refer-
ence to standardization, saying that
everything depended on it. He spoke
strongly against the War Measures Act
which he would like to see immediate-
1y erased from the Statute Book as it
was a great temptation to improper ac-
tion at the present time, and he recom-
mended that a resolution be passed by
the Board of Trade that peace should
be declared in Newfoundland (laugh-
ter). He said that it was too impos-
sible to belicve that the Government

{ had advanced money for the purchase

of Labrador fish and he also thought
it extraordinary that any one should
accept such advances. He thought the
valuations placed on our forest pro-
ducts were too low. He referred to the
water extension and congratulated the
President on his report. which would
go down in history on account of the
very peculiar conditions through which
we have passed. He expressed the hope
that the next report will be a more
cheerful one.

Mr. Job made reference to the New-
foundland Fish Exporters Association,
mention of which had been omitted
from the report. He said that this As-
sociation was the only means of effect-
ing cooperation.

Mr. Duder drew attention to the dis-
tinct cleavage existing between ths
trade and the portion represented by
the Exporter’s Association. He also
mentioned the fact that the Minister
of Marine and Fisheries would have
nothing to do with the Board of Trade
in fish matters.

Sir P. T. McGrath made reference to
the refusal of the officials to give any
information to the press. It was at no
time possible for the papers to get in-
formation from members of the Ex-
porter’s Association, and to get infor-
mation with reference to vital matters
resort had to be made to various in-
dividuals and other means of getting
news. It was deplorable, he said, for
so important an industry to be under
the control of a private corporation.

Mr. Brookes said that as President
of the Board of Trade and of the Ex-
porter’s Association he was personally
responsible from keeping proceedings
of the latter body from becomimg pub-
lic property. He said that he was jus-
tified in not telling the public of all
these proceedings.

Sir P. T. Mc6rath replied that the
Exporter’s Board could not be the of-
fical mounthpiece of the fish trade and
also of a private corporation.

Mr. Job said that every exporter was
welcome as a member and that the As-
sociation must be looked on as a pri-
vate corporation. )

Mr. A. B. Morine severely criticized
the standardization regulations. He
knew from personal experience with
the fishermen that dissatisfaction ex-

1xst1~; amongst them in connection with

this matter. There is no rule specify-
ing the different grades of fish. A fish-
erman may go to one merchant with
his produce and be told that it is such
a quality, whilst at another premises
his fish is taken at a higher grade.
Again the cullers employed do not
agree, they cannot tell the difference
in the fish and what one accepts an-
other may throw out. Who appointed
the cullers and fish inspectors, and
what qualifications and experience or
what learning have they? Many of
them are appointed through political
pull, or by the merchants with whom
they are employed. Last fall Mr. Coak-
er told the fishermen who called upon
him that he never made any appoint-
ments. Yet the rules say distinctly that
he is the only one who can make them.
It was also stated by the men that he
told them thatif they were not satisfied
with the cullers and inspectors he
would dismiss the whole lot of them
and appoint new ones. It was scarcely
reasonable to expect the fishermen to
have any respect for the regulations
under these conditions. Mr. Morine
then suggested that an impartial board,
free from the influence of buyers or

follow attempts at reduction and that » politicians, should be set up to look

such a perfod was not altogether un-
desirable. He hoped that home indus-

after the matter of fish standardization
and that cullers and inspectors should

first pass an exam before receiving ap-
pointments. Mr. Morine thought that
the Board of Trade should bring this
matter to the notice of the legislature.
He next dealt lengthily with the fixing
of prices and said that ‘he  did not
think it fair that one body of men
should be allowed to make regulations
and fix prices, get all the information
and let the general trade know no-
thing about it. He felt that an im-
artial board was required. It will be
Imost an impossibility to get such a
board in this country,. but he hoped
that the Board of Trade would take
up this important matter of our fish-
eries and uge all the ingenuity and
ability and patriotism it has got, and
stop playing politics with the life of
the country and do busness in a busi-
ness-like manner.

Mr, F. Moore next spoke on the mat-
ter of good fish and said that the ex-
porter should be responsible for the
fish he sends out. After Mr. Moore had
concluded his address the report was
put to the meeting and was received
and unanimously adopted. The officers

They are inoculated directly above
the heart with the venam of the cob-
ra, which is captured alive and forced
to bite the patient or novitiate. Mean-
while he is held by two men, who
watch him and administer an antidote
in small doses. When the poison
seems likely to gain the mastery, they
rub the perspiration which pours from
him into the bite.

The ordeal is a fearful one, under
which men often die, but which, when
they survive, “makes them snakes
themseives,” as the natives express
it. Neither puff-adders, cobras, nor
night-adders would attempt to bite a
man thus transformed.
