I *was
rather disappointed with -this single
and not particularly romantiz name,
and longed for a better dre. ~ My
opportunity came with confirmation,
for when you are confirmed: in 'the
Catholic church yon have the right of
adding another Christian name or two
to those which you were given at
baptism. I don’t know why it ig that
I always had a particular effection
for two Christian names. They seem-
ed to me essentially romantic. One
was the name Charles, tie other Ed-
mond; and I resolved that T weuld ‘add
these names|to the homely 7Thomas.
But my mother had a special rever-
ence for the name of Bernard—a
notable saint in the Catholic calen-
dar—and insisted that ‘I should add
Bernard to my list. What happened
was that the bishop was in a Lit of a
hurry. He' heard only the name
‘Charles,’ whicp I duly got; by the
time my gasping tongue had got to
Edmond and Bernard, the hishop had
passed on' to the next boy; and so I
remgined Charles, tout court.”

“1. was foundly dissatisfed, and
I found a device which relicved the
situation.
