Champion Road Wagon.—Our Berlin 
correspondent bas recently visited the 
carriage shops of Ziegler Bros., in that 
town.

Be­
sides, there is no impropriety in Kelly 
seeing the evidence he had formerly 
given at the examination. If you 
believe the evidence of Kell)', leaving 
out Blakeley altogether, you can hive no 
hesitation in coming to the conclusion 
that Hillen let McLean out, and that he 
received a, consideration for doing so. 
There is one circumstance that mitigates 
against Hillen. Blakeley states that this 
920 referred to was actually paid him 
of Hillen’s daughter, and no evidence has 
been brought in rebuttal.

ducted the case, in leaving the evidence 
before the jury on "its own merits, and 
not pressing for a verdict against defen­
dant. The law. recognizes a man inno­
cent until lie is proved guilty, and he 
mu :t nut bo deprived of his liberty or his 
good name, until the charge U substan­
tiated. In this ease wo find that the 
defendant has served for five years in the 
gaol here, where every sort of prison­
ers kayo Keen incarcerated, and he lias 
fulfilled his duties faithfully, as Sheriff 
Gran go has testified, lie had been a 
long time a soldier in the service of his 
country, and Sheriff Grange’s brother, 
under whom he served, was prominent 
in recommending him for his late posi­
tion. By the favor of the Crown Counsel, 
l'ara permitted to produce llillen’s certi­
ficate of discharge from Her Majesty’s 
service, and his pension entitled to reckon 
for 21 years’ service. He is in posses­
sion of five goed conduct badges, and a 
medal, with a gratuity of £5 for long 
service aud good conduct, as well as 
commendatory letters from his former 
officers, and medals for his good conduct 
in the battles of Alma and Inkermuim. 
These facts should not bear unduly in 
your mind, gentlemen, in giving your 
verdict, but character is worth a good 
deal in a doubtful case. Sometimes a 
man is at the mercy of unscrupulous wit­
nesses, and is it then to be said he is not 
to stand upon his former character? 
Shall it he said that this prisoner, who 
is chaiged at the hands of men like 
Blakeley,shall not have the pleasure of re­
ferring you to these medals, and to what 
Sheriff Grange has said ? Mr. Mercer 
tells you that Hillen told him, ten days

Hillen,
plotting for McLean’s escape, give infor­
mation that would be fatal to himself ? 
Did not Hillen take the pai t of an honest 
man when he went and told, so that an 
extra man might bo put on ? It is idle 
to tell any one that if Hillen had enter­
tained this offer he would have gone 
and told Mr. Mercer. . This action 
of Hillen’s speaks volumes in his favor. 
Now gentlemen, where were these keys 
generally kept which opened the cell 
door where McLean was confined ? Mr. 
Mercer gave the greatest facility to the 
prisoner Blakeley and also to the night 
watchman Taylor, by sleeping" till eight 
o’clock in the morning. The night 
watchman has access to tho keys, aud so 
had Blakeley. Shall it be sqid that Hil­
len is to be thewictim of all these peoples’ 
carelessness? Where is the "evidence 
that brings the matter home to Hil­
len, except you take the evidence of that 
man Blakeley—evidence upon which I 
am sure noue of you would hang a dog ? 
As to Kelly, ho is described to the letter 
in the following extract, taken from 
the long experience of an authority in 
Bngish courts of law. Speaking of the 
evidence ol policemen, tho author says : 
“ With respect to policemen, constables 
and others employed in the detection of 
crime, their testimony against a prisoner 
should be watched with care,.not because, 
they intentionally pervert tho truth, but 
because their professional zeal, fed as it 
U by the contemplation of human nature 
in its most revolting forms, often leads 
them t) ascribe actions to thb worst 
motives, aud to give a coloring of guilt to 
facts and conversations which are per­
haps consistent with virtue and rectitude. 
That men are to ho guilty until they 
are found innocent is the creed of tho 
police, but it is a, doctrine that finds no 
sympathy in a court of justice.” This is 
j ist Kelly’s position. He was quite s.ufo 
Hillen had said “ he would not do tho 
same thing again.for 32,000,” and would 
not allow my suggestion that it might 
have been “ ho would not allow such a 
thing again for 32,000.” Blakeley’s evi­
dence was further criticized, and Mr. 
Guthrie closed his remarks by urging the 
jury to consider tho past character of 
Hillen in tho light of tho non-crimina­
ting ovidonce which had been advanced. 
The Judge then charged the Jury briefly. 

He commented severely on the character 
of Blakeley’s evidence, as it' had been 
proved tho witness was an accomplice. In 
accordance with the law on this point he 
urged the jury to pay no attention to 
Blakeley’s evidence, because tho evidence 
of an accomplice in .a crime can not be 
considered unless it is corroborated, and 
this had not been done. After a few 
more remarks from his lordship, in which 
he took occasion to say that he had 
generally found that policemen gafve 
their evidence in a straightforward and 
honest manner.

The Jury retired at ten minutes to 4 
o’clock, and after av consultation of fif-. 
teen minutes, returned with a verdict of 
“ Not guilty.”

Mr. McMahon appeared for the Crown, 
and Mr. Guthrie was counsel for Hillen.
