RETURN OF THE LOUISE.

The C. P. N. Co.’s Steamer Arrives Yes-
terday From Queen Charlotte Islands.

The C. P. N. Co.’s steamer Princess
Louise, Capt. McCullough, arrived
from the north yesterday morning and
tied up at her dock in the inside harbor
at 10 o’clock.

She h*d on board eighteen cabin pas-
sengers and seventeen Chinese and
eleven Indians in .the steerage. Her
freight consisted of 8186 cases of sal-
mon, principally for the English mar-
kets; two cases of sealskins, one case
of sea-otter skins, and fifteen bareels of
oil from Masset for the Hudson’s Bay
Company.

After calling at the Naas and Skeena
ou che way up, the Louise visited Queen
Charlotte Islands, where she remained
long enough to enable her passengers to
visit the anthracite coal mines there.
The greater part of the trip was made
in rough and disagreeable weather, the
majority of the passengers being mar-
tyrs tomal de mer from  the time of
leaving port to the return. -Conse-
quently, their enjoyment of what other-
wise would have béen a delightful trip
was very considerably lessened.

The cargo of salmon brought down

THE ANCON ON A REEF.

Loss of the Steamship in Loring
Harbor, Alaska.

Passengers and Crew Saved and Brought
to Port Townsend by the Steam-
ship Elder.

Porr TowNsEND, Sept. 4.—The steam-
ship Ancon left Port Townsend on Au-
gust 12th, en route on her regular trip
to Alaska, with about 100 cabin passen-
gers and 30 steerage, who, with her
officers and crew, made an aggregate of
about 200 persons on board. She was
commanded by Capt. David Wallace,
with Capt. H. H. Lloyd as pilot, and
Robert Hackley chief engineer. The
vessel proceeded on her course, stopping
at Victoria, whence she proceeded
on her trip north without stopping until
Thursday noon, when she arrived at
Tongass Narrows. The weather at the
start was dark, smoke filling the air for
the first two d’}ys. Fog and rain were
also terrific. The grand scenery on the
trip was on%he voyage. After a
brief stop at Tongass Narrows the run
was next made to Loring, otherwise

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THE CROP OF THE NORTH-,
WEST.

The crop in Manitoba and the North-
wost Territories has not turned out so
badly after all; the drought in some
places did a great deal of harm to the
crops of all kinds and the gophers de-
voured a large proportion " of it in oth-
ers, and there was a time when the erop
prospect in the whole region was very
dark indeed. But the rain came at
Jast, and though late, did a great deal
of good. The Manitoba official crop re-
port for June and July says that the
grain.on well cultivated land has turned
out fairly well, while the failures have
been chiefly of land turned up in the
spring. The pest of gophers has been
very trying to the patience of the farm-
ers. Why they should have appeared
in such numbers this year no one seems
to know. They came in swarms and
did any amount of damage to the crops.

Harvest weather has been favorable
and the grain has been saved in good
condition. The results on threshing
have been an agreeable surprise to many
farmers. There is a better yield to the
acre than they dared hope and the
grain is a splendid sample. The
yield has, ‘_aocording to the tele-
graph  bulletins of the C. P. R.
Company, been in some districts quite
large. At Morden tlre estimated yield
is twenty-ﬁve' bushels to the agre, and
at Portage la Prairie a_careful estimate
gives twenty-eight bushels to the acre.
Ope farmer obtained 235 bushels from
eleven bushels sown, and it is said that
many fields yield from forty to fifty
bushels to the acre. The bulletin goes
on to say that ** farmers and grain mer-
chants throughout the province are well
satisfied with the season’s crop, both as
regards yield and sample, and it is now
thought that the total crop will exceed
the early estimate by one or two mil-
lions of bushels.” This is good news.
The good quality of all the grain is
greatly in the farmer’s fuver. Last
year the growth was more luxuriant,
but the frost injured the crop consider-
ably, spoiling much of the grain for
market. This year all the grain har-
vested is merchantable.

Oats and barley, owing to the drought,
are a light crop, but even they are
better than was anticipated. The far-
mers of Manitoba have found this year
that careful cultivation: and covering
the seed well, as the drill does, ensures
a good crop even in an uncommonly dry

season.

THE GREAT STRIKE.

An Early Settlement Now
Looked For.

One Wharfinger Yields aud 7,000
Strikers Return to Work.

The Milwell and Royal Albert Doeks Will
Follow, and the Great Strike Will
Soon Be at an End.

