Professor D’Arcy Thompson of the

From Investigation.

mINDEFINITE AS USUAL.

S«aa»!If Mr. Foster expected to draw the 
Government out into any kind of a de­
finite declaration as to what is to be its 
trade policy he must have been disap­
pointed. Sir Richard Cartwright, who 
replied to the ex-Minister of Finance, 
was as careful as Mr. Laurier himself 
could be to say nothing definite. The 
country is to be kept in a state of uncer­
tainty for nearly a year longer as to 
what the trade policy of the Govern­
ment is to be. The loose statements 
made by Sir Richard Cartwright and 
Mr. Laurier can be considered in no 
sense a declaration of policy. They may 
mean anything or nothing at all, as it 
suits the interests of the members of the 
Government to interpret them. The 
plain truth seems to be that the Govern­
ment themselves do not yet know what 
their policy is to be. They are wait­
ing to see how the cat jumps. Mr. 
Fielding’s Commission may find out 
the state of public opinion in the 
country, particularly in the Liberal 
party, with respect to protection and 
free trade, and having obtained the in­
formation they were appointed to fish 
for, the Government will frame its policy 
as expediency dictates. It is evident 
that principle will have nothing to do 
with the changes that are to be made, 
for if it had, the Government would not 
be afraid to indicate clearly the lines 
which the tariff is to be revised. In or­
der to show our readers how far the 
Government have committed themselves 
to any line of policy in the matter of 
trade we will reproduce the remarks that 
the Ottawa correspondents of the two 
leading Toronto newspapers made upon 
Sir Richard Cartwright’s speech. The 
correspondent of the Mail and Empire 
writes :

1 THE RETAIL MARKETS.

were not diminishing in numbers under 
the present modes of pursuing the seal­
ing industry. Professor Thompson with 
the other Imperial agent, Mr. Barrett 
Hamilton, and Mr. Macoun, the agent 
appointed by the Dominion government, 
left Victoria last June in company with 
the American commissioners.

While very willing to give what in­
formation he could as to his trip, Pro­
fessor D’Arcy Thompson remarked that 
he necessarily could not make public 
the statistics he bad gathered nor the 
conclusions he had come to through his 
investigations, as he was in dutv bound 
to reserve these for his report to "the Im­
perial government. The draft of this 
report he had already prepared.

“ I arrived at the Pribyloff islands 
July 8 and left thereon Septembers,” 
he said, “ having spent the whole two 
months on the islands, with the excep­
tion of a visit I paid in company with 
Dr. David Starr Jordan, president of the 
American commission,to the Command­
er islands, on board H.M.S. Satellite. I 
returned home by way of Sitka, going 
there from Ounalaska on the LL'S. cut­
ter Rush together with Dr. Jordan and 
Mr. F. A. Lucas, of the American com­
mission. Mr. Barrett Hamilton, the 
other Imperial agent, who spent the 
greater part of the season on the Com­
mander islands, and Mr. Macoun, the 
agent appointed by the Dominion gov­
ernment; Col. Murray, of the American 
commission, and Mr. Clarke, secretarv of 
the American commission, remain on the 
islands in order to complete the count of 
dead pups in the early days of October. 
Both the British and American agents 
believe that they have been able to 
make a closer inspection of the rookeries 
than had been made by any previous in­
spectors. They have obtained an ap­
proximately accurate census of the 
breeding females on St. Paul and St. 
George islands as well as of the living 
pups now upon the rookeries and the 
pups that died from natural causes in 
the early part of the season.

“ When these facts are taken together 
with the information collected bv Mr. 
Halkett, who has spent the summer on 
board the sealing schooner Dora 
Sieward, on behalf of the Dominion c; 
ernment, and with the information col­
lected on various minor points 
by the British and American agents, 
it is to be hoped that few 
questions of fact regarding the numbers 
and circumstances of the seal hertis will 
remain in dispute.”

