A Labyrinth of Stairways and Passages-—Crowd-

VIENNA, Dec. 9.—The loss of life by the
theatre fire is estimated as high as 400
The latest reports say the crowds in the
galleries ‘pressed toward the doors, and,

crushing each other, prevented most of the
number from escaping. Smoke and fumes
completed the work of death within five
minutes after the fust alarm was given.
The dead in the uppermost gallery lay in
great masses. It is believed there are no
Americans among the dead.

It is believed that no a single person
escaped from the fourth gallery, and verv
%w from the third. The corpses last re-
covered are little more than charred frag-
ments. The law prescribes the use of dil
lamps in the eorridors of theatiés, so that
fire exits shall be discernible in the event of
the failure of the gas. This precaution was
utterly neglected. Every pérson in charge
fled at the tirst alarm.

Mio~NiGar—It is considered probable the
fire was caused by a spark from the electrie
mach'nary. It is thought the. number o
dead may be swelled to 500. The interio r
of the edilice. was very handsome, but the
stairs and passage-ways were laid outin a
‘strangely  complicated manner, - They
proved fatal to many who eseaped the Lor-
rors of suffocation inside the auditorium.

THE LAS¥ OF HAYVERN. |
MoNTREAL, Dec. 9.—At four minutes &
past 8 o'clock this morning Hugh Hayvern |
expiated his crime of murdering Wllliam
Salter, a fellow-convict in St. Vincent de |
Paul penitentiary on the 2Sth of May last, |
at the hands of the public executioner, and
within the _precincts of the common jail
here. The prisoner bad been constantly at-
tended for some time past by Rev. Father
Lavalle, the chaplair of the prison, but yes-
terday evening that gentleman was relieved
from his incessant labors by the Rev, Fa-
thers Knox and Cazeau, who sat up
with the criminal all night and celebrated
the offices of the church at an early
hour this morning in the condemned
cell, where an_altar had been erected by
the sisters of charity for the benefit of the
* culprit. Bishop Fabre visited Hayvern
. yesterday for the second time, and exhorted
the condemned man to look to the Almighty
for strength to enable him to pass through
the dreadful ordeal that was before him.
Before his lordship took his departure the
risoner gave the good bishop assurances of
gis full preparation for the future state,
and his determination to’meet his doom
without fear.
During the night he slept but little, be-

ing apparently much disturbgd in mind
and body. He conversed freely during his
waking moments with the guards and others :
in attendance. He admitted his guilt of the
murder for which he was to suffer,expressed
his deepest contrition for committing the
dreadful dead, and said he did not know
what impelled- him to the act. He de-
nied having any cause for revenge against
ehis wictim, and hoped that poor Salter’s
soul was in heaven, secing that he had
given him no 1 to prepare for deith.
Hesekiowledued the justice of his sentence,
and remarked tiat it avy wan deserved to
be hanged he dic.~ With respeet to his al-
leged al i«!, he said he thought
itaat times ‘he thought he )
must have b ane, **ltiypretty hard
to die, secing th Iife is sweet,” he said,
“but if it were not for the disgrace entailed
upon the fammily I would as soon be déad
as alve,

At an carly hour a light breakfast was
furnished, wbi'h he partook of sparingly.
Before daylight the officials began to as-
semble in the jail. Deputy-ShenffSanborn
was the chief in the absence of “lligh
Sherill Chauveau, who is at present in Que-
bze.  The lust rites of the church were ad-
ministered, and the most affectionate
exhortation given to the doomed man on
ghe brink of the grave to be ready.

