Egypt as it is to India,
MOVEMENTS OF THE ENEMY,

A large number of Egyptians are en-
trenching southward of Meks, apparently.
with the object of preventing s flank move-
ment by the British. A reconnaisance was
made last evening in that direction, and the
enemy withdrew through the shallow parts
of Lake Marevtis, Two battalions of the
enemy’s infantry witharew yesterday from
Aboukir to occupy the isthmus between
Lake Aboukir and Lake Edko. This is an
important position, as if Aboukir is once
captured Kafr-el-Dwar could be turmed by
aforce transverse the isth mus.

ARABI'S ARMURED TRAIN, :
Arabi’s armored train left the enemy's
position at King Osman this evening and
advanced 300 yards, when two heavy guns
on the waterworks hill fired five rounds
agaivst the trdin. One shell fell in the
eneniy’s trenches. The train retired with-
out replying,
ARABI'S OFFICERS DESERTING HIM,
It is reported that several staff officers
have deserted Arabi and have given Gen.
Wolseley important informatior,

AN ENGAGEMENT WITH BEDOUINS,

ALEXANDRIA, Aug, 27—At Meks this
afternoon the Bedouins appeared in large
force within a short distance of the forts,
where the Malta volunteers had been reliev-
ed by the Derbyshire regiment. After con-
siderable firing on both sides the Bedouins
retired, Their casualties were not ascer-
tained, but it is believed that many of the
Bedouins were killed and a large number
wounded, Our loss wasone killed and one
wounded,

THE MILITARY CONVENTION DIFFICULTY,

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 26—A council of
the ministers, under the presidency of the
sultan, is now sitting to decide definitely
regarding the convention with England and
other questions, Lord Dufferin firmly
maintains that Tarkish troops will only be
allowed to disembark at Rosetts, Damietta
or Aboukir and Categorically refuses to
permit their landing at Alexandris, Port
Said or Suez -

THE PORTE CONSENTS TO THE CONVENTION.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 27.—Said Pasha
informed Lord Dufferin this eveming that
the Turkish council, the ministerr, resolved
to publish a preclamation against Arabi
and to accept the military convention with
England conformably Lord Dufferin’s
proposals,

RUSSIA AND THE CONFERENCE,

Reports continua to attribute to Nelidcff,
the Kussian ambassador,attempts to induce
to resist England’s demaud for the signing
of the military convention. It is repre.
sented that he has fu;uentli nrged upon
the Russian authorities that England must
submit toa conference of the powers the
result of the Egyrtian campaign and justi-
fy her adhesion to the protocol proclsim-
ing the individual disinterestedness of the
powers, '

TORTURING A SPY,

The spy recently captured was handed
over to the native authorities, who tortured
him with thumb screws snd o1dered him to
be shot. Hesaid Arabi hasonly one strong
regiment of artillery, 2000 cavalry and &
few infantry in front of us, Signalling has
been proceeding during the past few nights
with Arabi, but we have been unable to
discover who are sending the signals.

BRITISH OCCUPATION OF RAMLEN.

18MAILIA, Aug, 28.—Ramleh and Burket-
el-Mahsameh were occupied by tbe British,
The losses were small on both sides, The
enemy has retreated to Lake Maxama,
Both men and horses are suffering from the
heat. The British transport service is in-
sufficient.

TROOPS FOR THE FRONT,

All the troops except the Irish fusiliers
and three batteries of artillery bave gone to
the front, Two squadrons of Indian cavalry
have arrived and gone forward, On Thurs-
day the Biitish ganners were so exhausted
by continuous work that they were obliged
to lie down while the drivers worked the
guns,

CAPTURE OF PRISONERS,

The life guards captured eight prilone‘
dressed as peasants but carrying arms,  S8iX
had Remington rifles.

