By and by it would not be
for the great landowner or his agent, and
the great number of farmers whom he had
been accustomed very much to influence,
that would alone exercise the privilege of
the franchise. The landowner would have
his free vote and the farmer his free vote
when he chose to exercise it; but we
should also have the farm laborer, who
sweated and toiled, and cultivated the soil,
and produced our‘harvest—we should have
himwith his opinions also expressed at the
poll.” 'We should ailo have theé opinion of
all the householders in one hundred, or he
might perhaps say two hundred, large
towns and villages which have now no di-
rect representation. To have contentment
and happiness and comfort within our bor-
ders, it was necessary that we should have
a great, intelligent, and a moral govern-
ment. But how was it to be had ? It
did not come from the throne, because the
throne did not interfere with the great
majority of those matters. It did not come
fromthehouse of lords, or it mightnot come.
Upon the representatives of the people
in the house of commons depended the
character of the government of this coun-
try. What was the kind of men that the
great body of householders in this country
would - hereafter return to the house of
commons ? Everyone who became a voter
became in point of fact a portion of the su-
preme government of the empire. Upon
him, when he cast his vote,rested a solemn
‘responsibility. One high consideration
should be the interests of the
country. Whatever we did as a nation®
exerted an influence in every portion of
the globe; and it was impossible to esti-
mate or measure the future advantage that
would come of the education and intelli-
gence of our people and the wisdom and
morality with which they exercised their
political powers.

LORD LANSDOWNE.

Dined by the Torento Club—-His Excel-
1etiey's Spéech,

At the tegular house dinner of the To-
ronto ‘club last hight his excellency the
governor-general was thie guest of the
evening. Mr. Todd, chairman of the
house committee, presided. Between 50
and 60 sat down, The toasts were the
queen, the royal family, the governor-gen:
eral and the liensemsmt~governor.

In replying to the toast of his health
Lord Lansdowne madea speech of forty
minutes. His remarks were well delivered
and well received. He began by thanking
his entertainers for the reception given the
representative of the queen. Canadian
loyalty was fully appreciated by her
majesty.” The foundation of that loyalty
was the length and prosperity of her reign,
her regard for the constitution, her pri-
vate life, the sympathy she has shown to
all classes of her subjects. He hoped to be
something more than ‘“‘a foreign governor-
general” as “he had been termed. He
id a warm tribute to his predecessors,
rne and Dufferin. Lord Lorne was al-
most more a Canadian than the Canadians.
These two had almost exhausted all that
could he said “by a governor-general, and
had leit little to be said by the many
viceroys that he hoped would follow them
and him. He expressed gratification at
the settlement of the British Columbia and
the boundary questions.

Lord Granville’s Tribute to His Chief.

I
feel that if I was merely to state simply
and plainly my own opinion of Mr, Glad-
stone, gathered by those years of observa-
tion, unlike the valet somewhat un-
kindly treated by Mr. Currie, my ex-
pression might appear to others to have
a coloring of something like fulsome
exaggeration. But the language is not
necessary. It takes a long time to build
llT a character like that of Mr. Giladstone’s.

The process to be employed
in making these pavements is precisely
that we have heretofore described in speak-
ing of the wood pavements of London,
The Paris papers say that the first thing
done is to lay a ‘beton” six
inches thick, consisting of one part
by measure of Portland cement and two
parts of a mixture of pebbles and sand, in
the proportion of ‘two of the former to one
of the latter, as little water as possible
being used. Over this comes a thin layer
of cement about half an inch thick, and on
this foundation are placed the blocks of
wood, which are of red spruce, nine inches
long, six inches thick and three inches
wide. The joints, which are about a fourth
of an inch wide, are filled at the lower
part with bitumen, and then above is a
thin paste of cement, which is poured or
brushed into the cracks, The blocks a
brought from England cut to the proper
size and creosoted on the spot.
