Edward Hanlan Says It Is Due to im-
mense Deposits of Sewage and Debris
Sucked to the Mouth of the Intake.
Last night The
Edward Henlan, the world-
sculler, and asked him
Toronto’s water supply, as it .ia.
known that he has spent most of his life
on tho Island and is thoroughly intimate
with the bay and lake front and has been
giving a great deal of careful attention to
the question. Mr. Hanlan had no objection
to giving his views.
«In the first place,” said Mr. Hanlan,
“] have no hesitation in paying that the

water supplied to our citizens is not pure.:

It carries with it a weedy taste and_some-
times o fishy one. My opinion, and I speak
with iderable fidence, is that the
impurity is due to the fact that out on the
lake front, at the extreme end of the in-
take pipe, there is an immense deposit of
all kinds of debris and drifting matter,
drawn to that point by the powerful sac-
tion

induced by the pumps at the
umpirg station on

the city front.

ew peoplé imagine how powerful this
suction is and how great the area is over
which its influence extends. If you get a
good idea of the power of this suction you
Will soon see that the debris and floating
refuse both in the water and at the bottom
of the lake is drawn to the end of the in-
take pipe, and that it has been accumulat-
ing there ever since the pipe Was placed in
position. . As a consequence, the water that
we are now drinking filtrates through this
deposit of rubbish before entering the pipe
and takes its. flavor and some of its solid
contents from this matter. How deep this
deposit 1s I will not venture to say other
than that a good dredge would have to go
through a layer 10 feet thick before coming
to clean sand. If yon ask me how I know
this to be a fact I will point you to my ex-
perience, gathered at the time when the
water was drawn from the manhole at
Hanlan’s Point in Toronto Bay. Before
they began to pump from that point there
was 10 to 14 feet of clear water there
and no weeds or rubbish deposited
at  the bottom and extending for
an area of 100 yards in every
direction. They had not been umping
more than three months before 1 the re-
fuse of the bay seemed to concentrate in
that immediate locality, and before six
months were over there was ten feet of
golid rubbish lying all around the intake

ipe, and through which the water had to
1nzltrm,e before it entered the mains. This
state of affairs kept getting worse until the
engineers ordered the intake to be moved
away out in the lake, where it now is, but
the engineers av the time did not recognize
what was the cause of the impurity, and
took no means to pravent its recurrence out
in the lake. The same thing has been going
on out there and . the same results are now
to be met with. 1If this statement of mine
js true then some means must
be taken to prevent all this matter

Immigration Sheds.

The Committee on Markets and Licenses
met yesterday afternoon. Ald. Verral pre-
sided, and there were preseat: Ald. Me-
Murrich, Stewart, Bailie and Foster.

The request of Mr. G. L. Nicholson,
lessee of St. Lawrence market fees, for a
rebate, the receipts having fallen off owing
to -street improvements goifig on in the
neighborhood of the market, was referred
to the City Commissi for ideration.

Mr. Joseph Pocock, President of the
Pedlars’ Association,appeared in an effort to
stay the hand of the f.icenso Department
in the prosecutions now going on against
pedlars, until the cases now pending were
decided.

Ald. Stewart championed the cause of
the pedlars, but without avail, the com-
mittee deciding to go on with the wark.

Mr. Thomas Kelly was the next man
with a grievance. He considered it un-
just that butchers should be allowed to ex-
change special lines of cuts.

When Mr. Awde said he considered it a
wholesale transaction and did not call for
any interference on his part, he raised the
ire of Mr. Kelly and a sharp and wordy
warfare between them followed.

On motion of Ald. McMurrich the but-
chers were requested to present their case
in writing at the next moetling.

The recommendation of the recent pablic
meeting re extension and improvement of
®t. Lawrence market was brought to the
attention of the committee by Ald. Lamb,
who'acted as chairman on that occasion.
1t was decided to place $1000 in the esti-
mates, to be uurde;’ as prizes for best plans
for the desired work.

Mr. W. Hodgson, lessee of the Western
Cattle Market, complained that owing to
the bylaw giving him a monopoly of the
sale of feed there not being eniorced, he
bad lost some $3000. For this loss he
thought the city should reimburse him.

The Chairman and City Commissioner
Coatsworth will investigate and report.

The question of converting the old immi-
gration sheds into a public abattoir was dis-
cussed at length,

Commissioner Coatsworth reported that
$6500 would put the buildings into-the de-
sired shape.

