Will Be Introduced in the Budget Speech
To-Day—The Opposition Assert That
‘the Total Reduction of Taxstion Wil
Be Five and a Half Millions—Sir
Richard to Reply On Thursday,

Orrawa, March 26,—~Members are get-
ting back from their holidays, and when
the Speaker takes the chair to-morrow
afternoon and Mr. Foster commences his
budget speech, it is most probable that the

» House will be better filled than at any
previous meeting this sesrion.

Speculation is rife, of course, as to what
the changes will be, and all sorts of rumors
are afloat as'to reductions and changes.
The general opinionappears to be that the
revision of the tariff has been very thor-
ough and that a very material reduction of
duties will be made.

: Tariff Changes,

A member of the Opposition, who as-
sumed to speak from good information,
assured me to-day . that the total
reduction of taxation would be about
five millions and a bhalf, of which
about four millions wonld be made
up by additional duaties, mostly on spirits
and tobacco. This gentleman also informed
me that coal oil and binder twine would re-
main as they are, that cottons and woolens
would be materially reduced, that there
would be considerable reduction in the
steel and iron daties, but that the bounty
would be continued and other concessions
made to the steel and iron men,
Coal is a much debated article, and
opinion is about evenly divided as to
whether or not it will go on the free list.
All this talk is, however, the merest guess
work, and nobody really knows what the
changes will be, except that they will be in
the direction of maintaining the principles
of protection, while: removing many of the
irregularities’ which now exist, and rednc-
irg taxation.

Au Entirely New Tariftf Bil),

Iam told on good suthority that the
revision has been so greav thav an entirely
new Tariff bill will be introduced, one of
the most distinguishing features of which
will be that specific duties will, toa large
extent, be replaced by ad valorem.

There isno doubt that to-morrow’s budget
speech will be the most important made
since the Parliament of March, 1879, when
Sir Leonard (then Mr.) Tilley introduced
the Nagional Policy. Mr. Foster will speak
upto recess and probably for two or three
howrs after, in which case it is possible that
Sir Richard Cartwrignt may not reply until
Thursday, as the débate isto be continued
from day to day.

Buesos Avres, March 26.—The Austra-
Jian colonizing scheme, which was gput in
operation with & great boom, has collapsed,
The plan contemplated securing an im-
mense tract of land in Paraguay for the
purpose of making the experiment of co-
operative colonization. The land was pur-
ehased and a large number of families were
brought from Australia to locate farms,
The funds of the promoters of the scheme
gave out, and through their inability to
earry out their agreements with the settlers
the latter arc left helpless and many of
them in astarving condition.

Palms
and roses in profusion made beautiful the
corridors and the air was fragrant with
sweet odors,

Across the coiling swung huge strips of red,
white and bluck bunting. Japanese para-
sols converted into huge chandeliers were
an effective ornament, The stage was one
mass of exotic bloom.

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ROBBERS BURNEDUEF HIS EAR {BOARDS OF TRADE ARBITRATIONS.

An Important Bill Introduced In the
Legislatore Yesterday By Sir Oliver
Mowni—What Its Frovisions Are,

Sir Oliver Mowat introduced in the
Legielature yesterday afternoon a bill to
empower Boards of Trade to appoint boards
of arbitration for certain purposes. - All its
provisions, except the last, upply solely to
the Board ot Trade of this city.

The city board is authorized to nominate
nos less than 30 persons irom the commua-
ity generally, from whom shill be chosen
the number of persons that the council of
the Board of Trade deem sufficient to form
the chamber of arbitration. The Board of
Trade shall provide rooms, forms,
apers, etc.; its - secretary shall be
the registrar of arbitrations, When any
two persons agree to submit their case
their submission shall not be revocable,
arbitrators shall be sworn, and their deci-
sions shall be enforceable, in the same
manner as decrees of court. When an
award is fyled, the certificate is to have the
same effect as under the existing Arbitra-
tion Act. Power is given to compel the
atténdance of witnesses, and proceedings
may be taken ex part', if after re.
ceiving notice = persons neglect or
refase to attend. Witnesses shall
be examined on oath. The arbitrators can
compel the production of evidence and
must make their award within 21 days
after submission is -signed, unless they
enlarge the period. If a party “to a pro-
zeeding is to be represented by s barrister
or a solicitor he must give notice to the
registrar and the other side. Anyone ex-
cept a barrister or a solicitor must
have express authority in writing to

emit of his acting as agent.

