Illiteracy in tlie Province*.
Dealing with the charge that the 

teachers in the Roman Catholic schools 
were incompetent, he gave a description 
of the examination they had to pass, and 
pointed out that more than one-half of 
the teachers of the Protestant schools 
held third-class and provisional certifi­
cates. He quoted the census returns to 
show that the percentage of illiteracy 
in New Brunswick had increased during 
the past twenty years, while in Quebec 
,lt had been considerably reduced, and 
New Brunswick had abolished Separate 
schools.

After recess, Senator Bernier, continu­
ing his speech, denied the charge that 
portions of the grants to the Roman 
Catholic schools in Manitoba had gone to 
the priests. He also pointed out that 
the accommodation and1' equipment in the 
Separate schools of the province were 
quite ae good as those in the Protestant 
schools. In conclusion, he denied the 
charges that the Separate schools receiv­
ed more than their due share of the school 
taxes and Government grants for edu­
cational purposes.

THE 8-CENT A MILE AMENDMENT.
When a bill jwas introduced two ses- 

eionfl ago for reducing railway rates to 
two cents per mile, there were several 
valid reasons why the reduction should 
not be made. It waa proposed at that 
time to make [the two cent rate apply 
to all railways in Canada. This objec­
tion was fatal ito the bill, because the 
rate was made to apply to sparsely popu­
lated sections of Ithe country that had 
very little railway traffic. The propo­
sition now before the House of Commons 
is of quite a different nature, 
reduced rate is proposed only for the 
T.,H. & B. Railway, but it will virtual­
ly include all the southern part of the 
Province of Ontario. If the amendment 
should be adopted, the Grand Trunk 
and Canadian Pacific would of course be 
obliged to reduce their, rates between all 
competitive points covered by the 
T„ H. 4 B. Should the House 
of Cohunons decide to adopt the 
two-cent rate, it is only anticipating 
what is certain to come within the course 
of a few years. It cannot be more than 
two years before we have an electric 
railway to Hamilton, and within the 
same period; the line that now runs from 
Hamilton to Beamsville will be extend­
ed to. Niagara Falls. Within a month 
there will be an electric line in opera­
tion between Niagara Falls and Buffalo. 
These lines will probably charge one 
cent a mile instead of three cents. In 
the face of such competition the steam 
railways cannot expect to get the pre­
sent high rate. We do not believe the 
railways will suffer from the proposed 
reduction. The reduction would operate 
over a territory more densely populated 
than any other part of 
might be lost from reduced rates would 
be more than made up by increased traf­
fic. The proposed change is, therefore, 
desirable, not only because the public 
will be benefited, but because the rail­
ways themselves will not be injured. We 
trust that the members for Toronto will 
do their best .to have the proposed 
amèndment incorporated in the T., H. 
4 B. Railway bill. They need have no 
compunction about favoring the mea­
sure, as they can satisfy themselves, if 
they care to take the trouble, that_ tho 
railways will not fie prejudicially affect­
ed by the proposal. The New York Cen­
tral Railway^ whose rates are limited 
to two cents a- mile, is, as we know, one 
of the best paying railways on the con­
tinent. The time has arrived when the 
rates that prevail to the east of the Nia­
gara River should be made to apply; Jo 
this side of the river also.

THE IMPROVEMENTS MUST BE MADE.
The statement was made at a con­

ference yesterday between a deputation 
from the Board of Works and Mayor 
Kennedy, that some of the wholesale 
merchants in the City were paying as 
much as $1000 extra insurance premiums 
yearly on account of the unsatisfactory 
condition of the city’s water system. The 
increased rates imposed by the insurance 
companies immediately after the recent 
disastrous fires amount to a very large 
sum when the total insurable property 
of Toronto' is taken into consideration. 
It is said, in fact, th^t the increase in 
the rates will augment the companies’ 
receipts in Toronto this year by as 
much as would cover their, losses on our 
three disastrous fires. The Board of 
Underwriters are no doubt turning the 
screws on tighter than they have any 
justification for, but it is a question if Ve 
can obtain any relief from them until 
we make an attempt to iinprove our 
water system on the lihesi that have been 
suggested. To secure better fire protec­
tion alone is ample reason for under­
taking the improvements that the City 
Engineer has recommended. - Over and 
above this, however, is the important 
consideration that the supply of water 
for domestic purposes is being jeopar­
dized. The present season is a very re­
markable one in regard to the depth 
of the water in the lake. Never before

The Court of Appeal Sets Aside the Ver­
dict In the Keaehle Case.

