His investiga­
tion showed that the fire broke out 

lie hay mow, with no suspicion of 
incendiarism. The hay was lucerne 
clover and timothy mixed, which had 
■been wet in the field, none of it hav­
ing been sweated or salted when put 
in the mow. Gas generation had set 
in, and when a favorable moment 
occurred spontaneous combustion 
followed. He urges that to avoid this, 
all hay should be cocked up and 
sweated for a week or longer, hauled 
into the barn, and salted at the rate 
of one pailful of salt sprinkled for 
every load.
