And the better informed
the great body of the electorate becomes the
better will the country be governed.

Within a reasonably short time now we
shall have elections for both the local and
dominion parliaments. Before these events
occur the amplest opportunity will probably
be given to hear what is to be said on both
sides of the political issues of the time. If
we could have our way we would have every
elector in the county put himself in the
way of hearing both sides and of learning
fully what there is in the policy of each to
commend it to the sympathies and confi-
dence of the people. And having heard
both sides we would like to see every elector
exercise his franchise in the way that his
judgment dictated as for the best interest of
the country, regardless of early training,
political prejudice, or any other influence.
But when men do this we suppose the poli-
tical millennium will be here, and we are
not looking for that for several years yet.

European Apple Crop.

The firm of Northard & Lowe, London,
Eng., in writing to one of our citizens, has
the following to say respecting the English
and continental apple crops:—

« England, in spite of the long drought,
has a very large crop. The rain just came
in time, and the consequence is we have one
of the finest  crops we have had for many
years: early, fine color, aud although small
in size, in places the average may be con-
sidered good in every way.

“ (Germany, Holland, Belgium and France
all have good crops. (iermany is expected
to have one of the largest crops ever known.
France has small-sized fruit in certamn sec-
tions, but on the whole a good crop.

¢ The continent of Europe generally, has
a large crop. You will at once see from this
that apples will make low prices, and infer-
jor, poor colored, or badly packed fruit wiil
be difficult to sell at all.

** To enable you to ship to meet the low
markets you should have a very low freight,
and it is to be hoped the steamship agents
will meet you in this.

** We would mention that since we last
had the pleasure of writing you there are
fast steamers from New York running to
Southampton which is only about 24 hours
run from London, so we expect more apples
will be sent to London from the States than
hitherto, and as these boats only . take 6 or
7 days you will be rather at a disadvantage
unless you have fast boats and good cool
storage.”

‘‘England’s Wooden Walls.”

Much is said in this and other countries
just now as to the comparative and possible «
strength of the British Navy. Too often
those who refer to the subject are lacking
in anything but a very vague knowledge of

the immense armament and power concentra- |
ted in the Royal Navy of Great Britain. |

They have somehow or other obtained a sort

of impression, sorrowful or joyful as the |

case may be, that England is to-day over-

matched by other nations upon the seas of

the world and that the ** Weary Titian,” as

Matthew Arnold described her, is really

struggling in vain with the too vast orb of

her fate. They admit that the past has been

glorious, but think that the future looks |
sombre and dark.

It is now nearly 400 years since English |
sailors commenced to force all other nation- |
alities to salute their flag upon the high |
seas. Lord William Howard in 1554 set an |
example of magnificent pluck which was
afterwards frequently copied, when with
twenty-eight sail he went to meet Philip of
Spain on his way to visit England. The
Spanish fleet numbered 108 vessels and at
the maintopmast of the king’s ship waved
the royal flag of Spain. Yet Howard de-
termined that in conformity with precedent

| the foreign flag must be struck to him.

Philip naturally declined, and it was not
until the British Admiral fired a shot across
his bows that the required compliment was
paid to the Mistress of the Seas. The Dutch
after a still longer one, coaceded a similar
claim which has been maintained up to mod- |
ern times. |
But other countries and other fleets now
claim maritime power, and though Great
Britain is still the greatest naval power on
the face of the earth, she has many am-
bitious and envious rivals. No one disputes
her commercial preponderance. That would
be impossible when she holds the two-thirds
of the world’s carrying trade. But plenty
are found to depreciate her fighting strength.
Hence the interest of the following figares,
carefully compiled from the latest statistics:

The Sherman Law.

HOW IT WAS
CONGRESS,

WHAT IT 1S AND PASSED

The Sherman silver law.

What is it?

What are its provisions and purposes, and
what were the conditions under which it
was enacted?

These are questions which, however easy
of solition to national legislators, treasury
officials and financers in general, have prov-
ed a rare puzzle to the public at large.

In a vague sort of way it has been made
apparent to all that the Sherman silver bill
is more or less of a ‘“ hoodoo ™ to the finan-
cial and business interests of the country,
and that in consequence thereof a lack of
confidence has resulted.

The silver bill of 1890 was originally a
measure authorizing the issue of treasury
notes upou deposits of silver bullion.

U. S. sub-treasuries and obtain therefor

$17,550 1N GoLD.

A little figuring shows that for this sum
of $17,550 in gold one may procure silver to
the amount of $29,080.90, taking into ac-
count the relative value of the gold and sil-
ver dollar in the world’s market.

Followingis the full text of the Sherman
silver law: —

It is entitled, “ An act directing the pur-
chase of silver bullion and the issue of treas-
ury notes thereon, and for other purposes,”
and reads as follows:

That the treasury notes is-
sued in accordance with the provisions of
this act shall be redeemable on demand in
coin at the treasury of the United States or
at the office of any assistant treasurer of the
United States, and when so redeemed may
be reissued; but no greater or less amount

of such notes shall be outstanding at any |

time than the cost of the silver bullion, and
the standard silver dollar coined therefrom,
then held in the treasury purchased by such
notes, and such treasury notes shall be a
legal tender in payment of all debts, public
and private, except when otherwise expréss-
ly stipulated in the contract, and shall be
receivable for customs, taxes and all public
dues, and when so received may be reissued,
and such notes, when held by any national

banking association, may be counted as a |
