THE LAW.

For the Christian Banner.

The Law is a term frequently occurring in seripture. Some say
the law is done away; others say it is still in force. Each party
quote scraps of scripturein support of their conflicting opinions.
Many ofthe people are bewildered in a mist on this subjeet, and
sometimes set by the ears against one another.  Artieles appeared
in our periedicals from time totime which gave what scemed to me
to be an unsound view of the law. The present volume of the Christ-
ian Banner, (1854,) is not free of these. I waited long in expecta-

tion that anabler hand than myself would take up this subject and
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trcat it morc to my mmd but secing no one coming fouvnrd I re-

solved to make an attempt to lay my own views before the readers of

the Banner.
Any one taking a coucordance and tracing the word /aw through-

out the seriptures will easily sccethat the term law does not alway

mean the same thing. Want of attention to this particular seems to

be one cause of the confusion of speech among the people upon this

important sulject.

The conuncxion in which tleterm Zuw occurs -
geuerally helps to understand its meaning  We read of the law of

tod, of the law of Moses, and of the law of Christ. In the Sinaic

covenant, the lawof sin-ofiering, the law of the burnt-offering, the
law of the meat-offering, the law of the leper, the law of her that hath
born a male or a female, and of the law of jealousy. &e.

Job, and his friends had knowledge
of,and reverenced, this law; see Gen. xs, O; xxxix, 9; Ex. i, 17; Job
1, 5. All as far asI know admit that the Jews were under the kv,
and that tbe other nations of the carth, during the period of the
Siuaic covenant, were frequently punished for sinis evident from
the many woes pronounced against them.

" liberty, as at the present time. With few exceptions, and those

chiefly among the Baptists, aven the advocates of religious freedom,
in past days, have insisted upon some restriction upon the rights of
conscience—some connection between Church and State. Luther,
Calvin, Zwinglius, Knox, and their followers, together with the Puri-
tans both of old England,and New England, all fell into this griev-
ous error. The present century has done more to explode it than
any other, since the days of Christ and his Apostles.

2. Our country. In this highly-favored land, the sun of religious
liberty first shone with unobstructed rays.

JOEN KNOX.

The Scotch Reformation, in the sixteenth century, is remarkable
for 20 almost eomplete -absence of the dubious and questionable fea-
tures by which violent revolutions are so often disfigured. Less
happy than the English, the Protestantsof Scotland had no alterna-
tive between an armed resistance to the government, and the de-
struction of themselves and their religion ; and no body of people

who have been driven to such resistance were ever more temperate :

in the conduct of it, or more moderate in their use of victery. The
problem which they had to solve was a simple one ; it was to deliver
themselves of a system which, when judged by the fruits of it, was
evil throughout, and with whiclk no goad man was foand any more
to sympathize.

>
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Elswhere in Ilarope there was some lito left in Catholicism ; it
was a real faith, by which sincere and earnest men were able to di-
rect themsclves, and whose conscience it was painful or perilous to
wound by oversweeping measures. In Scotland, it was dead to the
root, a mass of falschcod and corruption ; and, having been endured
to the last extremity, the onc thiug to be done with it, when enda-
rance was no longer possible, was to take it utterly away.

So great a work was never executed with slighter loss of human
life, or smaller injury to a country. It was achicved by the will of |
- one wan, who was the representative of whatever was best and noblest
" in tae people to whom he belonged ; and as iu itself it was simple
. and straizhtforward, so of all great men in history thereis not one

whose character is moro simple and intelligible than that of Joha
Knox. A plain bat massive understanding, a courage which noth-
- ing could shake, a warm, honest heart, and an intense hatred and
gcorn of sin ; thesc are the qualities which appear in him ; these, and
" only these. There may have bean others, bat the occasion did not
require tham, they wero nob ealled iato play.  The evil which was to
' be overeume had no strong intellectual defenses ; it was a tyranni- i,
cal falsehood, uplield by foree; and foree of character, rather than '
breadsh or subtlety of thought, was needed to cope with it.
