The History of a Stamp.
Noruan Yo Lyl in the Outlook.

In the year 1851 a twelve-penny

black  Canadian postage stiinp was:

printed by the Government at Ottawa,
The publie did not regard this somber
isshie with favor, =0 few were issued.
One of these stamps was sent  to the
Hamilton Post-oftice, where it was sold
toan old gentleman. who said it was 2
~hitme to print the Queen’s piewure on
a stienp that wight be handeled In
protane hands. Tendrly the gentie-
naty put it on o parcel, sending f tdoa
friend in the United States. Here in
the waste basket it lay for many aday,
tll an errand-boy found it and quickly
tran: forred it to his albam.  Despair-
ing of getting a good  colleetion. and
his fever for stamps somewhat abating.
he <ald them to a dealer  The new
owner. on looking at the  catalogmwe,
found that what he had paid £ for was
worth $£235. Accidentally this stamp was
slipped into a 2i-cent packet. and sent
to o dealer residing in Hamilton. When
the latter opened the packet he was
astonished to find sucha valnable stamp.
and, being honest. wrote his friend to
inform him of what had happened. off-
cring him $1.200 forit.  The offer was
aceepted, and the stamp again chang-
cdhands. By this time the stamp had

mnereased in value, and not a few came
from a distanee to look at the treasure.
One day an English nobleman. whe
through a Canadian friend had heard

tof the stamb offered  $1.500.  which
Dofler was aceepted. The English lord,
fulling i love with an American heir-
ess, and wishing to gain the favor of
her brother, presented him with the
Sxtamp as i token of his esteem. Here,
in its new and luxurious  American
home. it came to w =ad end.for one day
the nudd. by wistake, swept the stamp
Which hadtaecdidentally fallen ont of the
album, into the fire.  In an instant
the stamp. whieh thousands had heard
of aml lenaed tor, went up in smoke to
the broad bloe sky. leaving not a trice
hehind,

Pcstage Stamp Changes.

The eolor of the domestie rate post
age stamp. as preseribed by the  Uni-
versal Postal Union, is red. and it s
intended to discontinue the issue of the
ordinary  twe-cent  purple  colored
stamps as soon as the  present supply
on hand is exhausted.  This will be
about the 20th of the present month.
Thereafter the department will  issue
two cent stamps in red. tirst, however,
surcharging down to twe cents the
missued remmnant of three cent stamps
in red. now in the possession of the
department. and as soon as the supply
of such surcharsed threes is exhausted,
the issue of two ernt stamps in red will
begin.
