The Irish Parliamentary party aro
becoming restless under the continued
inaction of the Government in their
dealings with the House of Lords. Mr.
Sexton, Mr. McCarthy, Mr. Dillon
and others have openly expressed their
dissatisfaction, charging that although
the Lords have dramatically rejected
the Evicted Tenants’ Bill, the Gov-
ernment has given no hint of an
intention to wags war upon the body
which thus flaunts its privilege in the
face of the will of the people. What
intensifies the critical nature of the
situation is the fact that the thousands
of poor people for whose relief this
messuro of justice was introduced, are
in a condition of absolute want, for
whioh there is no forthcoming remedy,
and the leaders of the Irish party
dreed that the weight of their influence
may not be sufficiont to preserve the
peace.

In Tunis there 18 a small chapel,
Notre Dame de la Melills, for the vse
of Maltese residents. In connection
with this chapel Mr. Sharp relates
the following mcident which le heard
in Tunis :

« Ope day the Cardinal, overborne
by mental fatigue, aunxiety and dissap-
poinunent, went into the chapel to
rest and pray  There wus no one else
present, and after u tise los bead fell
forward on his breast, and he was
sound asleep. Waking suddenly, be
beheld an extraordinary hight upon the
panited window representing St. Au-
gustine, his mother, St. Monics, and
8t. Cyprian. This hght did not come
from the glow of the sun, but was
full upon therm as though cast from a
great lamp. He turned and beheld,
standing in front of thealtar, a figure
which he recogmzed as that of St.
Nymphanion, the first recorded mar-
tyr of Carthage. The saint spoke;
but all be said was, *Mon frere en
Jesus Christ notre Svigneur.' That,
however, meant that tue first martyr
of the Church in Carthage hailed one
who also was to die there in martyr
dom, though not a martyr under direct
tyranny, but bepeath the weight of
toil and anxiety and long endurance
and the sickness of ever deferred Liopo.
The weary Cardinel arose, either to

advance to dn ubeisanco Lefore 8t
Nymphanion, or to assure himself of
the venity of hia vision, when the
Saint, turning and pointing to tho
South, and making o gesture with his
arms as though embracing all from
the Last and from the West, sud
denly disappeared,

** Lavigerie went forth deeply im.
pressed.  Ho believed that he had
been vouchsafed a vision that por-
teuded not only his death during the
carrying out of his schemes for the
Chureh i Africa, but aleo the success
of hie great nussion for tho redemp-
tion of the Moslem world -all that
vast world which lny castward and
westward and away to the limitless
South from Carthage. . . . Tho in
cident is one that well might have
happened to enthusiasts of a nature
different from that of Cardibal Lavi-
gerie. . . . He was a dreamer, it is
true, but he dreamed along the hue of
Iis temperament ; and that tempera
ment was an essentially latin one,
direct, logical, wmmystical, untrans
cendental. . . . Une dream ot the
Cardmal’s, not hitherto made public,
was to establish a geries of cathedral
churches ull along the African const
from Carthage to Cherchel (the uancient
Iol of Juba) and to 'Tengiers itself,
and to dedicate them severally to the
great mon and women aszociated vith
the early history of the Chursh in
Africa. . Aguin, he believed m
a vastextension of his White I'athera’
brigade, so that among Ins nussioners
should be men of all races, cluding
Africans born, Pawvan or Mohammedan,
Eurapeans, Maltese, Arabs, Kabyles,
Soudunese, Negroes- sy, even Be-
douins, if practicable. Dut perbaps
the dearest schemne for fulfiltuent in
Lig own time, theugh one to which, so
far as 1 have been able to ascertamn,
no one of his biographers or comment
ators bas devoted much, 1f any, atten
tion, was the redemption of Arab
Africa through the conversion of the
Kabyle nation—that original Berber
race which 18 now pructically restricted
to the mountainous regions of Algeria.
The Kabyles are to North Africa what
the Celtiec Highlundera are to Scotland,
an unmixed and indigenous, if not
probably autoclhithionous, people; dis.
tinet from the domiment race 1n com
munal rule, in social habits, m
language, m appearance, 1n character,
and even in rehigion. . . .

“ It was with this unpromising
material that Curdinal Lavigerie hoped
to create & nation of mmssioners, a
native army of tho Cross. * Let loose
Kabyha,” he would exelaim, *and in
8 few years Mohammedan North
Afnca will be Christan.” .

“From what I saw in Kabylia. ]
feel sure that the good work inaugur
ated by Mgr. Lavigerie can hardly be
overestimated. That unfortunate and
ungenerous tendency to depreciate alj
his efforts, and to discount even Ins
apparent success. which hag done so
much harm to a good eavse, and in
some quarters nnposed 1tself upon the
minds of responsible governmental

officials, is not easy to be refuted on |

paper. Touallstatistics, arguments or
statements, ns adversaries, far less
active now, reply by aflirming that he
and lns emissaries have been fire-
brands to excite u conquered but for-
ever irreconciluble race; that Christi-
anity 1s unsuited for the Arab, with
his inberited fatahsm, and his
domestic, social and communal habits
and instincts. and that an amalgam
of the Arab and tbe (hristian 1deals
is a8 impossible as a racial blend of
Arab and BEuropean. . . .

I asked & Protestant missionary
in Flemcen—an important town n
the extreme west of Algeria, near the
frontier of Morocco—why it wae that,
apsart from the question of statisti
cally greater success or the part of
Cathiolic missioners, there seemed to
be so radical a difference in the way
in which the White Fathers, for ex-
amplo, and the equally indomitable
Protestant missionaries got at the

Arab, Moorish and Soudancse popu.
Intions.

“ My informant frankly admitted
that the differenco is radical.

«+\Vo lack that particular quality
of imagination, or sympathy, call it
what one will, which enabl-s some
missioners iiteraly to Lo all things to
all men. We are, broadly spenling,
always ourselves; always linglish or
Scottish, or Amorican; always con-
soious of our Protestant calling, our
P'rotestant arrogancoe, our Protestant
slooiness.  Naturally, 1 believe that
in the long run our compensating
qualities tell and predominato ; but at
first, nnd for long, wo are handicapped.
Now, the White Fathers, for instance,
aro not primarily French, or Catholic
pricste, or missioners of this or that
lord spiritual or temporal, but are men
preocenpied by a burning zeal as hor
alds of a message of vital importance
—u message indopendent of anything
save 1ts immediacy and paramount
value. ‘f'o u great extent, thie mag.
mficent abnegation and discipline are
due to Cardinal Lavigerie, who nover
failed to impress upon the mission
arics whom he sent forth that the
first thing thoy had to do was to con-
form in all reasonable respeets to the
manners, customs and habits of the
Moslem people among whom they
were to scjourn ; to feel with them,
see with their eyes, as much as possi-
blo judge with thdir minds. To thia
end, he made the Fathers adopt a
whito robe similar to that worn by the
Arabs; to this end he not only made
them learn to speuk Arabic fluently,
aud to bo familiar with the Koran and
the chief writings upon it, but insisted
upon their adequate physical training
in horsemanship and all kinds of ex-
ercise.  So that wien a White Futher
soes among the Arabs he is, in a way,
already one with them. This wins
their confidence, to start with, Then
when he expounds the faith thatisin
him, he lays little stress upon any-
thing save the fundamental truths of
Christianity : that ig, of course, ar ho
constdera them.

