Hu Larlship commenced his Episcopal labprs, on
thisoccasion, in this section of his Diocese, with his
accustomed eatnestness sad :ceepubxlitﬂ. on Sunda
morning folloming, #t §t. Georgo's Church, whic
was filled to its utmost capacity Ly an attentive Con-
pregation. Divino Sorsice was conducted by the Rev-
orend tho Rector. At the ending of tho sacond les-
son, the Sacrament of DBaptisin was administered by
the Bisbop to au adult. At the con:lueion of morn-
ing Prayer the Bisbop addressad the Parishioners ge-
norally on Church matters ; and also adverted to the
subject of Baptism, on whiok point Lo enforced the ae-
cousity of & strict, obssyvance of she castom of tho
Chureh of presenting infants for the Holy Sacrament,
and concluded by insisting on the cnuro erronsous-
ness of those vigws which led many to defer this O¢-
dinance.

&5~ A chort timo since thero was o tragical ocour
renco in Brooklyn, near Wow York—two porsons, a
mnan and woman, haviug commitled suicido in the
porlour of tho parents of tho man. Tho chuzo was
svnposed to Le misplced a¥eotion. and parcntal op-

ofition to an improper matrimonial conuoxion —
Kluch aobloquy was subscquently cart upon the eler-

man who officinted at tho funcral of the woman,
it boing ailoged that in his ** improvetncnt of tho
occasion” ho had shown himself to bo a friend of
sinners, on apologist for suicide, and forgetful of
his own duty and of the Church at whoso altars he
ministered.  Thoe Clorgyman was sn Episcopalieu,
and our friend ovor the way, whose love ** embra-
cos all donominations, and thoir peaco and prosparity
affords bim unmingled dolight,” took an opportu-
nity in the guilolese simplicity pf his hoart to coarso-
ly propaguto the slander. Knowjng that no clorgy-
man of our Church would wilfully mako himself
amenablo to such u charge, and that it must bave
originated in malicioys intcotion, wo patienily wait-
od an explapation or refutation, and both we now
find in the following Cowmumncation in the Episco-
yial Recorder, from the ciergyman alluded to, tho
Rev. Robert J. Walker, Kector of tho Church of
tho Messiah, Brooklyn, who says:

persons, I was than desired to officiate upon tlie oc~
casion. Aly repl{’ was, that as the death of the de-
ceased was probably caused by her own hand, 1 could
not read tho bunalservice ofthe Cburch ovor her re-
iaing, but that I would 10 some form accede to their
wishes. As the hour for service approached, the
Church was filled 10 overflowiag, by an audicnce whose
sympathies were evidently sirongly moved. Iacknow.
ledae that my own heart was deeply touched, as 1
decmed the person whose remains were before me,
one whose wrongs bad been mauy, and io a moment
of strong temptation bad either taken ber own life
or yiclded 1t under the infatuation of a misplaced ar-
tschment. Facts which have since coms to light
were then unknowa to me. 1llad they beon possesed
they would bave materially clanged my course of
action. .

*» 1Ae Ginsral Hospital, Scutari, April 211, 1808,
You will sco by this that 1 have returned tv Scutari af-
ter two wouths’ residenco in tho new Lospital at Smyr-
na.  Mr. Windsor arrived there shortly beforo 1 quit-
wd a. X ianuot spoak 100 favourably of tho climate of
Swyrua , I was restored to my former “ealth ane' wpi-
it 10 ten Jdsys after my arrival, and was able to pore
lorm toe doties of 8 Chapluin as usual. . . Nothing
could exceed the desire of the doctors and tho nurses
to contributo to the comfor! of the patients :u that lios-
ptat . many & life was saved in cares of fover, by the
unrenntting at cation of tho sisters, nor were thoy loss
useful 1 adnumstsring to the mind diseased , thoy
voothed the impatient, and cheerpd the desponding, by
their hatitual sympatty and unwearied kindness
Tley went by the samo of ¢ the kind ladies’ among
the soldiere, who on all occanions treatel them with
pr-tound respect,  Among the doctors there arc got a
tew mien of firstrate ability, whose socicty I shall over
rememoer with pleasure.  Thoy dil me the honour of
exprossing their goodnll and estecm when I loft them,
of which 1 shall always feel vorg proud.

