DISCRIMIINATING. DUTIES.

The Canadian Ligh Commissioner is
about to take his departure for Europe,
and it seems a proper time to notice one
of the most- important of the many
duties that he will have to fulfil. We re-
fer to the efforts, which most aslsuredly
ought to be made, to protect Canada from
the injury inflicted on lier by the com-
mercial policy of France and Spain. We
have on previous occasions referred to
the unfair treatment that Canada lias
experienced,from France, and which bas
been often the subject of remonstrance to
the Minister of that nation, by the Cana-
dian High Commissioner, but without any
satisfactory result. We are not aware,
that during the session whiclh bas recent-
ly closed any attempt was made by the
members of the opposition to elicit fron
the Minister of Finance any explanation
of the cause of the non-fulfilment of the
pledge which he made quite voluntarily
during the previous session, that, unless
justice were done to us by France, a re-
taliatory policy would be adopted and a
discriminating duty levied on French ex-
ports. The subject seems to have wholly
escaped the attention of the opposition,
but it is of course possible that Sir
Charles Tupper may imagine that he will

be more successful than Sir Alexander
Galt.

It is ta the Spanish policy that we think
the ligh Commissioner's attention ought
more particularly to he directed. It is
but recently that Spain has discriminated
against Canadian exports, and as the
Spanish colonies have not only been large
consumers of our exports, but have also
supplied us largely with sugar, not a day
ought ta be lost in coming ta a distinct
understanding with the Spanish Govern-
ment. From the British West Indies and
Brazil we are already receiving large sup-
plies of sugar, and the former colonies
are most anxious ta increase their trade
with us. Under these circumstances
Canada would not suffer if the supply of
sugar from the Spanish Colonies were
completely cut off, and it is simply in-
tolerable that our Government should
submit ta the humiliation of permitting
a foreign Government ta discriminate in
favor of the United States, while we ad-
mit the exports of such country on the
footing of the most favored nation. We are
not unaware that Spain bas a long stand-
ing grievance against Great Britain, and
that the late movement may bave been
ta some extent retaliatory. The effect of
tlie change in the system of levying the
duties on wine, which was made by Great
Britain several years ago, and which in
substance was to levy such duties accord-
ing ta strength, was ta substitute the
cheap light wines of France for those of
Spain and Portugal. This was much com-
plained of hy the latter, and led ta no
little misunderstanding. Canada, we are
convinced, is in a position ta compel the
nations with which she trades ta do her
justice. There is no use, however, in
making such threats as those of Sir
Leonard Tilley. The High Commissioner
should let the foreign nations, which dis-
criminate against Canada, understand
clearly that unless she is placed by them
on the footing of the most favored nation
(and more should not be asked) a dis-
criminating duty will he imposed without
delay against the exports of such coun-
tries.

THE RLVAL RAILROADS.

THE PAcIFIc co.

Mr. George Stephen bas addressed -a
second letter ta the fnies, in reply ta
that of the secretary of the Grand Trunk
Co., in which he reiterates his former
statement that the allegations made
against the Canadian Pacific Co. have no
foundation in truth. It is most extra-
ordinary that the political opponents of
the Dominion Government should have

deemed it expedient, in view of the public
interests of the country, ta spare no efforts
ta damage those of the Canadian Pacifie
Co., which are so much identified with
them. The Globe has been by no means
scrupulous in his editorial remarks, but
an anonymous correspondent with the
nom deplume of "Senex" bas, we regret
ta notice, resorted ta the most audacious
calumnies, that have been yet fulmin-
ated against the company. We shall cite
one passage as a sample. After referring
ta other investments of certain directors
of the Canadiai Pacific Company in
varidus railvays, he proceeds :-" The
4kings of the Syndicate did more, they
"spent millions of dollars in building
"palatial residences and furnishing them

on Montreal mountain." Now what we
should like the Globe, or its -anonymous
correspondent ta informà us, is the mean-
ing of this charge ? Is it in plain terms
meant ta impute ta two directors oi the
Canadian 'Pacific Co., who have recently
erected dwelling bouses, at no such cost
as " millions" in the City of Montreal,
that they abstracted the funds of that
company for their private use? We
scarcely imagine that the most reckless
of the slanderers of the company will
venture ta assert that the shareholders
bave incurred unlimited liability, or that
they are responsible tor more than tue
stock which they hold.

