A BANK CLEARING HOUSE,

Montreal has long had: the reputation

of being abreast; indeed ahead, of many

cities of the same.size on this continent

in commercial matters owing chiefly to
the enterprise of her citizens. We possess
fine wharves, fine . streets, fine parks and
public buildings. We have large and vros-

perous insursnce and other commercial’

undertakings, and rank second to no city
in North Americq in financial institutions,

having numerous banks of undoubted sta-
bility, with ample resources well managed "

and prosperous. ' Having said this it must
be.admitted that we lack what hag come
{o.be regarded as a necessity for such a
centre of commerce,and that in this matier
we are behind many smaller cities in
the United States. .In fact our own
gmall but thriving city of Halifax has
distanced us 1n this respect. - We refer to
a clearing or settling house for our banks.
Nearly all centres of commerce in America
have clearing houses. In England they
have been established’ for a very long
period—nearly o century; in New York
for about thirty-five years, Our friends
are.amazed when informed we have noth-

ing of the kind here, and cannot under-’

stand why our bankers have not organ-

ized one years ago. Qur bankers all.ac-

knowledge thata clearing house would be
of great benefit here, but although at-
tempts have been made in the past to or-
ganize one, they have from one reason or
another fallen. through, chiefly, however,

for lack of someone to push the scheme

forward,’ = s e,
At the beginning.of. this year the Hali-

fax clearing houge was established and it
has proyed an unqualified - success. .Why -
thereforg, cannot one be established in’

Montréal, where & grenter.necessity exists,

CUSIOMS REFUNDS.

We are slad to notice that the energetic
remonstrances of the Council of the Board
of Trade have at last resulted in an im-
Provement ip the - Customs' protedure at
this port, b6 old method of paying re- -
funda f duty to clerks and -agents with- -
out’any noticoe to, or possibility of check

|"b¥; the.importers, obviously put a temp-

tation in ghe ‘way of “young “and often
poorly-paid employees that has resulied .
in many & promising l4d’s’ commercial
future being permanéntly blighted, and in -
two instances, at least, in ;l;ig Lcity during
the summer, ias led io their trial and con-

| viction"and to the disgrace of their inno-: E

families, :
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The fact that no receipt was given by
the Customs for duties paid, and the un-
certainty which prevails in many lines of
‘zoods 88 {o what particular heading of the
tariff the appraiser may elect to assign
them to, naturully opened a door for frand
that {oo many weak or ill-balanced natures
were templed to avail themselves of. - It
was eagy for n vlerk to enter the goods at
a higher duty than was really demanded
and then to apply for a refund. As no
vouchers were given, the scheme was im-
possible of detection under ordinary cir-
cumslances, and, in the two cases where
discovery followed the crime, it was sim-
ply because the Collector of Customs be-
came shspicious of the frequency with
which refunds were paid to the guilty
pariies, and, consequontly, notified their
unsuspecting.employers of the fact. How
many firms, where the embozzlers were
. mora cautious, have never been notified,
and, consequently, have paid out duties
that never reached the coffers of the Gov-
erntent, it is impossible to say, but we
trust that, since honesty is the rule and
koavery fortuiately the exception, their
number is a small one.

Thanks to the energy with which the

Council of the Board of Trade grappled '

with the evil, and to the desire of Mr,
Ryan to meet in every possible way the re-
quirements of the importers, a system of
procedure hag been claborated which,
while not involving any alteration in the
system of passinz entries, will effectually
obviate the pussibility of clerks obtaining
refunds without the knowledge of their
employers. In fature the Customs will
mail a printed notice to the importing
house in all cases of amendment of entry
where a refund is made; and if three
copies of all entries be presented (instead
of only two as at presgent) the cashier will
stamp the third copy which the clerk will
return to his employer as a receipt for the
money puid. In the ease of amended en-
try involving a refund, four copies ‘of the
enfry mnst be made, when the fourth
copy will be stamped by the cashier and
returned lo the importer a8 an evidence
of money received by his empleyee on his
account.

