rage the stuidy of aello literature and lan-
guage than those of any other schola, living
or dead. Edmond, we are lnformec, was
born near Kilrush, ln the County Clar, la
the ravolutionary year of 1848, s that ho

ay bé salid to bave pérlehed before
he hat reached his prime. He raceived
a liberal éducation, and t a very
youthfal go diatingulsbed blmself by bis
vonderful facility ln acquiring foreign
tongues. I tac> ,the O'Donovan lamlly
have all bean remarkable linguists. The
:fther vas noet only the greatest Irish mcholar
ci the century, but au nnquestioed authority
la Greek, Latin, Eeébrew and other languagse;
Edmond spoke with more or less fluency
nearly every Enropean tongue; bis eldest
brother John, who, by a singular coîncidence,
asU came to an ontimely end, being drowned
lu St. Louis a few years ago, vas a professor
cf lagnages; and another brother, William,
now on the eiltorial staff of the IriA Nation,
New York, la a master of Franc and Ger-
man.

On bis recovery ha joined the army of
Gbneral Skobaleff, thon fighting against the
Turcomans WhoImpeded its adrance towards
Merv. O'Donovan'a lattera to the Daily News,
describing the ,movements of the Insidious
Muscovite advance towards the Indian fron-
tier, and baIdly expoilng the ulterior designa
of she Rusmian genera, not merly created

lainm and sensation la England, but brought
a peremptory order from Skobeleff for the
Immediate departure tram the front of the
daring correspondent, and a Equadron of Cor-
saci tosée that it wa obeyed. O'Danovan
did not indorse Ibis utep by any means, and
instead of quietly accompanying hie escort
back to tu . Petersburg, hé managed ta
give ther the slip and mde straight for
the entrencbments of thoir Turcoman eue-
mies.

En route home his Irrepressi-
ble tendency for getting Into scrapes brought
him within measurable distance of the bas-
tinado et Constantinople. In a dispute with
some Turkish officlil ho expressed his firm
conviction that bis sublime highnese, the
sultan, was a sublime humabug, au expresion
ao abhorrent te Motlem aesceptibilities that
it was with difficulty Lord Duferinauccéed-
ed In obtaining the remisloun c the twenty
strokes of the astinado tu which a Mussul-
mn baed saentenced the fitppant forelguer.

On bis ratura to LondonU . O'Donovan
was orested an honorary member of the Boya
Geographial Booliety, and was leted and
lionised by ali the litarary and scientifio
clubsof the British metropolle. The indian
Stcretary and the Miniuter for War songht
Interviews with him relative te. Bunian de-
signe and prospects lu Asia, and a do son pub-
liahera vied with each other In efforts te pur-
chase the copyright of hie book on Merv.

JUDGE BABBETT'8 OPINION.
A ETRONO, OLAB OPIMIDoN.

In answer te the lnqutries of ou reporter
the esteemed Judge Barrett of the Supreme
Oourt remarked:

" The statement of Judge Denman te the
jury was one that no Ame rican judgevwould
make. What an American judge wouid anyie:
'It la for yonuto say, gentlemen, whether
thera is or la not any evidence te show ,hat
Carey intended to shoot,' thus leaving the
question o fact entirely te the jury. Ili but
fair to say, however, tut the two systema of
jurisprudence differ somewhat ln their appli.
cation. Inu England il ha been customary
tram tim Immemorial te direct jorles upon
the facts; ta express their opinions upon the
facts, and otherwise te deul with the facto li
a manner whIch would never ba tolerated li
an American court. The distinction between
the province of the jadge and jury
la moré clearly marked with us.
The jury with us take the law es.
ilusively from the court, the court takes the
facts foim the jury, and neither the jury mor
the judge i pormitted to trespass upon the
province of the other. I have no doubt that
such a remark as thiv, even If thera was no
évidence ln the case to show that Carey in.
tended to eboot, would not be cDnaldwred a
proper statement from an Amorican judge to
an AmerJoa jury. As I said befnre, he wanld
leave the questton to the jury, and if there wu
no evidence in the case ta show that Carey
Intended to shoot, tht jury kneow that as well
as he did, and bis impresslng that tact upon
them at that otege of the case, when they bad
rturned for instruction, seems lo ae to par.
take almost of the character ef PairséU. It
was equlvalent ta tell'ng the jury at a criti.
cal moment that the opinion Of the court
npon a most vital point was seriouely adverse
ta the prisoner, and could not but have ha a
detrimental effect upon the defence and the
hopes entertained by that defonce."

Reporter-As te the Judg,'s reiua te a-
low O'Donnell te speak ?

Judge Barrett--trlotly speaking, it vas a
question ei law. I presume that if O'Don.
nell neglocted ta speak when hé was asked
If hé hsd anything ta say why sentenca of
death ehould not be pronounced upon hinm,
hie opportunity ad passed ; but lg
sems te me te bave been hard and
cruel, if througb indifference and care-
lerness or excitement. or the trouble hé
was In, hé cmitted ta exerci'e the legai
rIght at the necessry moment, tbat when hé
was recalled te himself, and the poor crea-
tare 'Iesred ta speak, it was cruel,1 say, to
tell htm, cYour legat moment for spoaking
bas passed, and now I wIll mot hear you."
There I not an American judge on earth who
would reuse te a doomed man the prIvi lge
of speakinq a few word, even if the legal op-
portunity bad pased.

