to the subjection of France, the first

absolutely necessary step towards the
kaiser’'s goal.

Nothing would suit the Germansbet-’
ter than that the allies should weaken
themselves by direct frontal attacks
in forceg on strongly held entrench-
ments. Action of that kind would sim-
ply play into the hand of the German
military experts, who, their first tre-
mendous attack having been foiled,
would welcome an attempt to repeat
their own disastrous strategy, But
the allles are not so .concerned with
the efflux of time a® were the German
strategists. They will increase in
strength while the enemy decreases if
they only continue t6 pursue the pol-
iey that has ailready served them. To
make the most of time as an ally, its
assistance must not be anticipated.

At the start of the war Germany
had the advantage in rapidity of mo-
bilization, in years of preparation and
in' readiness to: " meet wntinxencies
that, 8o Tar as hﬁm&nly possible, had
been rgreseen But all these advan-
tages were largely discounted when
