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TORONTO BOARD OF TRADE.

The annual meeting of the Toronto
Board of Trade was held on the 17th inst.,
when an address was read by the Presi-
dent, Mr. Morison, which is well deserv-
ing of consideration, as it treats ofseveral
subjects of general interest, such as the
Iungolvent Law, the Ontario and Pacific
Junction Railway, the Sault Branch, -the
Canadian Pacitic Railway rales, and the
Industrial Xxhibition.. The introductory
remarks had special refevence to the ve-

_cent depression, and to its causes, and we

ave of opinion that there is no other sub-
ject which ought to engage more of. the
thoughtful consideration of the members
of our Boards of Trade. It is Lo be regret-

ted that the tendency is to take a very
narrow view of the subject, My, Morison
confined his attention solely to Canada,
and it wonld be inferred from his remarks
that the depression had been limited to
Canada, and had been cauvsed by what is
generally termed the over-trading of Can-
adian mevchants. Now this, we venture
to submil, is a very narrow view of a most
important subject. It may be admitted
that the credit system in Canada is too
extended, and that a much more conser-
vative policy might be pursued with ad-
vantage, it such should be found practica-
ble, but we must go much deeper than
M:. Morison went in his, late address to
discover the causes of the depression,
which was by no means confined to Can-
adsa or o this continent, but was felt most
severely in the United Kingdom, and very
generally throughout the world.

The term * over-trading” is generally
applied to the state of a country’s.com-
merce when the imports exceed the ex-
ports. A" couniry which has a large
external debt like Canada ought, under a
normal stale of affairs, to export more
than it imports, to at least the extent of
the interest on its public and private
indebtedness. On the other hand, no-
thing ix more certain than that the imports
of a burrowing country will exceed its
exports, and Canada has been a borrowing
country, and is likely to continue to. be
80 for some time ,to ‘come. = Canada, how-
ever, and its loans were-but as it were a
drop in the bucket in respect to the ag-
gregate loans which led to the:inflation
in the value of goods of all descriptions
which preceded the reaction which caused
the depression which was felt all over the
world. ]

Mr. Morison took much the same view
in his iate remarks as that which Sir
Alexan.ler Galt did in a lecture delivered

in the Music Iall in Toronto on 31st May,-

1876, in which he attributed the prevail-

ing depression to national snd individual’

extravagance, without seeking any furthey
explanation of its cause.  We ventured
in our issue of 9th June, 1876, to criticize
Siv Alexander Galt's lecture, and to point
out that he had taken a very superficial
view of the subject. It isa matter of his-
tory that the cause of the inflation, which
was ths precursor of the depression, was
the erornious amount of foreign loans
which were Hoated in Great Britain jp
order 56 curry out extensive schemes of
public’ works.. - The cimmediate - conse-
quence:was an abnormal demand for.iron,
and-consequently of coal, leading to high-
er prices, not only of those articles, but
of almost every other article of manufac-
ture which is affected by a rise in the

price of those instruments of manufac-
ture. ~There was a period of inflation and
prosperity in' which both the TUnited
States and Canada largely participated,
both having sharedin the loans and in the
expenditure. As we formerly pointed out,
the inflation which attended the expen-
diture on the Grand Trunk Railread, and
which affected the value of real estate,
as well as of all kinds of merchandize,
and of labor, led to the same result as the
large expenditure during the four years
from 1872 to0 1876, In those four years
the Doniinion Government alone expend-
ed thirty- six millions of dollars in excess
of the preceding four years, but about
the same time the Grand Trunk and
Great Western, the Northern Railway, the
Wellington, Grey and Bruce, the Huron
and Port Dover, the Canada Southern, the
Credit Valley, the Midland, the Victoria,
the Kingston and Pembroke, were all mak-
ing large expenditures, while. our Lousn
Societies were borrowing in England to
lend again in Canada. To these expen-
ditures of borrowed capital is'the excess
of imports to be ascribed, and to the same
cause operating in conjunction with simi-
lar causes in other colonies, and in many
foreign countries, is to be ascribed the
inflation in the value of commodities.
"Those who ascribe our depression  to
over-trading seem to foraet that an ab-
normal expenditure is the necessary con-
sequence of extensive public works. In.
the course of ‘time the: inevitable result,
a collapse, took place, and the fallin the
value of property of every description was
most severely felt by the traders with
small capital: who held large stocks of
goods laid in when prices were much
higher, snd many of whom had been
tempted to invest in real estate, which of
course fell in value with all other property. .
The subject is a large one, and Mr, Mor-
ison is to be commended for his warnings
a8 to the f{uture, for most assuredly the
projected railway expenditure, which will
not be confined to the Canada Pacific, is
likely to bring about 'another -period .of
inflation, and as other countries, including
the United States, Mexico, and the Argen-
tine Republic, are engaged in similar enter-
prises, toomuch caution ean scax'cely be
exercised: :
So far as we can judge of the negotia-
tions with the Government regarding the
rates of freight, it seems to ns that the
concession regarding rates on the Canada
Central was all that conld reasonably be
demanded, as the. lines eastward of that
road . belong: to - the Quebec Govern-
ment and to the Grand Tfuhk, and ‘are
not under’ the control of the Dommmn
Government. Co
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THE BUDGET.

