The 
proceeds of the sale of the land under 
the lunacy proceedings retains Its char­
acter of realty, and all the other inci­
dents attached to It by the will, so that 
if possible it should be made available 
for cnaritable purposes akin to those 
directed by the testatrix. It is, of 
course, impossible to carry out, In any 
measure, the schemes of the will by 
sstting apart the houses as a home for 
friendless women. I think the master
