a’firm i{s that at their little station
of Clarkson  alone, they have an as-
gociation of over eighty fruit growers;
‘that some days, in the busy season.
| they ship over two thousand pack-
| eges of fruit to the Toronto market;
| that In consequence of inadequate
train and car services their shipments
lare not picked up by the passing
| trains, but .are sometimes left at the
station for hours; and that the pack-
ages, instead of being unloaded when
the car reaches Toronto, are often
left in the cars over night, becom-
| ing badly damaged by the heat. They
‘also contend that when they try to
get satisfacticn out of the express
icompany they are referred to the
{ rallway, and when they go to the
| rallway they are referred to the ex-
! press company, notwithstanding that
| to all intents and purposes the two

of them are one and the same con-
| cern.

Train ‘Hurries Away.
The fruit growers represent that
some days the express trains stop
at Clarkson to pick up milk, and
whencver the milk is loaded the con-
ductor signals to pull out, often be-
fore the fruit shippers have got al}
their packages on board. Conse-
auently the fruit is left on. the. plat-
form. There i8 no covering on the
platform for the fruit, nor is there suf-
ficient labor to 1lift the packages on
gthe train. On other occasions the
fruit express cars are more than full
1from stations west of Clarkson, and
{ the Clarkson packages have to be put
in the baggage car. In consequence of.
this, instead of the packages going
straight tc the fruit market with
the fruit cars, they go into the Union
Station, @#re unloaded there and sent
over to the fruit market by wagons—
{ the commission merchants  indeed |
| oftentimes having to send over for |
{ the packages themselves. This is A
| discrimigation against Clarkson, and

And-Tlow It Can Be Accomplished

The above cutk& a falr idea of

twc propositions: for connecting the
eastern end of East Bloor-street at
Sherbourne-street with the western end
of Danforth-avenue on the other side
of the Don. One of these schemes is
much cheaper than the other.

The original scheme, the best scheme
and the most expensive scheme is for
a direct projection of Bloor-street to
Deanforth-avenue along what was the
original concession line and which Is
to-day the boundaries between the lots
of the original survey. A good many
vears ago, however, the title of the
original road allowance was allowed to
pass to the people who' owned the land
on either side of it, so that .as a mat-
ter of fact the concession line only ex-
ists as a boundary between lots, and
not always that, for perhaps a:quarter
of a mile.

This direct extension of Bloor-street
to Danforth-avenue involves - a steel
viaduct from Sherbourne-street in'a di-
rect line with Bloor-street for 1200 feet,
and over the Rosedale ravine, where it
would strike the high ground awvest’of
Dr. Hoskin’s house and continue to
run along the level for 1300 feet, where
a second viaduct would start, extend-

ing over the main valley cf the Don,
a distance of 1450 feet, where it would
strike the level again and would. be
continued along the existing Danforth-
avenue for 1000 feet to the centre line
of Broadview-avenue. Practically, this
scheme of the engineer’'s involves first
of all a wviaduct of 1200 feet over the
Rosedale ravine, then a level road of
1400 feet, which would cost very little,
as it is practically on the level with
Bloor-street, then a viaduct of 1200 feet
and then another piece of level road
of 1000 feet. This proposition is in
every way the most desirable, but it
irvolves some considerable land ‘dam-
ages and quite a number of land-own-
ers would have to be dealt with.

But there is a much cheaper proposi-
tion, and that is also shown in the map
above. It involves a very short via-
duct from the end of Bloor-street at
Sherbourne-street across the Rosedale
ravine, but running northeasterly in-
stead of easterly, to the western end
of Dale-avenue; a distance of atout
450 feet only, -and then running along

This
alternative scheme in the rough, then,
means a viaduct of 450 feet, then the
employment of Dale-avenue and Mac-
Kenzie-avenue, then 1450 feet of a via-
duct, and then Danforth-avenue on-
ward. The only land damages in this
case of any account would be in con-
nection with the second viaduct. The
land in question is now being expro-
priated by the Canadian Northern and
would rather fit in with their proposi-
tion than injure it.

The cheaper scheme involyes &
slight diversion, but it would
for all practical purposes con-
inect Bloor-street and Danforth-ave-
nue, and make the longest and most
vseful thorofare in Toronto.

PG-NI CAOND
IN PINIG AT
GROSSI

Nearly a Tragedy at the
Foot of Bay Street
---Danger Spot
is GCreatly
Feared.

