The following are ex-
tracts:
Conscience Against It.

“I desire to state plalnly and emphati-
cally in the outset that, total abstainer
though I am, I cannot conscientiously en-
dorse the prohibitory policy to be submitted
this week to the judgment 'of public opin-
fon. That I shall be held up to scorn aadl
obloquy for playing traitor to a cause de-
serving, we are told, the sympathy of every
good man and loyal citizen, I know, but
this cannot move me from the convietjon
that State legislation in ‘the form of prohi-
bition is not the best or wisest solution of
the evil with which it is proposed to deal.”
“Of the financial aspects of the question,
I hold them to be the last and least con-
vineing. Remove the other difficulties,
show it to be In other respects desirable—
a measure founded on truth and justlce,
involving no interference with acknowl-
edged right of sober, temperate citizens and
capable of successful application, and, he
the financial sacrifice what it may, this Do-
minion ought to stand ready and would, 1
believe, to bear any loss that might accrue
to the public treasury. But these are just
the conditions that, it seems to me, can-
not be satisfied.”

“Prohibition is impracticable. If yon
desire to debauch and demoralize the moral
sense of a community, no better method can
be discovered than that of Imposing re-
strictions and limitations which canno! in
the majority of cases be enforced.

TWILL BE A PALATIAL ON

Company_Formed, Stock Subscribed
for the New Fireproof Hotel.

A Description of the Hotel as It
Will Appear When Finished -
Modern in Every Sense of the
Term—It Will Cost Between Two
and Three Millions.

Mr. Aemiliug Jarvis bas recently return-
ed trom a trip to ®ew York, where he has
been successful in Interesting - capitalists
in the new hotel to be erected in To-
ronto. ‘

The new fireproof hotel is to be bulit on
King-sireet, between the eastern wall of
Potter's optician atore, and the western
wall of”Catto’s dry goods store, having a
frontage of 207 feet 101 inches on King-
gtréet, %and a ‘depth of 107 feet 714 inches
to Colborne-strest. The style of architec-
ture is.what is termed ‘‘free mnuclqm
The ground floor or first storey of the ng-
street facade is of cut stone, . Forty-eight
feet from the western wall is an archway,
teading into an ancade which runs directly
south, entering Colborne-sireet, Immediate-
ly opposite the centre of Scott-street.

The elevation shows sev otm'eys. with a
roof garden on top , flanked on
either side by handsome t s the height
from the street to the gnrden being.
102 feet, and to the top of “the towers
130 feet. In order to solve the problem
for lght and alr (the building not being
situated on a corner), the structure 19
built in the shape of a letter ‘“H”, so that
every bedroom in the building s an outer
one, This also gets over the difficulty
of the light being obstructed by the build-
ing up of adjoining properties, The Col-
borne-street elevation is very much = the
same as the King-street elevation, with the
excepltion that there are no towers. In
the centre of this facade an alcove Is
shown off the street, fitted with elevators,
for lowering supplies into the basement,
without interfering with traffic on the
sldowalk. ‘An entrance may be effected
efther from King-street or through the
arcade. The Kingstreet entrance occuples
the corresponding eastern arch.to the ar-
cade.. This leads into a handsome vesti-
bule fitted with a revolving door. To the
left is the peception room for Vladies. To
the right §s the restaurant, tacing on
King-street, this room being 78 feet by 48
feet. Further on, and ‘n the centre is a
rotunda, handsomely finished in marble and
tiles, on the eastern portion of which 18
the administration office; to the west the
main entrance from the arcade, Imraedi-
ately to the right and left of which leads
the grand staircase to the first floor. To
the north of the rotunda are four passen-
ger elevators. The rotunda ds lighted by
four domes at either corner, onme of which
is fitted for a reading room, another for
a writing room. To the east of the- de-
pariment of administration is the dining
room, opening from the eastern dome of
the rotunda.

This room s 140x42 feet, The southern
50 feet is divided off by a handsome col-
onade. To the right and west of this In-
ner dining room is situated ‘the cafe, reach-
ed from the rotunda or dining room.  The
bar ie emtered either from the arcade or
rotunda, and from it an entrance can be
effected to the cafe.

‘Baggage 18 brought in from the southern
end of the arcade, where it may be sent
by elevator to any floor, or to the storage
room in the basement. That pontion west
of the arcade Is divided into 10 shops,
two of which front on King-street. Thus
the whole of the land area is occupled by
the ground floor.

