! of the street rallway grab iy the Indecent
| haste with which the job Is being rushed
‘thru. It hase taken the city up to the pre-
sent moment to find out just what the
bill means and what it proposes to do.
The more the situation ls discussed the
more evident does it become that the city
will seriously jeopardize its control oyer
its streets If it gives another railway run-
"ning rights over them on any conditions
whatever, The only parties who enjoy
rights in Toronto's street rallway system
at the present time are the Toronto Rail-
way Compamy, a9 lessee, and the City
of Toronto, as owner. There is no good
reason why a third party should be in-
troduced to complicate ¢he ownership or
occupation of our streets by electric rall-
ways. The Metropolitan Railway should
not be given a franchise to run its cars to
the market or to any other point within
the eity, The Metropolitan should be givem
no rights whatever over our streets or
rails. If the Metropolitan or any other
suburban railway desires to dellver a car
of freight to St. Lawrence Market, ' the
car should be handed over to the Toronto
Railway Company at the city 1mits. If
the Metropolitan has a caf load of pass-
engers whom It desires to convey to adf-
ferent . points within the city it should
hand over such car to the Toromnto Rail-
way at the city limits. There is no need
whatever- to give the Metropolitan Com-
pany running rights withia the city. All
suburban cars, whether freight or passen-
ger, should come under the control of the
Toronto Railway Company as Soon 2s they
reach the city boumdary. - There is really
0o reason why the two companies should
approach the Legislature at all in this
matter of interchange of traffic. The To-
ronto and Scarbobe Rallway and the To-
ronto Rallway have a -joint working -ar-
rangement. And so have the latter com-
.pany amd the Toronto and Suburbam Rail-
way. Passengers going to and from Munro
Park pass over the tracks of the Toronto
and of the Toronto and Secarboro . com-
panies, The city of Toronto has raised no
objection to this imterchange of traffic
over the two lines. Nor would amy ob-
jection be raised if the Toronto Rallway
-ran its cars over the Metropolitan to Eglin-
¢on or if It brought the cars of the latter
down Yonge-street to the market. Nothing
stands in the way /of such an interchamge
of traffic, as far as passengers, at least,
are concernéd, As soon as a Metropolitan
car crosses the city line into the city it
would come under the control of the To-
ronto Railway. The conducfor and motor-
men would become employes of the Toronto
Railway Company. Similarly when a car
of, the Toronto Railway crosses the city
limits into the township it comes under
the control of the Metropolitan Rallway
Compamy., This is the way the interchange
of .city and suburban business is egected
in many of the cities of the United States.
‘There is no reason why the system should
not be adopted here.

In regard to the interchange of freight,
exactly the same principle would apply.
The city is willing to allow the Toronto
Rallway Company to, handle freight em its
agreeing to pay a percentage of the re-
ceipts, Under the arrangement we have
suggested no outside company would have
any rights whatever over our streets or
our rallway eystem. We would be sure
of our percentage of all suburban passen-
ger and freight business. The suburban

MET DEATH AT HIS WORK.

# Building on West Welling-
ton-Street.

Besides a widow
he leaves four little daughters, who live
at 64 West Adelaide-street.

in the gold country about 16 months. For
the last two months he has been in Eng-
land recuperating after the arduous work
of the campalgn, and will return to Afriea
about the middle of August.

siege of Coomassie.

Capt. Crean, who is looking the picture
of health, was seen by The World yester-
day, and in answer to enquiries about the
Ashantee campaign furnished some interest-’
ing particulars of the siege of Coomassie and
the advanee of the relief column under
Sir James Willeocks. Governor Hodgon was
besteged in Coomassie with about 800
troops. ‘The Ashantees, who were armed
with old Dane guns and machetes, charged
with wire and nails, demanded the return
of King Prempeh, who was deposed in
1806, as a resuit of Sir Francis Scott’s ex-
pedifion; the right to offer up human gacri-
fices, and to engage in the slave trade.
Phese demands were made on Governor
Hodeon and refused. Then the belligerent

and threatened the existence of the gallant
defender and his troops. Governor Hodson
¥ought his way out of the town to the
\Cape Coast, leaving about 100 soldiers aud
JHausas to continue the defence until re-
liet was at hand. The Hausas are pative
troops, who, under their English officers,
fought well and kept the flag flying. Every
one of the defending garrison had polson at
hand to swallow in the event of falling into
the hands of the Ashantees, who would have
tortured all before putting them to death.
The Relief Force.

Sir Jas. Willeocks organized a relief force
at the coast and made ready to fight his
way to Coomassie, a distance of 180 miles.
His force consisted of native soldiers from
the West African frontier force, the Lagos,
Hausas, the West African Regiment from
Sierra Leone, the Sierra Leone frontler
police, two battalions from the O ntral
African Regiment and 50 sheikhs from the
West African Regiment—a motley force to
be sure, speaking 16 different langvages and
‘officered by white men. Along with the
fighting force were about 12,000 carriers.
from Slerra Leone, Central Africa and
Mombasa. Bach ecarrier looked. after 56
pounds. Everything had to be carried:
even the. guns had to be taken apart avd
carried on the backs of these natives. The
officers rode in hammocks suspended from
the shonlders of the blacks. The greatest
difficulty was with the transport service.
The feountry is covered wifh a thick brush
andkit was necessary for a force armed
with machetes to go ahead and clear the
way. The relief column was very long and
most of the fighting on the way was done
by the advance guard. |

Commandeered Neceasities.

This large force was well rationed, and
Sir Jas. Willcocks ‘“‘commandeered” large
quantities of plantains, yams and bananas.
A three-pound tin of meat per week was
allowed each soldier. It was an excecd-
ingly well managed campaign and Sir James
Willeocks reached Coomassie on July 15, the
day he promised the town would be reliev-
ed. There were no ‘“regrettable incidents,”
as they say in South Africa, and the eslumn
was never defeated, which happy state of
affairs was a great source of pleasure at
the War Office and thruont the Empire.
The leading chiefs were deported to the
Seychelles Islandg and the murderers hang-
ed, and the whole country was brought into
a thoro state of subjection.

Sword and Bayonet Used Freely.

During the progress of the relief column
there was a .great deal of close fighting,
and Ia_the bush warfare, such a8 the column
experienced, the sword and bayonet were
much in evidence. These weapons are not
ohsolete in this mode of warfare. The
campaign was fought in the rainy season,
when the swamps were almost impassable,
Notwithstanding the difficulties of such a
campaign, the total cost of the war was
lesa than a million pounds sterling, aund
as the Ashantees were so thoroly whipped
they are not likely to rise 8gain. The
campaign was begun early in May and
