A Representative Assembly was first granted to this Colony in 1832, under the Governor-
ship of Sir TnoMas CocHraNE. By the Constitution nine Districts were established, returning
fifteen members, who were to hold their seats during Her Majesty’s pleasure. In 1888 the
members of the Assembly were elected for four years, and this term has been adhered to since
shat date. In 1854, upon the granting of Responsible Government, the number of members was
increased, at the instance of the Imperial Government, to thirty. In 1874 the membership
was further increased to thirty-one, by the addition of one member to the number of those
representing the District of Twillingate and Fogo. In 1882 the number of members was in-
creased to thirty-three, by the erection of St. George and St. Barbe into Districts, with one

member each. In 1885, after the publication of the Census of 1884, a partial re-distribution
took place. The District of Twillingate and Fogo was divided, Twillingate retaining three
members, Fogo was given one. Bay-de-Verd, which was made to nclude a part of Trinity
District, was allowed an additional member, as was also Harbor Grace. These alterations

increased the number of members to thirty-six.

A Revolving Light ; giving first white flash, lasting 8 4-10 seconds, fol-
lowed after an interval of 9 6-10 seconds by second white flash, lasting
8 7-10 seconds, then, after an interval of 12 6-10 seconds, by a red flash,
lasting 8 7-10 seconds, another interval of 12 6-10 seconds followed by the
first white flash ; 210 feet above the level of the sea, is situated on Gallan-
try Head. Distance visible, 18 miles. The light is hidden at the north-
ward by the high land of St. Pierre. Latitude 46° 45' 43" N.; Longitude
56° 9' 52" W. Tower square, 36 feet high, painted white,

The South Chamnel entrance to St. Pierre harbor is marked by two
small fixed lights. One is white, illuminating three-fourths of the horizon $
it is placed on the battery., The other is red, and is placed on the plain
at the north of the town. The White light is 36 feet above the sea level,
and is visible six miles. The Red ]ig]xl 15 65 feet above the sea level, and
is visible three miles. The line connecting these two lights marks the
middle channel.  The Red light is so placed that as soon as it is seen on
the left of Cape Aigle, vessels coming from Columbier, in beating into the
N. E. entrance, will be clear of the Cape Rodrigue Shoals.

Pointe @ Leconte Light, situate on the southwest point of the Island of
Dogs, 62 feet above the level of the sea, visible 7 miles. The light shows
white between the bearings (from the tower) of S. E. 3 S.and S. } W.
This white sector of the light marks the South-east passage, so as to per-
mit vessels which keep within this cove to avoid the Bataille shoal on the
right and Cape Noir and Bertrand Rocks on the left. It shows red from
S. W. } W, westward, to N. W, 5 W., and should be avoided by vessels
entering by the S. E. passage. It will enable them when they have quit-
ted the white cove to come to anchor in the Roadstead or in the Barachois,
by following the line of white light from Pointe aux Canons and of the
red light from the interior of the town.

Order, if possible. If sent by letter, it should always be registered. No
half-pence to be introduced into Orders. Money Orders issued and paid
from 9 a. m. to 4 p. m.

Should any alteration be made in the name of the person in whose
favor an Order 1s drawn, a new Order will have to be issued and commis-
sion be paid thereon.

Unpaid Money Orders are legally void at the end of one year ; never-
theless, 1f any valid reason is adduced for delay in presentation, payment
will be made upon application, subject to certain conditions.

To Postmasters.

