With
the start that has already been made
in commercial fruit growing, with plenty
of suitable land at very moderabe cpst,
with cheap and rapid transportation,
with an overseas market close at hand,
with the knowledge that has been ac-
quired as to proper varieties to plant,
with the active co-operation of the gov-
crnment, the success of New Brunswick
as a fruit producing province seems as-
sured.

To
quote further from Mr. Rowell:

"«Although 370,000 may be the num-

er of those enlisted we have never had
that number for the purpose of this
war. It would be necessary to deduct
fully ten per cent. from this total to
account for the men  discharged here
as under age, ovér age, or for other rea-
sons of unfitness; and from this deplet-
ed number it would also be necessary
to deduct another two and a half per

. cent. because of the number who’ have

been semt back from England as unfit.
There were three full Canadian divi-
sioris fighting at the front this summer,
but at the same time we did not have
in Great Britain sufficient men with
completed training to provide rein-
forcements. We had to practically
break up the 4th Division at Bramshott
to give some rest and relief to the gal-

. \lant 1st Division, who have been fight-

ing since they went over to France. We
have been able to complete the 4th Di-
vision by troops sent over in recent
weeks, but the need has been so great
that instead of taking the place of the
1st Division, they were needed as a
complete division in addition, and the
1st Division got its rest—where? In
the hell of fire at the Somme, where
it added new glory to the name of
Canada.” :

“Ip the face of these facts and of the
present _urgency of the need for more
men, the prime minister issues an ap-
peal which brings no results, and a porg
tion of the Conservative press grossly
abuses' Sir Wilfrid Laurier. That is
certainly not the kind of leadership the
country needs at this time. It is to be

_regretted that the honored leader of a

great party should be falsely charged
with - disloyalty at a time when men
like Bourassa and Lavergne are per-
mitted to go about encouraging disloy-
dlty:: and other members of the Na-
tionalist party are in the government it-
self, though mot now. openly.in: sym-
pathy with the men who got them their
places in the cabinet. The province of
Quebec is behind in recruiting and Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, who is doing his ut-
most to encourage recriiting in that
province, is being charged with respom
sibility for the poor showing made; but
when did Sir Robert Borden and his
Nationalist colleagues tour Quebec or
denounce Bourassa and Lavergne? A
gense of fairness should compel the
Conservative press to cease criticism of
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and call upon the
government to do its duty in the matter.
The Toronto Star well says:

- “There is any amount of - vacant
ground that might be taken up in Can-
ada between the recruiting system so
far used and a resort to conscription.
If the government will not adopt con-
scription, why not, at least, take some
interest in the voluntary system, develop
§t, and make it serviceable?”

ST. JOHN'S SLUMS.

As a result of an act of vandalism by
some 'small children, and the resultant
action of the police and the secretary of
the Children’s Aid Society, a house where
two tenants lived will be closed, as unfit
‘for human habitation. When Conr. Mc-
Lellan saw the place he was quick to
decide, and one more rookery must be
made habitable, or pulled down.

1t is not always the fault of the land-
lord, however, that tenements are found
in a very bad state. There are, unfor-

_ tunately, some families who create slum

conditions wherever they .go, and an in-
stance of that kind has 'just- been re-
vealed by the police and tht Children’s
Aid Society. A few years ago a woman
with nine children lived in a three room
tenement in a poor section of the city.
The husband and father spent most of
his time in jail. This family became the
despair of churches and social workers.
Eventually the oldest boy was sent to the
penitentiary and the second to the
Boys’ Industrial Home, having been con-
victed of crime. Last spring the mother
and children moved to a much better
tenement, and the report of the secretary
of the Associated Charities was quite en-
couraging, It really seemed that better
conditions for the family were in sight.
Last week, however, the place was re-
ported to be in a very filthy condition,
the children begging, and the home with-
out sufficient food or fuel, although the
woman’s brother had faithfully turned in
his small weekly wa&e to help her along.
The husband had long since definitely
ceased even to visit his home. So bad
were the conditions that two of the chil-
dren, ‘both with deformed limbs, were
taken to the hospital and the mother and
the other five were taken to the Muni-
cipal Home. This family had created
slum conditions in the place to which
they had moved last spring. The chil-
dren have no schooling. Obviously the
time for interference in the interests of
community welfare was years ago, when
the family was small, and something
might have been done to keep the family
together, send the children to school, and
give proper medical or hospital treatment
tn those needing it. Mere charity was

'8

wasted, as it is in so many cases. If any
citizens know of cases where similar con-
ditions, as a result of parental incapacity
or misconduct, are devéloping, and. chil-
dren are not getting a fair start in life,
they should give the information to the
secretary of the Children’s Aid Society.