Loxpon, Sept. 8.—For the first time
since the beginning of the strike,-police
started out, this morning in the east end
districts armed with revolvers. This
certainly indicated that the Scotland
Yard men who have been for a week
nmingling with the strikers and - over-
looking their plans, have reported dan-
ger ahead, and that some trouble is
looked for to-day.

LivERPooL, Sept. 3.—Laborers in the
docks here engaged on the grain and
flour ships, have demanded an advance
of a shilling a day in their wages.

BURNS’ INFLUENCE.

now everywhere implicity obeyed. The
refusal of the dock companies to permit
the vessel owners to make such terms
as they see fit for unloading their own
ships very materially improves the
strikers’ position, as it places the entire
responsibility for exciting a trade dead-
lock upon the shoulders of the man-
agers. This intensifies the feeling
in commercial circles against them,
snd as a result, sympathy for
the strikers grows stronger, and con-

STOLE TWENTY MILLIONS.

The Mayor and Councilmen of Madrid
Forced to Resign.

Lospox, Aug. 30.—Four years ago
the citizens of Madrid were permitted
to elect a municipal government. To-
day the Muyor and thirty of the city
fathers have been compelled to resign,
owing to the discovery of frauds by
whieg the city has been robbed of im-
mense sums. A mass meeting of citi-
zens was held in Madrid last night, at
which the government was called -upon
to arrest the retiring Mayor and Coun-
cilmen and prosecute them for wholesale
robbery of thecity treasury. Count
Toreno, a member of the cortes, asserted
that the four yedrs “of éormptit&o.hd
cost the municipality of Madrid no less
than $20,000,000. A large part of the
city’s revenue is derived from duties im-
posed on goods entering the city. Every
one of the 30 councilmen who have been
compelled to resign turned smuggler the
day he was. elected, and ever since
each, under-eover of -his .office, has ays- |
tematically defrauded the revenue.- In
the profits of this business the mayor is
charged with having shared, and it s
known that since coming into office, a
poor man, four years ago, he has “be-
come one of the wealthiest men in Mad-
rid. To such an extent was the busi-
ness carried on that, as the imquiry of
the cortes demonstrated, the returns of
the railroads of dutiable goods brought
into Madrid by them are for the
four years twice as great as the quanti-
ties on which daties were paid. Well
informed residents of Madrri‘, notwith-
standing the overwhelming proof
against the parties implicated, have
little hope that the boodlers will be
punished, a:.l therc is a strong suspi-
cion that one or iwo of the ministry
shared very lurpely in the plunder, and
they are shieliing their purtaers in
crime from h- jast retribution which
should be me 1 out to them.

We
have enquired of . the proper authority
and we find : that the captain of the
J. H. Hustede did not violate any
of  the regulations of the port of
Esquimalt.  No
the Harbor. Master repect.mg him or his
vessel, and no request was sent to him
to have her removed from the berth
she occupied. If the captain of a ship
violates any harbor regulation as to
anclmring or mooring, or if his vessel is
in the way of any other ship coming
into or at anchor in the harbor, the
Harbor Master is the proper person to
apply to, to have it removed. He is
vested with ample authority to regulate
the shipping in the port. The law, in
times of peace at any rate, recognizes
no other authority. If we are rightly
informed, : Admiral Heneage has no
more authority in the  harbor as
to the disposition of merchant ves-
sels than any other commander of
a ship. For him then to send
& detachment of sailors on ‘board the
J. H. Hustede to remove her was a
stretch of power for which there is no
authority. Such an act was also a
breach of the hospitality which it is the
duty of all British subjects, and particu-
larly of all officers in Her Majesty’s
service, to exteénd to the vessels of a
friendly power entering a British-harbor
for the purpose of trade. The Lieut.-
Governor is the highest official entrusted
with the administration of the law in
this province, and even he could not be
justified in taking by the collar an un-
offending citizen or foreigner whom he
might regard as standing in his way,
and removing him to another place.
On British soil public officials are not
permitted to invent offences and to
punish . them. If the captain of
the J. H. Hustede had violated any
port regulation, or if his vessel occu-
picd a position which interfered with
the movements of the squadron under
the Admiral’s command, it was the
easiest thing in the world to make the
proper representations to the port
officer, and he would have her removed
without any disturbance or unnecessary
de'ay. As it is, we fear that he has ex-
ceeded his authority and treated with
indignity & subject of the Emperor of
Germany, who had been guilty of no
offunce against the laws of the province
or the regulitions of the port.

It is believed by some that Constance
Cove has been set apart for the exclu-
sive use of the ships of Her Majesty’s
navy.

"It is a mistake to suppose that
the inhabitants of Victoria or of any
part of British Columbia would willing-
ly aid in the extermination of the fur
seal.