Professor D’Arcy Thompson speaks in 
warm terms of the helpful co-operation 
of the American commissioners and of 
the amicable relations between them 
and the British commissioners. He ex­
pects to remain a few days in Victoria, 
and may perhaps visit Barclay Sound, 
where he has a relativi, before returning 
home.

Professor David Starr Jordan, presi­
dent of Stanford University and head of 
the American commission, also returned 
by the Topeka. He did not stop over in 
Victoria but went on with the steamer, 
being anxious to reach San Fran- 
cisco as soon as possible. Like Profes- 

D’Arcy Thompson, he had 
to be _ careful to reserve the results 
of his investigations for his report to his 
government. He had not, however, 
found that the seal herds were decreas­
ing as rapidly as had been reported, and 
lie believed that some amicable arrange­
ment would be reached for the protec­
tion of the fur seals. His idea was that 
a commission would meet in Europe and 
that he and the British and American 
agents who have this year been making 
investigations in Behring sea will be 
called upon as expert witnesses. He 
said, too, that he had noticed a few seal 
coming ashore at the Pribyloff islands 
wounded by shot, and that he had the 
skins in his possession.

A.s to the Behring sea catch for 1896, 
all information would indicate that it is 
to be the shortest on record, the logbook 
of the patrol cutter Richard Rush show­
ing the catches to have been, when the 
vessels were spoken on the dates men­
tioned, as follows :

try and traffic on Government contracts. 
Such conduct I must denounce in the 
most emphatic manner possible, and I 
request the public to bring to 
my notice any such act of which thev 
may become aware.”

St. Charles Sewer Scheme Abandoned 
—The New Garbage Plan 

Endorsed.

With a good old English custom that 
might with advantage be more frequently 
adopted in Canada,the provincial govern­
ment Saturday night marked the com­
pletion of the stonework of the new' par­
liament buildings by entertaining at 
dinner all those who had been employed 
upon the work. This kindly custom is 
generally in use in the old country and 
serves to show that the relations between 
the workingmen, the contractors and 
the employers are not solely a matter of 
so many dollars and cents. In the case 
of a private building it shows a feeling 
of kindliness between employer and em­
ployed and is calculated to restrain that 
so common feeling that capital and labor 
cannot be close friends and work to­
gether in harmony and good will.

Of course the government stand in 
different position from the private 
plover. They are simply the people’s 
representatives, but the idea under­
lying the custom is the same and well 
worthy of being generally followed in 
the case of the construction of large 
works, public or private.

The banquet was held at the Mount 
Baker hotel, Mr. Virtue, the proprieter, 
as he always does, sparing no pains to 
prepare a dinner in his best style. The 
menu was varied and the dishes excel­
lently cooked and nicely served. During 
dinner the Fifth Regiment band played 
in the corridor to the great enjoyment of 
everyone.

There were quite 200 guests sat down 
to table, the Premier, Hon. J. H. 
Turner, presiding, with Mr. Jeeves, 
of McGregor & Jeeves the contractors, 
for the parliament building on his right, 
and Mr. F. M. Rattenburv, the archi­
tect, on his left, and Mr. Ë. C. Howell, 
superintendent of the works, close by. 
Hon. G. B. Martin, Chief Commissioner 
of Lands and Works, and Hon. C. E. 
Pooley, President of the Council, and 
Messrs. R. P. Rithet, M.P.P., H. Dallas 
Halmcken, Q.C.. M.P.P., and John 
Braden. M.P.P., were the other repre- 
eentatives of the legislature present.

It was 9:30 when the Premier rose and 
proposed the toast of “ The Queen,” 
which was received with loyal en­
thusiasm and the singing of the national 
anthem.

The health of the architect, contrac­
tors and all connected with the work on 
the parliament buildings were next pro­
posed by the Premier, who briefly touched 
on the history of the buildings whose 
last stone had now been placed. Many 
of the younger men sitting around the 
table, the Premier predicted, would live 
to see Victoria grow to a citv whose 
buildings would extend fkr beyond their 
present bounds, and future generations 
would have reason to thank the present 
one for a building that would last and 
be a thing of beauty for hundreds of 
years to come. In moving the toast the 
Premier said humoronslv that the onlv 
difficulty that presented itself was 
that as nearly all present had 
had something to do with the buildings 
hnnself included, so it was in à 
manner drinking their own healths. He 
hoped, however, they would waive the 
difficulty and “ drink to our own 
healths.” (Laughter and applause.)