_ A procession was then formed, the sheriff,
in a black gown, leading the way. The
prisoner was supported iy two wardens,
and he appeared physically weak and as
pale as death. The scaffold had been
ex'pctgnl in an angle outside the prison, but
within the outer walls on the northeast
side. .It was of rough pine boardsand the
platform wus- about ten feet high. On |

he was sane, b

emerging from the door facing the steps l

#scending to the scaffold, Hayvera gave o

frightened glance at the. spectators who
were collected outside a fence about one
hundred feet off. The executioner was
directly behind, clothed in a black mask,
no past of his features being visible. Out-
side these gentlemen’ and officials, the only
notable person on the steps was Mr.
Frechette, the poet laureate, with a ead,
expréssion upon his countenance. It was
expreted that Hayvern would say some-
thing on the eve of being launched into
eternity, but those present were disap-
pointed, as he only bade adien to those
who had beenso kind to him during his
confinement.

Inside the jail his arms had been strapped
to his side, 8o the only farther preparation

| was to tighten the straps upon his legs.

Everything heing adjusted, but without a
cap'\or covering of any kind beinﬁ thrown
over his face, the lever was touched with
his foot by the executioner, the bolt sprung
out, and with a thud the body was dangling
down below. The physician of the jail,
Dr. Robillard, pronounced him dead in
eleven minutes after the bolt was drawn.
A BAD RECORD.

Hayvern was 28 years of age and was
brought up to no business. is psrents
are Irish, but he was born in Montreal.
His mother stated in the witness box
that he. had * mever earned a dollar
by honest labor. He was convict-
ed twenty-three times ' for all the
offences in the criminal calendar, in our
local courts, During the brief intervals he
was out of prison, his mother stated in
court ‘that he was never sober. At the
time of the murder he was serving his time
for highway robbery with violence npon a
man who had fpreviously treated him gener-
ously. On of his most frequent offences
was assaults upon the police.

They had at least the
good taste to withdraw while the execu-
tion was taking place.

HANGING A DESPERADO.

Lrrree Rock, Ark., Dec. 9.—Frank Hall,
hang-d here to-day, was a notorious colored
desjerado, 30 years of age. He was born
a slave in North Carolina, and grew up a
terror in his neighborhood, where his esca-
pades made his name notorious. Before he
was 21 years old he had
ted murder, but two skilful

became still more desperate. His bloody
deeds won for him the title of ‘‘the Hyena,’
of which distinction he was very proud.
Several yearsago he came to this state and
located in Lonake county, where he was
soon arrested and seut to the state prison
for robbing a negro boy of $30. Having
served a three-year term he returned to his
old haunts-and resumed his villainous career.
A carpenter named Brown was waylaid,
murdered and robbed upon the railroad near
Lonoke, and Hall and two other negroes
were arrested for the crime. It could not
be fixed upon them and they were dischar-
ed. Afterwards Hall came to this (Pulaski)
county and was employed as clerk by
a merchant named  Dillard, who

RUINING AND MURDERING A GIRL.

Warney, Ark., Dec. 9.—Howard G.
Edmunds expatiated his crime on the gal-
lows here to-day. His crime was one of
the most sensational in the annals of this
country and created a profound sensation
when first made public. Edmunds, who
was & white man,. was known far and
wide as one of the most respectable young
planters in Drew covnty, and owned a
fine- plantation and much valuable pro-
perty. Some years ago lLe courted and
married a highly respectable young- lady
named Miss Watson, They lived in‘'appa-
rent happiness for a time, when Saﬁie
Watson, a young sister of the wife, only 14
years of age, came to live with them, The
¥irl was very beautiful, and Edmunds soon
¢ll desperately in love with her, and finally
accomplished her ruin, Fearing that a dis-
closure of their intimaey would affect his
social standing 'in the community he laid
lans for her destruction. On the 80th of
ast June he decoyed the unsuspecting girl
into the woods near his residence, and
there murdered her in the most brutal man-
ner. The deed was so fiendish in its details
that it was difficult for his neighbors to be-
lieve him guilty of a crime so foul, but a
chain of circumstantial evidence against
him was woven so stron
readily convicted at first trial, and the gen-
eral expression now is that a most heart-
less and cold-blooded murder has been
avenged.