In the recent engagement the enemy
were much stronger than the British ex-
pected. ‘They had cavalry and werespread
out 1 a semicircle, Train after traio of
reinforcements were seen arriving, At first
the British fire was weakly responded to,
but in the afternoon the rebels threw six
ghots to the British one, Their shots pro-
duced very little effect,

DETAILS OF THE RECENT FIGHTING,

IsMATLIA, Aug 27—At the outset of the
tecent fight we were under a very heavy
fire, especially from the Egyptian left, where
ten guns rained shells incessantly, The
eighty-fonrth movedin"this direction in
skirmishing order. As> the men were
scattered the losses were slight. Finding
that they were doing but little barm
the enemy directed their - attention
upcn Gen,” Wolseley's staff. The enemy
piayed freely upon the Household cavalry.
T'wo gatling guns, served by marines, were
unable to go into action on account of the
severity of the enemy’s artillery fire. The
fighting began at 6 a m. and did not end
until evening, There was no water for the
horses which were much fatigued. Our
cavalry charged the enemy early in the
morning over heavy ground, forcing them
to retire and leavicg ten prisovers in our
hands. Towards midday the ememy got
our range more completely and {lblfed
shells right™in our midst. By noon the heat
was so intense that many of our men were
aitacked with dysentery and sunstroke.
In the second day’s fight the dragoons
charged the enemy, cutting down mary
and taking some prisoners. One guards-
man was dangerously wounded by an Arab
under cover, but he rode him down and
killed him. Major Bibby wasshot through
the chest, but rode a considerable distance
afterwards. Our headguarters will likely
remain at Alen Pashes for the present, to
enable our stores to come up. The pris-
oners state that many dead and wouuded
were tuken away by the train which our
cavalry nearly captured. :

THE IROXCLAD INFPLEXIBLE,

The Inflexible, which did such execu-
tion at Alexandria, is 320 feet iu lonfth y
and 75 feet in breadth atthé water Jine,
with a total weight of armeur of 3135 tons.
The power and strength of the ship are con-
centrated in its central part, which forms
a citidel 12 feet high, ome half above and
one half below the water, 75 feet broad and
110 feet long. This *ecitidel” enclones
withio its rectangular walls the engine and
boilers, the base of the turrets, the hydrau-
lic loading gear, the mugizines, and all
those parts of the ship 'Which are most
vulnerable. Its walls are 41 inches thick,
and consist of armour-plates vwrying in
thickness from 16 inches to 24 inches, with
strong tesk bicking between and behiud
the plates, The ship extends 18 feet be-
low the citidel and 105 féet before and be-
hind it, and the office of these extramural
portions, which in the main are unarmour-
ed, is to float the citidel, described by the
designer es *a rectangular armoured

POREST PRESERVATION,

The North American people are gradually
waking up to a recognition of the im-
portance of carfully conserving = such
timber limits as have escaped destruc-
tion by lumbermen. The business of the
latter i% various districts has been carried
on with‘the most reckless extravagance and
with little or no regard to the preservation
of the forests whence the supply comes.
80 long as. the average lumberman is able
to obtain sny quantity of his staple com-
modity he cares little about the effects on
the forest. What with these and other
causes, some of the greatest American and
Canadian limits have been completely
thinned down, Thirty years ago the pine

- forests of Maine were considered inexhaust-
ible and that state was by far the greatest
source of supply on the continent. Accord-
ing to the New York Nation those forests
are to-day mot worth consideration as
factors in the country’s supply of lumber,
A great deal of the pine consumed in
Maine comes’ now from Cauada and
Michigan,

With regard to Canadian limits more
particularly the pineries, it cannot be
said that they are inhaustible, The most
extensive pine limits in Canada are evident-
1y there lying north of Lakes Superior and
Huron, extending eastward towards the
Ottaws districts, The New Brunswick
1limits and those of the Upper Ottawa, have
been pretty well decimated although they
still yield a certain quantity at the present
enormous rate of consumption and exporta-
tion, two or three dealers will probably
find our supply of first-class timber well

- exhausted unless steps are talen to check

mmediate waste, and preserve what forests
are lelt us, The Lake Superior forests
will be to a great extent required to supply
the enermcus demand from the treeless
regions of the west; and the trade with

10. The rear in this motly and noisey
procession of land-grabbers is brought up
by the individual speculators—mostly poli-
ticians of & questionable boquet. They
have got large sections of land into their
hands by very uncertain means and for
very uncertain services,