The matter was deferred to the mext
meeting.

The tender for clothing for the guards
at the jail was awarded to A. M. Hoberhn
at $17.65 per suii.

Tenders were opened for the erection of a
bridge at the Western Cattle Market.

THE CIT}’S PROPERTY.

Vigilant Eyes On Certain Transactions On
the Water Front.

Several vears ago the city leased certain
property in the Esplanade to a man named
Brown. At yesterday’s meeting of the
Property Committee Solicitor Caswell
reported  that the property Wwas
occupied by the Electric Light Compasy,
but that the city was not cognizant of any
transfer having been made. It is under-
stood that an old street allowance of 50 feet
runs through the property.

The City Solicitor and City Commissioner
were deputed to report upon the matter.

Mr. T. G. Blackstock, representing Mr.
Gooderham, appeared asking for its con-
sent to the transfer of certain lamd from
Mr. George Gooderbam to the Polson Com-

ny.

The property in question is on the Es-
planade, at foot ot Frederick-street, and
was leased some years ago to the Grape
Sugar Company at $3 & foot. The
property  eventually got into the
hands of Mr. George Gooderham The
lot is 133 feet wide by 400 deep. Of this
property 28 feet was subsequently sold to
the C.P.R. for $10,000, the latter agreeing
to pay $500 a year till the principal was
aid.  The remainder of the land Mr.
Eooderham'has sold for $50,000 to Polsons,
the latter to pay the rental on the whole of
the lot to the city. It was consent te this
sransfer that Mr. Blackstock desired.

Solicitor Caswell opposed consent being
then granted, desiring first the presence of
all the parties concerned.

Mr. Blackstock was somewhat annoyed,
being of the opinion that the city was ready
to consent.

The City Solicitor will be asked to report
npon the matter.

A Neow Insolvency Act. :

We doubt if any matter has been moro
legislated about than the method of deal~
ing with the estates and persons of insol-
vent debtors. Bill after bill has been
passed or debated, clause after clause has
been repealed, amendments have been
added time after time, until statesmen have
become weary with efforts to make the law
of bankruptcy acceptable to traders.

The late Sir John A, Macdonald, whose
shrewdness none question, whose ingenuity
as a legislator no one doubts, whose wide
knowledge of men and affairs all admit,
shrank from the task of formulating a Do-
minion Bankruptey Act as a hopeless job.
He, we believe, also doubted its desir-
ability, thinking it better for all concerned
to avoid any encouragement to that undue
extension of credit which is the chief cause
of insolvency, and which insolvency legisla-
tion has stimulated.

Buat abuse is no argument against use,
unless it is found by experience that the
advantage of the use of a thing is counter-
balanced by inevitable and incurable abuses.
This cannot be said of a well-designed law
ot insolvency.

Some law is a necessity, failures cannot
be avoided; some estates must be wound up;
some bankrupts need to be held in restraint;
others may justly demand freedom from old
obligations; these operations have to be
done legally, hence an Lasolvency Act is a
necesSity to a trading country.

That there needs to be one unifgrm law
for a nation ssems to us to be a truism, its
necessity is so obvious, Our traders in
Canada [are buying and selling in every
provinoé of the Dominion, it is intolerable
that this internal trade should be subject
in so vital & matter to as many varieties of]
laws as there are provinces. !

The tides of credit should be as regular,
as unrestrained by local barriers, as caleul-
able, as those of the ocean. Merchants
dealing in seven provinces, each with local
trade laws, need to know and keep track of
a body of legislation that would need a
legal training, or for each warehouse to
have a’resident lawyer in the office.

The outrageous laws of Nova BScotia
show, too, that local legislators are too
provincially narrow to be entrusted with
the making of laws affecting the trade of
the whole country. There any man may
seledt a friend to be a preferential creditor,
may create a bogus debt in his favor, then
become insolvent, set his outside creditors
at defiance and get his freedom from liabili-
ties to them without paying them a dollar.

Such local laws inflict scandalous injus-
tice, especially upon distant creditors, thus
by creating local interests adverse to the
general welfave of inter-provincial trade
they seriously obstruct the consolidation of
this country, Our conviction is that the
power to pass laws governing bank-
ruptey is not given to the Provincial Legis>,
latures by the British North America Act.
That, however, we leave at present.