o one can be admitted during hearings
excepl the parties thereto, their authorized
agents and witnesses. An award can only
be set aside for fraud, and such an applica-
tion must be made within one month after
discovery., Costs are to be at the discre-
tion of the arbitrators. The only fees to be
allowed shall be witnesses’, arbitrators, re-
gistrars’ and office fees. Arbitrators shall
receive not more than $5 each for each
sitting, ofhce fees, including the registrar’s,
etc., shall be $5 for the first sitting snd
$3 for each subsequent session. Larger
amounts may be paid, by express agree-
ment. The award of the majority shall be
binding. The council of the B, of T.
may make regulations. to carry into
effect the objects of the bill and the awards.
The last clause of the Dbill provides
that Boards of Trade in cities of 30,000 in-
habitants or more may obtain permission
from the Lieutesant-Governor-in-Council
to avail themselves of the provisions of the
bill, which is copied from an Eaoglish act.

The report of the Commissioners of the
Queen Victoria Niagara Falls Park for
1893 was presented to the Legislature yes-
terday afternoon, Col. Gzowski has been
replaced by Mr, G. i, Wilkes of Brant-
ford, J. W. Langmuir acts as chairman.
Over 400,000 passengers were carried by
the electric railway during seven
months of the year, and when

condition required by the commissioners,
but this will be attended to before traffic
begins this season. The photographic and

Brundage, who have also to keep in repair
the Table Rock House, which for four years
has been in bad shape. A portion of the
old museum building has been reserved by
the commissioners a8 a | waiting room and
shelter for picnickers. | Listle was done in
the way of improving the grounds owing to
the want of funds.

BRITAIN'S POLICY OF DELAY

VERY REXASPERATING 7T0 THE
WASHINGTON OFVICIALS,

England’'s Belhring Sea Plans Said to Be
Governed By Canada—Uncle Sam Talks
of Asserting His Rights and shatting
Off the Poachers By Force and Delog
It Alone,

New York, March 26.—A special from
Washington to The Tribune says: Some
interesting information from an official
source was obtained to-day as to the pend-
ing negotiations between this country and
England to make operative the decree of
the Paris arbicrators in the Behring Sea
case.

It is apparent that Great DBritain does
not intend to act with anything like prompt-
ness in the matter, J

Noagreement between Secretary Gres-
ham and Sir Julian Pauncefote has been
reached, and there is no prospect of onsin
the near future,

There are good reasons for believing that
Fogland’s procrastination is for the de-
liberate purpose of sllowing Canadisn
poachers to reap the greatest possible har-
vest in the sealing grounds before the
arrival in those waters of the naval vessels
of this country.

The Tribune's informant /in speaking of
the subject to-day said: KEogland’s diplo-
macy in the Bshring Sea matter is governed
by clamors from Canada, In view of the
conditions her pastand present course is
discraditable, Isee no other alternative
than for this country to go ahead, and, by
force if necessary, assert our rights in
Behring Sea.

As the situation is at present nothing has
been accomplished, and there is no prob-
ability of any practical result being reached.
Great Britain has gained much time by de-
liberation and discussion. Advantage of
the deluys was taken by owners of ¢English
and Canadian poaching vessels. The State
Department has been advised that a num-
ber of vessels from British Columbia and
English ports have already started; for the
sealing grounds,

Some of. these ships are sailing craft and
other steamers, Further advices show that
three poaching steamers have started -from
London for Beliting Sea. They are pro-
ceeding by way of the Suez Canal.

Poachers from China have also gone to
the sealing grounds. It is assumed that the
Chinese vessels are in the employ of E
lish traders.

As the closed season does not begin nftil
May 31, these marauding craft will makle a
considerable catch of seals before he
patrolling ships of this' country arrive
the ground.

State Department officials will no lo
wait for England preparing instructio
be issued to the naval officers who
command the Behring Sea fleet. I
practically cerain that England does
intend to co-operate with this country fbis
sedson, and that all the work of overhjul-
ing the poachers must be done by Uni
Stites ships.

While observing more or less discre
in speaking on the subject, it is evi
that the authorities are in no ple
frame of mind about England’s pr
attitude.

Niagara Falls, N.Y., the building ot
a new double bridge there and various
other little sigos of the times point conclu-
sively to the fact that the Grand Trunk is
going to make some changes and keep up
with the procession in its competition with
the American raads.

70 REDUCE THE ARMIES,

European Nations Looking for a General
Reduction of Military Burdens.