The ci^v yesterday obtained judgment 
in the suit of Keachie and Toronto,^ in 
which the jury gave Mrs. Morton Kea­
chie $1000 for the injuries she received 
in falling over the Street Railway Com­
pany’s tails in Church-street, at a. time 
when repairs were being made to the 
rails and the crossing.

Some of our friends in New York think 
this situation sufficiently bearish to pre­
vent any advance in wheat just now, 
but the news here is certainly very bull­
ish. Returns from sections where thresh­
ing is going on are very bad. All the news 
we get from the winter wheat section 
is bad. We hear nothing but 'condition 
growing worse all the time. Perhaps 
this news is a little too general. Very 
likely there are eeçtions where it is true, 
but on the whole the outlook for winter 
wheat, judging from .the news to-day, is 
discouraging. At auy rate, believe it 
warrants buying wheat on all breaks 
from present price. Northwest complains 
a little that they are getting too much 
rain. We do not think the situation is 
serious up there as yet. Showers^are pre­
dicted for to-morrow through the whole 
western country. Bradstreet’s report has 
come out, making the decrease in the 
world’s available wheat 3,900,000 bush­
els. Market is a little firmer on this. 
In a word, our idea of the wheat market 
is bu< at below -70s; sell it when is shows 
a fair profit. Corn has been strong most 
of the day. Shorts have been good buy­
ers. We have only one thing to say to 
our people regarding corn, aud that is 
to caution them against selling it on 
breaks. Sell it on every bulge—40c will 
look high for it by-and-by. Provisions 
opened strong. - The sellers of last few 
days on the decline have been tho best 
buyers to-day. Armour people conw 
tinue to buy stuff. We believe provisions 
want to be bought on all breaks.

DEFICIENT WATER 8UFFLY.

Merchants Tell the Mayor of Inadequate 
Pressure In Business Sections.

In* the Mayor’s parlor at the City Hall 
yesterday, President Caldecott, ‘TGdward 
Gurney and E. B. Osier had a conference 
with Mayor Kennedy and Aid. Lamb, 
chairman of the Board of Works, rela­
tive to the water Uu^ply for fire protec­
tion.

Mr. Caldecott pointed out that the 
fire insurance companies had increased 
their rates to such an extent that the 
enhanced premiums amounted to a seri­
ous tax on tradesmen, and was virtually 
handicapping Toronto merchants in fa- 
for of Montreal.

Mr. Caldecott informed those present 
that the extra rate on his warehouse 
and stock this year would amount to 
$1000, and Mayor Kennedy added that 
he would have to pay $700 additional.
As merchants they protested against, the 
imposition of such excessive rates, but 
the insurance companies replied that 
they could not reduce the rates until the 
city provided improved fire fighting ap­
pliances a^d remedied the inadequate 
water supply and pressure.

The object of the deputation was to 
ascertain as definitely as possible what 
the City Council might be expected to 
do towards carrying out the improve­
ments in the waterworks system which 
the ratepayers had recently 
sanction.

Mayor Kennedy stated the position of 
the city, pointing out that the improve­
ments could only be carried out now by 
meeting the cost out of direct taxation.

It was decided that the deputation 
should meet the Executive Committee 
and arrange an interview with the On­
tario Government with a view to seek­
ing legislation that would enable 
city to borrow on short date debentures 
sufficient to cover the cost of putting 
the intake in proper shape, enlarging 
the mains down towny and also in Park- 
dale and the northern section of No. 1 
Ward.