¢ Abhove all, in what he teaches
and in what we teach concerning the
oneness of (‘od—or rather, the way
we teach that livi-g doctrine—is a
differenco where the advantage isall
on his side. The Arab, with hisin-
tense faith in tho absolute unity of
Allah, moro readily follows one who
does not confuse his hearer with dif-
ferent arguments regarding the Trinity,
but speaks clearly and logically of God
and Christ and the Virgin--more
readily than one who dwells upon a
mystery which is altogether beyond
the Moslemn compreliension or sympa-
thy. Morcover, the priests do not, as
a rule, say mach against Mohammed ;
rather, they accept bim frankly asa
minor prophet, but one whose faith
became parverted even in his life time,
and whose influence has been mainly
a harmful one.’

“From what I saw and heard
throughout the length and breadth of
I'rench North Africa, I am conviuced
that one of the greatest works of con
temporary Christianity is being ful
filled there in divers ways and through
divers agencies, though meinly ikrough
the instrumentality of that famous pre
lato whose name will henceforth be
linked with those of Cygrian and
Augustino as among the foremost
glories of the Church of Christ in
Africa.”

A huniired years sgo Napoleon was
just on the threshold of his oppor-
tunity. In 179 ho assisted in driving
the English fleet from Toulon, his
gonius forcing his ruperiors to acoept
his views. I'or nearly a year moro he
was not sure of his next meal. Yet
Dugommiier wrote to Paris, ** Reward
this young man and promote him;
for if he is treated ungratefully he
will promate himself.” Before long
he and Lanues were sharing scanty
purses. Napoleon wrote to his brother
Josaph, ¢ Life is a flimey dreain, 3oon
to be onded.” Nonw the less ho went
on preparing for lus unknown future.
Years after ho visited an old ludy tn
Lyons, with whom he had boarded,
and who thought Inm insane because
ho remained alon¢ in his apartment.
His study bad fitted him to be IXm-
poror. \When the opportumty came
he was reudy.

Everyone knows how the approaches
to the legislative chamber were barri-
caded in a single night, and how in
an hour next day the populace was
quelled. The opportunity had come.

1tis tho Corsican licutenant rather
than the Emperor whose figure is dear
to history. The hero is the young
man of twenty-six making his unbeard
of marches and combinations in the
campaigns of Italy. When ho became
tho intriguer ho proved himself the
master ‘nind, but he ceased to be the
hero. Hannibal was of the same age
when ho carried the war over the
Pyrences and over the Alps into Italy.
But Hannibal was the natural head of
his people.

Napoleon’s letters represent him
doriug the poverty period as an ordi-
nary adventurer. It was D'Artagnan
on a grander scale and with greater
opportunities. Tha man who said
that at the end of tle year he would
bo old enough to command the army
or be dead must bave been set down
as either a fool or a genius. The re-
sult proved him a genmus. Thrones
toppled ; crowns fell from their owners’
heads ; Europe acknowledged an in-
vincible conqueror; France attained
zenith of her power. Well might
D’Israelr put into the mouth of the
clder Coningsby the advice to lus sun
to learn everything Le could concern-
ing Napoleon. Young Lrance will
learn much of ths lesson during this
year of grace.

The superiority of the mmlitary
genius of Napoleon receives fitting
testimony tlnis month from the pen of
Lord Wolselsy 1n the I'atl Mall Maya-
zine, What seems strange to outsiders
is that theo campaign which culmnated
at Waterloo 13 thie one from which ho
proves 1t. The skill with which
Napoleon dictated tho seat of war,
forcing the contest so as to meet the
allied armies in turn rather than
together, and tbe position of the ar-
mies on th- morning of Waterloo, serve
to indicate his marvellous capaoity
for combinations, notwithstanding the
fatal mulady from which he suffered,
and despite the fact that the French
people were this timo against him.
This malady is the only circumstance

to wlhich Wolsoloy can attribute the
snlvation of tho allicd nrmies. After
Quatro Brag it caused tho loss of half
n day. Nothing elso could caugo this
dolay to the man whoso lightning
movements had blasted the power of
Austria in ltaly. At Waterloo 1t
rendured bim inéapable of watelhuing
tho progress of ovents, tho usocless
dostraction of men, the position of the
Gormans,  Although ho was physic.
ally incapablo on the day of buttle, 8o
perfect were the plaus that, had 1t not
been for the tremendous hazard taken
by the fuithful old Blucthier, tho fight
must still tmovitably have gone m his
favor. This 18 Lord Wolseley's view,
and wo may not quarrel with it. ‘L'he
French army hus not been tho same
since. The Old Guard might havo
said, as did tho peasant woman at the
death of Abbe Lucordaire, ** We had
a king, and hoe is dend.”

Botween Washington and Napoleon
there is n gen of difforence. \Wushing-
ton said to ns colleagues, *¢ Let us
raise a stundard to which the wise
and honest can ropair; the event is
in the hands of God.” Napoleon
cuvered officinl France with a capital
N. None the less, young men with
their ways to make, must, like Con-
ingsby, study Napoleon Buonaparte.

Hou. Edward Blake,

Tho great Oanadian Irishman who
bas dovoted his remainivg yesrs and
remarkablo talents to tho causo of
Home Rule for Ireland, arrived in
Quebre yeaterduy and left this morning
with Mrs. Blake for Murray Bay, to
tako a fow waeks well carned repose
at that favorite Canadian watering
place. The ex-Liberal loader of the
Domivion is looking wonderfully well
and speaks in the most sanguine terms
of the prospects of Home Rule. In
conversation with the old and warm
frionds whom ho met here yesterday,
and who were proud to grasp the band
of 80 noblo and disinterested a cham-
pion of the Irish cause, helet suflicient
drop to compel the conclusion that, as
he wes in Canads, 80 also is ho in his
new sphero of uscfulness on tho other
side of the Atlantic—a leader among
wen and & power in his party ; that he
is devoted heart and soul to the great
national cauge with which he is now
identified, and that he anticipates its
success at no verydistant day. Irishmen
all the world over owe him a deep
debt of gratitude, and none more 8o
than the membera of the race in Cana.
da, upon whom his abilities, patristism
and disinterestedness reflect so much
lustre. — Quebec Telegraph.

Rejected by tho ¢ Lords

——

Tho dobato on tho second reading of
the Evicted Tenants’ bill in tho Houso
of Lords drow & large attendanco of
peers, mainly members of the Opposi-
tion. The Duakoof Dovonshire, Liberal-
Unionist, opened tho dobato by profoss-
ing pity for tho tenants. DBut, he
addé¢d, in hiv opinion, tho landlorde’
cato was atrongost.