Durning my absencethesc hospitals (at Scutari) have
advanced rapidly towards a stato of perfection 1
tound a marled changs for the better in all tuo ar-
rzugements.  Tho floors and walls of the corridors are
besutifully clesn , the beds are not crowded together -
thers arc etands at the head of cach fov putung their
diet and medicine vpon , they have suitablo apparatus
for Qressing, as plassses, Lrushes, &c. Their food is
suppued with reguianty to which they were strargers
before, and it 18 rendered moro palatable by the trans-
formations effected by M. Soyer. I wasdelightod yes-
terday tonotice the differcnco’in the sppeacance of
the men who camo down [rom tho Crimes compared
wtl what it used t boe : they were alj clean and tidy,
and tookud as if they had come down to Scutari to re-
caver, not to die. Even the brat which carried them
from the ship to the landing-place bad undergons a
change , it conta.ncd small cots for thoss who were ve-
rv ill,ard was covered by an awning. Ono of the
bulks bad been dispensed with in sbo Golden Horn,
and the other does not contain zbove sixiy men—tha?
also was in much better order.  Even the graves bave
not veen averlovked in the present improvements—
they are boing covered with tatf.  There are plenty of
books now at the Barrack liospital, and the conval-
escents bave a‘reading-room to themselves, with a din-
ing-hali. Everythiag bears tokens of the auvthosities
hiaving bad time to lock about thewn, and of that iime
being well spent.

There 15 onc whose death we all lament very much,
Blsjor Camphell 5 bie died of fever. just before my ar-
rival. lle was not ~nly oncof the most diligent and
able officers in this D¥pdt, Lut hs was, 1bave reason
ta bolie7e, @ sincese Christiag, selting an example both
to officers and men by his constant attendance on the

THE LATE 3AJOR CAMPOELL.

The offices mentioned by Mr. Iladow, Major Camp-
bell, wastbe son of the Rev. A. Campbell, Rector of
Laverpool. A fetter from the Rov. J. E. Sabin, who
attgnded bim o his last tlness, bas been published in
the Liwverpool Timas, and it 15 reprioted bere 3sa mem-
ocial of a Christian soldier, aod ssan evidence of the
valoe of the ministrations of a chaplain at such a time,
It will be observed that the letrer is addressed to Ma-
jor Campbell’s fasher.

« Oa the morning of your son‘s death ho became con-
sci1ou3, and the fiest persoa be asked for was mysalit I
weat {0 bins a1 oace, but found hiin 2clecp,and dared
not wake bim, and it as moze than three hours beflore
§ could §nd him awake. Atlan I did so, wher he
knew me perfactly, and acked me after my wife. He
thea began to spesk on religious sobjecw, bat with a
very feoble voice. Ilemid, *Mr. Sabin, thets is one
Kittle verse which has comfortcd e so much, tell me,
what isit ® Js begive® Come unto me.”* *% Como
aoto me,” I added, “ all ye that arc weary atd hcary
Yaden, sud I will give you rest””  He replicd, ¢ that is

it Itbank you. I bave gone unto Jasus, Ysballgo
to Him s pruy that T may go to Him, T bave not quite
desortod Him, and Ho will vevor dossrt me, hever.
Can you pray with me-now, while I Lave strength
1 atonco commenced prayer, and he joined with me
most fervently, and continucd to do so for some mine
utes, when bLis strangth failed, anl be becamo uncon-
scious.  From this state Lo did not rally, but diod somo
bours after. 1 hope, my doar sir, that this account will
in some measure comfort you, and happy am 1 to edid,
that this was o deathbed repentance. Engrosing
and overwhelming as were your son's duting, he never
omitted to come to church onew on the Sunday ; and
¥ huvo often keown him to rass from his offico to the
chapel, alter a long day's work, leaving his dinner at
bowme till a very late hour, as otr ¢vening servico was
at soven o'clock. I havo seen him repeatedly at the
Holy Communian, and he woull com* to that- sorvica
only, when, (tom a press of work, Lo was unablo to at.
tend the wholo morning’s service.  Some weekn sinco.

If the wife dio before the husbhand, his
children shall at his death receivo tho pension for
not more than ton yesrs, under the sbove limitation
as to ages. ’

12th. The Pensions payable half-gearly.

The abuve Rules will bo submitted to the Dioce-
san Church Society at tho next annual mesting, and
may then be amended.  They aro now published in