When the gentlemen, who undertook,
for a definite consideration, to relieve the
Government of the responsibility of ful-
filling its engagement ta construct the
Pacific Railroad, assumed that work, they
of course calculated on being able ta
place a large portion of the stock on the
market. They themselves took a con-
siderable amount, for which they paid, as
we presume can be proved ta the satis-
faction of any one authorized to enquire.
The fact, however, bas never been denied.
What bas been maintained by " Senex "
and others is that these gentlemen had
no right ta spend any portion of their pri-
vate fortunes, either in providing bouses
for their families, or, we might with as
much reason add, food and clothing for
them. Those who thus argue would of
course insist that they had no right ta
buy shares in other railroad companies
such as the Ontario and Quebec, or the
Credit Valley.. Mr.Stephen's letter gives
" an emphatic denial," ta use the words
of Mr. Van Horne, ta the charge that
any of the money obtained from Parlia-
ment bas been applied otherwise than
ta the construction of the Pacific railway.
But it would appear that it is a crime for
these gentlemen ta use their influence,
and possibly ta invest their own means

in promoting the construction of the
Manitoba South Western railroad, which
has been chartered by the Province of
Manitoba, and which must be highly ad-
vantageous to that Province. The most
extraordinarly circumstance connected
with the attacks on the Pacific Co. is that
the Globe, while professing to be opposed
ta monopoly cannot be unaware that the
cause of the hostility of the Grand Trunk
Co. to the recent loan, was that some
leading promoters of the Canadian Pacific
Co. had acquired an interest in the On-
tario and Quebec, Credit Valley, and pos-
sibly other Western roads, which might
be.competitive with the Grand Trunk.

We bave always been inclined ta make
due allowance for Grand Trunk opposi-
tion, knowing how sensitive railway com.
panies are in these days of active compe-
tition, and, consequently, of cutting rates,
to the construction of rival roads. But
for an avowed advocate of competition
and a denouncer of monopoly ta raise a
cry against those who are trying ta secure
the one and prevent the other is ta us
inexplicable. There is hardly a doubt
that the proposition made by the general
manager of the Grand Trunk Co. as the
basis of establishing peace between the
two companies, which was that the Grand
Trunk Co. should surrender its control
over the NorthjSbore road, and that the
Pacific Co. should give up its controi
over the Ontario and Quebec, Credit
Valley, Toronto, Grey and Bruce,
caused very general hostility ta that
company, through the apprehension of
monopoly, and was serviceable ta the
Government in carryingits loan measure.

THE GRAND TRUNK 0o.

Before leaving the subject of the rival
roads we must not fail ta notice recent
charges against that company, based on
Sir Henry Tyler's late speech at the
Grand Trunk meeting in London, on the
22nd April, in which he stated that it was
not the intention at present to raise the
funds required for the double track e-
tween Montreal and Toronto. This, it
bas been argued, is inconsistent with the
assurance given ta Sir John Macdonald
by the general manager, and repeated by
him in the House of Commons, that a
million would he set apart out of the
funds to he raised under the new bill for
the purpose of doubling the track. If Sir
Henry Tyler had proposed to expend any
portion of the money authorized by the
Act in another way, there would have
been just ground for complaint, but it
would he most unreasonable in our judg-
îment ta insist on the Grand Trunk Co. ex-
pending their own money on the work in

.7. 7.
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question, unless, in their opinion, the time

is suitable, both for raising the money,
and executing the work.

The opposition ta the Grand Trunk

Bill of last session was quite without
precedent. The demand was simply to
be authorized to expend theirown money
on works which are very generally de-
sired by the public. There is one work
which certainly ought ta take precedence
of the double track, and that is a new

station at Montreal. The present one
must be most inconvenient and expen-
sive ta the company, and it certainly is
much complained of by the travelling
public. At the same time we think it
most unreasonable ta prevent the com-

pany, whose interests are so largely
identified with those of the Canadian
people, from spending their own money
as they think fit. It never would have
been proposed even ta attempt to coerce
the company into laying down a double
track, and yet wlien it applies to Parlia-
ment for the necessary powers, an opposi-
tion is raised and amendients proposed,
with the avowed object of fettering its
action. There was nothing in Sir Henry
Tyler's speech at variance with the pro-
posed object of laying a double track,
with a portion of the money, to be raised

under the Act, but the company claim
the riglit ta raise the xnoney required at
a suitable time, and no reasonable person

will pretend that when traffic receipts
have fallen off, and whven railway securi-

ties in Anierica aire depreciated, it would
be just, even if it were practicable, to
force the conpany to proceer with work
which cannot be said ta be absolutely
necessary. We shall continue ta depre-
cale ail atteks upon oui' great railroad
companies. the success of which should
be desired by all true friends of Canada.