The value of these changes will be at
once apparent. They involve reeognition
by the Government of the fact that their
refusal to grant receipts for monies paid
wag -opposed 1o the generally received
principles of commerce, and they will
place the payment of duties at’the Cus-
tom House on the same footing as the
payment of the freight at the steamship
office, inelead of elevating it into a pecu-
liarly privileged transaction. ‘fothe mer-
chiant the grauting of receipts will give a
sense of security that hassome limes been
wanting ; while it will remove the possi-
bility of fraud by the clork, and conse-

quently free him from the temptation to
commit it, The old system was not only
unbusiness-like but formed a direct incen-
tive to young men of weak moral percep-
tions to commit cnme. Its ahrogation is
consequently a concession to the mercan-
tile mpirit of the age that cannot fail to he
beneficial to all concerned.

FREIGHTS AND SHIPPING.

The past seagon has been more satisfac-
tory to shipowners as regards rates of
freight than last year, and strong hopes
are entertained of a brighter future for
this port and fcu\' the St. Lawrence route
gonerally. Since the assumption of the
Lake St. Peter Channel debt by the Gov-
ernment, wharf dues on sailing vessels and
steamers have been removed, so that now
the port of Montreal, with tiie exception
of pilotage, is practically a free port.

While recognizing the present favorable
outlook, it is, however, difficult to al-
together ignore the injurious, we might
almost say the calamitous, results which
have arigsen from the sad neglect of mari-
time affuirg at Montreal for many ye.r1s
past. Time was when this continent bad
few poris, and Montreal ranked very near
the top. The western through traflic
sought us, and we did not have any long-
ing to steal the deal and lumber tratiic
from Quebec. The charges on canal and
ocean vessels gradually killed a promising
export trade in grain, and from 27,000,000
bushels we have sunk to shipments of
some 7,000,000 bushels during the present
season, Dlontreal has scen the growtl of
New- York, Boston, Philadelphia, Balti-
more and Newport News without being
able to'bold her own, and when commerce
has worked into remular channels else-
where, it will be next to impossible to

- entice it back again. Secure of our own

grain for export, and with both the G.T.R.
and C.P.R. running into Chicago.the pros-
pects are cerfainly much better than
could have been hoped for not long since,
and the Government, though tardy in

action, has done the right thing at last.

If Montreal can secure her fair share of
the western trade, Quebec may yet get
back what she has lost, and may even
wish that the, Lake St Peter debt had
been assumed by the Government years
Ago.

At the opening of the -season, grain
rates were 18. 6d. per quarter, and the
lowest point was 6d. about June. The
main reason for the decline was the poor
demand for American grain in Europe, as
buyers thero were getting it from other
quarters, more especially from the Black
Seu. The rate thenadvanced until it touched
3s. 6d., shortly before the bresk in the
Cornwall Canal; shippers then liad to
provide vessels with other cargo., Cattle

freights opened the season at about 60s.,
fell to 458, in midsummer, and reached 70s.
towards the fall. Deals opened up at
about 458.@b60s., and continued at that
price until mid-season, when a sudden
rise in freights all over the world, more
especially in cotton, caused a scarcity of
tonnage here, and a proportionate rise in
rates, rea¢hing in the fall a8 high as 85s.
Many of the free-lance steamers went
south toload cotton in preference to accept-
ing the high freights ruling here. Cheege
shipments were very large, particularly
to London and Bristol. Rates of freight
opened in the spring at 17s 6d. and ad-
vanced {o 358 to above ports in the falls
Liverpool wag within 5s. of that price.
The quantity of phosphate exported tbis
year has not been up to the record, and
rates of freight ranged from 7s. 6d.@
123. 6d. Rates on apples in the antumn
went from 324259, The advance occurred
Jate, and was caused by one or fwo steam~
erg not coming here which were expected
to carry large quantities, Lumber ship-

.ments to the River Plate have been the

lowest for some years owing to the scarcity
of tc age. Shippers held off in the De-
lief that it would be offered lower, but
they were disappointed in congequence of
the advance in rates abroad. Speaking
generally, buginess was more remunera-
tive than last year on all classes of freight,
there being a better demand for Canadian
produce m England.