A. W. Ogilvie, deolined to enter Into any
explanation that would reveal the position of
affaire. This was maturally the cause of much
dissatisfaction at the meeting. The statoment
of the bank's .affaie, read by Mr.. Greene,
centained, however, a bitter surprise for the
shareholders. The direct liabilities of the
bank %mounted to $2,329,996 on November
17t, of wlch $1,009,392 constaed of publio
depositi, $397,856 ci Goverument deposits,
$235,041 o bills lu circulation, and$495,476
of loans from banks ln Canada, an theres 
an Indirect liability on the part of ihe bank
of 592,555 to thaFederal bank, ano f $228,-
099 to various bank lu nthe shape o endorsa.
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if, therefore, perieotly slear that t.he position
of light .ldator slane which shouid be filled by
a person recognlzed as competent, rellable
nd disinterested. It would be scandaloefs
ta give the pewers o a liquidator
ta a man whose interest It Nrould be ta con-
ceal transclons,mlsrepresent facts, and color
proceedings whIch may bave led to the col-
lapse of the Institution. NoV, among those
who would be souintereeted, and wbo, lu con-
sequence, abould be Incomptent ta sot as
liqu2dators, would be, abova al, the directors
who are responsible for the falure of a bank.
Ta appoint a man wbo bai co-operated ac-
tively or passively in wrecking a financial
institution as liquidator of its affaire, would
be much like allowing a criminul ta hold an
inquest over oc body cl bis ylotim, or a
prisonaer ta act as Judge and jury ln his own
trial1. I la plain, thorefore, that the Banking
Act which permuits the men responsible for
the failure of the bank taute as it«Ilqul-
datora ls lamentably degoient, and opens the
way to grave and scandalous abuses.

No time sbould be lost ut the next session
of Parliament to introduce an amendment te
the Act, to the effeat that no director, official
or otber perdon, directly or indirectly respon'
sible for the coapse of a bank, will have
the right or power ta ct as lIquidatorin the
windlng up of the instItution

EE MARITIME DECADENCE OF TE
UNTED SrAIEs.

During the last fical year the United
States exported daoestic merchandise ta the
vMiue of $804,223,632. The Importe
during the same period amounted ln
total value ta $723,180,914 on which
custome duties aggregating $210,637.293
were collected. This represent Lthe highi
average ad valorein duty of 42.8 on all the
dutiable goode impoted. ln connection
with these official figures, the Amerloacn pec-
ple se a dark contrast between them and the
figures tbt represent their shipping intereste.
Upon an iLterchange of commodities valued
at over $1,500,00o000 during a single year,
there lasimanifest!y a large profit for the ocean
carring trade; r nw this profit, which would
enricL American capitalst, sustain splendid
fleete of American vesselas and give
work te legion of hardy Amern-
can salors, nearly all goes Into the
pockets of forelgners. Prior ta the civil var
fally thre-fonrths of al international com-
merce was carried on lu American ahips, but
last year the American vessels engaged In
the foreign carrying trade footed up only
1,269,681 tens, or 21 per cent. 0f
the total tonnage entered at the
various ports of the Unifed States. This
I a humiliating and disastrous condition of
affils, and the publi amn of the Union do
not deny It.

Another account says, spies entered Sua.
him and reportedi that the ill-men were
hoverIng near the town. Mahmoud Toper
Pasha, anxious l teffae the delat ut Tokkar,
on account of which a court-martial was
pending, sent forward 500 black troopeand
200 Basti Bsoukseagainst the ill tribes, teI
bimself remaining ait Buakim. Three boiur
march from the town the Egytians vere ai-
tacked by several thouuand mon. Tte Egyp-
tiens foght stubbornlyb ut were out ta pleces;
fl!ty, f iwhom hlf were officers, escaped.
Ths date ct a!ftroopa wht have beau regard-
ad as tbe fliben o!fte atm>', ceueed greet cou-
sternation tare, as it tendu ta show that the
tast o opening the routie from uskim ta Ber--
ber with the material et Baker Pasha's dis-
posal-la nearly a hopeloas one.

Later-Twenty' avairy men accompanied
the Egyptian force which was defeated near
Sunkim so that the total lons was 690 mn.
There wre two Europeau officers with the
force and the whole was under command of
an Egyptian mjor. The survivlng officers
say they were surrround id by 5,000 mon. The
Egyptians formedn asquare, the black troupe
beng statloned on three faces and the Baah-
Banouks on the fourth faceo the square. The
latter fell back, throwing the black troopa
into disorder. The blacks fought with greut
bravry. One gun and aIl the armasand am-
munition vere lost. lu consequence of the
disauter the garrison aet StakIm l reduosd ta
a touesand men. Dervistes are appsring
ln Upper Egypt who propose ta prachà
war. The whole country beyond Egyptis
ablase.

Many
rebois were killed. The fight occurred on
the 2nd instant. Forty-five men had re-
turned ta Bnkim by the 4th, inc!uding fil-
teen cavalry mer, two officers, who rau all
the way with news of tue disster, and tan
wounded blacks.