'The speech}of the Finance Minister,
and the eriticisu of his predecessor there-
on, have been, as might have been antici:
pated, viewed by the leading organs of the
political parties in a very dlﬂ'erenb light.

We feel the dilliculty of attempting, in the
brief space which we are able to devote
to the subject, to discuss the points of
difference between the rival statesmen,
but we shall endeavor to notice some at
least of the points at issue. The most
important of those points, in our judg-
ment, is to raise a revenue sufficient to
meeb the necessary expenditure of the
country, and we are bound to admit that
we have now conclusive proof that the
existing tariff, whatever may be its merits
or its demerits, has accomplished that ob-

ject. There has been a great deal of mis-
conception as to the meaning of what has
been termed the borrowing from one
year's revenue to apply the amount to
enhance the revenue of the following year.
There can be no doubt that the object of
the Minister in drawing attention to the

fact that a large amount of duties was paid -
in anticipation of the new tariff was simply .

to intimate that the new tariff was not to
be judged by the receipts of the fiscal
year 1879-1880, inasmuch as-a consider-
able -amount of the duties which would
have been levied under ordinary circum-

stances, during the regular fiscal year, had"

been paid prior to the new tariff” taking
effect, and in anticipation of the avowed
policy of the Government to increase the
duties. ‘ :
On a reference to the bank 1‘etu1ns for
January and March; 1879, it will appear
that the Government depositsion call in-
creased during that period by over three
millions of dollars. The Government was
severely criticised at the time .because
instructions were' given to the ievenue
departments to deposit cheques on the
Chartered Banks in the banks on which
they were  drawn. Had any other course
been followed, the practical effect would
have been that the customers of .the Gov-
ernment.deposit bank would have had a
great advantage over those of other banks.
The usage had been to deposit all cheques
in the Bank of Montreal, but, in order to
place all the merchants on the same foot-
ing, cheques were deposited in the banks
on which they were drawn to the eredit

of the Receiver General,and this policy,.

though:severely criticised, was the fairest
that could have been adopted.. Whether
Sir Leonard Tilley’s' figures .are strictly
correct is' more probably than he himself
would venture to_-insist on, but there

cannot’ be the least doubt ihat a very
hrée amount of~duty was pald in the

early monthe of 1879 inanticipation of
the néw tariff. The receipts. during the
current year have conclusively estanl'shed
that ﬁhe new. tariff will produce al: the
revenue required, and the prososed
changes are intended merely, so far as
we are able to judge, to settle some minor
difficulties in the assessment of Quties
under the present tariff.

‘We shall not discuss.at present the
question whether protective 'duties are
justifiable under ~the circumstances - in

which the Government was placed. It .

has always appeared to us that both
parties have been, as it were, sailing under
false colours.  Sir Richard Cartwright ar-
gues in opposition to the tariff from a free-.
trade standpoint, and we presume that
there can be no doubt that he isa free-.
trader in principle.
however, he never adopted a iree-trade

tariff, and his party has always muintained,
that incidental protection, as it is termed;-

is the true policy for Canada. N w, there
can be no tampering with ‘{ree-trade
principles. - The tariff of Sir Richard Cart-
wright would have been considered inde-

fensible by English f1~ee-tx‘ddex's,'ilncl mary’
“of his own followers were' of opinion that

he committed a serious mistake when,
being. compelled to' raise . additional
revenue, he adopted 174 per cent. as the
rate for unenumerated. articles -instead: of

- 90 per cent., both rates being incidentally

protective. . The.present tariff' is doubt-
less very complicated, and- its “advocates
are anxious to defend it as a protective

tariff, but there could be a good deal said

in its favor as being merely a necessary
modification of the protective tariff which
has been long in force.''The 'very article
on which it was chiefly assailed -by Sir
Richard Cartwright, viz.,, sugar, is one on
which there are wide differences of opinion
among free-traders, and it is to be burne
in' mind that Sir Richard Cartwright him-
self modified the sugar duties in the
interest of Canadian refiners. - There are
many free-traders in England, who recog-
nize the justice of countervailing by a
duty all bounties granted by foreign
Governmentson the export of sigar, and
those bounties have been complamed ‘of
as bitterly by English refiners, as- the
United States bounties were complained
of by our refiners, and w1th equal justice.
Tt cannot be denied that the revenue has
saffered materially by the change in the