Something approaching a panic oce
curred at the Bay-street crossing of
the Esplanad.e last night, emphasiz-
ing again the danger to pedestrians
at this point, and the inefficiency of
the means of protection at present
afforded.

Throngs, made up chiefly of women
and children, returning from a picnie
at Centre Island, had started to crosé
the tracks when an engine and ten-
der .came bowling along at a brisk
rate. Then followed the usual scurry
on the part of a few impatient spirits
who cleared the crossing without mis-
hap and ducked under the descending
gates, But the body of the picnickers
preferred to walit, and, meanwhile the
gates were closed.

Then followed the customary inde-
cision. In the dim and uncertain light
anxious mothers, cast uneasy glances
about, and saw in the shifting sha+
dows the menace of stealthily crawl-
ing freight trains. The Ilittle ones
were held in a tight grasp of the
hand, and the older children anxious-
ly enjoined not to wander away &,
single foot. The clanging of bells,
tooting of whistles, and puffing of
Usteam, added to the alarm.

Some of the lmprlponed contingent
just within the gates, started -hack
again. Others moved cautiously for=
ward. And, in the midst of the con-
fusion, the reariend of a C.P.R. pas=<
senger train began, silently and unob=~
trusively, to show signs of animation.
It was within a few yards of a group
of women and children before they
became aware that it was being back+
ed up. No one had given any warn-
ing. There were startled screams and
panic-stricken scurries. Ladies, with-
out stopping to gather up theii-skirts,
fled in wild disorder; others hesitated
whether to go forward or back, ‘but
finally reached a decision in time to
get clear of the danger. Mothers be-
came separated from their children,
and there was general fright and
¢onfusion for a few seconds. Then
the crossing was clear, and everybody
looked relieved.

Since the Victoria Day' disaster it
is no exaggeration to say that some~
thing like a reign of- terror has ex-
isted at the Bay-street crossing.

-~ — % 1s increasing in this country on an av-

eirage of about 5000 every year, writes
Raytmond in The Chicago Tribune.
This |is not as large a ratio of increase
as nhight have been expected. The
manaigers of large dry goods stores
have told mie that there is a distinct
ten@fency among women  nowadays to
go flo these establishments in prefer-
ence! to the humbler private dress-

makg.er.

,’[ﬁ-‘e workers for the big stores are

erally classed as sewing women

amid not as dressmakers. Their num-
pers increase almost exactly in pro-
fportion -to' the increase of population,
‘but the woman of fashion seems to be
going more and more to the large es-
.tablishment.

The reason for this is not so hard to
iscover. The big stores are organ-
zed on a basis which enables them to
ive the maximum amount of work at
the minimum of price. They buy ma-
‘drials and findings in large quantities
afld are enabled to dispose of them to
their customers on a basis of profit
whi¢h would be impossible to the pri-
vate\dressmaker. They have facilities
for crgwding the work and are much
niore liable in the matter of time
than the average individual woman.

The dfessmaker is' not being driven
out of siness by any manner of
means, but ‘she is not growing as rap-
idly .as ope would expect from the in-
crease- inf{the population and wealth of
the counfry.

It is worth while noticing, however,

that there has been an extraordinary @

increase in‘“the number of colored wo-
men who have taken up dressmaking
as .a means of employment. Whether
this .comes from an increase in- the
wealth of their own race or whether
the negroes ¢re developing a genius for
tailoring remains to be seen, but it is
nevertheless a fact that while in 1890
only 7543 negro. women were put down
as dressmakers there were in 1900 12,-
478 dressmakers of negro blood.

I have previously called attention to
the fact tHat there are to-dav in the
single City of Chicago upwards of 1i,-
000 "dressmakers. The figures reported
at the time of the last census, just
seven years ago, were 12,700, Taking
this as a basis, it is interesting to
learn that the dressmaker as a rule
lives at home, or with her employer,
and ‘is seldom a_toarder or a transient.

Qut of a total number employed in
Chicago it was found, for instance,
that of 9017 single women employed as
dressmakers all but 2015 were living

at home, either as the heads of their '

families or with their immediate rela-
tives.

Of the remainder a larger percentage
were living in the homes of their em-
ployers, and it seems to be a fact that
the woman dressmaker. is apt to be
much more sheltered from the tempta-
tions of city life than the shop girl, the
school teacher, the stenographer or the
office employe.