The first floor is reached elther by the
grand etaircase or elevators, which open
owt to a palm garden 60x58 feet, with
an alcove for orchestra opposite the stair-
case of 48x30 feet. To the right and south
are the state apartments and baliroom.
The state apartments are suitable for any
notables or dignitaries, and are a suite of
seven rooms, so arranged that they can be
excluded firom the hotel, Also in the event
of a ball or banquet, or other entertain-
ment, 'this portion can also be excluded
and guests arriving by the arcade come up
the grand staircase, which can be screened
off from the rotunda, and by this means
ensure the required privacy. The ballrcom
is 120x50 feet, 22 feet high and overlooked
by wa - balcony; this additional helght 18

gained by dropping the floor five feet
and by lowering the ceilings of the  bar-
room and two of the arcade shops, but
still retaining a 15-foot height for them.
To the left and north on the King-street
front i3 a grand salom, flanked on elther
side by a reception room, and the larger
and more handsome guests’ bedrooms.
The second, third, fourth, fifth and sixth
floors are divided into 68 bedrooms, each
with 40 bathrooms, which together with
those on the first floor, make a total of
325 bedrooms and 213 bathrooms.

Surely there can be no serious
doubt upon that point, when British states-
men as eminent as Gladstone, Jobn Bright,
Chamberlain and. others have expressed
themselves so clearly on this question and
have protested energetically, in discussing
the “local option’ bill, against the crying
injustice that there would be in refusing
this compensation. How many milliorhy
has not England pald to compensate slave
Fowners when she suppressed sisvery in her
colonies? What will be the amount of this
compensation? The report of the Royal
Commission on the liquor traffic, page 27,
mentions 4 sum of $74,000,000 as the prob-
able amount of the ¢laims, but, though
that amount must be exaggerated, let us
admit only half, or even a quarter, and it is
apparent that the country would have an
enormous sum to pay if it desired to do
simple justice to the interested partles, as
it could not hesitate to do.

Will Prohibition Finish Drunken-

ness ?

But, In any event, could we seriously
hope that prohibition would put an end to
drunkenness? Would the effect of simply
passing a prohibitory law be to reform
drunkards?  To hope for such a result
would be to betray much ignorance of
human nature. Those who unfortunately
are addicted to drunkenness will find a way
to satisfy their craving. Even to-day, when
prohibition is not in force in Canada, are
you aware of the quantity of liguor in-
troduced by smuggling and manufactured
by illicit distilling? And -fn what propor-
tions would not these breaches of the law
increase when the law. would completely
prohibit the use of intoxicating liquors?
We can form an idea by observing the
result of a -slight increase in the liquor
duties. What an army of officers will it
not require to guard our three thousand
miles of frontier, not to speak of the Im-
mense extent of the Gulf of St. Lawrence,
to check smuggling from the States and
illieit distilling in Canada?

It is true that the ¢ p
tion of beer has increas>d during this period
from two gallons to three gallons and a
half per head, but we ought not to regret
sceing the whiskey replaced by beer. I
alluded a moment ago to the true friends of
temperance, but we, who make moderate
use of beer and liquors, and who set an ex-
ample of moderation and show by our con-
duct that man ought to and can comtrol
himself in that as in all other things, are
not we also friends of temperance? Do we
deserve to be ranked with those who en-
courage drunkenness?

Ma-
hemet  succeeded In establishing prohibi-
tlom, It Is true, by offéring his discipled
certain compensations. Are we prepared to
adopt his religion? But I do not wish to
Jest on such a serious subject.

In conclusion, as at the outset, T appeal
to all who have a right to vote on this
question of prohibition to vote according to
their judgment and their conscience, but
to vote. It Is a solemn duty that they have
to fulfil and the day may come when those
who have not fulfilled ‘that duty will bit-
terly regret their indifference.

Singapere, Sept. 26.—Rear Admiral Lord
Charles Beresford, who is en route to
China as the representative of the Btitish
Associated Chambers of Commerce, has ar-
rived here. In a speech made by him yes-
terday before the Chamber of Commerce
and the Straits Settlement Assoclation, he
urged that commercial treaties between
Great Britain, Germany the United States
and Japan would ensure peace.

In Manitoba and the Northwest he saw
abundant harvests, and reports that the
yield will be seven or eight million bushels
more than the Government estimate.

But smelting
i3 expensive and requires capital. Heunce,

Anne's, a distance of about 15
miles, and it Is understood that this will
be completed and perhaps pushed on to
Vaudreuil, where the new Ottawa branch
joins' the main line, early the coming
epring.