Obtain from the presenter of a Money Order (whether he or she be
the right owner or not), satisfactory information as to the Christian name,
Surname and address of the person by whom drawn. In the case of a
firm, the name of the firm and address will suffice. When an Order is
presented through a Bank, the Order being properly signed, must also be
crossed with the Banker’s name,

PARCEL POST.
Inland,

Parcels not exceeding eleven pounds weight may be transmitted by
post between places within the Colony (except to and from places with
which postal communication is maintained by couriers carrying mails on
foot), on fmyment of eight cents per pound weight, or two cents per quar-
ter pound, and a further charge of two cents per quarter pound weight, or
a fraction of a quarter pound above one pound. Such parcels shall not
exceed three feet six inc]lxes as the greatest length, or six feet in length and
girth combined, the girth being measured round the thickest part of the
parcel. No parcel will be accepted which weighs more than eleven Ibs.,
or that is not sufficiently paid; the postage upon all parcels must in all

cases be paid in advance, by means of ordinary adhesive postage stamps.
Such parcels may be registered, the fee therefor being three cents.
United Kingdom.

Parcels may be transmitted by Parcel Post to the United Kingdom
{and through the United Kingdom with countries having a Parcel Post
with the United Kingdom, of such weight, and at such special rates, as
may from time to time be agreed upon by the Governor in Council), not
exceeding eleven pounds in weight, nor three feet six inches in length, or
six feet in length and girth measured together—the girth being measured
around the thickest part of the parcel. The rate of postage on such par-
cels, which must in all cases be pre-paid, will be as follows. On parcels not
exceeding one pound in weight, eighteen cents—this being the minimum
charge; on parcels over one pound in weight, twelve cents per pound or
fraction of a pound over and above the first pound—eleven pounds being
the maximum weight. Parcels transmitted through the United Kingdom
to countries with which the United Kingdom operates a parcel post system
will be subject to the rates of postage chargeable by the United Kingdom
on parcels to such countries, which postage shall be over and above the
rates enumerated as aforesaid ; such parcels as last referred to shall be sub-
ject to the rules respecting transit thereof, ete., of the United Kingdom.

The insured Parcels will have all the safegnards of the registration
system, and subject to the following regulations, compensation will be paid
if they are lost or damaged in the %’ost.

Compulsory Insurance.

It will be compulsory for the senders of parcels containing coin, jewel-
lery, or any other article of gold or silver, to insure the contents for at
least part of their value,

Any uninsured parcel found in the United Kingdom to contain such
articles will be compulsorily registered, the addressee heing charged with
a fee of 8d. stg. The same rule will be enforced in this Colony in regard
to parcels from the United Kingdom.

None of the above regulations apply to parcels for the Dominion of
Canada and the United States,

Dominion of Canada.

Parcels may be accepted at any Post Office in Newfoundland for the
Dominion.of Canada, subject to the conditions herein stated. The rate of
postage being fifteen cents per pound or fraction of a pound weight to all
parts of Canada. No parcel can be forwarded if over seven pounds in
weight, or if it measure more than two feet in length by one foot in width
or depth.

United States.

Parcels are now accepted for transmission to the United States, sub-
ject to the following rates :—

Not exceeding one pound o 12 cents,
For each pound or fraction of a pound ... 12 cents.

No parcel may exceed eleven pounds in weight, three feet six inches
in length, or six feet in length and girth combined.

No parcel may contain a letter, post card, or any writing (by hand
or otherwise, of the nature of personal correspondence), publications which
violate the copyright laws, poisons, explosives, inflammable substances,
liquids, or articles which easily liquify, confections and pastes, live or dead
animals (except dead insects or reptiles, when thoroughly dried), fruits,
vegetables, lottery tickets, circulars or advertisements, all obscene or im-
moral articles, or any article that may in any way injure or destroy mail
matter or injure the official handling the same.

Registration.
Parcels may be registered at the following rate of fees, that is to say :
Inland or local rate . s 3 Cents.
To the United Kingdom ... ; ... 4 cents,
To Canada and United States .. ... b cents.

To all other countries the registration fee will be the same as the
single rate of postage.

General.

No parcels shall be posted in a letter-box, but must in all cases be
taken to the Post Office and presented at the wicket, where forms will be
supplied and information given.

All foreign parcels received at the Post Offices in the Colony must be
sent to the General Post Office, St. John’s, to be made up in the mails.
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