The Times has on several occasfons
referred to grossly unfair criticism of
the Patriotic Fund Committee in this
city., That committee is composed of

freely and without charge, and they are
aided by lady visitors who also labor—
and labor hard—without remuneration.
They take up every ‘case, investigate
every claim, listen patiently to every
complaint, and do (their very best to
meet every legitimate claim. They
must, however;- give careful considera-
tion te every case, for there have been
some brazen attempts to loot the fund,
and if at any time there seems to be
any delay it is because these ladies and
gentlemen do not want one dollar of
the money  so freely subscribed by the
citizens to be expended on persons who
have not a legitimate claim. Most of
the criticism is offered by persons who
do not understand the conditions under
which' the fand is adndinistered, and it
is also clear that there are some who
blame Mr. Allan for what is done by
the committee, with all the facts and
documents before them. As a matter
of fact, nd man in St, John has a more
difficult and thankless task than Mr.
Allan, who is conscientiously doing his
best to satisfy all legitimate claims and
at the same time protect the Fund
from fraud. \

tion of German mastery from the North
Sea to the Persian Gulf, the invasion
of Russia from the south, by way of
Bessarabia, the control of the Black Sea,
and perhaps decisive victory in the East.
Germany therefore feels that the Rou-
manian thorn must be extracted from
her vulnerable heel, and that quickly.
By the defeat of Roumania the author-
ity of Germany in the East would be-
come absolute. All the Eastern States,
including Austria-Hungary, would be
incorporated or placed in a feudal rela-
tionship to the German empire. Ag-
grandized by their alliance with Ger-
many, the Bulgarians would be riveted
to her. Turkey has already become a
kind of German Morocco, and would
fall into the position of a German col-
ony. Serbia would no longer exist, and
Roumania would become an Eastern

' Reichsland.

A Fight for Trade

| Alongside of these military and poli-
'tical motives run the economic inter-
ests that urgé Germany to crush Rou-
mania. The Germans have lent to the
| Roumanian state nearly  £80,000,000.
They have. besides, invested in Rouma-

nian banks, trade, and industry more

than £40,000,000. The German object

is not only to avoid loss—‘damnum
emergens”—but particularly to retain
the immense advantages accruing to
them from their exploitation of Rou-
mania, to obviate a “lucrum cessans.”
The Roumanian state borrowed money
from Germany at usurious rates. In
1889, after the agricultural crisis, it
contracted with the Disconto-Gesell-
schaft a loan of £480,000, at a nominal
interest of 5 per cent., which the price
of issue made in reality 7 per cent. Be-
sides, the Disconto-Gesellschaft took as
security the revenues of monopoly of
cigarette paper, and secured a share of
its profits. By these means the Ger-
man bank has secured a profit of £1,-
880,000, in return for £480,000 lent.
Ninety per cent. of Roumanian manu-
factured imports were of Austro-Ger-
man origin. Roumanian trade was al-
most exclusive in Austro-German
hands, and the whole economic life of
Roumania was under Austro-German
control.

A Great Prize

By the conquest of Roumania, Ger-
many would secure immense stores of
corn, petroleum, benzine, mineral oils,
salt and timber; a good railway sys-
tem, and the Danube as a means of
transport, besides all the crops which
the fertile soil of Roumania can pro-
duce. The spectre of famine would be
forever banished from the German em-
}Jh’ﬁ. Could they once get Roumania
nto their grasp, the Germans would
never relax their hold. They know far
better than the Roumanians themselves
how inexhaustible are her resources,
and how sober and hard working are
her people. No sacrifice will seem too
heavy for them if by it they can se-

% |cure such a prize. The duty and inter-

est of the allies are alike clear. If, by
timely action, they thwart the German
scheme and ensure the triumph of Rou-
mania, they will at the same time smooth
their own path to complete victory and

The news that Lieutenant Gordon W.
Kerr, formerly of this city, has given his
life in* the world fight against Prussian-
ism will be learned by a wide eircle of
friends in St. John with the deepest re-
| gret. He was of the finest type of young
adian .manhopd; his sterling char-
acter and many admirable qualities had
won for him the sincere esteem of his
many friends and his ability would have
ensured him a successful career. Lieu-
tenant Kerr was twenty-eight years old
and was a son of William Kerr, formerly
of Kerr & Robertson of this city, and
now g resident of Summerland, B. C. His
mother also survives and Mrs. Roy Skin-
ner of this city is a sister. He was in
the west when war was declared, but re-
crossed the continent to rejoin his old
regiment, the 8rd C. G- A, and entered
the composite battery. When Major
Barker organized his heavy battery,
Lieutenant Kerr was made senior lieu-
tenant and placed in command of No. 1
section. When the battery arrived in
France, only two months ago, he fired
the first gun of the battery, the first gun
of the new heavy type which Britain had
sent to France. He is the first officer of

Why Cut Off For Time From
Patriotic Fund

SEC'Y ALLAN THREATENED

Members of the Fund Committee
Clearly Explain Whole Case—
Family Now is Receiving $103.-
50 a Month

A former member of the Ladies’ Com-
mittee of the Patriotic Fund, but is not
now connected with it in any way, tells
this story:

“Mrs. Isabella Parsons, .of Marsh road,
is the mother of seven children. The old-
est is thirteen and. the youngest twelve
months. The father enlisted in Aug-
ust. The case came under the notice of
the Patriotic Fund; the woman was en-
titled to $80 a month besides her $15 a
month as part of her husband’s pay and
$20 per month as separation allowance.
From a decision of the Patriotic Com-
mittee she was to receive $80 a month.
With the notification of this fact, there
‘was enclosed a check for $10 and a groc-
ery order for $10. Later on she got $§10

in money and a $10 grocery order Of
ler next month’s allowance from the
Patriotic Fund, she received—$10. From
that day to this, despite every attempt
she has neot received a cent.  Instead of
$120, her due allowance for three months,
she just got $40 The woman, who tells
this story, said that she knew a man
who gives $500 to the Patriotic Fund
yearly ‘and until this case is seen to, he
refuses to give another cent.”

The Times immediately took this case
to C. B, Allan, where it should have been
taken by the parties interested. Mr. Al-
lan promptly produced the document
which put an entirely different face on
the whole matter.