Mr. Jeeves briefly spoke in reply, 
thanking the Premier and the govern­
ment on behalf of the contractors for in­
viting them here to-night to celebrate 
the laying of the last stone on the par­
liament buildings, a structure that would 
always be a credit to the province, for 
every bit of it was well built. He, as 
one of the contractors, had done his best 
and he considered that from the least 
workman to the architect everyone em­
ployed was worthy his meed of praise.

When the cheers that greeted Mr. 
Jeeves had subsided and the guests had 
sung heartily “ For he’s a jolly good fel­
low,” cries went up for the architect.

Mr. F. M. Rattenbury, the architect, 
in replying said that the pleasantest 
part of this work had been that it had 
gone through with such good feeling that 
there was not a man employed upon it 
that he could not to-night shake hands 
with, and he wished to say that a very 
great deal of the credit for the structure 
was due to the workmen. (Applause.)

Mr. E. C. Howell, the superintendent 
ot works, who Mr. Jeeves said had done 
as much as anyone to carry out the work, 
was cheered to the echo as he rose to sneak 
in response to enthusiastic cheers.

Mr. Howell, in reply, thanked those 
present for the way he had been re­
ceived, and paid a well-merited compli­
ment to Mr. Rattenbury and the excel­
lence of his plans. The selection of the 
builder was a very happy one too, the 
atones were well and truly laid from the 
foundations up, and he asked that a 
meed of praise be given, too, to the first 
contractors, who laid the foundations. 
His only duty had been to seethespirit of 
the plans carried out, and now in the end 
he could say that he believed he had 
done his duty, not only to the govern­
ment, but to the contractors and to the 
public.

Hon. G. B. Martin followed briefly, 
saying that in his capacity as Chief 
Commissioner of Lands and Works he 
had done his best to perforrii his duties 
well. He proceeded to read a letter 
from Chief Justice Davie, under whom 
as Premier the new buildings were in­
augurated. The Chief Justice regretted 
that it was impossible for him to be 
present, but he expressed his apprecia­
tion of the strength, stability and cheap­
ness with which the buildings had been 
erected—a credit to architect, contract­
ors, superintendent of works and work­
men.

Mr. Sbakleton responded for the work­
men in a neat little speech. He could 
say with the former speakers that from 
the Atlantic to the Pacific they could 
seldom find a building equally well built 
to the parliament buildings. Imposing 

. and solid, they would perhaps stand for 
centuries and be a monument that peo­
ple yet unborn would look upon and 
commend the builders.

I shall feel 
grateful to your honorable body if my re­
signation is accepted and allowed to take 
immediate effect, in which case, if accept­
able to you, my brother, Dr. John A. Dun­
can, who is already conversant with the 
duties of the office, will act as a substitute 
until an appointment is made.

William Head, and for that reason he was 
glad to see Dr. Duncan promoted, though 
by this circumstance he felt that in connec­
tion with the office the Doctor has held for 
several years the city is sustaining quite a 
loss. From his experience—and he had 
bad a lot of experience of the medical 
health officer, not only this year but on a 
former occasion when he had the honor to

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a KVtotoThe New. York Yacht Club has de­

cided that it cannot accept a challenge 
from a Canadian club for the America’s 
cup. It is said there was a scheme on 
foot to build a yacht on the Atlantic 
coast of Canada to have a go at the New 
Yorkers, but the Americans were quick 
to see that the building of a boat in Can­
ada would put challenger and challenged 
on even terms and deprive them of the 
handicap they have always had in the 
fact that the challenger has to sail 
thousands of miles of stormy ocean, 
which means that she must be a thor­
ough sea-going craft and not a mere 
racing machine.
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Yesterday saw the close of the polo

firmly established in popular favor. 
Provided a reasonable degree of 
encouragement be extended to the en- . 
terprising Victoria Club there seems to 
be nothing in the way of securing an in­
ternational match next year between 
representative California" and British 
Columbia teams. Such a contest would 
of course be made the star feature of the 
annual tournament, and it would 
questionably command attention all 
along the Coast.