Where now, let us ask, do the people
come in —The People ot the politicians,
the hardy sons of toil, the bone and sinew
of the land? They do not come in at all.
All these other grabsters have been provid-
ed for, and the people are expected to buy
from them, It is true that there is much
land left in the bands of the govermment-
But all of it has beem picked over,
With the exception of the Hudson Bay
lands and the school lands, which are cer-
tain specified sections in every township,
all these other land owners have selected
their immense estates from the best
localities,

The Hudson Bay officials, the surveyors,
the pelitician-speculators would only take
choice lands—Ilands along the banks of
streams, where wood was plenty, where
coal was said to exist, where the pasturage
was luxuriant, and where the soil was fer-
tile. They avoided bad lands, The syn-
dicate, it will be remembered, select their

lands, 8o do the colonization companies.
86 did the half-breed Indians, So did the
soldiers.

If the settler, the true representative of
the people, goes up there and picks on a lot,

one else. He will have to bay it from the
railway, or the Hudson Bay company; or a
half-breed, or Mr. Speculator, or the colon-
ization company,

This, then, is the first of the capital
drawbacks to the Northwest. Everybody
has got land but the settler. His very
existence has almost been overlooked. In.
stead of the land for the settler it has so
far been for some one else,

The second great drawback is the existence
of arailway monopoly.. The settlers and
traders of that country are at the mercy of
a single railway corporation, who caa im-
pose what rates they like, who can keep
out all rival lipes, Loud complaints of
grinding charges on freight are heard from
all quarters. Ouar railway history in Onta-
tario shows that railway monopoly develops
fast enough of itself without being created
by governments.

The third capital drawback is physical.
The severity of the climate, the floods of
spring with their washouts, the want of
water in places, the scarcity of fuel, the
shortnéss and the heat of the summer.

A fourth capital drawback is the attemnpt
that has been made to introduce aristocratic
ideas and flunkyism into the Northwest.
Earl Dufferin and his less able successor
ate the two great sinners in this respect.
Already an immense landed aristocracy has
been created. English dukes and lords
have been encouraged to come out here
and acquire other and vaster domains to
those held by them in Great Britain and
Ireland. 'Vice-regal trips of very question.
able charactet have been made, and imperial
ideas started. It isa fact that emigrants
from the monarchies of Europe have avoid-
ed Canada and sought the unalloyed repub-

1f then the government and true friends
of the Northwest are disappointed at ifs

THE ONTARIO RE¥ORMATORY,

Oficial Life in Peuetang—The Boys at
Home—What & Young Lady Saw at the
Reformatory.

A correspondent signing herself- “’Cyn-
this,” sends us_a letter on a camping trip
to Penotangui&m and the adjoining
islands, from which we extract the follow:
ing in relation to the reformatory. After
stating that there are two hundred and sixty.
one boys in the institution she goes on to
say : ‘‘ On our way through the grounds we
pay.od & number of lads (drmegrc;n rather
wsthetic costumes) busily employed digging.
The first room we onunc{ was the large
dining-hall. The boys had just finished
dinner, and the dishes were being replaced
on the different tables ready for supper,
Each table seats ten boys, and at each place
we noticed a large lou?”plno, s bowl and
a 8 The boys themselves were re-
placing the dishes, having previously wash-
ed them., KFrom this room we passed
through an arched bhall, and came
to a dormitory containing eighty bedr,

which looked very inviting to eur
weary party every ope of them
being airy, cleanly and as whiite as

snow. The beds are placed in rows a few
feet apart. The ml retire at half-past
seven and rise at f-past five, Besides
this first dormitory which is for the smaller
boys, there are three others the beds
arranged in a similar manner. Again
passing through several halls we came to a
spacious room, (the walls of which were
thickly hung with pictures of interesting
subjects) containing a e number of
chairs, & platform snd d On enquiry
we found this was the theatre, the K'
very often giving recitations, songs and the
like, and sometimes a concert is got up for
them by outsiders. Haviog taken a peep
into the school-room, we on to the
Catholic chapel, a very neat one. There is
alsoa Protestant chapel, so that boys who
have particular religious luming: may
attend either one they choose, The Pro.
testant boys are about twe to one Catholie,