Lay Suggesuions as to Railroad Vares,

A movement for the adoption by Western
railroads of s 5000 mile ticket good on all
lines party to the agreement has been
abandoned, as it was not found possible to
devise a plan for a division of the price.
To a Iayman this seems queer. The rail-
roads now have a systemn of ticket inter-
change, and coupons torn from & 5000 mile
ticket could be treated as tickets callinf for
their proportion of the price of the whole.
This is & simple suggestion, but it comes
from one who has not had the conscience-
searing experience of & railroad education.

But a better idea than 5000-ndile tickets

would be the adoption of the zone, system,
which is in practicsl operation in some
European States. Briefly it is this:
Circles are drawn at uniform distances

from a railway centre. A passenger travels:

from one circle to another on the payment
of a single uniform cash fare. He gots off
at any station he pleases within the zone,
but on resuming his journey pays another
tare. Fares are collected at the station
gate and on the passage of a train from one
zone into another. This is a cdnvenience
for the passenger and is economical for the
conipany. The zoune fare is the wholesale
rate of the company and the passenger
m.akes the local rate himself by his choice of
terminal station.

The new Act should aim chiefly
at securing sthe equitable and economical
distribution of an insolvent’s assets
amongst his  creditors. It shonid
give the earliest possible freedom
to an honest bankrupt, and facilitate
his desire to do his utmost to pay all he
can to his creditors. Slaughtering an in-
solvents’ stocks should be checked, by
every encouragement being given to those
whose character and ability justify confi-
dence to continue in business. Creating
préferential  creditors should be made
either illegal, or subject] to such regu-
lations as would make ‘fraud too dangerous
to be practised. i

The question as to the best machinery
for administering insolvent estates is a very
difficult problem. But that a court, or
courts, presided over by experienced busi-
ness men, with a staff of officials, could be
organized so as to do this work far more
efficiently than, and at half the expense of
private assignees, we have no doubt. The
protection too of traders temporarily em-
barrassed from hastily being forced into
an assignment should not be overlooked.

The subject is one of very varied
aspects and complicated. ~But two things
are clear, the ¥td of a Dominion Insol-
vency Act, and the basing it upon the
principle~ that the main purpose of such
legislation is to secure the equitable,
prompt and economical distribution of the
assets of insolvents.

Division Courts,

As regards a Division Court, ignorance is
bliss. Their necessity, however, and their
usefulness, in spite of abuses, render these
courts institutions of public interest.

Last year there were 59,510 suits enter-
ed in them for ciaims amounting to $2,369,-
988, exclusive of transcripts of judgments
and judgment summonses. The sum of
$763,006 was received of suitors’ moneys,
and the total paid out was 8749,871. The
percentage on the fees and emoluments of
clerks paid into the Provincial treasury
amounied to $8655.

The officials seem to be either open to a
large amount of querulous complaining on
the part of the public, or are inefficient
and offensive * in the discharge of their
duties. Probably a little of both. Complaints
against 172 clerks and 176 bailiffs were en-
quired into last year. The withholding of
the money of suitors is the most serious
ground of just complaint.

It 15 well for the public to know that it

Fleetwing, the dam of Ruby, 2.19%, -by
Hambletonian 10; second dam Patchen
Maid, by George M. Patchen. In the stud

It was decided that the con-
gress will not take cognizance of forfeits ex-
cept on its own tracks, A fine of $50 tor
each offence will be prescribed for failure to
give the name of every owner in & compan{
or confederacy of owners. No change will
be made in the scale of weights.

Another important decision arrived at
was that jockeys under contract, set down
at the post for misconduct while riding out-
side mounts, should not be debarred from
accepting mounts from their regular em-
ployer, proyided, however, that if set down
when riding for his regular entployer the
suspension shall be ot full force and the
jockey will be debarred from riding any
horse.

The congress discussed betting, and de-
cided to make important changes on the
rules bearing on that subject.

The question of ownership by jockeys
was also discussed, and a rule prohibiting
them to own horses will probably be adopt-
ed. The jockeys will also be prohibited
from betting, and tir® valet system will be
gotten rid of by each jockey club furnish-
ing o staff of employes to attend to the
wants of the jockeys.

A TREASURE FOR THLD LIBRARY.

A Curiosity Both Local nund Historieal—
The Projected Alterations.