Loxpoxs, March 26,—The Paris corres-
pondent of The Times, in reference to the
recent utterances of Chancellor von Caprivi,
which are assumed to indicate that Emperor
William is endeavoring to bring about a re-
duction of the military expenditures of the
powers, says: ‘‘Signor Capelli declares that
ire had learned from an absolutely certain
source that Kmperor William was pleased
to see that Italy was reducing her army,and
that Count Kalnoky, the Austro-Hungarian
Prime Minister, had advised King Hambert
that Emperor Francis Joseph was also
pleased because of the lessening of Italy’s
military expenditures.”

The King ot Denmark a few days ago said:
The Czar,my’son-in-law, isjready to co-oper-
ate, and Bmperor Francis Joseph is equally
disposed to do his utmost to bring about
thisend. I am sure that King Humbert is
willing to discuss the question of a reduc-
tion of military burdens, while the Queen-
Regent of Spain has proved her desire for a
long peace. A measure, therefore, that
Russia, Spain, Austria and even Italy are
equally eager for is an unbroken period of
peace. The King added that he hoped to
live long enough to see the Europenn
powers make sweeping reductions in their
military establishments. A Berlin despatch
to The Times says that The Germania in-
terprets the Chancellor’s words to mean
that several of the powers are willing to
participate in a ‘movement looking to &
¢enerarteduction of military expenditures,
and that the Kaiser i foremost amorg
the rulers who earnestly desire prolonged
peace.

the Home Market For Farm Produce,

Capadian farmers, who are being taught
te believe that the advantage of being en-
abled to purchase a few foreign manufac-
tured goods at & little lower prices than
they are paying for home-made articles is
of greater value than the advantage they
now possess from the home demand for their
produce, should carefully eonsider the fol-
lowing remarks from The Country Gentle-
man:

A prolific cause of low prices at the

present time is reduced consumption. This
applies to very many producu, to some far

" | production is responsible largely for its

more than others. Wheat is the cheapest
| food produced, and its consumption is not
I materially reduced by hard times. Over-

|cneapness. Meats are always expensive,
| and reduction of income affects consump-
tion. Ivwas expected that beet would
higher from growing scarcity. It is claimed
by men familiar with the situation that the
wholesale price would now bea cent per
pound higher than present rates but for
under-consumption. Consumers are learn-
ing that low prices are notan undisguised
blessing. Farmers are certainly wot
pleased with low prices of meat, and the
millions of unemployed consumers look with
little interest on cheap meat so long as they
have ng money ‘with which to buy it
Cheapness is a mockery to the penniless,
who would much prefer plenty of work with
higher prices for food,

The feeder realized a comparative scarcity,
and counted on higher prices. So confident
was he, with feed so cheap, that he made
every effort to produce as much beef as
possible. And go the scarcity was lessened,
and at the same time consumption was
checked, preventing rise in prices and dis-
appointing the feeders. 1t is difficult at
any time to forecast the condition of the
markets, and it is no wonder that the
peculiar circumstances of the present season
should not have been foreseen. It is de-
voutly to be hoped that the cheapness of
India may never be realized in this
country, as a result of the stagnation and
paralysis ever attendant on excessive cheap-
ness.

For first-clags cattle fit for export to Eu-
rope depression in home industries may not
seriously affect prices, except in so far as
cheap prices may enable cattle exporters to
send abroad cattle of inferior weight or
quality which at higher prices would not
pay for transportation and would by in-
creasing the number of exportable cattle re-
duce the value of the superior animals. But
for the great bulk of the cattle both in Can-
ada and the United States the home market
is the only one. If the depression in the
manufacturing industries in the United
Btates resulting from the tariff agitation has
reduced the value of cattle §1 per cwt., as
is clear from the above extract, the loss to
American farmers ou this one item will
amoifnt to more than all they possibly can
be made to pay on all their purchases in
pxcessof that which they would have to pay
under free trade, This is only one of the
many object lessons which are being daily
taught to farmers and consumers as to the
fallacy of the pretext that the most desir-
able condition of a country is that it should
be *‘a cheap country to live in.”

An Explanation,
Mr. E. F. Clarke, M.I.A., made an arti-
cle in yesterday’s World in reference to
bhimself & question of privilege in the
Legislaiure. Looking as the article in cold
blood it appears as if we charged Mr.
Clarke with trying to collect fees tor two

and months,

sir Oliver’s Latest « ommission,

As we have pointed out betore, it is not
80 much the fee system that the people of
Ouatario object to as the rank ab :se of it by
8ir Oliver Mowat. The commission that
hag been appointed to investigate the sys-
tem will not satisfy the desires of the pub-
lic unless it investigates the Premier’s con-
nection with the system a8 well
as the system itself. The com-
mission should take evidence, for instance,
on the division of the shrievalty of York
into two, and the appointment of two " offi-
cials where one had been and was sufficient
for the business. The fee system has a
bearing upon this case, as well ad upon sev-
eral other notable ones of & similar nature.