Aftor Baron Ashbourne, Baron Her-
schell, tho Marquis of Cianricarde, and
othor peers had spokon for and against
tho Vill, Lord Salisbury, formerly
Prime Minister, roso to spoak in oppo-
sition to tho measure. o opuned bis
romarks by commenting upon the
wonkness of tho argumont in defonce
of tho bill, and eaid that his task was
thus mado essy. Ho mid that while
unjustifiably accusing tho lato Govern-
ment of being dovoid of compassion for
the tenants who had beon evicted from
thoir homes in Ircland, Baron ler-
schell, tho Lord High Chancollor, had
shirked the discussion of tho main
spring of the bill, namely, the powers
of the arbitrators who wore foroibly
imposed upon tho landlords. Lord
Salisbury instanced the case of Arbitra.
tor Fottroll, who, ho said, was an ex-
solicitor of the Land League, and o
professed sy mpathizer with the doctrine
of Micbael Davitt. The point of his
argument wat that it was impossible
for the arbitratora to be impartisl. ° It
was, he said, the worst kind of despot-
ism to invest such men with the uan-
bridled powers the bill proposed. Then,
ko supposed, rura! public opinion, in
the abape of shooting his legs, would
be employed to induce a plauter to
quit his farm, It was uselesato plead
that the bill was exceptional. It was
imporsible to make exceptions where
buman passions were concerned and
prizes were offered o tho greed of
largo bodics of men. The passage of
the bill would still loave a soro to be
dealt with. \Vas the Government go-
ing to introduco arn annual bill to
remedy this difliculty 7 Lord Salisbury
denied that the House of Lords was a
landlords’ house. They wore threatened
with abolition, but be bad noticed that
in France, when the second Chamber
had been abolished, the extinction of
the lower Ohamber followed imme-
diately. He concluded by expressing
the bope that the House would do its
duty and reject this dangerous mea-
sure,

Lord Rosebery, the Premier, replied
to Lord Salisbury. lo reproached
Lord Salisbury for indulging in gibes
and jokes, and said that this levity had
made it incumbent upon bim to take a
more reaponsible view of the subject.
The eviction of these tenants, the
Premier said, had cost the taxpayers
£20,000. To hear Lord Salisbury's
quips and cranks nobody would sup-
pose the subject was of a vital charac
ter. He ventured to tell their Lord-
shipg that if they followed what was
in their minds at that moment they
would not reject the bill, Tho right
of veto was a most dubious one. lo
exercise it upon a measuro supported
by the mass of the elected representa-
tives, and by a Government responsiblo
for peace and order in Ircland, was
playing with edged tools.

The bill was rejected by a vote of
249 to 30.

The Star says that after the rejection
of tho Evicted Tenants’ il Dr. Tan-
ner, meeting the Marqms of Clanri-
carde in a corridor, shouted, ** You aro
living on the blood of your iwpoverish-
ed tonants.” The Marquis said some-
thing to his friends about having Dr.
Tannor arrested, but upon their advico
bo let the remark pass unnoticed.

Tho Dublin Fireaman's Journal, com-
monting upon the rejection of the Vill,
urges Ireland to resent this ¢ intolera-
blo insult.” The Jreeman's Journal
says that “peace can no longer be
proached to tha evicted tenants. Now
in the time for the people to make their
power felt in strong, united agitation.

Justico and mercy fail to move tho
Irish landlords. ‘Their vulnerablo
placo is fear. Lot tho pressuro of pub
lic opinion bo applied in a practical
form."”

Tho Independenr gays: * Tho Gov-
vornment hay wade a sories of mistakes,
tho firat and greateat Leing its failuro
to tako carlier action.”

city. IJo was father of our csteomed
fellow citizen, Mr. Patrick Walsh, dry
goods merchaut ; also of Measrs, John,
Poter, Martin and Miss Lizzie, the
Iatter devotedly attending to the care
of her father up to the bour of his
deatb. Mr. Martin Waleh will arrive
on the down train this afternoon, from
Chicago, to attend tho funeral which
takes place this afternoon from the
fawily residenco on Olergy street, to
St. Mary’s Cathedral, where a solemn
Libera will bo sung, after which the
funeral will proceed to tho cometery,
where the interment will take place.

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The Irish National Educational Report.

The Sixtieth Report of the Commis
sioners of National Education in Jre.
land for tho yesr 1893 has been pro-
sented to Parliament. The Report
atatea that on December 31, 1893,
there were 8,459 schoola in operation.
During the year 153 new schools were
brought into operation, viz,, 77 vested
in the Commissioners or in trustees,
aod 76 non.vested; while 97 schools
were amalgamated with other national
schools, thus giving & net increase of
56 schools for the year 1893. The num-
her of pupils who attended school was
1,032,287, The average number of
pupils on the rolls for the year was
832,534, showing an incrense a8 com-
pared with the previous years of 16,573,
Theaverage daily attendance was 527,-
060 (of whom 259,732 were boys), be-
ing an increaso of 51,%06 in the total
average of daily attendance as com-
pared with 1892, The religious de-
pominations of the 1,032,287 pupils
were a8 follows : 783 496, or 75.9 per
cent. Catholics; 117,828 or 11 4 per
cent members of the late Establisbed
Charch ; 114,039, or 11.1 per cent.
Presbyterians ; 10,404, or 1 O per cent.
Methodists ; and 9,520, or 06 per
cent. other denominations.

{t turieng tothe platforin, his Grace
gail lie was much pleased at seeing
gnch an agsembled mulutude on the
present occaston of laying and blessing
of the corner stone of a church for the
worship of God and purposes of holy
religion.  He was glad Cutholies bad
subscribed according to their means,
and the act on the part of Protestants
ghowed a anifestation of good will
and a spint worthy of Christianity
He thauked the people for their hearty
support, and hoped they would to-day
do what they could towards the build
ing of the magnificent structure.

Gregory the
Great was Imd and blessed by the
Mast Rev. John Walsh, Archbishop of
Toronto, un the 19:th day of August,
A.D, 1804 In the atone was de-
posited n document m Latin, which
contained the names of the reigmng
Popa, the Queen, the Governor-Gen-
eral, the Archbishop, the Mayor of
the town, the pastor of the church
aud the principal subscribers; also
copies of the Toronto Fmpire, tilube
and Maii and the Uzhawa Vindicator
and iletormer. Coms of the current
issue were also put in.

To Rev. Fathlier Jetlcott the pastor,
great prawse 18 due for the untiring
way in which be has carried through
the completion of the plans for build-
ing an edifice that will, when com
pleted, be ** u thing of beasuty 2nd a joy
forever,” notoaly to the congregation
who worlup therein, but to the gencral
community. The building will be fin
ished with Don Vulloy pressed brick
made by Tavlor Bros., of ‘I'oronto,
and is the only building of that class
of materlal 1o the county of Ontario.
The masonry work i3 being done by
Thomas Deverill, jr., of Whitby, the
contract price being $5,600. Wil
linm Noble, of Whitby, does the car-
penter work at 54,000, and Messrs.
Stewart & Killackey, of Toronto, have
the contract for slating. The base at
the front of the church is Credit Val-
ley dressed, field stone being used for
the balance of the base.