GRAIN SPECULATION.

Tt would be quite as futile to attempt
to chpeck the impetus whiclh spe.culation
In grain lias cquired as ta endeavor ta
divert the current in the barbar of Mon-
treal, 09eah of tiese forces being equally
iineontrollable, and frsnnht with respec-
tive risks tilii were better let alone.
Witiont the risks, however, the life-cur-
rent of speculative existence would lose
its vitality. andi denden tbe. impulse which
prompls the love of gain. Speculation
not only exists, but it is becoming a vaster

power in the commercial world than ever
and not inifrequently lias it wielded a
governing influence over purely legitimate
compacts. Speculation, then, having
become a recognized principle, it is nat a

little curious to observe how fashion ig-

nores its simplest forn as carried on in
the bucket-shop, and prefers ta patronize
commission men at headquarters, who
profess ta do a legitimate business, and
are even connected with the Chicago Board
of Trade. Now, will the fashionable spec-
ulators explain the difference between
taking the chances of a gain or loss in a
local bucket-shop, or with a commission
bouse in Chicago? If they do not cars
ta draw the line we will endeavor ta do
so for theni. In the first place the differ-
ence between bucket and commission
shop trading is one of degree, the stakes
involved in the former being considerably
less than those of the latter, which scores
one in favor of the bucket-shop. Again,
the bucket firm makes no pretensions ta
induce customers to go " long " or "l short "
of the article dealt in, but leaves the deal
ta their discretion, which can be closed
out any moment without awaiting a reply
from Chicago. But the modus oper'andi
of the Chicago commission bouse is ta
wire tips to 'its agents in the principal
central points of the United States and
Canada, which often consist of strong
inducements ta " buy on breaks " or ta
" sell on bulges, " in order to coax the
gentle and hesitating lambs into the fold,
where, oftener than otherwise, they are
shorn promptly. Several Montrealers,
for instance, well loaded with Chicago
wheat, were bandled unmercifully during
the unexpected i break " of 7o or Sa last
week, two of whom were sold out under
the rule, in consequence of being unable
ta protect their margins. It seems that
bucket shop trading lias been made a
scape-goat for a great deal of the mis-
chief arising from what is termed i regu-
lar I" speculation, for, whilst the press bas
not been slow ta hurl its denunciations
at that branch of the speculative system,
the subtle . influences which thrive at
the very root of the evil have been spared.
Has it been forgotten that a short time
since a combination of leading grain
operators in Chicago and Milwaukee
bouglt large quantities of No. 2 spring
wheat, and caused it ta be spread broad-
cast throughout the country that the
purchases hald been made for account of
direct English orders, but which, subse-
quently, turned out a pure myth ? Most
of the big blocks which were said ta have
been taken for expart were afterward
thrown on the market, causing heavy
losses ta a number of investors who were
outside the ring. Whilst grain specu-
lation shouldundoubtedly be discouraged
in every form, it is not just ta place all the
blame on the bucket shops, which are only
off-shoots of the parent stem, thriving in
officialUsoil.

THE PROVISION TRADE.

Mr. Phillip Armour of Chicago has for
some time past been making strenuous
efforts ta redeem his prestige among the
principal provision dealers of Montreal,
arising out of the, at one time, unsatis-
factory nature of his shipments of pork.
Since then, however, he bas endeavored
ta remedy the faults complained of, but
still, whenever bis travellers visited this
city they experienced great difficulty in
making sales, which caused them such
annoyance that they eventually souglit
the customers of our wholesale men, and
sold right and left. Ta Quebec and
Ottawa lumbermen they managed ta dis-
pose of considerable quantities of mess
pork, which helped to widen the breach
between the great pork king and bis for-
mer patrons here. Not long since lie ap-
pointed a well known member of the
Montreal Corn Exchange as resident agent
here, and by this means one or two of bis
offended ex-customers were sufficiently
won over ta be induced to resume busi-
ness with him. That Armour is fully de-
termined ta re-establish bis influence in
the pork trade of this city may be infer-
red from the fact that lie bas now ordered
on consignments ta bis agent here, to
the surprise of not a few in the trade.
What dealers most fear from this action
is that their retail business will be jeo-
pardized, but Armour's agent when
spoken to upon the subject, stated that
the chief object in making consignments
ta this market was ta supply the whole-
sale trade with greater despatch, by ob-
viating the tedious delay of sometimes
two weeks in filling orders from Chicago.
This, certainly, bas every appearance of
feasibility, but it does not allay the un-
easiness felt in some quarters at what is
terméd "Armour's latest," and further
developments will be closely scrutinized.