The increase in ship building, which

‘seems to have been unduly exaggerated,

i, no doubt, caused by the belief that we
shall see more demand for tonnage than
during the past five or six years. - Invest-
ors have certainly shown more confidence
in placing eapital in ships. ' Many vessels
were lald up because they could not be
run at paying rates. All these have now

- been put into commission, and more ton-

nage is building than lsst year. Still it ig
u mistake to suppose that ship-building is
being prosecuted with the vigor of g fow
years ago. Things lecked ull in the
spring, and owners of * outside tonnage
in England did not think there was going
to be -much money in Montreal freights
this year, and sent their vessels into other
trades—tlie DMedilerranean, Black Sea,
India, South America, ete. When the
“hoom " took place, they were, therefore,
not in a position to take advantage of the
high rates ruling here. The lines reapéd
a partial advantage, their space in many

cases being engnged nhead. On the whole, .

they enjoyed a better business than last
year.

The ship chmmel now heing 27} feet
deep at ordinary water, "vessels of large
capacity and dravght w11| be able to come
to this port. Very: few ships drawing

over 25 feel have traded bhere so far.

With the Lanticipated improvement' in
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business, and now that the Government

has taken over the Lake St. Peter debt |

and the management of our harbor,
steamship agents and shippers are in

hopes that the wharves will be put into a

more favorable condition for the transport
of goods along them, as generally the
road-bed is gimply abominable. What is
wanted, algo, is wharfage for 50 ships
within half a mile from Windmill Point,
instead of its Deing extended in onme
straight line for three miles. The largest
number of vessels in port at one time this

© year was 27, and these were strung along

all the way from Windmill Point to
Hochelaga. It is stated that extra jetetis
would not complicate the ice problem, ag
the present ones are under water until the
ice passes off. The just requirements of
the port should be fully considered and
readily granted, or the sacrifices already

made on its behalf will have been made
in vain.

THE PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE.

~ Although few of our readers may pos-
sibly care to wade through the almost in-
terminable paragraphs of President Cleve-

" land's latest message to Congress, it

contains many points that will well repay
perusal. For vigorous argument, and epi-
grammatic conciseness of statement, it

. will, in spiteof iis general verbosity, rank

with his'best efforts in this line; and it is
evident that the prevailing impression
among his followers is that the Democratic
party cannot do better than make this
message the basigof their future platform.

There i one point about the _messaga
that will at once strike every Cunadxan,
and that ig the fact that it almost ignores
retaliation against Canada, and evidently

- relegates that once vital issue to the ranks

of exploded campaign weavons. The so-
called “/American” fisherman is barely
once mentioned, and instead of the burats
of official iudignation at the brutality of
Canada in insisting upon her just rights
to which we have been so long accustomed,
we have only a few mild and almost per-
functory remarks, The real gist and point
of the whole message lies in. that portion
of it devoted to the subject of tariffreform
and fo the rapid growth of trusts and
monopolies, and here Mr. Cleveland speaks

with no uncertain sound. He points out

that the action of Congress in placmg a
.premium upon ‘the production of manu-
factures, without being able to smnlarly
.protect agricultural products, is certain to
produce evil effects in a country whose

" exports are almost entirely made up of

products of the field and forest. Already
he complains that this pollcy has re-
sulted in a conatantly increasing urban
population, indieating the 1mpovenshment
af rural Bectlons and the growmg discon-

teat with aoncultural pursults whlch is
now becoming visible among t.he younger
‘generation of furmers.

It is.gratifying to ses that, in spite of
-defeatat the polls, Mr. Cleveland ssill pos-
gesses to. the tull -the courage of his con-
victions. ‘His ulterances on this subject
are those of & man who feels that he is

in_the right, and believes that, although |

the people he represents have proved
themselves not yet sufliciontly educated
in tarift reform to be ready to. cut loose
[from the existing policy, they will even-
ually follow the course he has indicated.
The question of free raw materials, as
against reduction of internal revenue as o
means of reducing surplus taxation, is
destined to -be the burning issue of the
future, and we feel, with Mr. :Cleveland,
that, although the American nation have
been 8o blinded by demagogism and by
the mouthings -of those protectionist
-orators who see the spectré of Free Trade
inevery trifling modification of an exorbit-
ant tariff, as to reject an enlightened
policy for partisan ends, they-will yet re-
cognise the justice of his views, -