" sugar duties, and thab it will suffer still

more by the. policy of exemptmg bzet
sugnr from an excise tax, while an enor:

~mous " duty is levied' on imported cane

sugar. - There car be no doubt that alarger
revenue would be obtamed from sugar if
we were bo contmue to unport the foreign

As Finance Minister,.

article with which, while . protected by
bounties, our refiners would be unable to
compete, but we doubt’ much whether
the puce of that article would be any less.
We ' imagine, however, that even the
strongest’ protectionists are aware that .
the consumers of the country do pay in-
directly a considerable tax for the benefib
of the manufacturers,

Sir Leonard Tilley's statement as_ to
the relative debts dnd rate of tax-. '
ation’ in“Canada and in’ the Austla-
lian  colonies was " criticized by Sir
Richard Cartwright, and . to some ex-
tent justly. The amount of débt is of
secondary importance if it has been con-
tracted for productive works., There was
a time when sanguine projectors held out
expectations that tle tolls on the Welland
canal would go far to defray the expenses
of the Government, but our Canadian
experience is that the railways and canals’
do not even pay the cost of maintaining
them. Although, however, the amount
of the debt per head of the population is.
not areliable test,-and although Sir Rich. -
ard Cartwright may be correct in his state.
ment that many of the works in the Aus-
tralian colonies are highly productive, the
taxntion per head is a much move reliable
guide, and the rate in Canada is consider-

‘ably less than in the colonies referred to. :

We -are, moreover, strongly inclined .to .
thinlk that the taxation per head in the :
Australian colonies is ‘greater than it ap-
pears to “be in Sir- L. Tilley’s table,
Of course we are preparcd for the sssertion .’

" that we pay a large indirect tax; but, with'
_the exception of the United Kingdom, we

are not aware of any conntry that has not
to bear a similarburthen.” On the whole,
we are inclined to think that the verdict -
of the country will be- that the statement
of the Finance Minister was satisfactory.

The President of the Union eongratu-
lates the shareholders upon the economy
of the management ; but, after deducting
the re-insurances and return premiums
from the gross premium reeeipts, we find
over 18 per cent paid for agents’ commis-
sions, notwithstanding the fact that the
popularity and inflzences of the Manager
and the Board should induce a largs pro-
portion of the premium income at the
head office, without any charge for com-
mission whatever ; the same process re-
veals nearly 40 per cent of expenses to
net premium income,

The revenue accouut shows $62,095.15
as gross premium . income, and $113.56 as
received. from other sources, Counting
this latter sum as being all for interest, it
is only § per cent. on the capital ; there
appears, however, ainong the assets
$543.41 as interest ncerued ; adding these,
we find only 14 per cenf. of interest on
assets which should yield interest income.

One very peculiar feature of this report

our books not already re-insured.”
To this we can only reply that the only
proper standard is the pro rata premium

on risks in force. As regards the interest
aceount in the Statement, which we give
elsewhere, the Manager explains that

# owed by them to us, and notincluded in
# Agents’ Balances.”” The item of $6349..
50, Agents’ Balances, ¢ is Premiums in

#collected. As we closed our books 31st
# December, all business done in that
% month was necessarily out and due us.”

As to the per cent of Expenses to
Premium Income, the Manager says:

BANK STATEMENTS.

We submit our usual abstract of the
Bank Statements which will be found in
full elsewhere, There is really nothing
in these returns deserving of special com-
ment.

activity, Orders forwarded by travellers are so
numerous and of such size as to keep nearly all
our importing houses busy day and night. A
few “early birds” among Western customers,
and two or three from the Ottawa section have
visited the market this week, and purchased
good general assortn-ents of Spring goods. The
demand for fancy goods is much larger than
usual, and several desirable lines, including
prints, grey cottons, white shirtings, plain and
fancy ducks, ete., kave been preuy well sold
out, and repeat orders in sowe instances can-
not be placed, notabiy for woollens and prints;
for the latter there was a recent advance of 5
per cent.. in England, and English and Ameri-
ean advices tend towards still higher prices,
especially for cottons. There is. also a  good
demand tor ‘medinm -priced worsted coatings,
City retailers are quite busy, and.are purchas-
ing stocks betore the rush of outsile customers
expected to take advantage of the cheap trip
over the Grand Trovk extending from 23rd inst
to- 15th April, begins to be:felt.

In Liverpool there
is only'a moderate consumpliveenquiry; buyers
will not speculate at present prices, which, for
finest Seytember makes, are 69s.1070s; medium
qunlities searce and in good demand at 50s. to
G5s., ae to quality.