Statistics which were gathered from
a number of selected cities showed that
about 83 per cent. of the dressmakers
were either themselves heads of fam-
ilies or were living with parents and
other relatives, while only about 17
per cent. were boarding. It is to the
credit of this class of women worlgers
that about one in every six was ap-
parently ‘the sole support of the fam-
ily.

There are said to be few occupations
onen to women in which the chance of
individual industry and ability is more
apparent than in the line of d#essmak-
ing. A woman who establishes herself
in this work may do it all in her own
humble apartment.

Uncreasing industry. is necessarv as
a matter of course, but it is said by
those who ought to know that. in the
work of dressmaking a woman on ab-

SMELTING SUGGESTIONS.

Whatever may be the quality of the
ores found at Cobalt, their full values
have admittedly not been received by
the miners from the sSmelters. With-
out going over the old ground, it is
sufficient to say that the smelting pro-
cesses on this side of the Atlantic do
not appear to be adequate for the
treatment of such refractory material
as is yielded by the Temiskaming
rocks. The result is an immense loss

to the mine owner, whatever the smel-
ter has to say.

The secret of treating cobalt ore has
been well kept in Saxony, where such
ores have been handled for centuries.
Before Columbus sailed for Cuba the
metalurgic Teuton was an adept in
all the arts of Tubal Cain.

The government over there preserves

‘ the secret of the process, and the wise
men of the west have not been able
to get a line on it. There is vague talk
of 'a mysterious mineral required “#s a
flux, but this appears to be merely
gaseous. Meanwhile the German keeps
on smelting ore and saying nothing.

Nothing will be said, it is understood,
to any private party. If the gdvern‘
ment, however, could be persuaded to
interest itself so far. it is quite pro-

bable that the German authorities
might be got to meet the loads of
Canadian soil, and an arrangement

mutually satisfactory be arrived at.
Scientifically, and in all other ways

the Germans have often proved them-

selves good fellows, and if rightly ap-

proached by the proper parties, no
doubt something would eventuate.

No one is more concerned in this
matter than the Ontario government.
\Even on the low ground of royalties
‘the matter is of importance. Un the
higher ground of public interest it is
urgent.

If the Ontario Government cannot

act directly, should they not endeavor
to open negotiations thru the Domin-
ion if © necessary,
thru Downing-street, to reach the cus-
todians of the smelting mysteries of
Saxony and obtdin some concessions
which will enable the Cobalt ores to be
treated

fseems an ungracious thing to say, but

the fact i{s only too painfully impressed
upon the ordinary lay observer that the
laxity of manners and :disrespect for
discipline on the part of &mdreh and
parents, is to a very large extent re-
flected in the demeanor of toe many
of our teachers. There is too much of
the democratic stooping - to the lower
level, too. much slang and swagger in
the schoolroom and on -the playground.
Children are encouraged to be ‘“‘cheeky”’

|by the excess of familiarity practised

by their teachers. Again, where jocu-
larity is not the prevailing habit of
the teacher, snobbishness and peevish-
ness too often hold sway.

The ideal. teacher should be dignified
without being stiff; genial without be-
ing  frivolous; firm without being ty-
rannical; and, above all, his actions
should reveal the spirit of justice and
fairmindedness, coupled with a genuine
desire to do good rather than merely
keep school. 4

Given a set of teachers who are alert
enough to the need of educating them-
selves dally to higher levels, and the
discovery of wise méthods for educat-
ing the young who are entrusted to

their.. care would follow 1n natural
course.

BRITISH POLITICS.

Not the least significant feature—
or rather lack of feature—in the Brit-
ish political situation i{s the indiffer-
ence shown by the public to vigorous
drumbeating of the government. Such
ebullitions of popular feeling as come
in evidence are ' directed against
the ministerialist pelicy, not in favor
of it. Thus the nonconformists re-
sent bitterly the postponement of the
measures of rellef promised the pas-
sive resisters who are still being con-
fronted with the alternative of fine
or imprisonment on refusal to pay
the educational rate. The Welshmen
have been conducting a vigorous
campaign of protest against the de-
lay In introducing the bill for the
disestablishment of the Church of
England in Wales, and have only just
been placated by an undertaking that
it will take a prominent place in the
business of the next parliamentary
session. The labor members—at least
the independent section- of -them-—-
show themselves less inclined than
ever to work in harmony with the
official Liberal party, and are also
at variance with the Irish National-
ists, who on their side threaten all
kinds of dire vengeance on the gov-
crnment for its alleged béatrayal of
the home rule cause. Thruout all this
pother the great British public re-
raains to all appearance ttterly un-
moved.