Yesterday’s matches were between 
Nicola and Cowichan, and Victoria and 
the Navy, each being productive of bril­
liant play and the outcome of each being 
in doubt to the last instant. In fact, 
the score in the second match was 3 all 
at the call of time ; the captains of the 
opposing teams agreed to play on, 
and the Navy immediately rushed 
it through.

surrender. Although what appears in 
the press is not always reliable, yet we 
cannot help noticing the juxtaposition 
of the school question and the portfolio 
of the interior. Should Mr. Sifton, or 
any minister of Manitoba, betray his 
constituents for so many pieces of silver, 
he may rest assured the stigma will cling 
to him for the rest of his life. That 
portfolio should not be kept dangling in 
the eyes of weak mortals to lure them 
from principles to which they 
pledged up to the hilc. Developments in 
this matter will be watched with inter­
est. With regard to the trade and fiscal 
policy, no one who witnessed the condi­
tion of Canada from 1874 to 1878 
for an instant deny the vast progress 
the country has made in the last 
17 years under the National Policy, 
the millions of money invested on all 
aides, the thousands of people finding 
employment, the extraordinary develop­
ment in railway construction, and of 
shipping in our inland waters, and the 
great increase in the volume of trade. 
Any change of a radical nature attempt­
ed to reverse that policy casts the most 
grave and serious responsibility on any 
government undertaking to reverse it, 
and will meet with determined opposi­
tion. Not being in business myself free 
trade would suit me personally, but 
from conviction I am a limited protec­
tionist, believing firmly it is the safest 
and best system for this country. I have 
listened with interest to the speech of 
the hon. gentleman from Shell River, 
and on two different occasions, I had 
the boldness to attempt a reply to 
his free trade theory, but I am 
not going to reply to him now— 
than to say this—as I have said 
previous occasion that no comparison 
can in any way be drawn between what 
would suit Great Britain, and what 
would suit Canada. The one country is 
brimful of wealth, the growth and ac­
cumulation of centuries, the other a 
colony thinly inhabited, partially devel­
oped, with no accumulation of wealth. 
The sources of revenue in Great Britain 
are many and various ; in Canada they 
are limited to customs and inland 
revenue, as the provinces absorb all the 
other sources of taxation, such as that 
on real and personal property, incomes, 
licenses and succession duties and the 
sales of public land. On all these sources 
Great Britain levies to the utmost, so 
much so that her free trade is a delusion, 
her taxation being $10 per head 
against $6 in the Dominion.

I 
have since instructed the secretary not to 
part in the future with any original docu­
ments unless advised to do’so by the board.
I beg to draw your attention to the first 
and second paragraphs on page 7 of the 
1896 report This report was accepted by 
the board without comment, and tne adop­
tion of the report of the special 
mittee has changed the entire meth­
od of the conducting of the hospital; 
and this conclusion has been arrived at by 
a vote of two directors outside of the com­
mittee men, and without notification to a 
large number of the directors. The amend­
ment to the resolution, asking that the 
matter be deferred for a special meeting, 
when a full and ample discussion of this 
most important subject could have been 
taken up in all its various aspects, was de­
feated ; and I have since learned that Dr. 
Davie, who has been from the inception of 
the hospital the most active, prominent 
and best friend of the institution, has de­
clined to take part in the method as adopt­
ed by the board.