The boys take turns in attending school,
Thoss who go in the morning work in the
alternoon, and then allow those who have

been working in the morning to stud
during the afternoon. The boys do all
their own cooking, tailoring, darning, sew-
ing, mending, washing, shoemaking, gar-
dening, carpentering, hey are divided
into groups, so many boys doing different
;hh; in i:nnr.. Adjacent tt:o the ﬁmiz
uilding the gymnasium, m whic
were issuing the metallic strains of a band.
The boys were practising. If the lads have
any taste for natural beanty they find "it
here. The view from the different windows
is beautiful, The narrow land-locked bay lies
at their feet surrounded by the deep green
foliage which loeks impenetrable, Kvery-
thing about the place hasan air of neatiness
and cleanliness which the boys appreciate.
We could not help thinking on our return
home whata blessing it must prove to
some of these lads to be taken away from
vile companions and placed where they
are well-cared for, Surely the influence
brought to bear upon them here is not
entirely lost as soon as they are given
their liberty. The superintendent told us
that he heard frequently from the boys
after their leaving the place, and in many
mlluncu they were doing well for them-
selves,”

A REPLY TO PARENT,

(To #he Editor of The World.)

Sir: Your correspondent ‘‘Parent” in
combating the moral suasion theory of gov-
ernment for children refers to the actions
of our Lord in cleaning the temple, imply-
ing pretty plainly that because He “‘made

ten chances to two it is secured by somely goourge of small cords” (which there is

no evidence He used even upon the animals)
and drove out those who were makinga
gain of apparent godlicess expelled their
wares and overthrew their tables, therefore
the use of the lash towards children is
jostified, This is rather odd logic.  These
were mnot children but full grown sordid
men; and we are not just now discussing
whether hardened hypocrites who simulate
goliness in order to steal and cheat, should
be flogged or not. The spiritual lesson
taugkt by such action of our Lord does
certainly imply that such hypocricy should
be exposed, met and conquered by trench-
ant truth,

“Parent” is quite in error in implyin
that moral suasion by the power of trut
and the life of goodness is not government.
I have nowhere said that parents should not
train and control their offspring. I have
only pointed out that no real control can
ever be achieved by means of brute force
either in the family or the state, Modern
civilization already tacitly admits this in
the government of the state and bases its
rule upon either real or simulated righteous
ness which aims at preserving the individual

liberty of each citizen, thus’ mak-
ing each a fre man and a
guide unto  himself, unless he

interferes with the like liberty in others.
I only advocate the introduction of the
same principles into. family life and the
same protection for its inmates against
‘‘agsault and battery,” which is accorded to
the grown-up citizen. But I object as
much to the interference of the civil
power to prevent the influences of moral
suasion on the part of the parent in guid-
ing his child or the child in directing his
parent, as I would to interference with that
parent’s power of moral suasion and guid-
ance of his fellow man.

I believe in freedom of choice; but it is
ridiculous to lu})pote that these workgirls
of fifteen chose freely such degrading pen-
alty rather than be discharged. It is much
more probable they chose it under fear of
& still more cruel and disgusting punish-
ment at home as the consequence of dis-
charge. Thus lack of legal protection in
the home defeated the aim of the legal pro-
tection afforded in the workshop.

How a Settler Travels from Fort Garry fo
Edmonton—What He Should Bring and
Leave. k g
From the Edmonton Bulletin, July 2.
. We do not advise anyone- to come to
Edmonton, but those who think of coming
at any time should do so at*ence. Those
who do not intend to farm or whe have
very little stock would find it most ad-
vantageous ‘to come themselves amd bring
théir goods by :teamer, provided they can
get passage, but those who have stock
musb necessarily come by road, and. as:the
trip is long and the mode of life strange to