Librarian Bain had a rare old volume to
show the Board yesterday afternoon. Is
was the first book of public nccounts kept
by Samuel Peters Jarvis, Secretary of Up-
per Canada when it became & rovince in
1792. The first entry is: *Kingston, on
the banks of Lake Ontario, sixth of July,
1792, arrived, at nine o'clock in the even-
ing.” There #as a largenumber of old docu-
ments in the handwriting of Chief Justice
Powell, Samuel Peter Jarvis and Samael
Jarvis, The board decided to fpurchase
the collection, as the documents were the
only ones available giving personal details
of the early history of the province. Both
Chief Justive Powell smr Samuel Peter
Jarvis came to Upper Canada in 1792, and
the papers and letters of both give full par-
ticulars of the early portion of Governor
Simcoe’s administration, William Dummer
Powell succeeded Chief Justice Campbell in
1807 and lived till 1834, during which time
he was confidential advisor ot the Lieuten-
ant-Governor of Upper Canada. In the
collection there is also a large number of

rivate letters written by Mrs. Powell to

er husband while he was on circuit and in
Great Britain, which are full of interesting
details of the social, municipal and political
history of York durin those early times.
Chief = Justice Powell had prepared an
autobiography, which, however, is mot
quite-complete, though the collection con-
tains materials from which the work could
be finished. Samuel Jarvig, the son of
Samuel Peters Jarvis, marrigd the daugh-
ter of Chief Justice Powell in 1818, and
thus the documenté written by the first
Provincial Secrem? and the second Chiet
Justice were united. -

The Jarvis family claim descent from
Hugh Peters, the executioner of Charles L
The grand-nephew of that doughty knight
was Rev. Samuel Peters, a famous New
England Tory during the Revolution. His
daughter married Abraham Jarvis, and
their son was Samuel Peters Jarvis, already
mentioned.

Canada's Future.

Editor World: As you have
lished my views regarding the: policy which
I think Great Britain—in the interest of her
own people—should pursue towards her
colonies you will, I trust, still further favor
me by publishing some of my views as to
the policy Canads should pursue for the
mutual benefit of herself and the Mother
Country. Great Britain stands towards us
in the relation of a parent, and thus far she
bas fought our buttles against every form
of aggression, and as far as she believed
it to be for the interest of vthe empire
she has encou and favored us
in our commercial relations with her; while
every effort expended with the object of
cultivating fairly reciprocal commercial
intercourse with our southern neighber,
consistent with true patriotism to- eur
country, has only served to convince us
that such afforts are worse than use-
less, and to make the Americans: believe
that their market is absolutely essential to
our progress.

Therefore, while for our own preservation
and in our self-defence as a nalion we are
compelled to maiatain our present tariff
rates on American goods as long as the
United States pursues its  present
policy towards us, yet Wwe should.
materially reduce, if mnot wholly re-
move, our cduties upon British goods.
Such a course would of
market to the British manufacturer of such
gooda as we cannot produce to better ad-
vantage, bus it would increase the British
dewand for our food products, and, by
making Canada a cheap country to live in,
it would make it the best field in the world
for the immigrant and for the investment
of capital, and it would encourage the
Canadian manufacture of all the raw
materials we produce. It would increase
tue commercial vaiue of the farm, the
mine and the forest, and instead of
our young men being compelled to
become exiles in a foreign coun-
try the course of migration would be
reversed, the prodigals would return and
many of the better class of Americans
— whose infiuence is lost in the United
Btates—would make Canada their home,
Judging by the numbers of Americans who
take up their residence in Great Britain
and France as soon as their circumstances
enable them to do so, and by the hundred
thousand who annually cross the ocean to
the advaiitage of the British ship-owner and
the European mauufacturer and merchant
the high tariff policy of the United States
is not an unqualified blessing, and if our
market were open to British goods hundreds
ot thousands o} Americans—unable to take a
trans-atlantic tour—would continually visit
sur shores to the advantage of our places of
jummer resort and to the profit of our
aative manufacturers and ' to our importers
of British goods.

The loss of revenue now derived from
British goods would bave to be made up,
but the increase in ulation and in
general prosperity would warrant the im-
position of a direct tax upon Jarge incomes,
and there would be no difficulty in collect-
ing such tax under the more prosperous
conditions of the country.

No doubt:the Gas Company will
also permit the city auditors to go over
their books as provided by their charter,
and as the Street Railvay Company do so
gracefolly, 1 feel sure, Mr. Editor, that the
millennium is coming soon !