BALLOT FOR SCHOOL TRUSTEES.

Mr, Meredith To Introduce His Bill To.
Day-Mr, E, F, Clarke Rises To
a Question of Privilege,

In answer to Sir Oliver, Mr. Meredith
stated in the House yesterday afternoon
that in all likelihood he would to-morrow
move his resolution in faver of electing
Public and Separate school trustees by
ballot, the whole question to be referred to
a committee for consideration and report,

8Bir Oliver Mowat introduced the follow-
ing bilis:

Respecting Solicitors,

< Respecting vhe calling of solicitors to the
bar. Undsr rules drawn up in 1889 the
course of study for students-at-law pre-
paring for the bar, and for articled clerks
preparing to become solicitors, the exami-
nations were made the same; previously
these rules and examinations were dis-
similar, This bill provides that all per-
sons who have been practising as solicitors
for 10 years may be admiited to
the bar without passing any examination,
but when they have been practising for five
and less than 10 years they shall pass such
an examination as the Law Society may
prescribe, and they shall not pay any
greater fees than is customary in ordinary
cases. It is understood that the fees have
been reduced from $200 to $100.

Respecting Niagara Falls Park,

Respecting the Queen Victoria Niagara
Falls Park power is given to the commis-
sioners to issue debentures to the amount
ot $75,000 to make certain improvements
and purchase certain lands and to enter
into an agreement with the Niagara Falls
Park River and Railway Company to ex-
tend the line from Chippewa along the bank
of the river subject to the approval uf the
Governor in Council. Further expropria-
tion powers are also conferred, and the
Lieutenant-Governor is authorized to invest
the foreshore and bed of the Niagara River
in the commissiozers.

was uncertain what his salary wonld be.
With this indefiniteness the Premier would
be able to hoodwink the House and the
country, But suppose Sir Oliver came for-
ward with a proposition to divide the York
shrievalty between two officials, and to fix
the salary attached to the Toronto branch
at $8000 a year.

Respecting Deputy Police Magistrases.,

The Lieut.-Governor may appoint deputy
police magistrates withoust sslary, which,
however, can of course be voted by munici-
pal councils, And. such appointments, al-
though the office of police magistrate is
vasant, may be made. Office is held dur-
ing pleasure. And in case of death, illness
or absence, or on request of the police
mnfinrnu, they shall perform all his duties
and exercise all his powers. But nothing
in this bill shall be construed to prevent
any justice of the peace from acting as
police or deputy police magistrate.

Supreme Court Judges,

An act was passed last session to confer a
$1000 allowance upon allthe judges of the Su-
preme Court. Previously anumber of these
judges were receiving such an allowance
trom the province under an act which went
| into effect some years ago, but which was
{ limited to the then holders of the position,
| Their successors lost the grant. This bill
{18 intended to remove any doubts existing
| as to the meaning of last year’s act, und to
| prevent any of these judges from claiming
| or receiving $2000.
| The above bills were read the first time.

A Question of Privilege.

* Mr. E. F. Clarke rose to a question of
| privilege with respect to an article which
| had appeared id to-day’s (Monday) World,
{ following one in The Globe of Thursday
last. He had not intended to

any attention to the matter, bat
| after the appearance of this editorial
{he felt it due to himseli and to
| his constituents to make an explanation.
{ The article referred to his alleged attempt
to collect two days’ pay or allowance for
| work done in connection with the Liquor
! Traffic Commission. The aceount in gueés-
tion was sent in to the secretary of the
commission in the usual way. He believed
| then, and uatil the Auditor-General gave
| his opinion, that he was entitled to such al-
| lowance for the day on which he left this
city to go to Montreal and for the day on
which he returned. But the chairman of
the commission did not think so, and ih-
structed the secretary to return the ac-
count 1n order that pay for these two
days might be ~struck out. This
{he (Mr. Clarke) declined to do,
but = consented to abide by the
decision of the Auditor-General, who re-
ported that,as the commission was sppoint-
ed by a special order in council, the rules
governing the payment of officials of the
| civil service did not apply, and that as a
{con-equeuce payment for those two days
| could not be made. With this decision he
| (Mr. Clarke) was perfectly satisfied, and he
{ thought he had acted as honorably and as
{ fairly as was possible under the circam-
stances, He had that morning received
| from Sir Joseph Hickson a letver stating
| that _bhe (Mr. Clarke) was the firat to sug-
? gest referment of the matter to the Audi-
| tor-General for decision. - He thought it
ihis duty to give a paper which
| was  generally  friendly to  him
[the opportunity of putting him right
| before his constituents and the publie
| generally. There was no connection, how-
ever, between per diem paymentsand pay-
ments by fees.