The transepts will be 44 feet in
width, with a frontuge of 65 feet,
ncluding baptistry, tower and centre.
The tower is situated at the north-cast
corner of the building and will be 120
feet in heizht. ‘The windows will all
be of stuined glass, the sills and
window caps of cut stone, the pows
and altars of oak, The body will
have a seating capacity of 500 and the
gallery of about 200 including choir.
The whole building will be heated by
steam and lighted by incandescent
hght. The buildivig will be completed
by March. The total cost will be in
whe neighborhood of $20,000. Messrs,
Pogt & Holmes, of Toronto and
Whitby, are to be congratulated on
such s splendid picce of archatecture.
Upon the site on which the new
church stands the old parish church
wag built back in 1842 by Stephen
Grose, of Whitby, who died some two
years ago. Those prominent in the
building of the old church ware
Messrs. Richard Suple, D. O'Leary,
Michael Curtain, Dan Leonsard, Ed-
ward Dunn, James Daly and Patrick
Wall, the two latter being the only
survivors of that number. Some
years after a wing was put on the
church by Mr. James Luke, and o
peculiar coincidence in connection
therewith was that Mr. Luke passed
away to his last 1esting place the day
the removal of the old structure was

commenced. The priest who built
. e e, - -
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tho firat part of tho church was Father
Kirwan, who lived in Cobourg. The
firat rosidont priost was Father Fitz-
natriok ; then Fa lier Nightingale and
"ather Smith, but the name of the
venerablo [ather Proulx is most ro-
vored by tho residents of every oreed
and ofass. Father U iveefe is rem~r -
bered as u man of wonderful oratorical
power and litorary attainments.  After
him Father John Shen, whuso doath
o fow years ngo was Jamented by tho
thousands who know and admired
him. Vicar Goneral McCann'’s pas-
torate lnsted five years, during which
timo he buwlt tho prest's residonco
and improved the school. Ifather
Vlolinteo, at present ut Port Colborne,
lubored here 12 years, nnd was suc
ceeded by Father Hand, at present tho
popular pastor of St. Paul's Church,
‘Toronto. Rev. M. J. Joflcott, the
present respected pastor, i8 enntinuing
the work commenced by FFather Haud,
the building of tins beautiful church.

A Kaflir Revolt.

A dospatch from Protoria, South
African Republic, says : Tho rebellion
of the Kailirs is assuming alarming
proportions, and tho efforts of the
authorities of the republic to suppress
it have up to the present proved un
availing. The Tranavasl mounted
police detachment, which bas been at.
tempting to relieve the garrison of
Agaths, besieged by the Kaffirs for
soine days past, has been repulsed with,
it i feared, seriousloss  Emboldened
by their success, the Kaflirs pursued
tho retreating tronpers and made an
attack upon the m«in column of the
Boer forces. Tha Kulfics woro driven
back, but the advance of the erlumn
his been retarded.

From tho Boer settlements along the
Lotabs River coms reports of severe
fighting betwoen isolated parties of

rotreating Boora and tho Kuilirs, who
aro burning the Boer bomesteads all
along tho river, Thp lonrs nroflecing
beforo the Katlies’ advance, taking with
thom all their portablo property, but
Iargo quantitica of provisions and cattle
havo necessarily fallen into the hands
of the Kaflirs. The latter have murder

ed a numbor of Brer families and their
wives and children, and the tiorest
feolings of tho Boera have been arovaed
against tho rebellious oatives. In tho
Z mtpansburg district horrible outrages
have been committed, and large num-
bers of women and children havo bieen
killed, and a large amount of property
has beon destroyed.

In all tho disturbed districts ail tho
mail and passonger coaches have been
stopped, many of the passergers have
beon killed and the coaches, after hay-
ing beon looted, bhave been destroyed
and tho mules stolen.  Tho Murchison
road is untirely cloged. The Ksflirs
are roported to have erected a strong
barricads across it at & pownt whero it
pasics bet ween ¢wo hills, and they are
geid to have prepared to defond this
point vigorously.

Breaking (he Recurd,

The big Cunarder grey hound Cum-
punia (says a New York telegram of
the 17th) broke all previvus westorn
recorde Ly throe hours and eighteen
minutes, arriving at the Sandy Hook
lightship at 5,45 p.m. to.day, making
the run in five days nine hours and
twenty-nine minutes, The begt previ-
ous recard was that of tho Lucania,
made in Octobur, 1893, which was live
days twelva bhours and forty-seven
minutes The days’ runs of the Cam-
pania wero ax follows :—From Daunt’s
Rook, 516, 528, 643, 323, 545 and
126, to Sandy Honk lightship. The
Campania nwow holds the record both
waye, having cstablished tho vastward
record in October, 1803, tivo days
twelva hours and seven minutes. The
Campania came to her dock to-night
and landed her passengers, this being
the first timo on record that the
passengers have been brought to the
Cuoard Company's deck on Friday
night.

Both the Lucania and the Cumpnnia
bave reached quarantine Iate Friday
night on previous trips, but always too
late to clear for their dock, and tbe
passengers have had to remain on
board till Siturday worning. The
Campania left Queenstown at 12.35
p.m., August 12, and passel Daunt’s
Rock, from which point the beginning
of the voyags is recorded, at 1251
p.w. The speed of the steamer had to
bo reduced for two hours on tho 15th
on account of fog, otherwise the Cam-
pania would have undouhtedly cut off
a still largerslice from previous records.
The Campunia reached juarantine at
6.47 pm, was clearo! by the health
officers, and cams up to_hor dock,
reachiog it at about 8 o'clack.

Tho Campania’s length over all is 620
feet. Her extreme breadth is GO foet
3 inches, while her dopth to the upper
decks is 43 fwet, Her gross tonnage is
2,600, and her displacement nabout
18,000 touns. She has a straight stom
and elliptic stern. The Campania has
two cets of enormously powerful triplo
expansion engines, each being capable
ofdeveloping 15 000 horse-power. Bach
engine bas five cylinders, two being
high-pressure, two low.pressure and
one intermediate, The two smoko
funnels are about as high as ordinary
church ateeples. In interior appoint-
monts there are prohably fow palaces
as magpificeatly furnished.

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LETTERS FROM BERMUDA,

Lerren 1L

Hasuinros, December, 18—,

Dear H.—8ince my Iast lotter we
have made several oxpeditions through
Hamilton and vicinity~1 should say
oxcursions, as expeditions, strictly
speaking, usually refer to war.hike
enterprises, ours being quite pacific
and wade with feelings of the utmost
good-will to all. The only antagoniats
we over meet are wind and weather.
They frequently make a fiarco attuck
on unwacy travellers. Banding them
selves together, tho wmd and ram
aweop everything before them ; then
conflict ensues, scemingly o struggle
for mastery, and, a3 old Boreas for un
instant stops to rest, the floud-gates
of Heaven are opened and a delugo 18
poured down.

In vain the unlucky pedestrian who
is *caught out" oudeavors to shield
himself with lns umbrella. The wind
turna it mside out and tears it from its
lawful owner. Theonly prudent course
ina **squall,”as they call it, 18 to hasten
to the nearest sghelter, whatever that
muy be, or in less time than 1t takes
to tell it the * unfortunate” will be
drenched ns completely as if ho had
been blown into-the bay and just
crawled out.