THE OIL COMBINATION.

In nearly every branch of manufacture
the results of over-production have re-
cently been prominently demonstrated by
the general shrinkage of values and obliter-
ation of profits, causing manu facturers to
seek a remedy in the curtailment of out-
put and the formation of combinations to
regulate the market. One of the latest
instances of the kind, is the attempt of
the principal oil refiners at Petrolia, Ont.,
ta establish by general agreement a uni-
form rate, and which, so far, has proved
successful, the price of refined petroleum
f. o.b. at Petrolia having been advanced
jc ta la per gallon, ta l1c and t o133c for
car lots in store ere. The demand, how-
ever, has not been increased by this con-
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certed action, anddoubts are expressed
in some quarters as to whether the pre-
sent manipulative strength can be sus-

tained much longer. The greatest and

most successful corner in refined ail

in Canada occurred about seven years
ago, when the London Oil lRefinery Com-
pany bought up the production of the

other companies for a certain term, and
obtained such complete controlof the mar-

ket that buyers were thrown into a state
ofintense excitementi advance was sprung
upon advance in rapid succession, and in

a short time the price of refined oil in

this market reached the giddy altitude of
35c per wine'gallon, the sum of no less than
$1100 being paid for a single car load in

store here. It is highly improbable that
the movement now devised by leading
companies to infuse fresh life and energy
into the situation will ever develop into
the force of character which marked the
memorable corner above referred to, owing
to the influence which is brouglit to bear
upon it by the importation of American oil.

OUR CANALS.
Unless Canada is prepared. to lose ber

through grain trade, which has formed
the largest item of her exports, and to
otherwise impair ber exporting and im-
porting facilities, she must at once con-
front the formidable obstacles which now
threaten to render ber canals, upon which
such enormous expenditures of the pub-
lic money have been made, comparatively
useless. Our American competitors, in
order ta control the immense carrying
trade of the West, have with a master
stroke knocked off the tolls which ham-
pered it, and made their water tracks of
commerce free. By that act immense
quantities of grain were at once diverted
from the St. Lawrence to the Eri rioute,
and the commencement of the present
season bas demonstrated too forcibly that
our canal traffic is rapidly passing into
other hands. Suppose that some break
occurred in the Welland canal the re-
pairing of which would cost thrice the
amount collectedfron canal tolls, would
the Government besitate to proceed with
repaire ? Of course they would not. Then
why should they manifestsuch reluctance
in dealing with the toll and excessive
harbor charges ivhich have injured the
commerce of the country to an infinitely
greater extent than all the breaks in the
Welland, Cornwall and Lachine canals
put together? We trust that the Gov-
ernment will now set the absolute neces-
sity Of dealing promptly with the danger
that now menaces us, by placing our
canals upon an equally free footing with
those of the United States.

THE BANK STATEMENTS.

We append the usual comparative bank
statements. There is no material change
in the aggregate liabilities and assets, but
we shall briefly glance at some of the
items. There bas been a decrease during
the month of nearly a million in the cir-
culation, fully that or rather more in
Quebec and Ontario, as there is a slight
increase in the Maritime Provinces. There
is an increase in the Dominion deposits,
and a decrease in those from the public.
The liabilities to banks in the United
Kingdom have increased by about a mil-

lion. There is an increase in the cash
assets of about $300,000, but a consider-
able decrease in the amount in the bands
of foreign agents, aggregating nearly two
millions. There is a slight reduction in
bills discounted but an increase in the
loans to " other Corporations." The loans
on collateral security of stocks, bonds,
etc., is much the same as at the end of
March. In the Dominion note circulation
there is an aggregate increase of about
$400,000, but there is a decrease in the
small notes, and rather more than a cor-
responding increase in the large ones:
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CURRENT EVENTS.
It cannot he denied that thora is a very

general feeling, but especially in all our
principal cities, that there ouglt to be a
more efficient check placed on those who
are the promoters of omigration. There
are many interested in various ways in
stimulating it without reference te the
real wants of the country ortho suitability
of the emigrants. Tie east end of the
city of London is certainly not the most
desirable place in whiclh to look for set-
tlers for Canada.

There ivas at first some dissatisfaction
mtnifested at tie Royal instruction for
the postponement of the celebration of
ier Majesty's birthday, but a timely

notice from Lord Melgund that the day
fixed in June is only to be an official
celebration, has, it may be hoped, entire
ly removed it.