In his remarks ipon the Pomona letter
Mr. Cleveland: is not 80° ha.ppy The ~de-
liberate discourtesy he permitted himself
to use towards a gentleman who ‘had -al-

ways expressed himself-kindly towards |

his administration, was" a-difficult point t6
‘¢loze over. No doubt Lord Sackville com-
mitted a serious indigcretion ; but it must
not be forgotten that, in writing that now
colebrated letter-under’ the seal of privacy,
‘he confided in the honér of a presumed
-pentleman, and that bie was igriorant that
in the platform of an American politician
Lonor is an unknown quality. TLord Sack-
ville is to blame for not rightly estimating
the character of the people hé had to deal
with, just as much as for expressing his
views upon the relative merits of the
Presidentinl candidates ; but the manner
in which he was treated by the very Cabi-
net with whom he was on such friendly
terms has done much to condone his error.
Both in the United States and in Canada
the hounding of the British Amhassador
out of the country, without the usual cip-
lomatic courtesies, is now looked upon not
only as an unwarranted affront to the Bri-
tish Empire,but also as an insult to the
dignity of the United States. ' It was a poli-
tical blunder of an uncalled-for type, and
48 such it _has justly recoiled upon the
heads - of its perpetrators. -

" DATING AHEAD. ..

Doubtless to many of our readers the
quiestion of the undesirability of the pre-
sent method of permitiing dating ahead
in the. dry-goods trade ig®already trite!
Most of the arguments advanced agamst

‘thia practlce have “beel so frequently ré-

‘peated s to mow be fairly stereotyped \:

and yet the avils of dating ahead dre Just

‘a8 present Lo- -day as they were two years
-ago, and, therefors, at the risk of reputi-

tion, we venture again to draw the atten: .
tion of the trade to the steady extension

_of this practice.

The fact that dating ahead extends, 80
far as Canadiad manufaclures are con-
cerned, from the mill owner to the retailer,
18 no argument in its favor. The Canadian
mill owner delivers his goods to' the
wholesaler in October or November, but
dates the note given in payment jfour
months from the first of April, If the
purchaser be a wealthy firm, or if, as at
present, commercial money be procurable
at from five to ;1x per cent.,they will pay
at ones, and thereby gain a discount vary-
ing from 8 to 10 per cent., with an average
of nine. In his turn the wholesaler gells
to the retailer upun the same terms as to
time. He is anxious to get the goods out
of his store, and, therefore, will deliver at
once, whether it be in October or Novew- .
ber, and date four momhs from the first
of Amil; but, if the retailer, in his tur,
choose rather to pay prompt cash, the dis-
count allowed to him ‘falls suddenly to
four or five per cent. In other words the
whelesaler reaps a direct advantage of
five per cent., if both pay cash, wbile
should the retailer take the full limit of
time allowed him, he nets Juat nine per
cent. additional profit.

No doubt a retailer obtaining boods in
October or November, and not being re-
quired to pay for them until the fourth of
the following August, stands in a very .
favorable position, "If he can sell even a
portion of these goods during the holiday
trade, he has the free use of the cash
equivalent he receives for them for per-
baps eight months. He .may either draw
interest upon it from his bankers or, if he
be o pushing wan of business, may turn’ it -
over two or even thres-times in his own
especial trade. At the expiration of
thirty days from the first of April he can
still deduct a cash discountof at least_four,
and perhaps even as high as six per cent.
and, by .pa)ing then, can realize all the
advantages of a cash purchase as wellas
the profits .accruing from a long term of
credit, :

So far all the ndvaniages are apparently
on lhe sxde of the wholesaler and retailer,
The oné makes the sale on the same
termas ds he obtained at his purchass from
the mill and reaps a!l the profit of the
discount, while the other sells an:article

| for whichi be has not ‘yet paid and, pre- -

sumably, profits by-the unearned incre-
ment. But, on the other hand, it is always -
an open .question’ as, to. whether the
demoralizing eflicts of 50 unbusiness-like
o -method "of carrying on trade do ‘not,
eventually,” prove deleterious-to " both.

-
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f The retaﬂer soon develops a tendency

fowards.over-stocking; tow ards the reck-’
less granting to his customers of a portlon,

of that credit of which be enjoys such g
surfeit ; and, consequently, insensibly, to
a neglect of those small economies and

~ striet supervision over details which
elevate those who exercige them from the
lowest rounds of the ladder often to the
position of merchant princes.