Previcus conflicts with the house of
lords, such as those associated with
the franchise reforms, and the dis-
establishment of the Church of Eng-
land in Ireland, have always been ac-
companied by vigorous popular de-
monstrations. These causes were-com-
pletely identified with the Liberal
party thruout the country, and were
carried into effect by the sheer weight
of public opinion expressed in a man-
ner which could not be mistake. Sir
Henry Campbell Bannerman’s gov-
ernment suffers, however, from the
negative character of the program
with which it went before the coun-
try at the last general election. The
people unquestionably vigorously con-
demned the administration of Mr. Bal-
four—so much admitted and in-
deed cannot be questioned. That 1is
now ancient history. The point of
present importance is whether the con-
structive policy of the cabinet as It
has been developed since power was
added to office, meets with popular
favor. When the Liberals were in
c¢pposition, the extreme radical sec-
tion ‘showed the most vigorous life
and -still dominates the party, tho
held in curb by the presence of Lib-
eral imperialists such as Mr. Asquith,
Mr. Haldane and Sir Edward Grey.
No evidence as yet exists that the
British people generally are prepared
to abandon their long preference for
gradual rather than revolutionary re-

is

forms.

In order to test the validity of these
remedies, the department will ask for
the appolntrqent of receivers in the
cases of the alleged powder and to-
bacco trusts, which are regarded as of-
fering favorable grounds for applica-
tions of this character.” Some time
must necessarily elapse before a final
decision is reached, as the points raised
will certainly go to the_Supreme Court
of the United States as the ultimate
tribunal. But°this long and stubborn-
ly-contested  struggle for the vindica-
tion of public rights has an immediate
lesson for Canada, which already suf-
fers from similar conditions. If -the
Dcminion is to provide the greatest
good for the greatest number every-
thing that mere legislation and admin-
istration can do should be done for the
brotection of the mass of the people.

CORRECTION.

Editor World: It was reported ' in
The World of July 8 that I said it
made no difference what a man believ-
ed so long as he was on the Rock
of Ages. What I said was in sub-
stance: “Salvation did not constitute
a relation to any church, but a liv-
ing faith in Christ. No church pos-
sesses saving efficacy in the least de-
gree. A man may be a member of
any evangelical church or otherwise
and be damned.” I made no hint as
to doctrines upon which" the various
denominations differ. Since, however,
I am represented as making ‘doctrine
as a matter of indifference, I must em-
phatically declare that doetrines, tho
not mnecessary to salvation, are impor-
tant because divinely given for our
spiritual edification and growth, onee)
we recelve the Lord Jesus thru a per-
sonal faith in his atoning blood. I
have no faith in a sentimentalism
that ignores the supremacy of the di-
vine word over a truly regenerated
life; nor do I believe in the sanctity
of traditional convictions, but  only
upon such convictions based upon bib-
lical authority. To dishonor a bibli-
cal conviction is to dishonor God ant
suffer spiritual declension.

Many of. God’'s people, truly saved
and +born again, are to be found in
every fold. I am glad the wicked
barbarism of the mediaeval, the. his-
torical and the traditional church is
quickly departing and denominations
are meeting on public platforms in a
spirit of brotherly love and friend-
ship. The local church is the only
denomination recognized in the New
Testament, - and the various local
evangelical .churches are segments of
the one church of Christ; but in no
case does membership with the local
church  constitute membership of’
Christ’s Church. We must become
members. of Christ’s church by a per-
sonal faith in the atoning blood of
Christ before uniting with .a local
church. Ten . thousand times better
to remain outside the church than
to join it,. and ‘not be linked by a
living faith to Christ. ¢

Miners’ President Takes
Stand and Proves
Good Witness
for Defence.

BOISE, July 10.—The reading of de-
positions in the -Haywood case, which

[has engaged the attention of the court

for several days, was concluded soon
after the trial was resumed to-day. The
defence then made an attempt to in-
troduce testimony concerning the politi-
cal situation in Colorado in 1804 and
1506, but an objection on the part of the
state was sustained.