I would draw your attention to a resolu­
tion instructing the building committee of 
the operating room to have Drs. Davie and 
Richardson select the necessary furniture. 
Dr. Davie has told me that notwithstanding 
his efforts to have Dr. Richardson meet 
him in this connection that he has failed in 
his endeavors. Dr. Richardson, however, 
sent in a report without having consulted 
Dr. Davie in the matter, and the building 
committee has, therefore, had much extra 
labor in the matter. 1 am afraid that Dr. 
Richardson has become a partisan in dis­
agreements among the medical men, which 
may result in a detriment to the hospital.
I beg to record my objections to the recom­
mendation of Dr. Richardson, for the fol­
lowing grounds: that the method does not 
commend itself to me as being the best for 
the medical men, for the hospital, nor for 
the patients, and I am prepared to give my 
reasons when the board resolves itself into 
a committee of the whole.

RTS, There is nothing uncertain or indefinite 
about the agreement between the Corpora­
tion of Victoria and Mr. J. Israel Tarte, the 
Dominion minister of public works, which 
was outlined in the Colonist oi Sunday. 
The whole document was read to the board 
of aldermen at their meeting last evening. 
It binds them to submit to the ratepayers 
before the first of December a by-law for 
the construction of a permanent bridge 
across the Arm to be completed before the 
1st of October, 1898, this bridge to be in ac­
cordance with plans first approved of by the 
Minister of Public Works; and it permits 
the completion of the pile bridge already 
commenced only on the express stipulation 
that it and any other temporal}' bridge in 
the vicinity of Point Ellice shall be re­
moved at or before the time 
for the completion of the permanent 
structure. In case this is not done, the 
corporation covenants to nay to the D. 
inion all costs incidental to their removal 
by the public works department. The city 
also agrees to pay all the costs of past and 
future proceedings in the courts in connec­
tion with this matter—these costs up to the 
present being agreed upon at $300.

The settlement of the dispute .with the 
public works department has opened up 
new branch of litigation, the published re­
port of such settlement being the basis of 
an application made to the Supreme court 
yesterday—by Mr. E. E. Wootton on behalf 
of the Consolidated Railway Company—for 
ah ord er of the court that the corporation ‘1 be 
restrained from proceeding with the erec­
tion of a certain wooden pile bridge 
partly erected, over the waters of Victoria 
Arm at Point Ellice in the city of Victoria, 
or of any other bridge over the said waters 
at the said Point Ellice not sufficient for 
the purposes of tramway traffic, on the 
grounds disclosed in the affidavits filed in 
support of this motion.” By special leave 
of the Chief Justice, to-day at 11 o’clock 
was fixed as the time for hearing counsel in 
the matter.

In the affidavits mentioned in the appli­
cation are two from G. E. Jorgensen, C. E., 
and George A. Keefer, C.E., respectfively. 
declaring that the proposed pile bridge will 
not be fit for tramway traffic (for which 
is well known the corporation do not intend 
it). Mr. J. B. McKilligan, the manager 
of the railroad, makes affidavit that be­
cause of the present condition of bridge 
affairs the public are being greatly incon­
venienced and the company are being put 
to serious financial loss. He especially 
mentions the damage to the cars on the 
Esquimalt side of the gap for want of the 
overhauling which they should receive 
every night in the company’s sheds, and 
the expense of transporting"them over the 
E. & Is. railway bridge when from time to 
time it has been necessary to brine them in 
for repairs.

Besides the application for the injunction 
against the erection of a bridge not suitable 
for their traffic the company have com­
menced their promised action for damages 
against the city, the writ in this cause 
having been issued on Thursday last but 
served upon the city only yesterday. The 
endorsement upon this writ declares that :
“ The plaintiffs’ claim is against the de­
fendant corporation for damages for breach 
of contract and for wrongfully interfering 
with the plaintiffs in the exercise of their 
franchise and for an injunction restraining 
the said defendant corporation, their 
vants or agents from proceeding with the 
erection of a bridge now partly constructed 
between Point Ellice and a point near the 
foot of Work street in the city of Victoria 
over Victoria Arm.”
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outONIST, THE “TONQUIN” MASSACRE.su-