accept&ble,

If money is scarcer than time, stock
more plentifal than freight and the roads
good, the start might be made from
W'uu!ipeg. If, however, the roads are not
good or the loads are likely to be heavy,
it would be better to ship a portion of the
freight either to Ellice or to the end of the
track 80 as to give the stock a chance at
the beginning of the trip. If it is getting
late in the season, however, 8 the
plddle of August or the 1st of September,
it would be better to ship everything to the
end of the track so as to gain time. Should
it be at or near Qu'Appelle about two
weeks would be gaived by taking advan-
tage of the railroad, if at Flat Creek, about
one week. The whole trip from Winnipeg
by road would occupy from two to three
months, and from Qu’Appelle [rom six
weaks to two months, Parties with wo-
men and children should arrange to be at
Edmonton by the 1st of October .as the
nights are very cold after that time, and
every one should be in by the 1st of No-
vember at latest, as even it there is no
snow before that time the feed is dried up
80 that the cattle de not thrive, there is
ice on the creeks in the mornings, and the
ground is frozen and rough so that the feet
of the cattle become worn quickly.

Cattle and horses of all kinds and sheep
can be driven through with very little
risk, Oxen are preferable - to horses
for bauling freight. A 875 ox will
haul more than a horse of the same
price and will get to his journey’s end
as soon and in better condition it used
rightly. To a poor man just starting on a
farm oxen are preferable to horses as they
will do more work on less and coarser feed,
and when fat can almost always be killed
ata profit. Native ponies are good on the
trip if not overloaded, and early in the
spring- when the feed is poor, or late in the
fall when the frozen road hurts the oxen’s
feet, are safer than oxen, but are of very
little account to a farmer when he gets
through, except for light work. Canadian
horses can be brought through if good care
is used, but should only be loaded lightly
if at all, as the lack of grain, the strange
kind of grass, the, flies and mosquitoes,
and the mud holes do not agree with them.

They start out well and seem able to dis-’|

count eisher oxen or ponies—as they could
if supplied with grain—but soon weaken
and get sick, and frequently never recover.
A little grain should be brought along to
give them medicine in. They are worth
pursing, for when they get here they do
well and are the most-useful animal a farm-
er can huve. They are a luxury, however,
that only those who are pretty well {xed
should indulge in, )

1f possible two wagons should be brought
so that the teams could assist each other
in gulling out of bad places, but if only one
is brought it should be loaded lightly,  as
the roads are very soft in 'wet seasons.
Fourteen to sixteen hundred is a fair load
for a moderate yoke of cattle in a wagon,
but if there are two wigons the load may
be increased considerably. The yoke
should not be used unless in doubling. It
is not as good as the harness at any time
but is handier then. Oxen will haul more
in the barness and do it easier than in the
yoke. They can be brokenso asto work
in either, Carts are better than wagons
for simply hauling freight, especially in a
wet season, as the wheels are larger and the
load iscloser tothe animals, One man
can attend to two wagons or tour carts
with all ease, Carts are much more liable
to upset than wagons and also more liable
to break dowu,especially if one of the ordi-
nary Red river viriety. Spare axles, hoo
iron, nails, saw, hammer, gouge, half-in
chisel, brace, half-inch, five-tighths and
inch bits, a draw knife ana hatchet should
be brought, with which to repair them
when. damaged, Cart loads range all the
way from seven to eleven hundre: pounds,
according to the ability of the animal
used, but a good average for oxen on
ordinary roads is from eight to nine hun-
dred.

A tent is necessary and also a camp stove
if there are women and children. A large
tent is as easy to pitch as a small one, very
little heavier to haul, and much more
comfortable, The stove is necessary during
wet or stormy weather in summer and in
cold mornings and evenings of the fall,
and in these circumstances makes all the
difference between solid comfort and solid
misery.

The supply of provisions should consist of
flour, bacon, ham, hard tack or biscuit, but-
ter, syrup, tea and sugar. A full grown
man will require about 50 pounds of flour a
month and 25 or 30 pounds of bacon or
ham. The proper quantities of the other
things cannot be properly defined. The
biscuit need only be used when it is un-
handy to make a fire, and a ham should be
kept boiled for use on similar occasions,
The butter should be carried in a_stone jar
if possible and kept in the shade. Small
tin cans should be used in which to keep
the syrup, sugar and tea required for imme-
diate use.—~Other articles of food, such as
canned meats and fruits are too expensive
for the ordinary emigrant, and besides
travel and pure air will make the staple
articles of food taste as good on the'trip if
groperly cooked as the most delicate dishes