Private Bille,

The following bills were passed through
committee, Mr. Balfour in the chair:

To enable the corporation of the village
of London West to issue debentures and to
consolidate its debt, and respecting city ot
London.

Natural Gas,

Mr. Balfour moved that a committee be
appointed consisting of Messrs. Awrey,
Bronson, Charlton, Garrow, MecCleary,
McKenzie, Whitney, Conmee, Wood (Hast-
ings) and himself. He expinined that many
people in Welland and Ilssex counties were
opposed to the system of aiding
the natural flow of the gas by means ot
pumps, on the ground thai this would soon
entirely destroy the fields. Also, vhat if
the exportation of the gas was not pre-
vented altogether, its forcing should not be
allowed, and he presumed that the House
would not allow the people in those locali-
ties to be injured, if any reasonable pro-
tection could be afforded them.

Mr. Meredith thought this was a matter
which the Government should take the re-
sponsibility of dealing with, for iv was a
very serious thing to let go abroad, that
after capital, whether in large or smail
amounts, had been invested in vhis country,
it was to run the risk of proceedings of this
nature being undertaken in this House.
What Mr. Balfour was proposing was really
to prevent tho exportation of natural gas
from this ‘province. We were in-
viting capital for the purpose of
developing our mines, etc., and - capitalists
should be given to understand that any
righte they acquired would be respected.

Mr. Balfour replied that this was an un-
fair imputation. This was a very impor-
tant interest in his constituency,and he had
gone slowly in the matter, He had intro-
duced a bill on the subject by request; he
had not prepared 1t himself. His object
was merely to collect the facts bearing on
both sides of the case. j

Hon. Mr. Hardy supported reference to
committee. p

Mr. Haummell opposed interference, and
held as a practical man that gas could not
be produced without the aid of compressors
to any extent in this province,

THE YEAR A PROSPEROUS ONE
WITH ANGLICANS,

Owing to the Number of Interments in
St. Jpmes’ Cemetery It Is Fouund Ne-
Cessary to Necure New Cemetery
Grounds—A Proposal to Parchase
New Lot on the Melt Line,

St. James’ Cathedral—With a total in.
debtedness of $81,570, in the form of de-
bentures, with assets of probably half a
willion in land and buildings, with lands
under lease that last year yielded, inclui-
ing arrears of ground rent, some $8242,
with the rector’s salary of $5000 met from
the cathedral’s portion of the rectory én-
dowment, the congregation of St.sJames’
is in a peculiarly fortunate position.

The annual financial stavemefit, as pre-
sented by Mr. R. N. Gooch, showed a total
revenue of $17,054. The chief expendi-
tures were: For poor fund, §278; salaries,
clergy, $1516.62; choirmaster, $916.63; or-
ganist, $412.50; choir boys, $63.20; ordi-
nary, $1208.83; total $4117.78; expense ac-
count, including fuel, gas, electric light,
printing, ete., g‘»i‘.’; of local improvement
taxes, $3205; debentyre account in repay-
ment of debt and interest, $4262; church
and  schcol improvements, $2800 ;
special  collection,  disbursements to
various mssionary and other  funds,
$1643; Sanday school | charges, $361;
miuor repairs, $57; balange, $177. The ab-
stract of expenditure of St. James’ Ceme-
tery showed an income of $10,217, with a
balance in the bank ot $2,822, Attention was
directed to the fact that there are only a
few vacant lots remaining in St. James’
Cemetery and that the church must speedily
determine whether or not it shall continué
its cemetery work or close up the trust. In
view of the revenue trom this source Mr.
(Goooh considers it unwise to surrender the
franchise. Itisproper also, he believes, that
the parent churchof Torontoshould continue
to take charge of the cemetery. This report
gave rise to some discussion. Col. Grasett,
in answer to a question by Mr. Barwick,
said that the wardens could not, under the
law, acquire 8 new burial ground within
the limits, nor add to the present St.
James’ -Cemetery. Several sites outside
had been offered, and the wardens had in-
vestigated a proposal to acquire new
grounds on the belt line, to which, after
the funeral services in St. James’ Ceme-
tery, burial trains could be run, as in most
large cities, Mr. J. K. Kerr and Mr. 8.