Uno of these squalls oecurs about
overy few weoks; and on the first
sign of a storm, 1f we were on Front
street, the shopkeepors invariably offer-
ed us seats, and politely invited us to
remain unti! the rain ceased. ** Cela va
sans dire.””  As we were captives that
was merely a ** jacon de parter.”” The
hittle tornedo, though fierce, 18 of short
duration ; and in about twenty or
thirty mmnutes Nature, like a wilful
child, smules through her tears and
soon looks as lovely and servne as
usual. Eacuse this nunsense. I coula
have made it much more concise by
quotmg the words of Holy Seripture:
*« There appeared a cloud like a man’s
footprint ; the Heavens darkened and
there were clouds and wind and a great
fall of rain.” (L. Kings, xwi.) Tlus
verse describes fairly a squall 1n Ber-
muda.

Wethought it better to visit the pub-
lic buildings of Hamnlton and places
in the vicinity before going out of
town to explore the other places of
interest in the Bermudas,

I will now tell you a little of the
geology of thege islands. The usual
building stone ie goft, and it can be
sawn into blocks as wood is sawa. It
resembles the whiie stone of France,
but i3 not as durable as the latter.
The formation of these istands for the
most part is derived from broken-
up shells, corals and nullipores, ete,
presenting every state from the most
friable material to tho compact lime-
stone.

The Royal Engineers' quarries con-
tain, however. excellent, hard, durable
stono suitable for foundations, walks,
ete.

I should think that an earthquake
was the cause of the present state of
these islands—perhaps the earthquake
of 1801. Fromn soundings taken re-
cently around Bermuda it is proved to
be a peak rising abruptly from the
abysmal depth of 1,820 fathoms, while
at & distance of eighty miles its base
rests upon the ocean floor at the great
depth of 3,875 fathoms ; so that ifthe
formation stood above water 1t would
appear as a mountain over 23,000 feet
in heigth.

It has been proved, in fact, that
Bermuda was at one time, if not a
mouutain, yet clevated greatly above
the surface of the water.

Lxperiments made in 1870 by sub
marine blastinga show that at a depth
of 42 fect zaves full of stalactites and
congealed water resembling cornelian
wero discovered, and also layers of red
earth two feet thick, similar to that
forming the zommon soil of tho iglgnds,

and mixed with tho remains of cedar
trees.

It has also beon proved that Ber-
mudn was formerly 24 miles by 12,
oxtending to tho reefs; though now,
with islandsand rooiy islets (altogother
800 msy bo counted), the whole lies
i a space of 28 mles by 8, and so
slightly raised nbove the ocean surfaco
tho highest potut of land only reaches
250 feot above tho lovel of the wator,

Tho white stono of Bermuda will
not hold water, being porous; and the
inhabitants, by using bricks and
cement, make excellent cisterns and
provide oxtensive ** water-sheds,” as
they aro ealled, to catch rain.icater.

- Tlu‘: li‘llOll(ll consign thoir treacures to tho
tields,

And, softly shaking on the dimpled pool

l’rccl‘uuvo drops, let nll their moisture
flow

I large offusion o'er the freshened world.”

The water sheds aro constructed for
the purpose of catching rain-water.
I supposo es a water-ehed is tho high-
est ground in a country from which
rivera or strouwn:s descend, the name 18
suitable to thoe artificinl ones formed in
Bormuda. The inhabilants of these
islands arc obhged absolutely to de-
pend on the rain as a buverage, and for
everything in which fresh wator is
1ccessary,

“When the blackemng clouds in sprink-
ling showers
Distil {rom the high sumnnts down, tho

rain
Runs trickling; with the fertile moisture

clicered, ]
The orcharde smilo ; joyous the gardeners

feo
Their thriving planta. and bless the heav-
enly dew,”

There are no natural wells or lakes
in Bermuda. Being thus circum-
stanced the people have everywhere
made large tanks to contain rain-
water, which is clear as crystal and
most delicious to drink. The roofs of
all houses, water sheds, &c., aro kept
constantly coated with lime. Tho
tanks and cisterns are prepared to
preserve water pure and fresh for two
or three months in case a droughe
should occur. A drought is, happily,
rare in Bermuda ; but if that cootin.
geney be not provided for, it would be
a serious mutter for the Bermudiane.
They could sing dolefully with the
“Ancient Meriner" :

 Water, water, everywhere,
Aud all the boards did shrink ;
Water, water overywhere,
And not a drop to drink.”

That might bo the very inconve-
nient situation of the inhabitants—an
awkward predicament for the Temper-
ance people. Tle Tectotallers would
have to drink ale or wine, unless they
had a stock of Temperanco drinks
ready for use. They must ** Use a
little wine for their oftea infirmities ;"
or they might say with the poet :

« Drink to me only with thine oyes,

And I'll pledge thoe with mino;

Or leave a kiss but in the cup,

And I'll not look for wine,”

That is & temperance pledge
surely.

Tho following lines express Ber-
mudian sentiments concerning rain:
“ When the clouds have poured their rain,

Sweeter smell the flowers ;

Brightest shino Heaven’s starry train
In Earth’s sunless hours.”

How boautiful is the rain?
After the dust and heat,

In thoe broad and fiery stroet,

In the close and narrow lane
How beautiful is the rain !

To the dry grass and drier grain
How welcome is tho rain!

Scon-
cry new and benutiful greots you at
evory turn, You pass through long
avenues of oleander trees thickly in-
terlaced, boing planted olose togethor
to shicld gardens and orchards from
the high winds,

Here and thoro aro lovely gardens
fitled with tropical plants and tlowers,
aud inaide stand the handsome white
mansiongs of tho owners, surrounded
by green verandahs. Tho Iatier aro
a necessify in this semi-tropical
climato.

Occasionally a brilliant blue green
color flashes lilke n jewel a3 the rond
turng towards cither sido, and we got
a glimpso of the ocean. It is stated
that, with tho excoption of the waters
of tho Moediterrnnoan Sea, none can
compare with those around Bermuda
for color and transparenoy. One may
seo below the surfaco of tho water
twenty-feeton a calm day. The rocks
with their growth of coral are plainly
visible, and scem to those in tho boats
to be quite near the surface.

“Along tho margin many a shining dome
Whito us tho palaco of n Lapland gnome

Mr. Gladstons has written s roply to
the address presented to him by the
Liberal Fedoration on the occasion of
his retirement from office.

In referring to tho summary
of the achievements of his political
lifutime contained in tho address, Mr.
Gladstone says:

Cancurrence to the best of my limited
abihity is all that I can claitn, Subject
to this observation I conceive that the
facts of my parliamentary history are
such as will obtain conspicuous notice
on the pago of history.

REY. F. ALEXANDER.

The Rev. Finlow Alexander pub.
lishes a letterin the Fredericton (N.B.)
(Jleaner of the 11th instant. Recently
becuming a couvert to the Catholio
I'aith, the 1iev. gentleman, in bidding
his parishioners farewell, explaing the
motives of his conversion as follows :

Tho time has como when, with
great pain to myself, I now take of
you a final and uffectionate farewell.

Of my reception into tho Holy Cath-
olic Roman Church, on the 28rd of
July, you are doubtless well aware.
Intaking so great and momentous a
step, you who know me, will give me
the credit of hones: and conscientious
motives.