The Dominion Line Steamer VTancouver
hal arrived in port, and is said to be a
magniiicent vessel of 5,800 tons burthen.
Sie is lighted entirely by electrie lights
rhichi have been exhibited to the public.

An influential deputation of menabers
of the Corn Exchange lias lad an inter-
view with several members of the Gov-
ernment, including Sir IIector Langevin,
Hon. Mesrse. Pope, Bowell and Carling.
The object was to press the importance
of relieving the St. Lawrence route of all
charges, in the form of tells, both on
merchandize and tonnage, hospital dues,
police dues, port warden dues, and ex-
cessive pilotage charges. Relference was
made in the memorial to the more liberal
policy adopted by the United States, in
regard to harbor and canals, and the
opportunity iwas takeni to point out the
utter neglect exhibited by the Govern-
ment towards Montreal. Imimediate at-
tention to the subject was promised by
Mr. Pope, the acting Minister'of Railways
and Canals.
STie Government lias declined to vaive
its preferential claim on the assets of the
Exchange Bank. If the claim to prefer-
ence is strictly legal, as is claimed, thon
it would be unreasoiable to expect a
pledge to abandon it. The Government
bas offered to refer it to the Superior
Court.

Considerable alarm prevails in the
North West, owing to tise prevailing dis-
content among the Indians, who,* it is
much to be feared, have not appreciated
the efforts which have been made to
induce them to embrace agricultural life.
Our Government bas always been most
liberal in every way to the native races,
and we trust that the alarm bas been
eeaggerated,

The Grand Trank Co. has settled at a
cost of $70,000 the claims for injuries
sustained by the accident at the river
Humber near Toronto.

There has beau a good deal of discussion
on the subject of a Bill regarding the
Jacques Cartier Union Railway, chiefly
between the rival interests of Quebec
and East Montreal, the latter desiring to
prevent the traffic being diverted from
the Bonaventure station to the Grand
Trunk. Mr. Attorney General Taillon
abandoned the Bill, which is promoted by
the Grand Trunk Co., when it was taken
up by Mr. Garneau. A Royal Commission
is to be appointed to enquire into the
circumstances connected with the sale of
the Q. M. O. & 0. Railway. This will give
all complainants an opportunity of being
heard. It is of course said that commis-
sioners wili consist of partizans of the lai e
Government, which is not improbable.
Still the evidence wvill be taken, and if
there is any ground for complaint it
ought to appear on the records o& the
commission.

At the annual meeting of the above-
named Company, hîeld on Monday, a
statement was made by the liquidator
showing a deficit of $181,098 in the
assets. This is equal to nearly 40 per
cent of the outstanding liabilities.

It is said that the delegates have suc-
ceeded in obtainingpledges of the con-
cession of some of their demands, and that
even those rejected will he again con-
sidered. As yet no particulars havea
reached the press, but when the organ-
ized meeting of the Manitoba Legislature
takes place full explanations will, doubt-
less, be given.

The third annual meeting of the Royal
Society was opened at Ottawa on the 20th
inst., Hon. P. J. O. Chauveau in the
chair. A complimentary address to
Governor General the Marquis of Lans-
downe was adopted, and responded to by
His Excellency in very gracious terms.

A great Liberal meeting was held on the
20th in the Grand Opera House, Toronto,
when Sir Richard Cartwright delivered a
speech of twro hours' duration in which, ac-
cording to report, the spoke favorably of
indepencdence, and a great confederation
of the Anglo-Saxon nation.

The chief supporters of the Provincial
Exhibition seem determined to hold it et
tue sa time as that fixed for the meet-
ing of the British Association, when the
city will be full of visitors, from the
United States and various parts of the
Dominion. It is very doubtful whether
the citizens of Montreal will lend any,
encouragement to'such a scheme.