No doubt the credit system 18 a vital
necessity under our existing methods of
conducting business. In a country like
Canada, where the trae basis of trade
rests upon agriculture, any other system
is an impossibility. The farmer must
wait until the harvest ripens before he
can pay hia supplier, and, consequently,
the storekeeper must exact similar confi-
dence from the wholesaler. Buf, since
tho business of the country is based and
built up upon on the credit system, it is
all the more important that any abuse of
that system should be rigorously avoided.
In our opinion dutlng, ahead is such an
.Lbuse, jnasmuch ns it practically gives
the goods, without the passage of a note
or nny aecunty save an open account in
the ledger. or o traveller's memorandum,
to the buyer for the period intervening
between the delivery of the goods and the
date of the note.

‘The congequence is that the conditions

" of purchase are made 8o easy that over-
buying has become one of the most fruit-
ful causes of failure. The retailer, tempted
by the ides that he will bave at least
eight months to turn over the goods he
purchases, assumes future obligations
boyond his power to meet; and, if the
public do not think fit to help him oit, he
bas no recourse save in an assignment.
Should he succeod in disposing of the
stock he has been induced to huy, too
often the possession of the money received

for 1he enrly sale of goods bought on long’

cradit forms a temptation to employ it in
outside speculation. The fact that he has
a sum of money in hand, which he does
not need to pay out for some months to
come, forms an inducement to employ it
in stock speculation, in a “flier” in wheat,
or in the purchase of renl estate which
he afterwards linds himself unable to
earry,

No-doubt there are many men whoge
native caution and sagacity enables them
to reap the full advaniages accruing from
such a system and to stedr clear of its
tomptations; but these we may fairly
look upon as the minority. To the aver-
age dtorekeeper dating ahead has .proved
rather a- detriment than- an advantage;
and has often resulted in his ultimate
ruin. > Yo the wholesaler its eflects have
proved equally deleterions. The practice
is at.the hest an unsatisfactory one. It
brings..an’; atmosphere of unreality into

the rea.lm of absolute fact Tt 13 as unfa.lr

to the banker as it is .to, the consumer;
and it is of yery doubtful advantage even

to those who are supposed to profit by 1t,s
existence. It is one of those excrescences
upon legitimate trade which the pressure
of excessive compatition has brought
about; and, unfortunately, until such time
ag the present cut-throat policy, pursued
by too many of our wholesalers, be aban-
doned, there is little hope of its material
abatement.

COMPULSORY INSURANCE.

In our issue of the 13th of January last
we gave an account of the scheme of com-
pulsory ingurance for the working classes
of the German melre inaugurated under
the sanction ot ‘Prince Bismark. This
scheme was to be applicable toall oﬂicjala,
clerks, workmen, apprentices, or domestic
gervants whose annual earnings should

“not exceed $476, and was intended to pro-

vide against their possible inability to
gain their daily bread when that contin-

‘gency was not provided for by other exist
It will be remembered’

ing insurance.
that the preminm was to be paid one-
third by the beneficiaries, themselves one-
third by their employers, and the remain-
ing third by the Government; so that it
was, in effect, an empenment in stafe socia-
lism (under ihe auspices of one of the most
conservatlve governments in the world)
whose snccess or failure was naturally one
of the greatest interest not only to the in-
surance world but to the social economist,
This, at first sight, Utopian scheme has
now assumed tangible form. 7The requis-
ite legislation has been passed, a State
Insurance department has been organized,
and already 3,275,313 workmen have been
compulsorily insured. Up to the present
time §423,400 have been paid out in in-

"demnities, $565,500 for administrative pur-

poses, and $63,260 in inspection or enquir-
ies; We can see from these factsthat the
scheme may be considered as in full ‘work-
ing order, and, therefore, it is perhaps
worth ‘while to consider the drawbacks
which practice bas indicated in a scheme
which theoretically embodies the most
perfo.t features of sogialism.

pay one-third of the cost of this insurance
but to provide a fund for the support of
men disabled by accident. Soon a .com-
pulsory insurance against old age will also