Charles H. Moyer, president of the
Western Federation of Miners, then
was called to the stand. He displayed
some nervousness at first, but soon was
going very steadily in a recital of his
connection with the federation. He
said he never had any personal hos-
tility for Frank Steunenberg.

In describing his dutles, Moyer de-
clared that they required that he be
absent from Denver—plotting ground of
the censpiracy alleged by the state—
more than half the time.

He said he had been a miner since
1883. He joined the Western Federa-
tion of Miners in 1897, was first elected
president in 1902 and had been re-elect-
ed annually since-that time, He first
met Haywood at the 1900 convention
in Denver. Haywood was chosen sec-
retary-treasurer the following year.
Moyer said that as president no bgnd
was required of-him, but that Haywgod
as secretary-treasurer was under; “a
bond of $30,000.

i Rural Schools.
| An interesting pdper, full of  ideas
concerning the rural school problem in
this province, was read in the elemen-
tary education section in the afternoon
by Inspcetor D. D. Mosier of Sarnia,
and was followed by a lively discus-
sion of these ideas by Dr. Maclntyre
of Winnipeg. Dr. Goggin presided.
| Mr. Mosier pointed out the great
necessity of having the ratepayers

brought intouch with the fact that
the public school yielded the best re-
sults of any municipal undertaking.

He thought that school trustes should
be paid for their services and that
township school boards were an im-
provement over section boards.

Uniform school taxation was a prob-
lem which could only be solved in the
township grant, was the opinion of
the speaker. Ontario at the present
time was being drained of its best ma-
terial, as the second-class teachers
were all going west, leaving the rural
schools to bhe filled by third-class cer-
tificates, and some of them not even
that. He pointed out that the act of
1906 would have stopped this loss had
~#t-remained in force. The proposal to
issue no certificates below a second-
class with normal training was a good
one and would have in time a very
beneficial effect on the profession and
the standard of teachers. He advocat-
ed the superannuation fund for teach-
ers who have taught for a number of
years.

The ideal Teacher.

The Ideal High SChool Teacher was
the subject of an address by President
R. A. Graham of the Normal College,
Hamilton, in the higher education sec-
tion. Besides an academic and profcs-
sional training the necessary qualifica-
tions for the young teacher of to-day
were personal qualities such as good
health, moral magnetigm, energy, tact,
vigilance, heart power, sympathy, exe-
cutive skill, _will power and common
sense. The great trouble to-day was
that too many teachers received the
necessary training, but were not fit to
teach on account of a lack of these per-
sonal qualities and without which there
was a complete absence of the most
important part of school life—character
building. .

The speaker dwelt on the lamentable
fact that many high school teachers
went to work with a wrong ideal,
which was the outcome of a specialist
certificate, at the same time helping to
wreck the holder’s reputation as an all
round scHolar. In Ontario there was
too much hurry to -get to work, with
the result that the use of deceit and
underhand dealings in securing respon-
sible positions had been found that
condemned the self-seeker as being an
~unsafe man.

Kindergarten Section.

A feature of the proceedings was the
organization of the kindergarten sec-
tion. Miss M. E. MacIntyre of the To-
ronto Normal School was named as
president. Miss A. H, Baker acted as
secretary. Miss Maclntyre's paper on
an up-to-date kindergarten reviewed
the work of the past few yvears and
contained an appeal for kindergarteners
to come together whenever occasion
offered for mutual benefit and aid.

First—The commander of u fleet must
spare historical munume’hts, churches and
buildings used for artistic, scientific or
benevoient purposes and hospitals, on
| condition that they are not used for
military purposes and are designated by
speclal signs, which must be displayed by
tne inhabitants.
| Second—Before beginning the bombard-
. mment of a town the commander of a fleet
Imunst. do all in his power to inform the
| authorities of the town of his intentions.

T'hird—Pillage is forbidden, even dn a
| town or locality taken by assault.
| Fourth—The bombardment of undefend-
‘eri ports, towns, villages or buildings is
I forbidden, but any military work existing
i in otherwise undefended places can be
} bombarded if the local authorities refuse
| to destroy it.
| Fifth—Undefended places can be bom-
bairded if they refuse to furnish a fieet
with necessary provisions.

Sixth—The bombardment of a town o
village for refusal to pay a ransom is
prohibited.

The propositions are considered to be
important as they combine the ideas of
all the countries interested in the ques-
tion.