S. L. Crawford publishes in the Post- 
Intelligencer a version of the Tonquin 
massacre as given by Mr. Irving in his 
“ Astoria,” of which the following is a 
summary. It appears that the captain 
of the Tonquin, which was trading at 
one of the harbors of the West Coast of 
Vancouver island, got into an altercation 
with an Indian chief over the purchase 
of some otter skins, and taunting the 
latter with stinginess rubbed a skin in 
his face, besides clearing the natives 
from the vessel perforce of blows. This 
was during the absence of the Astoria 
company’s agent, Mr. McKay, who fore­
saw danger and was anxious to get away. 
However, the captain was obstinate. 
Soon after, despite all efforts to hinder 
them, the Indians began to clamber over 
the sides’of the vessel. The story con­
tinues.

The crew fought desperately with 
knives, handspikes and whatever 
weapons they could seize upon in the 
moment of surprise. They were soon, 
however, overpowered by numbers and 
mercilessly butchered. As to the seven 
who had been sent aloft to make sail, 
they contemplated with horror the carn­
age that was going on below. Being 
destitute of weapons they let themselves 
down by the running .rigging, in hopes 
of getting between decks. One fell 
and was immediately dispatched; an­
other received a deathblow in the back 
as he was descending ; a third, Stephen 
Weeks, the armorer, was mortally 
wounded as he was getting down the 
hatchway. The remaining few made 
good their retreat into the cabin, where 
they found Mr. Lewis still alive though 
mortally wounded. Barricading the 
cabin door, they broke holes through the 
com panion way, and with muskets and 
ammunition which were at hand, opened 
a brisk tire that soon cleared the 
deck. Thus far the Indian inter­
preter, from whom these particu­
lars were derived, had been an eye­
witness of the deadly conflict. He had 
taken no part in it, and had been spared 
by the natives as being of their race. In 
the confusion of the moment he took re­
fuge w^th the rest in the canoes. The 
survivors of the event now sallied forth 
and discharged some of the deck guns, 
which did great execution among the 
canoes, and drove all the savages to 
shore.

When the next day dawned the Ton­
quin still lay at anchor in the bay, her 
sails all loose and flapping, and no one 
apparently on board. Later on the In­
dians swarmed about the deserted ship 
in great numbers and Mr. Lewis made 
friendly signs and invited them on board. 
It was long before they 
tured to comply. Those who mount­
ed the deck met with no opposition, 
for Mr. Lewis had disappeared. Other 
canoes soon passed forward to board the 
prize. The decks were soon crowded and 
the sides covered with clambering sav­
ages, all intent on plunder. In the midst 
of their eagerness and exultation the ship 
blew up with a tremendous explosion. 
Arms, legs and mutilated bodies were 
blown high into the air, and dreadful 
havoc was made in the surrounding 
canoes. The ship had disappeared, but 
the bay was covered with the fragments 
of the wre;k and presented an awful 
spectacle. Over 100 savages were de­
stroyed by the explosion, many were 
more shockingly mutilated, and for days 
afterward the limbs and bodies of the 
slain were thrown upon the beach.

a barge in tow, went down to the steamer 
and removed all of the baggage and most 
of the perishable freight.

Shortly before noon the Angeles made 
a second trip. The tide was rapidly ris­
ing. The lower hold was tilled and the 
between-decks forward of the engine- 
room was nearly half full. The high 
tide reached over three feet above the 
dining-room tables and submerged the 
deadlights. The apartments occupied 
by the steerage^ passengers and the fore­
castle were entirely submerged, and an 
assortment of bedding, valises and per­
sonal effects were floating around in the 
water.

It is impossible to ascertain the exact 
condition of the steamer’s keel, and 
though a diver arrived from Seattle this 
afternoon, he will not be able to make a 
thorough examination before to-morrow 
or next day. The officers say, however, 
that fully sixteen feet, if not more, of 
the keel is torn off, and that in all prob­
ability other damage w'as sustained.