I have before told you that a con.
viction of the truth of the claims mado
upon all by the Catholic Roman
Church bad been growing on nie for
many years past. Again and agaia
have atruggled to put this from mo,
but tho call of God has proved too
powerful, and upon conviction, slowly
gathered, hag followed acceptance,

With others, for many years your
spiritual guide and instructor, my
desire has been to bring before you,
from time to time, the whole counsel
of God. A better knowledge has taught
me, latterly, that, under tho circum-
steaces in which I was placed, this
was impossible, sceing that the teach-
ing of many and importaat truths set
forth from the first by the Church of
Jesus Christ s forbidden in the Angli.
can pulpit. Having become convinced
of this, I could not conscientiously
continue to teach what I now see was
but a fragmentary Cliristianity, Asl
look back, however, it is & comfort to
mo to reflect that I have ever taught
you, at least snbstantially, the truth;
since, avoiding matters of controveray,
I rarely passed beyond a ground of
Christianity common to the Anglican
Communion and the Catholic Roman
Church alike. I thank God now that
of the latter holy Church of Jesus
Christ my tongue has never uttered an
adverse word. So far as I preached
to you the truth, so far X humbly pray
G4 o blessit to you. If at any time
I bave unwittingly said anything op-
posed to that truth, T pray it may
witier in your hearts, and bear no
fruit.

To give you the reasons, in full,
which prompted my present action,
would fill a volume, not a letter. I
will only say that prominent among
them bas been the distressing sense of
the impossibility, as it scemed, and
still scems to me, of arriving, in the
Anglican Communion, at anything
like & certan faith. The toleration
within its pale of schools of thought
opposed to each other ; the consequent
party strife; the fierco controversies
often raging around holy docrines,

ospecially the doctlrine of the holy
Ilucharist; the speotacle of men ever
learning, but never sceming to arrive
at » knowledgo of the truth ; bishops,
olergyman and laymen differing from
one another, but csch prociaiming his
ownh view or opinion to be the true
ono; the absenco in tho Anglican
Communion of any tribunal whose
decisions would bo accopted by the
wholo body; tho ultimate necessity,
thereforo, of resting (if ono could rast
in such a war), upon tho basis of moro
private judgment—uncortmnty and
confusion such as this, I felt, could
not. be of God. The conviction thero-
foro was irresistible, that, flowing
from Our Lord’s promiso, there muet
somewhoro cxist a Divine source,
which I must seok, and frora which,
according to Our Lord’s words, the
truth might be fully and infallibly
drawn.

This source, dear friends, not in
the Anglican Communion, and still
less in tho other many forms of Pro-
testantism, I have, by the miercy of
God, after long and weacy searching,
found. It 18 that * one Christian
Body which, claiming to teach upon
authority, excrcises the authortics
she claims;" the Church, with its
vigible head, a centro of unily to
which all questions and disputes in
fuith and morals may be referred, and
of whose decisions there has been,
through all Christian ages, no roversul,
a Church, therefore, in which the
pride of self-opinion cannot long find
placo; which bas, moreover, a fixed
and certein faith, unfolded through
the ages, from the first Council to the
last, unchanged and unchangeable as
the God who gave and protects it—to
hear which Chareh, as being the living
Body of Christ, is to hear Christ Him.
salf ; to refuse which, through wilful
or caroloss i gnorance, i8 to risk the
dangor of refusing Him that sponketh ;
a Church whioh is emphatically that
of the saints, and which, though in
many ages and lands that of the
learned and rich, is emphatically also
the Church of the poor.

Such, dear [rivnds, are a fow of the
many marks of the Catholic and
Apostolic Church, into which the
great mercy of God has now received
mo.

My doubts at length are at an end.
Tomporarily the step I have taken
bas ruined me, The loss to me is
that of home, friends, mesns of live-
lihood, cherished associations, of most
things, indeed, which make life dear;
tho gain, inexpressibly blessed to mae,
bas been wholly spiritual. While I
was with you I loved you with a strong
love: abaent from you I shall love you
noless. Had it been possible I1should
have wished to remain with you to
tae olose of my lifo; but God has
willed otherwise.

1 can never sufficiently thank you
for the exceeding kindness and friend-
ship you have ever manifested towards
me, the sense of which will be with
me to the last as a sweet and grateful
remembrance.

Praying God to bless you and Lave
you in His holy keeking, I am, as

Socialism.

Socinliem, in its various aspects, is
one of thu greatest questions with
which tho century has to treat. The
French Revolution has left in the
minds of men a familinrity with the
idea of experimenting with forms of
government, and tha failure of that
great event to fulfil the wild hopes of
its originators has taught no lesson.
The idea still prevails thut a form of
governinent under which every man
will bo bappy and contented can be
evolved. LEvery trouble that besets
the nation or the individual is asecrib.
ed to defects in the laws or conatitu-
tion, and a readjustment of the social
fabric is advanced as a panacea for
the woes of mankind. Learned pro-
fessors and less learned laborers, politi-
oians and editors, all have diverse
ways of destroying poverty ; but un-
fortunately they mix their terms, and
think the only means for the destruc-
tion of poverty is the destruction of
property.

The ideas of Socinlists are ably set
down in that charming work, ** Look-
ing Backward.” e put down the
book with the child's question on
hearing a fairy tale: * Can this be
true ?” Human experience tells us,
alas, that it cannot be true. Socialism
is the most beautiful dream of fallen
humanity, but it is only a dream.
The doctrine of the brotherhood of
man 18 only second to the Fatherhood
of God, but we cannot entirely over-
come the hard fact of original sin and
its dire consequences. Human misery
is the consequence of human gin and
human weaknesses, and until we ean
eradicate these from the life of the
world any attempt to govern it un the
principles of Sociahism will ve only a
brilhiant farlure,

The truth 1s, our nature 13 against
it. Human nature is social, but not
socialistic. That 18, 1t has qualities
which 1mpel man to umon with Ins
fellows for the common good, but 1t
has also an even stronger facalty
which unpels him to look to the in-
dividual—to himself and his wants
Lvery man has his own life, Ins own
desires, his own interests ; and these
are more powerful than the life and
desires and interests of other men,
taken individually or collectively, in
the world about bim.

This centrifugal forco of 1ndividual-
ism 8 of course opposed to Socialism

P v

and will always make that doctrino an
impossibility in point of fact. Bocial-
isn has had a fair trial for two thou
sand years under the most favorable
cir:umstances that could surround it,
n the rehigions communities of the
Catitolic Church. Mon chosen from
among thousands for their good quali-
tics and carcfully tested woro submit
ted to o long courso of training for the
life they were tu follow ; yot despite
the fact that they were supported by
the highest possible motives, they
often found thie sacrifice of individual
hoerty of action too dificult to make.
Moreover, if the forvor of religion dim-
inished in a community, it was in
some instances found necessary to
change or wvenew it. What, then,
would bo the consequunce if all Cauna-
dians, for oxamplo, united undoer a
Socishstio form of government 2 Weo
would still have the idle and vicious
eloments among us, and tho caee with
which they could live on the toil of
others would be simnply & premium put
on sloth,

Honest werkingmen do not roally de-
sire such radical changes, and men
who know the conditions of humanity
do not believo in their practicakility.
Man must be considared in his indi
vidual and family life, as well asm
the broader social conditions. Legis-

Inall
things unessential to the well-being of
the State individualism will always
demand and receive its proper free-
dom and room for development. As
for tho social inequalities of the pres
ent, wise legislation may lessen them ;
but while munkind is what it is the
poor we shall have always with us,
and Christian charity—the zocialiem
of Jesus Christ—is the unly power
which can mitigate the sufferings and

solve the destiny of mankind.