AnVAcNEs ON PnonuoE.-A short time since,
an Ontario shipper consigned a lot of butter
and eggs te a commission bouse in this city,
and drew upon it at sight for. $200, claiming
that the asnount was not quite two-thirds the
cost of the sbipment. The draft was presented,
and its acceptance refused on the grounds that
the goods would not realize tlic Sue drawn
against thea. This action gave uibrage to
the consignor, vho intimated in bis next letter
that it vould be the last shipment tie vould
make to the parties refusing te honor his draft.
Tbe goods were shorily after sold for a little
over $170, the net proceeds being promptly
remitted. It subsequently transpired that ie
staLeiment relative to the cost of the consign-
ment iwas perfectly correct, as the bu tter con-
sisted of a lot of old Western which hlad been
purchased soie months ago at its full value,
amnd had since sutifred considerably fromi deter-
ioration in quality. Receivers of produce are
obliged tu guard agninst the payment of over-
drafts, as iii such instances it bas frequently
happened ithat not only have tlhey failed to
collect reclanations, but they have lost ill
further consignments from the parties who were
allowed to overdraw. Advances upon good
merchantable produce shipped to this market
are usually made at the rate of two-thirds value,
except in cases where the îvull-known stand-
ing of the shipper admits of special and more
favorable arrangements. Parties thus obtain-
ing advancese, however, bave not the option of
holding for a market, as such a privilege would
often entail losses upon receivers. Soame ship-
pers niaie a practice of net drawing until a
reasonable time hoas elapsed for the sale of
goods, vbile others soldon draw, but aiait
remittances. The commission business in gen-
oral country produce is yearly increasing, und
a brief retbrence thereto occasionally may be
of interest to our readers.

Porurics IN 1USiNE; ss.-There are probably
few faults more to he deprecated and guarded
against than tait of carryiug politics in to
the store and the counting rocm. To that oe
failing many a man iwho may in all other
respects have been a thorougbly eilicieut mier-
chant, bas owed his 'noni-success in busine-ss.
A case in point is that of a general storekeeper
in Western Ontario wbo recently failcd, and
one of the chief causes of bis dilliculties vas
given in the following correspiondence :-He
bothers a little too mach with politics, not to
the extent of neglecting his business, but to
tbe extenît of cooling off customers. He bas
througiout beenr econonical in his iousehold
aud personal expenses aind sober." lis poliý
tical proclivities, howrever, vere suflicient te
give annoyance te his customers, who left bima
to patronize less demonstrative politicians. A
nerchant can enjoy tise full bias of his
political\ opinions, ivithout attempting te
thrust theu down the throats of those with
wvhon ho tolds trade relations. The most
successful mcen of business are those who con-
stantly strive to please, and studiously aveoid
giving the slightest offence.

VALENcIA RAisINs.-The consumaption of
Valencia raisins i Canada and the Jnited
States durinîg hie past two years bas intcreased
very rapidly, whilst the whbilom favorite,
Malagas, have been relegated te comlIarative
obscurity. The reasons for this change are hic
improvement in the quality' of Valencia fruit,and its very reasonable cost. The growing
magnitude of the trade on this continent cal
be botter understood by a glance ait thie ship-
ments fron Denia, Jabea, Olive an Gandia to
the United States and Canada for the past tiro
years, w'hich aggregaled 684,287 quintais, or'
smore than the coîmbn, - hipmeCts of the four
previous years. The total shipmleits from the
above-named ports for the season of 1883 com-i
prised 136 steam and other Smrll vessel cargoes,
freighted with 685,519 quintals, whicb, together
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with the stocks left in mercliants' and fiarmers'
hands make thie crop of 1883 f1ot up the grand
tatît ofo 720,519 quintls, agiust 738,324 qîin-
tais for 1882, and à11,16G quiotals for 188 t. Tire
first cost during thre past season was $1 per
quintal lower than tait of the year previous,
ranging fromt $3 ta $5.

DîscaRmiîxvnTiase iN FitriHTs.-Tlie discrimin-

ation in Western Railway freights against
Montreal, and in faver of Toronto, H-amtilon,
London, Guelplh. Galt and St. Catharines, is a
standing injustice to, our merchants, provokimg
feelings of hostility against the Railwaiy Com-
pany practising it, which evenl long usage lias
failed to assuage. Freight tS being carried
front Boston to Toronto at 42c, 34c, and 26e per
100 Ibs. for first, second, and third clss
respectively, and to lamilton anid St. Catier-
ines nt 40c, 32c, and 25C, while ta Montreal,
wlicih is front 330 to 450 mtiles nearer the point
of shipment, the respective rates are 45e, 40c,
and' 35e per 100 lbs. first, second and third
class. Suci preferences extended ta Western
distributing centres are amply stilhieicnt to
place Montreal merchants'at a disadvantage ut

eting for their share of thre trade, and
wouîtd scarcely be tolerable were Ibis city the
small by-station which is implied by tite action.
of the railway anthorities in their unfair ap-
portionient of rates.

TiiE SEAL FisnERutY.-From latest advices WC
are enabled to give a very close estimate of thie
total catch of the Newfoiindlanl Seal fisltery
for .1884.