The Umatilla lies with her bow on the 
beach, abreast of the lighthouse, the 
after end of the steamer pointing down 
the straits toward Cape Flattery, direct­
ly in the path of a westerly gale and in a 
position where any sort of an ocean 
swell would tear her to pieces. Added 
to the danger, it must be taken into con­
sideration that this week is the precise 
time of year when the autumn equinoc­
tial gales are almost certain to occur.
The gales,’though generally brief in dur­
ation, are usually sharp and severe, and 
should they occur, the fate of the Uma­
tilla is sealed. The only hope now of 
saving the big steamer is that the divers 
may be able to patch up the apertures 
in her bottom sufficiently for her to reach 
a dry dock, and it will take quick work 
to enable her to do that, too.

The steamship Walla Walla, of the 
same line, took several of the crew on 
board when she sailed for San Francisco.
The officers and agents of the vessels are 
averse to being interviewed, and decline 
to express an opinion regarding the pro­
bability of her getting off the rocks and 
being repaired. It is evident bv the 
seriousness of their actions as well as 
their conversation in private that they 
fear the worst, and some of them have 
already expressed a belief that the 
Umatilla has made her last

The American steamship Umatilla, ply­
ing between Puget Sound ports and San 
Francisco, after almost foundering In the 
Straits, was run ashore at Point Wilson 
at 3:45 o’clock this morning

total wreck. She struck a submerged 
rock near where the bark David Hoadley 
was wrecked some years ago, lost six­
teen feet of her keel and tore a ragged 
hole in her bottom through which the 
water poured in torrents. The passeng­
ers had a narrow escape from being com­
pelled to embark in small boats and 
leaving the vessel to founder in the 
middle of the straits.

The Umatilla left Victoria shortly 
after midnight in charge of Capt. H. H. 
Lloyd, a pilot of twenty years experi­
ence, and Capt. J. C. Hunter, the ship’s 
commander. The weather was densely 
foggy and in a strong ebb tide the 
steamer headed for Port Townsend. She 
had landed over half of her passengers 
and a large portion of the freight at 
Victoria. At intervals the whistle was 
regularly sounded, but the course from 
Victoria does not bring the ship near 
any headlands, consequently only a very 
dim echo could be heard. In thick 
weather a steamer is always coursed by 
the compass, log and echo of fog whistle. 
The ebb tide sweeping down on the port 
beam of the steamship swung her a 
point or two off the course, heading the 
vessel directly towards the wrecked bark 
Hoadley, three-fourths of a mile west of 
Point Wilson, that was in 
a very low neck of 
lies behind the abrupt bluff 
commands Point Wilson. The sounding 
of the whistle brought back no echo.

From the top of Morgan’s hill, the 
background of Port Townsend, through 
the thin mist overhanging a dense bank 
of black fog, could slightly be discovered 
the brightness of electric lights. Then, 
too, to add to the unfortunate condition 
of affairs, it is alleged that the fog whistle 
in Point Wilson was not blowing. Many 
masters of vessels coming into port 
lately have made similar complaints, 
while other masters have averred that 
the whistle was blowing regularly. The 
passengers, baggage and perishable 
freight were landed.

Waves 
were at this time being thrown fifteen 
and twenty feet in the air, and the 
of the huge breakers was deafening. The 
large boat was tossed like a cork 
and it soon became evident that the 
rescuers would require to be rescued. A 
buoy with a light was next lowered from 
the Satellite, and as the wind caught it 
and carried it in the direction of the 
boat it was paid out jpy a long line. It 
was hoped that the two sailors seeing the 
light could reach the buoy and haul 
themselves in by the rope. This proved 
futile and no further steps could be 
taken until daylight came and there 
was calmer water. At daylight the men 
from the cruiser found the large 
boat high and dry on the beach, bottom 
up. Only one of the eight who had left 
the vessel was able to swim ashore. 
One report has it that the men in the 
small boat were also safe ashore, but 
another version of the story is that they 
were picked up by the Lieutenant and 
afterwards that all were lost but the one.