Apart from the sf scifio obliga-
tion o securing the education of
childre.s in the light of faith, an obli
gation winch ehould be final in such
cases, thero is the lesser duty, only
legs imperative, of maintaining the
standing and reputation of the echools
for which countless sacrifices bave
already baen made for conscience’
sake.

1st.—Tho people of Ireland are the oni
competent judgos of tho moasure of salf.

thom.

24, The voico of the Irish peoplo ae ex-
pressed in their National Conventions and
ratitied by tho voters fn their elections for
Members of Parliament, shall bo acoep*od
as tho Natlonal will,

3d.—The peoplo of Ireland aro alone csm-
potent to decide by what agencies thoy will
effect tho ncoded measurcs of political ro.
Renoration,

4th, - That it is tho duty of all true Irish
Nationalists to reapect tho docision of the
Irish poople as to the mcasures thoy seck,
and tho sgonocios they employ, and give
thom all the moral and material aid o their
power.

Mr, Grant sent out a serics of ques-
tions to 800 leading Irish.-Amencans
to find if they assumed the attitude
towards Lingland which Lord Salis-
bury would have his countrymen to
believe. The principles of the Irish
people in the great Republic cannot bo
better shown than by a few quota.
tions, which we select as manifesting
tho spirit of all the replies given.

To the question whethor Home
Rule would be used as a meaus to
injure English commerce, the follow-
itg sensible answer i given: * The
Irish people in Ireland will find more
profitable employment in building up
the prosperity of the country, and Irish
Awericans would never advise a coursge
which they know would be ruinous to
their prosperity.”

Ag for the finalty of Home Rule,
tho following reply is sufliciont: * If
given a fair trial, the people of Ireland
could demoimstrate to Lngland and
Scotland that Home Rale would
satisfly their national aspirations.
With its possession they would regard
the material and commercial interests
of the two nations identical, and that
united, the people of these islands
could pursue~a career of prosperity
and success."

All reciprocate the noble sentiments
of forgiveness of the past expressed by
Mr. Gladstouno in the closing words of
his speech for the Home Rule Bill.
One Irishman writes: ¢ We will
learn to forget the wrongs of England
in the noble attitude of justice assum-
ed by the English people of the
present.”

The question regarding religions
toleration brings out strong replies.
We select the foltowing: ¢ Such a
qucstion as you propose, 1o this day of
intelligence, is surprigsing. Tbe his-
tory of the Irish race both in IEngland
and America, is a living answer in the
negative to your question.

Interesting Simplicity,

Rev. Lowis Drumnond, S.J., has
recently made some very interesting
obsorvations concorning tho labits
and charactor of some Chiristians from
the Po'ynesinn Islands. The indefa-
tigablo zeal of the Church is shown
very clearly by the short account Fa-
ther Drwinmond furnishes of these far
away missions, In Central Oceanica
thero are 24,000 natives, of whom
10,500 are Catholics. Samoa has
7,000 Catholics out of 85,000, and
F1j1 10,000 in s population of 180,000.
This interesting flock is in charge of
two Bishops, Vicars Apostolic of Cen-
tral Oceanica and Samoa, together
with the Prefect Apostolic of Fiji.
The working missionaries are Fathors
of the Society of Mary.

They are
giving a series of exhibitions of sing.
ing, dancing and otner island accom-
plishmenis,which apparently havebzen
keenly enjoyed.

LEuglish ealanity 1 truly u great
and wonderful tlang, but one would
think that in thus new lund the exclu-
siveness of the Briton would be ovor-
whelined by tho coutinental breadth
of Canadian lakes and rivers, forests
and prairies, wiaeh sireteh out for the
European of every race and creed,
But John Bullishness docs not down.
The Ioghsh bave 1mposed their
** guperior ** civilication on avery race
thoy have attemnpted to rule, India
being u possiblo exception—at lenst
since their losses taught them gome
wisdom. They cannot brook opposi-
tion; they have offered to subject
races the choice of being Anglicized or
extormmated. I'wo races have suc-
cossfully resisted these attempts—tho
Irish, and the French inCanada ; and
the attitudo of the uverage Briton
towards theso races is ono of superior-
ity mingled with contempt. They are
80 very un English, you kunow.

But to us who do not beliove that
the sun rises and sets in LEngland,
though it muy on British possessions,
a few grains of goldon wheat may bo
found in the chaff of French and Irish
charactor. As Canadiuns, we give
credit Lo our compatriots of Quebeo as
the only real Canaiians we have
amongst us. All the rost of us—
English, Scotch, Irish, Germans—
look to some country in Europe as the
home of our immediate ancestors.
With the French.Canadians it is differ-
ont. Ten gonerations of mon and the
radical chango of ideas in the old land
divide them frora France. They are
Canadians first, last and all the time.
They aim at building up a nation
here; and though their loyalty to
England has been proved on many a
field, their loyalty to Canada is shown
in evory action of their lives.

It may bo objected that thoy are
building a French Canada. The ob-
jection may be true, but if tho Eng-
lish-speaking Cunadians would apply
as much energy to increasing the
prosperity of this country as they do
to criticizing the French, there would
be no danger of a French Canada.
English-speaking Catholics may think
1t unwiss in the peoplo of Quebec to
retain their language wherevor they
settle, but no person has a right to
complain. The French were the first
gettlers in this country. They con-
quered it first for oivilization, and
preserved their conquest for England,
Canadians who reap tho benefit of
their labors and sufferings cannot in
justice raise an objection if these
peopio wish to preserve their beautiful
language, their holy roligion, or their
ancient oustoms in the land of their
forefathers. The able correspondent
of the Glole, Mr. Ewan, acknowledges
this fact, saying that questions of

tithes and langunge can bo scttled
only by the people of Quchec, and
carping entics will do nothng wowards
changing them.

Wo give all honor to the honest
Canadians to the East ol us. All that
is noble, postic and imspiing 1n the
history of Canada is thews. Theirs
aro our digcovercrs, OUr pionecrs, our
heroes. Call them [ renc/ Canadinns
if you will; but tho people of the
Umted States, with an unprejudiced
apprchension of tho case, call them
Cuanadians, and add the distinguishing
adjestive to thoso of English speuech.

Catholiclty in Germany.

The writer of a very interesting sur-
voy of the religious life of Germany,
published in the Sunday at Iome,
prints an interesting map showing the
comparative density of the Catbolics
in various parts of the German Ew-
pire. All that he cau say is, that the
heart of the country is nominally true
to the teachings of Luther. This
fidelity i8 more nominal than real, for
the writer, although a staunch Pro-
teetant, is compolled to admit that
there is much more spiritual life
among the Catholics than among the
Lutherans.

« Germany has Leen called, snd
justly so, the bulwark of Continental
Protestautisin.  This does not appear
very mamfest if we place tho number
of Protestants over agaiust that of
Rowan Catholics. The figures, aq last
reported, stand thus: 29,369,847 and
16,785,734 respectively ; or, in other
words, 62.68 DProtestants to 33 §2
Roman Catholics, the remaining 1.50
being mainly composed of Jews. These

Relative Values of Meats,

All who are eugaged in physical
labor should have an abundanco of
higbly pitrogenous foods, and can vary
their diet by combinations of heaithful
dishes that are obtsinable. Under-
done beef and well-cooked mutton are
the meats they need. Pork should be
eaten ouly by those who have coastitu
tions of iron, who work hard in the
open air, and never know what an
ache nor painis. ‘Thereisnot a dicease
that human fl2sh is beir to which pork
may not cause, nor a pain it may not
produce. A woll-known New York
physician, referring to pork, has said :
“Itis the parentof dyspepsis, neuralgia,
headacbe, sleeplessness, biliousnes, con-
stipation, bypochondria and every other
physical ill.”

tomatoo sauco over the egus, bake
a fow minutos longer and servo hot
with nice tonst.

Musnnooss Wirk Tosst,.—Rub the
tops of the mushirsome with o prece of
fluunel dipped in sult. Have somo
butter beated in o suucepan, into
which put the wushrooms with salt,
cayenne pepper nud mace, and let them
atow gontly until the butter hus almost
dieappenred ; then add cream snd the
grated rind of lemen, St buck where
they will only sinnnere until quito done.
Huve tousted bread cut n rounds,
serve the mushrooma on them nud
equeeze a little lemoun juice over each.

Manrssunso Ick Crrast.—A simplo
rulo for muking marnschino ice cresm
calls for one quart of crrawm, n large
cup of grauulated sugar, six egy yolks,
a cup of milk and a tablespoonful of
gelatine, which bus been sonked for
two lours in four tublespnonfuls of
water. Let the milk come to a boil
aud pour it slowly over the eggs, beat
them all ths while to prevent their
curdling. Then add the gelatine and
finelly the sugar. DBeat the whole
well, strain it into the cream and four
tablespoonfuis of waraschino, Pack
the cream in a freezer and frecze like
aoy other. When it is of proper con.
sistency remove tho heater, cork up
the freczer, pack in more ice and salt,
cover tho wholo clesuly with thick
nowepapera and let it rest for an hour
or two beforg it 18 served.  This makea
a wmost delicious cream,

A Goun Gravy.—Unless it bo dish.
gravy, many people associate the name
with a greasy, dark wixture of aomo

Jgort, which is to by avoided Yy all who
valuo & good digestion. \Vhen made
proporly it should be entirely free from
tasto of fat, and is a savory addition
to liver, cutlets and other meats that
are naturally without gravy. Itshould
be wado as follows: After roasting
beef, etc., pour the fat from the pan,
all but a teaspooniul, which should be
brown ; iato this rub with the back of
a wooden spoon two even teaspoonfuls
of flour, then stir in gradunly a pint
of broth of stock, add pepper and salg
to taste, let all come to a boil, strain
snd it is ready for use. Chopped
musbroomns, etc., may be added to taste.

Sowing Rutkwlheat and Rye.

Buckwheat is generally sown in
July, but if put in carly this month
the crop will bo likely to escape the
frost, and ever if injured it will still
bo valuable for plowing under as green
manure. Those who do not grow it
largely for markot can grow a small
patch to advantage, providing they
have suitable ground, for although
many are prejudiced against buck-
wheat, calling it tho ‘“lazy farmer's
crop,” its product will bo appreciated
in the family during tho winter, while
for turning under its value is unques.
tioned.

Rye sown during August on fairly
good ground will make a fine pasturage,
or the grass can be cut for the cows,
or they may be lot into the field if
properly tethered.  Of course the
greatest profit comes from marketing
the grain, but it shonld not be forgotten
that ryo is cxcellent for an carly soiling
crop in the Spring, after which it may
ho turoed under for grass manuring.
Rye straw that has been threshed with
a flail will bring cash money, cspecially

Lord Mishaw's daughter bas been
rectived into the Qatholic Church, and
it is said by the Bradford Observer that
thero is a prosprct of his Lordship’s
eldest son followsng bis sister's example.
Tord Masham was better known as Mr.
Sum Lister, founder of the famous mills
of Manningham, Bradford, England.

An innovation in the style of seat-
ing for Catholic churches has just Loen
inaugurated in the \West, Father
Cleary's church at Miuneapolis, Minn.
and Leo's church in St. Louis, Mo.,
have botharranged tohavecircularpews
and bowahaped floors, (amphitheatre
plan).

A Catholic Bishop has been ap-
pointed by the Chinese Government a
mundariu of the third clags. He is the
Right Rev. Mgr. Avzer, Bishop of
‘Telepte, Vicar Apostolic of Southern
Chantong. He now ranks among the
ofticials of the Celestial Ewmpiro with
judges of courts of appeal and generals
of the army.

The Municipal Council of Paris de
creed the secularization of the bospital -
of the Hotel Dieu and St. Louis, but
M. Dupuy, the Miuister of Public
Worship, refused his approval as the
measure was not desired by the popula-
tion. M. Dupuy is to be congratulated
on having made bimself the interpreter
and the defender of true public opinion
and the will of the country.

Father Francis Xavier, Provincial
of tho Jesuits at Rome, died &t the
Gregorian University in bis eightieth
year. lle wasa native of Luces, born
of an illustrious fawmily, and early dis-
tinguished even in the illustrious order
by his pbysico chemical researches.
At the dispersion of tbe society in
1848 ho betook himself to the United
States, where hetaught naturalsciences
with much success. On his return to
Rowe he devoted himself to teaching
at the Romau College, and afterwards
atthe University. Daring hisarduous
spplication to the experiments of the
laboratory be never neglicted the con-
fessional, and was the assiduous and
beloved director of the coneciences of
many Cardinals and prelates.

A Catholic Iodian Congress was held
a foew days ago near Pierrs in South
Dakots. XNearly 4,000 Redekins were
present. They bad assembled from
Piune Ridge, Standing Rock, Rosebud,
Lower Brule, and Bad River reserva-
tions. They had with them eight
« Black-gowns ”—one secular priest,
two Jesuita and five memcbers of tho
Order of St. Bonedict. They assisted
at a solemn high mass, during which
they sang hymns and recited prayers
in their natve tongue. Afterwards,
at their councils, on July 4tb, their
best orators delivered addresgos, and a
sories of resolutions were adopted.
Qgo of their declarations is as follows :

« Ag this is a day of general rejoicing,
we seize tho opportunity of uttering
words of love aud gratitude for our
country and our flag, and of our sin.
caro desire to join the ranks of citizens
of the Uuited Statea as soon as time
and circumstances will permit.” Under
the goidance of Catholic missionaries,
poor Lo is advancing in civilization at
tho same timo that he is making pro-
gress in the study and practice of
